Subject:	Differences between Potentially Eligible Areas and Determined Areas
In Commissioner Hogan’s reply on behalf of the Commission (E-002994/2019), the Commission acknowledged that there are differences between ‘Potentially Eligible Areas’ (PEA) and ‘Determined Areas’ (DA). 
The DA area is the total number of eligible hectares DECLARED during a given year under the single payment scheme (Regulation No 1120/2009, Art. 51(1)(a)).
The example that I provided in my question of the Netherlands showed that the discrepancy between PEAs and DAs was as high as 35 % (PEAs 1.815 million hectares and DAs 1.347 million hectares).
In this connection:
1.	On the basis of what official data did the Commission establish that the difference in 2009 between DAs and PEAs in the Netherlands was 0.468 million hectares (1.815 million hectares minus 1.347 million hectares)?
2.	On the basis of what legislation did the Commission calculate direct payment envelopes for each Member State for the period 2014-2020 using PEAs instead of a DAs?
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
