In point 3(i) of the section entitled ‘further agree on’ in its resolution of 26 November 2018[footnoteRef:1], the Council commends the proposal as follows: ‘with the objective of enhancing cross-sectoral cooperation, as well as knowledge development and exchange on youth issues within the European Commission services.
