Subject:	Energy transition and security steps in Hungary against the will of local people
Energy transition and security are critically important steps. While cutting emissions and reducing energy use are an important part of this process, electrification and storage are also key to succeed in resolving our challenges.
However, none of these actions should be at the expense of our natural resources or against the will of local people. The Battery Regulation also aims to ensure that batteries placed on the EU market are sustainable and safe throughout their entire life cycle.
The Hungarian Government has announced its intention to be the third largest player in the battery market in the world. As part of this process, several battery factories have been built (in Göd and Komárom) or are in progress (in Győr and Debrecen).
How will the Commission ensure that Hungary is properly enforcing the Environmental Impact Assessment Directive with the involvement of civil society organisations and the full range of stakeholders before proceeding with any new battery factory?
This is an important consideration because there is a current infringement process against Hungary because of its false adoption this directive.
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
