Placement

The logo is placed at the right side in the lay-
out grid. In applications where it is only
combined with text, it is placed at the top.
This largely applies to office stationery. The
European Parliament logo is placed at the
bottom right. In most other cases the logo is
used to indicate the respective item’s author-
ship and is combined with additional ele-

ments, such as headings and images.

In these cases it typically appears at the bot-
tom right. The European Parliament logo is
then placed at the top right.

Exceptions: Certain mediums require a differ-
ent logo placement. For example, the logo

may be used as a motif (see page 19, press kit).
