2. pozdravlja odlocitev Komisije, da se bo obSirno posvetovala s predstavniki panoge in
drzavami Clanicami, preden bo oblikovala mnenje o tej pomembni temi;

3. pozdravlja vlogo Regionalnega svetovalnega sveta za Severno morje (NSRAC) pri
svetovanju Komisiji o delovanju in ucinkovitosti obmoc¢ja Shetland in obmoc¢ja morske
plosce ter poziva Komisijo, naj se Se naprej posvetuje z NSRAC pri nadaljnjem
vrednotenju obmocij;

6. ugotavlja, da je Znanstveni, tehni¢ni in gospodarski odbor za ribistvo (STECF) predvidel,
da bi ukinitev obmocja Shetland lahko povzrocila povecanje ribolovnega napora na tem
obmocju;

7. ugotavlja, da so oblasti Velike Britanije in Nemcije podprle ohranitev obmocja Shetland;

8. ugotavlja, da je obmocje Shetland zelo pomembno za vahnjo, mola in morsko spako;

9. poziva Komisijo, naj poda koli¢insko presojo moznih vplivov kakrs$nih koli sprememb na
obmocju Shetland;

10. pozdravlja odlocitev Komisije, da med nadaljnjim preucevanjem ohrani obmocje morske
plosce in ustrezne omejitve dostopa ;

11. ugotavlja, da so nemske oblasti podprle ohranitev obmocja morske plosc¢e in da vlada
Velike Britanije ugotavlja, da je treba vse odlocitve sprejemati ob upostevanju
prihodnjega ravnanja z bokopluto in nasvetov NSRAC;

12. ugotavlja, da je cilj ohranjevanja obmocja morske plosce jasen;

13. poziva Komisijo, naj ponovno pregleda obmocje morske plosce glede na prihodnje
ravnanje z bokopluto, vklju¢no z obnovitvenim nacrtom za morsko plosco;

14. naroca svojemu predsedniku, naj to resolucijo posreduje Svetu in Komisiji.
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EXPLANATORY STATEMENT
Summary

The Commission’s communication meets the obligation under the Common Fisheries Policy
framework regulation (2371/2002) to review certain access restrictions. The review is limited
to two measures - the Shetland and Plaice Boxes. In its review, the Commission has received
advice from its Scientific Technical and Economic Committee for Fisheries (STECF) and
contributions from the stakeholder North Sea Regional Advisory Council (NS RAC), the UK
and Germany.

Background
Shetland Box

The Shetland Box, established in 1983, places access restriction on over 26 metre vessels
fishing for demersal fish in this area. Under a licensing system a limited number of vessels
from Member States with historic fishing rights (UK, France, Germany and Belgium) are
granted access to the box.

The Commission proposes that the Shetland Box be maintained for a further three years while
further evaluations are done and that STECF should be asked to give advice on how such
evaluation be done.

Plaice Box

The Plaice Box was established in 1989 in order to reduce the incidence of discards of
juvenile plaice. The system closed the area to beam trawlers of more than 300 horsepower -
since 1995 the Box has been closed to these vessels throughout the year.

The NSRAC recommended that the effectiveness of the Plaice Box should be studied further -
the RAC would like to see some modifications in the arrangements on an experimental basis.
The Commission has accepted this and will maintain the Plaice Box until such modifications
can be designed. The Commission agrees with the NSRAC recommendation that the existing
access restrictions are properly applied with a strict control of engine power to ensure that it is
consistent with licensed power. The Commission notes that the forthcoming review of the
technical measures regulation provides an opportunity to consider revisions to the plaice box.

Conclusion

The Commission decision to maintain the Shetland Box and the Plaice Box is welcome as a
balanced response to the reviewing and consulting upon the operation and effectiveness of the
boxes. The process of consultation with Member States, industry, and stakeholders is also
welcome. The outcome of the report highlights the value of the role of the NSRAC in
fisheries management.
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
