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EU 'farm to fork' strategy: State of play
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The 'farm to fork' strategy is about building sustainable EU food systems, in line with the EU's Green Deal. Launched in
May 2020, its elements are moving at different speeds, with much debate on its objectives and priorities. The EU
institutions are helping to shape the various elements of the strategy. This is an update of an 'at a glance' note first
published in October 2021.
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A highlight of the February | 2024 plenary session was the debate on the conclusions of the special European Council
meeting on 1 February, at which leaders reached agreement on EU funding, in particular for Ukraine. That was
followed by a debate with the Council and Commission on the need for unwavering EU support for Ukraine, after two
years of Russia's war of aggression against Ukraine. Members also debated empowering farmers and rural
communities and ensuring sustainable and fairly rewarded EU agriculture. Further debates took place on the
Commission's new communication on the EU2040 climate target, the state of EU solar industry in the light of unfair
competition, and water crisis and droughts in the EU and the need for a sustainable, resilient water strategy for
Europe. Members discussed the Dentsu tracking case and the Commission's lack of transparency with regard to the
tobacco industry. They discussed the situation of prisoners in Hungarian jails, allegations of Russian interference in EU
democratic processes and the need to fight rising antisemitism and anti-Muslim hatred. Debates took place on quality
traineeships in the EU and the commemoration of the 70th anniversary of Abbé Pierre's appeal to address
homelessness. Other debates took place on international issues: the situation in Haiti on the eve of the deployment of
the United Nations Multinational Security Support Mission, further repression against democracy in Venezuela, the
state of play of the implementation of the Global Gateway, and multilateral negotiations in view of the World Trade
Organization's 13th Ministerial Conference, in Abu Dhabi. Finally, a 'This is Europe' debate was held with the President
of Romania, Klaus lohannis.
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This At a glance note summarises the study analysing how the CAP and state aid support farm competitiveness,
including the role of young farmers and women. Challenges and drivers of EU farm competitiveness are identified. Key
competitiveness indicators are analysed and their limitations are considered. The level of CAP support to
competitiveness is assessed, with a comparison of the 2014-2022 and 2023-2027 programming periods. The study
illustrates the Member States’ differentiated approaches to supporting competitiveness.
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Research for AGRI Committee — Development of milk production in the EU after the end of milk quotas
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This report evaluates the challenges and opportunities for the EU dairy sector in light of milk quota abolition and the
sector’'s medium-term prospects. It focuses on structural change in the sector, the dynamics of the dairy market, the
need for environmental resilience and rural sustainability. The specific concerns of disadvantaged dairy regions are
also addressed. The report offers policy recommendations for the European Parliament's consideration to bolster dairy
farming and sustain rural communities effectively, while addressing the sector’s sustainability requirements.
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This IA supports the proposals for a revision of the plant and forest reproductive material legislative framework. It
effectively presents the need for a revision, to avoid further divergence in implementation across Member States, thus
ensuring a level playing field on the EU market and availability of high-quality reproductive material adapted to align
with the European Green Deals' sustainability objectives. The baseline would have benefited from a qualitative
analysis of the foresight trends it mentions. The IA presents a sufficiently broad range of policy options that address
the problems identified and most stakeholder views. Stakeholders were widely consulted and their views taken into
account throughout the 1A. The economic, social and environmental impacts are assessed with specific focus on
SMEs, through an SME test. The IA however acknowledges gaps in the data and the cost-benefit analysis, notably
regarding impacts on SMEs, and bases its choice of the preferred option on a qualitative rather than quantitative
analysis of the options.

A large share of tourism in the European Union takes place in rural areas. However, not all tourism in rural areas is
necessarily considered to constitute rural tourism. Rural tourism, whose origins lie in agritourism and farm stays, is
typically built on experiences that are specific to the countryside, often includes physical activities connected with
nature, is usually small in scale and involves a large number of small private businesses. It can bring numerous
benefits to local communities, in particular diversification of farm income, job creation, and retention of services in rural
areas, thus preventing depopulation. However, negative consequences can include physical damage to ecosystems
caused by too many visitors, pressure on local infrastructure, and higher prices for services and housing for local
residents. Rural tourism can face challenges such as inadequate transport, water and sewage capacity, as well as
depopulation and a resulting lack of human resources necessary for tourism services. Specific challenges are also
expected regarding the green and digital transitions. While tourism is primarily a Member State competence, the EU
strongly supports the tourism sector and current EU strategic documents lay out a vision for sustainable EU tourism in
the future. Tourism projects can benefit from multiple EU funds and the sector is eligible for financial support for the
transition to a more green and digital path under several EU programmes. The European Parliament has been
supportive of rural tourism and has highlighted that it contributes to the economic, social and environmental
sustainability of rural areas, in particular making a positive contribution to safeguarding small-scale and diverse
farming, tackling social inequalities and creating employment opportunities for women. Parliament has called on the
European Commission to 'ring-fence' a specific allocation for agritourism under the new common agricultural policy.
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The EU is largely self-sufficient in agricultural products, thanks to its common agricultural policy (CAP). However, the
EU livestock sector is critically dependent on imports of plant-based proteins for animal feed, especially soybeans,
from Argentina, Brazil and the United States (US). The links between protein imports and deforestation, on the one
hand, and the substantial greenhouse emissions (GHG) from animal farming, on the other, are also lending greater
prominence to the use of plant-based proteins in human nutrition. The European Union (EU) has long aimed to reduce
its protein import dependency, but Russia's invasion of Ukraine has exacerbated the need to shield EU agriculture from
price volatility and trade disruptions. At their informal meeting in Versailles of March 2022, EU leaders identified
'increasing the EU production of plant-based proteins' as a means to improve the EU's food security and reduce food
prices. Further to this high-level political declaration, the European Commission is expected to review its protein policy
in the first quarter of 2024, reviving hopes for a comprehensive EU protein strategy. Some of the proposals being
considered to close the EU's protein gap include encouraging the domestic production of protein-rich crops, which
have received substantial support in the CAP national strategic plans for the 2023-2027 period. Diversifying the
available protein sources for food and feed is another way of reducing the EU's deficit. These sources include
microbial, insect and seaweed proteins. Finally, greater efficiency and circularity in the way food is produced and
consumed would also contribute to the EU's protein self-sufficiency and to mitigating the environmental footprint of its
agri-food sector. The European Parliament's Committee on Agriculture and Rural Development (AGRI) has prepared a
draft report on a European protein strategy (rapporteur: Emma Wiesner (Renew, Sweden). Some 716 amendments to
the draft report have been submitted ahead of the vote in the AGRI committee.

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People in the EU consume millions of tonnes of meat, fish, eggs, and dairy products every year. Animal products,
which many consider essential for a balanced and nutritious diet, account for more than a third of the EU's total
agricultural output, and are an integral part of Europe's rich and diverse gastronomic culture. Meeting the high demand
for nutritious and affordable products of animal origin is a key task of the EU's agricultural sector, which employs
millions across all Member States. However, the challenges posed by the COVID-19 pandemic, climate change, and
Russia's war on Ukraine mean that feeding Europe's livestock is becoming increasingly difficult. Thanks to the
common agricultural policy, the EU is not facing a food availability crisis. Nevertheless, with feedstuffs already now the
highest producer input, rising costs for farmers translate into higher prices for basic commodities such as meat, eggs
and milk. Inflation rates for food — the highest after those for energy — reached 13.8 % in December 2022 and remain
the main concern for EU citizens, particularly lower-income households. The European Parliament has repeatedly
called for the sources of animal feed to be diversified. EU leaders have expressed their commitment to ensuring the
EU's food security and tackling rising food prices by reducing the EU's dependency on key imported agricultural
products and inputs, in particular vegetal proteins for animal feed. The need for greater autonomy and diversification of
animal feed sources, and the growing emphasis on the agricultural supply chains' sustainability and circularity, is
encouraging innovation in animal nutrition. Boosting the EU's domestic production of feedstuffs, in particular of plant-
based proteins, will increase the EU's competitiveness and resilience against future supply disruptions.

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Besides huge human losses and destruction, Russia's unprovoked invasion of Ukraine — the 'breadbasket of Europe’ —
has triggered energy and food supply challenges, exacerbating existing food systems vulnerabilities, already
weakened under the effect of climate change and the COVID 19 pandemic. Fears of an unprecedented global food
crisis similar to, or even worse than, the 2007 2008 crisis have mounted, magnifying ripple effects for security,
migration and political instability. The supply shock provoked by the blockade of Ukrainian exports, coupled with record
price levels for energy and basic commodities, led several nations to adopt export restrictions, fuelling market shocks
and speculative operations, leading to unpredictability in global food supply. As the war continues and the stakes
become higher, Russia has increasingly been using food shortage fears as a new weapon in its hybrid war, and food
security has been at the top of the international political agenda since February 2022. The response of the international
community, including a United Nations—Turkey-brokered agreement to unblock exports from Black Sea ports, has
calmed fears of an imminent widespread food global crisis. A number of food import and food aid-dependent countries,
however, remain highly vulnerable to food price and foreign exchange volatility. This publication updates and expands
an 'at a glance' note from April 2022.
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To finalise the overhaul of the EU agricultural statistics framework, the European Commission has proposed new rules
on collecting data on the input and output of agriculture and related activities, including on farms' use of agro
chemicals. The European Parliament is set to vote in plenary on the first-reading agreement during October.
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What if Al could make the agri-food sector more resilient?
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Artificial intelligence (Al) has been the subject of such strong political and social debate that the question of its
suitability for its main original purpose — improving supply chain efficiency — may come as a surprise. What if Al really
could help strategic sectors cope with pressure?

Most of the world's farmers are engaged in small scale agriculture. The majority of them are in developing countries
but there are many in developed countries as well. Small farms make up the vast majority of the EU's 10 million farms.
What constitutes a small farm depends on the context. However, improving the conditions of small-scale food
producers is a global objective. Recent studies have lowered past estimates of how much of the global food supply is
produced by small farms. Notwithstanding the complex nature of such estimates and the possible under-estimation of
small operators' production because of self consumption, it is clear that small farms allocate larger shares of their
production to food and have a more diversified produce portfolio than larger farms. Moreover, small farms' role in food
production and availability also depends on their involvement in local food systems: when they are well connected in
the supply chain, small scale producers tend to leave less space for self provisioning and their businesses are more
viable. In addition to producing food, small farms play a key role in the EU's rural world. They are typically associated
with protecting landscape features and biodiversity and the notion of providing public goods. They help to maintain
lively rural and remote areas, help preserve the identity of regional production, and offer employment in regions with
fewer job opportunities. Yet, the pace of disappearance of small farms has been quite rapid in recent decades.
Unfavourable demographic change in rural areas is part of the explanation. In addition, it is small farms that suffer
most from the challenges facing the agricultural sector, such as market pressures and weather extremes, and they
have to invest greater effort to engage in innovation and new technology. The EU's farm policy includes specific
measures to address small farms' needs, although most of the EU's agricultural funds go to farms with larger farmland
areas. However, the new policy framework that will start operating as of 2023 provides a valuable opportunity for EU
Member States to use the flexibility offered in the development of their strategic plans to tailor measures to small farms
and local conditions and help preserve the economic, social, and environmental assets that small farms bring to the
EU food system.
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Pesticides and their use are regulated at EU level. Directive 2009/128/EC ('SUD') of the European Parliament and the
Council establishes a framework to achieve sustainable use of pesticides that are plant protection products, by
reducing the risks and impact of pesticide use on human health and the environment, and promoting the use of
integrated pest management and of alternative approaches or techniques such as non-chemical alternatives to
pesticides. A recent ex-post evaluation by the European Commission shows that the directive's implementation has
only been 'moderately effective’ overall in achieving this objective. Based on publicly available sources, this
implementation appraisal provides information on the implementation of the directive and thus aims to support its
ongoing revision, where the Parliament is a co-legislator.

The Commission's legislative proposals on the future of the common agricultural policy (CAP) were published on 1
June 2018. They comprise three proposals: a regulation setting out rules on support for CAP strategic plans; a
regulation on the single common market organisation (CMO) and a horizontal regulation on financing, managing and
monitoring the CAP. The proposal for a regulation on CAP strategic plans introduces a new delivery model, described
by the Commission as a fundamental shift in the CAP, involving a move from compliance towards results and
performance. It includes a new distribution of responsibilities between the EU and Member States. A new planning
process is proposed that will cover all the CAP measures, previously covered by different regulations and policy
designs. Following its adoption in December 2021, the CAP strategic plans regulation will apply as of 1 January 2023.

As part of the preparation of the EU budget for 2021-2027, the European Commission put forward a new set of
regulations to shape the future EU Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) on 1 June 2018. The proposal for a regulation
on the financing, management and monitoring of the CAP provides the legislative framework for adapting the financing,
management and monitoring rules to a new CAP delivery model. This seeks to achieve more subsidiarity and
simplification, with greater responsibility given to Member States, a shift from ensuring single transaction compliance to
monitoring system performance in each Member State, and reduced 'red tape', among other things. Following their
adoption in December 2021, the new CAP regulations will apply from 1 January 2023.

At the request of the CONT Committee of the European Parliament, this study has been prepared as background
information for work on the legislative Own Initiative Report on the digitalisation of European reporting, monitoring and
audit.

The
core of the database would be the information from managing authorities which, through identifiers and matching
indicators, would be linked to other databases to obtain all the required information. For transparency purposes, the
reporting system would have to cover a subset of indicators, including registration number and type of beneficiary, in
order to enable the identification of the ultimate beneficiaries

Based on the analysis of more than 12 million beneficiaries of the common agricultural policy (CAP) in 2018 and 2019
and about 600 000 beneficiaries receiving cohesion funds between 2014 and 2020 it identifies the largest direct and
ultimate beneficiaries of EU funds. Moreover, it covers the results of an assessment of almost 300 systems for the
public disclosure of the beneficiaries of CAP and Cohesion policy. Finally, it provides recommendations to enhance the
public disclosure on beneficiaries of EU funds.

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Although there is no legal definition of a 'smart village' within EU legislation, there are a number of distinguishing
features associated with the smart village concept, with the involvement of the local community and the use of digital
tools being seen as core elements. The concept implies the participation of local people in improving their economic,
social or environmental conditions, cooperation with other communities, social innovation and the development of
smart village strategies. Digital technologies can be applied to many aspects of living and working in rural areas. The
smart village concept also suggests the adoption of smart solutions in both the public and private sectors over a wide
range of policy fields such as improving access to services, developing short food supply chains and developing
renewable energy sources. The smart village concept is gaining traction on the rural development agenda, coinciding
with the ongoing reform of the common agricultural policy (CAP). A key element of this reform will be a new delivery
model based on each Member State developing a CAP strategic plan. In December 2020, the Commission published
its recommendations for each Member State on the direction their plans need to take to achieve the CAP objectives
and the European Green Deal targets. The Commission's analysis highlight the gaps Member States must address if
the Green Deal target of 100 % access to fast broadband internet in rural areas by 2025 is to be met. Much will depend
on how Member States respond to these recommendations in drawing up their CAP strategic plans. The European
Parliament has made a significant contribution to the smart village concept, taking part in a pilot project on smart eco-
villages and supporting the European Commission's 2017 action plan for smarter villages. The European Committee of
the Regions and the European Economic and Social Committee have meanwhile both indicated their support for the
concept through events, opinions and communications.
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In the context of modernising the European agricultural statistics system (EASS), updated rules have been published
by the European Commission on statistics for EU farming, including the organic sector, covering both inputs and
outputs for crops and animals, pesticides, nutrients, agricultural prices, etc. The new legislative proposal is the
outcome of an evaluation process underlying that existing legal and methodological structure of agricultural statistics
does not take into account future needs and does not function in an efficient way.

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Farm structure refers to the composition and organisation of an agricultural productive unit, typically for growing crops
and rearing farm animals. Farm structure data allow analysis of the functioning of farms and their responses to events
and agricultural policies.

In December 2019, the European Parliament declared a climate and environmental emergency in Europe and across
the globe — a recognition of the challenges that the EU faces in this area. The agricultural sector is not only affected by
climate change but also contributes significantly to it, according to some assessments. Evidence from a range of
reports from the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) and the European Commission's Joint Research
Centre points to the impacts that climate change will have on yields, length of growing season, water availability,
biodiversity, and habitats. The pattern of climate change will have a differential impact in terms of the regions affected.
A clear north—south divide emerges, with countries of southern Europe likely to face declining yields due to increased
temperatures and reduced precipitation. In the legislative proposals for the common agricultural policy (CAP) for the
post-2020 period, the European Commission has set a high level of ambition in both environmental and climate
change objectives, taking into account the fact that agriculture is responsible for around 10 % of the EU's greenhouse
gas (GHG) emissions. The European Green Deal outlined in the Commission's political guidelines aims to make
Europe the world's first climate-neutral continent by 2050. A range of mitigation and adaptation responses are
available, designed to curb GHG emissions and reduce vulnerability to climate change. The EU can use the CAP as a
tool to influence policy-making in the area of climate change. In fact, data on the operation and impact of the CAP on
climate change and GHG emissions have been examined using a range of sources, including a study undertaken for
the Commission. One of its conclusions is that there are a range of CAP measures that are only partially relevant to
climate needs, as the CAP is constrained by the lack of compulsory implementation. Additionally, a series of
inconsistencies and 'missed opportunities' were identified in the study. It remains to be seen how such findings will
influence the content and design of the new CAP strategic plans, given that the Commission's future proposals for
them include giving greater discretion to Member States.

The sugar sector in the European Union provides a source of income for many farmers and sugar manufacturers. The
EU is the world's top producer of sugar beet and one of the main sugar manufacturers' and consumer markets. The EU
sugar market had been one of the most heavily regulated markets in the agri-food sector for 50 years, until the quota
regime ended on 30 September 2017, thereby introducing a new scenario for this segment of the economy. The sector
faces challenges on a number of fronts. The changed policy environment which resulted from quota elimination, as
well as trading conditions due to higher production levels, and the ongoing debate on the agreement with Mercosur
have all contributed to a period of uncertainty for commodity prices. Maintaining a viable sugar sector is inextricably
linked with the development of agriculture and rural areas. This means the parallel development of economic, social
and environmental policy objectives. At an economic level, the fate of sugar farming will help to ensure farmers’
incomes as well as those in the wider processing sector. From a social perspective, keeping jobs in agriculture,
manufacturing and services sectors will benefit rural communities. Sugar beet cultivation also allows farmers to
diversify their income sources while improving soil quality and encouraging environmentally friendly agricultural
practices. Future policy for the sector should focus on risk mitigation. It will also be mindful of the stabilisation of farm
incomes; instruments to limit farm income volatility; linking sugar beet production with environmental and climate
change objectives, and encouraging the development of a long-term risk management system. This briefing updates
and expands an earlier publication, published in April 2018 (PE 620.224).

Pestome Desertification is a land degradation process that occurs in drylands. It affects the land's capacity to supply ecosystem
services, such as producing food or hosting biodiversity, to mention the most well known ones. Its drivers are related to
both human activity and the climate, and depend on the specific context. More than 1 billion people in some 100
countries face some level of risk related to the effects of desertification. Climate change can further increase the risk of
desertification for those regions of the world that may change into drylands for climatic reasons. Desertification is
reversible, but that requires proper indicators to send out alerts about the potential risk of desertification while there is
still time and scope for remedial action. However, issues related to the availability and comparability of data across
various regions of the world pose big challenges when it comes to measuring and monitoring desertification processes.
The United Nations Convention to Combat Desertification and the UN sustainable development goals provide a global
framework for assessing desertification. The 2018 World Atlas of Desertification introduced the concept of
‘convergence of evidence' to identify areas where multiple pressures cause land change processes relevant to land
degradation, of which desertification is a striking example. Desertification involves many environmental and socio-
economic aspects. It has many causes and triggers many consequences. A major cause is unsustainable agriculture,
a major consequence is the threat to food production. To fully comprehend this two-way relationship requires to
understand how agriculture affects land quality, what risks land degradation poses for agricultural production and to
what extent a change in agricultural practices can reverse the trend. Cropland expansion and intensification of
agriculture are among the drivers of land degradation processes that can lead to desertification. Yet, agriculture itself
can provide solutions to land degradation. Almost half of the EU Member States have declared that part of their
territory is affected by desertification, yet there is no EU-level strategy to tackle this problem. EU agricultural policy can
have an impact on the elements and drivers of desertification, for example, by promoting sustainable agriculture in the
awareness that protecting farmland productivity is of interest to the public and farmers alike.

The December plenary session highlights included the election of the European Ombudsman; commemoration of the
10th anniversary of the Lisbon Treaty and the Charter of Fundamental Rights becoming legally binding; and the award
of the 2019 Sakharov Prize for Freedom of Thought. Parliament adopted positions on the rule of law in Malta, following
the murder of Daphne Caruana Galizia, and on public discrimination and hate speech against LGBTI people, including
LGBTI-free zones. It also debated statements by the Vice-President of the European Commission/High Representative
of the Union for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy (HR/VP) on the humanitarian situation of the Uyghur in China and
in Venezuela and Nicaragua, on the migration and refugee crisis, and on the violent crackdown on recent protests in
Iran. Debates took place, inter alia, on Commission and Council statements on: the 30th anniversary of the Romanian
revolution of December 1989; the post-2020 EU disability strategy; the COP25 outcome; animal welfare conditions
during transport to third countries; and the US Trade Representative's announcement on France's digital service tax.
Parliament also voted on appointments to the Executive Board of the European Central Bank.

Food and agriculture systems are central to the well-being of humanity. When considering food security, these systems
are needed not just to provide safe, healthy food but also livelihoods and incomes to a large number of farmers. These
same systems are integral to rural and economic development. Core to the food security objective is the production of
cereals across the globe to meet the increasing demands for food, animal feed and biofuels. In the EU, the cereals
sector accounted for approximately 11 % of the total output value of agricultural production in 2016, third in line after
the vegetable/horticultural and the dairy sectors. It is an important sector for many Member States, particularly the
northern ones, where it is well developed. All Member States produce some combination of cereal crops. The EU
cereals sector is facing challenges not only structurally but also financially and climatically. Developments in the policy
framework as evidenced by the new common agricultural policy (CAP) proposals as well as advances in scientific and
technological spheres, such as plant breeding and digitalisation, point the way to a more efficient sector. Yet, the
sectoral challenges are many. The process of CAP reform for the post-2020 period promising a new delivery model
and strategic plans is a departure from the known. World agricultural markets face new uncertainties that, on the
supply side, include regulatory responses to new plant breeding techniques and responses to the increasing likelihood
of extreme climatic events. The cereals sector is one operating in a farming environment trying to combat the loss of
plant protection products previously relied upon, and in a world coming to terms with how to make the Paris Agreement
a reality. These challenges will all influence the profitability and survivability of the sector.

For the first time in the history of the common agricultural policy (CAP), it is proposed that interventions available under
the CAP's Pillar | (namely agricultural income and market support) and Pillar Il (rural development) will be combined in
one strategic plan for all CAP expenditure. This paper aims to provide a better understanding and insight into the
European Commission's proposal for this new delivery model for the CAP after 2020. Under the Commission's
proposal, greater flexibility would be given to Member States to decide on how best to meet general and specific
objectives of the CAP. They would be responsible for drawing up a CAP strategic plan, in which they will set targets to
be achieved over the subsequent programming period. Though the new delivery model would provide an opportunity
for Member States to tailor the instruments and measures of the CAP to address their specific needs, the approach
places significant onus on the strategic-planning capacities of Member State administrations. This paper examines a
number of operational issues to help inform the ongoing legislative process.
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Understanding farmer income
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Farmer income is a key element in EU agricultural policy, aiming at ensuring a fair standard of living for the agricultural
community and helping farmers face the risks inherent to their business. Measurement relies on two EU wide data
sources.

In January 2019, the European Union (EU) launched a case before the World Trade Organization (WTO) against the
United States (US) challenging duties on imports of Spanish ripe olives, definitively in place since July 2018. US
authorities have concluded that certain EU support measures for Spanish olive producers under the common
agricultural policy (CAP) are contrary to WTO rules and can be countervailed. Given the importance of such support for
EU farmers, the US measures could have far-reaching consequences for the EU's agricultural model and set
precedents in the WTO.

The European Union's long-term strategy for agricultural research and innovation was published in January 2016
following a year-long process of development, which included targeted consultations. Based on five priority areas, the
strategy guides the programming of its main research and innovation programme — Horizon 2020 — not only for 2018 to
2020 but also for the period beyond 2020, to be covered by Horizon Europe. In light of discussions on the future of the
common agricultural policy (CAP), the role of innovation in agriculture is examined, including the potential contribution
that research and innovation can make to agriculture, the agri-food sector, rural areas and the challenges they face.
These are set against changing global trends in public expenditure on agricultural research and development. These
trends point to a relatively flat pattern of expenditure over the years 2012 to 2016 for the EU. In global terms, the
structure of public agricultural expenditure is changing, with historically richer countries ceding ground to those with
rapidly rising per capita incomes. In considering the EU's long-term strategy for agricultural research and innovation,
the links between the CAP and the EU's research and innovation policies are identified. Evaluation evidence from a
range of sources on the actual or potential impact of investment in agricultural research and innovation point to a link
between such investment and productivity growth in agriculture, the potential for multi-dimensional impacts, and the
potential offered by the Commission's current approach to agricultural research and innovation through the European
innovation partnership operational groups for agriculture (EIP-AGRI).

The EU dairy sector is the second biggest agricultural sector in the EU, representing more than 12 % of total
agricultural output. While milk is produced in all Member States, farm and herd sizes, yields and types of farming vary
widely across Europe, from free-range farming in Alpine areas to large specialised dairy farms in the north-west and
centre of Europe. In 2016, 157 million tonnes of milk were delivered to dairies, where raw milk is processed into fresh
products such as cheese or butter. Part of the common agricultural policy, the EU's dairy policy consists of a range of
instruments designed to support farmers and address market imbalances. In particular, it includes common market
organisation, public intervention and private storage provisions, direct payments and rural development measures. The
policy has been constantly updated over time, one recent development being the suppression of milk quotas in 2015.
The 2014 to 2016 crisis, during which raw milk prices dropped dramatically from around 40 to 25.7 cents per litre,
triggered a reaction by the Commission based on public intervention-buying, private storage and a range of
exceptional measures. Two aid packages were adopted, including incentives for farmers to reduce production.
Recovery was in sight by 2017. In the coming years, growing EU and global demand is expected to support world dairy
markets, without hindering price fluctuations and market imbalances. Resilience and sustainability are key words for
the future of the sector. This can be achieved with innovation, as a way to reconcile the need for farmers to earn a
decent living, consumer demand for affordable and quality dairy products, and environmental/animal health
requirements.
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This study provides a comparative analysis of global agricultural policies aimed at drawing lessons for the future of the
CAP. Against the background of the main trends in agricultural support as well as recent changes and new initiatives in
global agricultural policies, an in depth analysis is made of selected instruments in five countries (Australia, Canada,
Japan, Switzerland, US). Recommendations are made on how current instruments and the policy mix can be improved
to better address challenges for agriculture and rural development in the European Union.
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This study addresses the current rules both the current European rules applicable to the Common Agricultural Market
Organisation and the recent proposal of the Commission in the CAP beyond 2020. It also suggests possible
improvements of the proposal. It was presented to the Committee on Agriculture and Rural Development on 15
October 2018.
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The study is assessing the design of the new CAP Strategic Plans as foreseen in the proposal COM (2018) 392. The
proposed strategic planning is a step forward in evidence-based policy-making, enabling greater flexibility for Member
states and the efficiency of the policy. The remaining challenges are associated with the complexity of the process and
limited capability, or willingness, of the policy system to implement it. Suggested improvements relate to analytical
support, inclusive preparation process, smooth implementation and rewarded ambition.

This briefing note is written by the Policy Department for Structural and Cohesion Policies for the European
Parliament’s Agricultural and Rural Development committee (AGRI Committee). The main purpose of the paper is to
facilitate the legislative work of MEPs relating to the next reform of the CAP. The paper could additionally serve to
explore and discuss the CAP proposals put forward by academics and stakeholders.

Six dashboards set out how the CAP reform package (2021/2027) proposed by the European Commission on 1st June
2018 compares with the current CAP (2014/2020) regulations on a topic-by topic basis.

The briefing note also offers some comments on the main elements of the legislative proposals in order to help the
MEPs with their response to the Commission’s package. These comments are substantially based on the resolutions
previously adopted by the Plenary of the European Parliament. Additional comments are also provided of a technical
and explanatory nature. The opinions expressed in this document are the sole responsibility of the authors and do not
necessarily represent the official position of the European Parliament.
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As the EU'’s policies evolve and adapt to changing circumstances, European statistics need to develop and meet
users’ information needs efficiently. New technologies can help to combine and integrate different data sources without
too great a burden on data producers. Farm statistics are the backbone of the EU’s agricultural statistical system. To
increase their response speed to new data needs, the Commission put forward a new approach based on an
integrated, flexible and modular framework. The Parliament and Council reached a negotiated agreement on the
proposal, which is scheduled to be voted by Parliament at first reading during the July plenary session.

The Commission announced its proposals for the common agricultural policy post-2020 at the end of November 2017
in the form of a communication on the future of food and farming. They include proposals for: greater simplification to
be achieved through increased subsidiarity involving a new delivery model, more effective targeting of direct payments,
a shift towards a more results-based approach, and higher ambitions in respect of resource efficiency, environmental
care and climate action. Other elements will involve addressing issues such as generational renewal, the investment
gap in agriculture, the role of research, innovation and training, risk management and a new green architecture. Under
the new delivery model, Member States will have responsibility for establishing a common agricultural policy (CAP)
strategic plan; this would be subject to approval by the Commission and would continue to set the basic policy
parameters for the CAP. The proposals have generated a range of responses and have been the subject of discussion
within the European Parliament's Committee for Agriculture and Rural Development. The Council has discussed the
content of the communications and they have also been the subject of discussion by the Committee of the Regions
(CoR) and the European Economic and Social Committee (EESC). Looking to the future, some reflections on the
Commission's proposals are considered in light of the views expressed by a number of stakeholder groups. The
Bulgarian Presidency has indicated that the future of the common agricultural policy will be discussed at the informal
meeting of Ministers of Agriculture in Sofia in June 2018.
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The aim of this study is to provide an assessment of the application of the reciprocity principle in EU agri-food trade at
global level.

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European Union leaders agreed at their informal meeting on 23 February that the EU should spend more after 2020 on
curbing illegal migration, on defence and security, and on the Erasmus+ student-exchange programme. The summit
marked a preparatory stage in negotiations on the EU's next long-term budget, known as the Multiannual Financial
Framework (MFF), which will span a period of five or seven years, starting in January 2021. There was no agreement
on how to plug the hole in the budget resulting from the United Kingdom's withdrawal from the EU in 2019. Some net-
paying countries argued that EU spending should remain at the current level of approximately 1 % of EU gross national
income, despite new priorities. That could mean cuts in funding available for cohesion and agricultural policies.
Another dispute concerned the possibility of linking the receipt of EU funds to respect of EU fundamental values. The
Commission is due to make a detailed post-2020 MFF proposal in May 2018. This note offers links to a selection of
recent commentaries, studies and reports from some of the major international think tanks and research institutes,
which discuss the EU's long-term budget and related reforms. It updates a previous edition published in January 2018.
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Being the biggest world agri-food importer and exporter, the European Union plays an important role in international
agricultural markets. The Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) has considerable influence on international agri-food
market. With the CAP 2014-2020, the distortive effect of the policy have been dramatically reduced. However,
voluntary coupled support are a matter of concern. Following the 20142020 CAP, Member States may grant voluntary
coupled support (VCS) to specific sectors undergoing difficulties. All Member States expects Germany have opted to
apply VCs in some sectors and this generated market distortions both in the internal and in the international
marketplace.

Another feature of the 2014-2020 CAP is its competitive -oriented approach. Increased competition can boost
agricultural development of non -EU countries but can also imply risks for sustainable development and food security.
Growing demand supported by the CAP can also have a negative environmental impact. Therefore there are concerns
about the coherence of the CAP support with environmental and climate objectives. Although the 2014-2020 CAP
made progress towards ensuring policy coherence, more has to be made in the future CAP reform, particularly with
reference to international commitment on climate change. Market distorting effects of some CAP instruments shall also
be reconsidered.
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After World War Il, Europe was in pieces, devastated and facing a shortage of food. The main objective of the
European Coal and Steel Community, a new institution set up in 1952, was therefore to work to unite a fragmented
Europe. Lack of food was one of earliest challenges; action at European level was necessary in order to make Europe
self-sufficient in food and to secure an adequate food supply and the free flow of food and agricultural products within
Europe. The common agricultural policy (CAP) was formed in 1962 to ensure that people could have food at affordable
prices and that farmers would earn a fair living for their work. CAP is one of the European Union's oldest common
polices
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It is estimated that by 2050, 67 % of the world's population will live in urban areas. Increasing concerns over food
security coupled with concerns over climate change have helped to promote interest in urban agriculture and the role it
can play in respect of food security. The present paper aims to provide an overview of urban agriculture by examining
it as it relates to issues of food security, the economy, social dimensions and the environment. Using short case
studies and drawing on research from both Europe and the USA, the paper further explores the potential impact that
urban agriculture can have and sets out its policy context. Looking to the future, one of the many challenges facing
urban agriculture will be how it will achieve the necessary integration across all relevant EU policy areas.

Bulgaria will hold the EU Council Presidency from January to June 2018. This will be the first time Bulgaria has held
the rotating presidency since it joined the EU in 2007. Its Presidency is part of the Trio Presidency composed of
Estonia, Bulgaria and Austria. It is to be noted that a new Joint Declaration is being prepared and will be negotiated by
the three Presidents in early December 2017. It is likely that the new Joint Declaration will cover January 2018-May
2019, to coincide with the legislative cycle of the European Parliament. Taking into account the need for active
dialogue with EU citizens, Bulgaria will strive to achieve progress in the field of security, employment, sustainable
growth and ensuring a stronger EU presence on the world stage. In particular, it tasks itself with focusing on youth
questions and security issues as horizontal priorities. The Bulgarian government has announced three broad
messages for its programme: Consensus, Competitiveness and Cohesion.

European farmers fulfil a vital role in providing safe and affordable food to nearly 500 million European citizens, and
maintaining their countries' landscapes. However, the farming population is ageing and generational renewal has
become a crucial issue. The farming sector needs to attract a new generation of farmers with the necessary skills to
live and work in a challenging context. They will have to produce more efficiently while protecting the environment;
contribute to the fight against climate change; meet society's demands regarding healthy and balanced diets; and keep
up with increasingly rapid scientific and technological progress.

It is therefore essential that farmers benefit from adequate agricultural education and training and acquire the various
skills needed to adapt to a changing environment. On average, only 8.5 % of the present generation of European
farmers have received full agricultural training, and 70 % have only practical experience. Initial training is a national
competence and agricultural education systems vary widely throughout the EU. They provide the path to a wide range
of careers in agriculture and forestry and deliver degrees in a number of disciplines, from diploma courses with a
vocational orientation to bachelor degrees or doctorates in applied sciences.

The current common agricultural policy places strong emphasis on knowledge sharing and innovation. It provides for
specific measures to help farmers access advice and training throughout their working lives. Support is also provided
for innovation via the European innovation partnership network for agricultural productivity and sustainability (EIP-Agri).
In several recent resolutions, the European Parliament has stressed the importance of education and training for
farmers, in particular as a way to foster their ability to work in an ever-evolving sector.

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Sheep and goats grazing on meadows in the countryside are part of the landscape and cultural heritage of many
European countries. They are a source of employment in disadvantaged agricultural areas and the high-quality
traditional products they yield are broadly recognised as the result of a sustainable and multifunctional form of
agriculture that contributes to preserving the environment and social cohesion in rural areas. Yet, the EU sheep and
goat sector has been experiencing economic and structural difficulties in recent decades, mainly involving a consistent
decrease in livestock numbers, following outbreaks of contagious diseases and policy changes in public funding
schemes. With a population of about 98 million animals and a production that accounts for a small share of the total
EU livestock output, the sheep and goat sector does not ensure self-sufficiency. That is why the EU is among the
world's main importers of sheep and goats, mainly from New Zealand and Australia. Moreover, as sheep and goat
farming is among the less remunerative agricultural activities, it does not encourage investments or new entrants from
younger generations of farmers. Several EU-level policy instruments are available for providing support to this sector in
its capacity to deliver both food and public goods, such as landscape and biodiversity conservation. However,
considering its low profitability and the fact that production is mostly located in less favoured areas, EU stakeholders
are recommending the inclusion of specific policy measures in the framework of current discussions on the Common
Agricultural Policy post-2020, as well as the adoption of communication and promotion measures to strengthen the
position of the sector in respect of EU consumers' choices.

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The European Commission's work programme for 2017 includes a commitment to progress and consult widely on the
simplification and modernisation of the common agricultural policy (CAP). A public consultation exercise was launched
at the beginning of February 2017 and closed on 2 May 2017. A number of stakeholder organisations and think tanks
have issued their reflections on the future shape of EU agricultural policy post 2020. In the last reform of the CAP, the
European Parliament had a key role to play in this process. Both the Parliament and the Council will have responsibility
to legislate on the Commission's proposals. A key role is performed by the Parliament's Committee on Agriculture and
Rural Development. Future discussions on these matters can therefore be anticipated. The Maltese Presidency has
identified a number of priorities to guide the discussion on future policy and also held a debate earlier in the year on
the future of the CAP in the Agriculture Council. A communication is expected from the Commission before the end of
2017. This briefing provides a short overview of these issues, along with a summary of the key elements of the current
CAP, some key features of EU agriculture including the prospects for the main agricultural markets based on the
Commission's most recent agricultural outlook report. Recent developments in Council are also covered, and a number
of stakeholder perspectives are highlighted.

Substances used to suppress, eradicate and prevent organisms that are considered harmful are grouped under the
term ‘pesticide’. The term includes both plant protection products (used on plants in agriculture, horticulture, parks and
gardens) and biocidal products (used in other applications, for example, as a disinfectant or to protect materials).
Pesticides can be useful in a number of circumstances, for example, in overcoming diseases and increasing
agricultural yields. However, they are not without their disadvantages — above all, their environmental impact, the risks
that they pose to human health and their effects on crop protection. European Union pesticide legislation is designed to
ensure a high level of protection for human health and the environment and to improve the functioning of the internal
market. Plant production products and biocides are subject to a dual approval process: active substances are
approved at EU level and products are subsequently authorised predominantly at Member State level. Furthermore,
standardised maximum levels are set for the residues of plant protection products in food, and a framework for action
is focused on sustainable pesticide use. A number of aspects of European Union policy on pesticides can be
considered as either opportunities or challenges, in particular, issues surrounding costs for the industry, the approval
process, and sustainability. The Commission is currently assessing the legislation on plant protection products and
their residues. The conclusions of that study are expected by the end of 2018.
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In 2015, 119 million European citizens, representing almost a quarter of the EU population, were at risk of poverty and
social exclusion. Statistics show that the average poverty rate is slightly higher in rural areas, with very contrasting
situations across the Union as some countries display a huge poverty gap between rural and urban areas. Rural
poverty, which appears to be less documented than urban poverty, is linked to the specific disadvantages of rural
areas. These include an unfavourable demographic situation, a weaker labour market, limited access to education and
also remoteness and rural isolation. The latter is associated with a lack of basic services such as healthcare and social
services, and with increased costs for inhabitants on account of travel distances. These factors are considered to be
the main drivers of rural poverty. Through their interaction, they can generate a spiral of decline in which poverty can
become entrenched.

While the fight against poverty and social exclusion lies primarily within the remit of the Member States and their
regions, this issue is at the heart of the Europe 2020 strategy for smart, sustainable and inclusive growth. Several EU
funds and policies can contribute to alleviating poverty, in particular the current EU rural development policy which, for
the first time, includes a priority relating to the promotion of social inclusion, poverty reduction and economic
development in rural areas. Within this policy, Member States and regions can use EU funding to implement measures
that, although not directly targeting poverty reduction, may help tackle those drivers of poverty in many ways, such as
fostering job creation, improving services, developing infrastructure for information and communications technologies
(ICT), and enhancing access to education. In this regard, local strategies such as the Leader method are particularly
suited to supporting disadvantaged groups.
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What if intensification of farming could enhance biodiversity?
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Could introducing more precision agriculture in Europe allow us to obtain food resilience, while ensuring sustainability
and jobs, and taking into account the EU’s wide agricultural diversity? Precision agriculture (PA), or precision farming,
involves using technology to improve the ratio between agricultural output (usually food) and agricultural input (land,
energy, water, fertilisers, pesticides, etc.). PA consists of using sensors to identify crop or livestock needs precisely (in
space or time), and then intervening in a targeted way to maximise the productivity of each plant and animal, whilst
minimising any waste of resources.

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What options exist, especially in terms of new technologies, for reducing the carbon footprint of the livestock industry,
how effective might they be, and what could be done to encourage their implementation? The livestock industry is
responsible for around 14.5 % of global greenhouse gas emissions. The magnitude of this percentage is due to the
emission of large amounts of methane and nitrous oxide, which both result in greater global warming than carbon
dioxide per gram of gas released. The main cause of livestock methane emissions is the digestive process in
ruminants, such as cattle and sheep. In these animals, food is fermented, generating methane which is burped out.
Nitrous oxide is generated through the application of fertilisers for animal feed production. This is also the case with
crops grown for human consumption, but, as most of the energy stored in crops is lost when they are fed to animals,
emissions due to fertilisers are much greater per calorie of animal produce than of plant produce. Both gases are
produced by the storage of manure and its application as a fertiliser. In addition, carbon dioxide is emitted through
burning fossil fuels for purposes such as fertiliser production, operation of farm machinery and transport of goods.
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This is the first edition of a new EPRS publication designed to identify key issues and policy areas that are likely to
feature prominently on the agenda of Members of the European Parliament over the coming year.

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A long-running discussion on reforming the European Union's budget gained momentum when the High-Level Group
on Own Resources, led by former Italian Prime Minister Mario Monti, presented its report in January 2017. The report
proposes simpler methods for funding the EU, to make it less reliant on direct contributions from Member States, and
recommends that spending be focused on areas where the highest European added value can be achieved, now, for
example migration and security emergencies. The report, entitled 'Future financing of the EU', lists and examines
several options for new own resources, such as a reformed VAT-linked resource, an EU corporate tax, a financial
transaction tax or taxes linked to efforts to fight climate change. It also proposes to explore other revenue sources
stemming directly from the EU policies and programmes. The report will be taken into consideration by the European
Commission and EU Member States when they work on the EU's next long-term budget after 2020. This note offers
links to reports and commentaries from some major international think tanks and research institutes on the EU budget.
Some papers also discuss whether the euro area should have its own, dedicated budget.

The EU's 2014-2020 Multiannual Financial Framework provides medium-term expenditure predictability in support of
investment in Europe's priorities. The Commission presented its mid-term review/revision of the multiannual EU budget
(2014-2020) on 14 September 2016 in Strasbourg. Without increasing spending limits, the package as presented is
intended to free up an additional €6.3 billion in financing by 2020. These resources will be used mainly to foster job
creation, investment and economic growth and to address the migration crisis. In this context, the Commission
presented a legal proposal (omnibus regulation) that contains changes to the basic EU Financial Regulation and to the
main EU funding regulations. The omnibus proposal touches, inter alia, on all four of the basic regulations governing
the Common Agriculture Policy. These cover Direct Payments, Rural Development, Common Market Organisation and
the ‘Horizontal’ Regulation, covering issues such as funding and controls. The changes that are proposed aim at fine-
tuning some elements of the current CAP, as described in this briefing, and making life easier for both farmers and
national authorities. Looking ahead, the proposed revision of the 2014-2020 Multiannual Financial Frame-work will
prepare the ground for a subsequent MFF proposal in support of EU priorities for the post-2020 period. This could be
presented by the end of 2017. With the omnibus regulation proposal, it appears unlikely that a major restructuring of
the basic architecture of the CAP will take place in the current programming period. More substantial legal proposals
for a post-2020 CAP could be presented in 2018, in line with the post-2020 MFF communication. Such a scenario
would enable the European Parliament, as co-legislator, to negotiate the implications of the current CAP revision, and
a more substantial post-2020 reform for the CAP in parallel.

The post-2020 cohesion policy reform is already the subject of debate among policy-makers, stakeholders and EU
institutions. One issue being discussed in various European and regional institutions is that of the insufficient support
for the EU's sparsely populated and underpopulated areas. The challenges these regions face are very much related
to demographic change, and raise the general issue of the level of EU funding for regional development. Various
studies suggest that low population levels and remote locations mean that sparsely populated and underpopulated
regions' economies tend to grow much less than the EU average or to stagnate altogether. They also claim that these
regions suffer from a number of structural problems that pose major challenges, such as low birth rates and a lack of
transport connections, job opportunities and adequate social services. However, although all these may be considered
to be serious problems, various studies suggest that broadband technologies, tourism and agriculture could provide
new opportunities to boost the economic prosperity of sparsely populated and underpopulated areas. This briefing
seeks to analyse the issues that affect sparsely populated and underpopulated areas and provide a short overview of
the EU support available for this category of region. Details will also be provided of the role of the European Parliament
and the views of the various stakeholders.

The Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) concerns the pooling of European Union resources spent on agriculture and
aimed at protecting the viable production of food, the sustainable management of natural resources and to support
rural vitality. It consists of two pillars, the first includes direct payments (i.e. annual payments to farmers to help
stabilise farm revenues in the face of volatile market prices and weather conditions) and market measures (to tackle
specific market situations and to support trade promotion). The second pillar concerns rural development policy. Nearly
38% of the EU budget is spent on the CAP; for the Multiannual Financial Framework 2014-2020 the CAP amounts to
€408.31 billion, of which €308.72 billion is allocated to the first pillar.

The Eurobarometer survey of the European Parliament 'Europeans in 2016: Perceptions and expectations, fight
against terrorism and radicalisation' aimed to identify, across a range of different policy fields, the level of awareness of
citizens of EU action in that field, and to assess how content they were with EU involvement in each field.

The Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) is one of the EU's oldest policies, although it has been the subject of various
reforms over the years. For more than five decades it has provided Europe with a secure food supply and a living
countryside. There is thus a high level of public awareness of the support the EU provides to farmers, though a much
lower proportion of the population know the details. Half of EU citizens would like to see stronger EU intervention in
agriculture, although levels of support differ among Member States. Following the most recent CAP reforms in 2013, to
which the European Parliament made a strong contribution, important changes were made to the CAP. These included
a new system of direct payments whose basic component is support for farmers' income, as well as greater flexibility
given to Member States. The budgetary resources devoted to the CAP have been reduced. The mid-term review
planned for 2017 will offer an opportunity to review a range of policy implementation issues. The role of the European
Parliament as co-legislator is significant in this process and in any future decisions on a post 2020 CAP.

In its mid-term review of the Biodiversity strategy, the European Commission identified a continuing decline in the
species and habitats associated with agriculture. It concluded that the strategy was not fulfilling expectations with
regard to the contribution of agriculture and forestry to maintaining and enhancing biodiversity. Numerous studies show
that agricultural biodiversity loss is linked to intensification of agricultural activities on the one hand, and the
abandonment of farming on the other hand. Intensification is generally associated with high yields, but also with
significant changes in the natural environment. Abandonment generally implies the loss of cultivated landscapes and
corresponding habitats. There are essentially two different models of how to reconcile biodiversity and agricultural
activities: the land-sharing model based on more extensive farming, and the land-sparing model based on further
intensification of farming. The reformed Common Agricultural Policy offers various instruments aimed at supporting
biodiversity while guaranteeing a decent living for farmers. Conservationists consider the reforms to be lagging behind
expectations, whereas farmers fear a loss of income through lower yields. The European Parliament has expressed
concern rfegarding biodiversity loss and has called on the Commission to assess the effectiveness of the measures
taken so far.

In light of the challenges currently facing the agriculture sector in the EU, an effective promotion policy becomes an
important instrument in helping European agriculture to compete on world markets. Given the contribution the agri-food
sector makes to total EU exports, it is essential for it to improve its competitiveness and market share. To support this
objective, a new promotion policy for EU agricultural products has been developed, applicable since 1 December 2015.
Based on a new Regulation, the policy introduces significant changes to the EU's information provision and promotion
measures. These include an increased annual budget of up to €200 million by 2019, a greater focus on third countries;
simplification, an expansion in the scope of measures to allow labelling to specify the origin of products and their
brands under certain conditions, easier management of multi-country programmes and an expansion in the scope of
eligible products and eligible beneficiaries. The key elements of the new policy are presented alongside details of the
main administration and delivery mechanisms including its work programme for 2016. The latter sets out the priorities
accorded to promotion activities for both the internal market and for those third countries where there is the highest
potential for growth. The first calls for proposals under the new rules closed at the end of April 2016. Though it is too
soon to examine the outcome of the 2016 call, it is possible to provide evidence on the potential impact that might be
expected from agricultural information and promotion programmes.

Biodiversity, the diversity of life on earth at all levels, is declining, mainly as a result of human-induced pressures such
as over-exploitation of natural resources, loss of viable habitats, pollution, climate change or invasive alien species. EU
biodiversity policy is based on the Birds and Habitats Directives, which served as the basis for the development of the
Natura 2000 network of protected sites, now covering 788 000 km2 on land (over 18% of EU land area) and 318 000
km2 at sea (about 5.9% of EU seas). The policy is driven by the EU biodiversity strategy, setting ambitious aims for
2020 (halting the loss of biodiversity) and 2050 (protecting and valuing biodiversity and ecosystem services), with the
addition of a strategy on green infrastructure. The European Commission estimates that the Natura 2000 network
delivers benefits worth between €200 and €300 billion per year, against management costs estimated at €5.8 billion
per year. The LIFE Programme co-finances some measures related to biodiversity, especially as regards Natura 2000.
Funding aimed at protecting biodiversity is also available under the agricultural, regional, fisheries, and research
policies. The European Parliament has long been supportive of EU biodiversity protection policy. Developments in EU
biodiversity policy include a process of 'biodiversity proofing' of the EU budget, improved monitoring, definition of
priorities for the restoration of degraded ecosystems, 'biodiversity offsetting’ of unavoidable residual impacts, and a

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The European Union farming sector faces a demographic challenge — a shortage of young farmers — that undermines
its long-term sustainability. Many socio-economic factors, such as reduced access to land and credit, and lack of rural
infrastructure, drive young people away from a career in agriculture. The EU therefore provides various forms of
support and incentives to facilitate young people's entry in the farming business, most notably in the framework of the
reformed Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) 2014-2020, which introduced new or strengthened measures to
encourage them to set up in farming. Under the first pillar of the CAP, young farmers receive a 25% supplement to the
direct aid allocated to their farm, for a period of five years, as part of the "Young Farmer Scheme' which Member States
are obliged to implement. Under the second pillar, they have access to support co-financed under the European
Agricultural Fund for Rural Development (EAFRD): a start-up grant and various economic, environmental,
development and innovation measures which Member States can choose to include in their national Rural
Development Programmes. During the CAP reform negotiations, the European Parliament was instrumental in the
adoption of important measures for young farmers. More recently, in the context of CAP implementation at national
and regional level, the Council and the Parliament have called for stronger support to help young people overcome
economic and market barriers to enter farming. At the end of March 2015, the European Commission and the
European Investment Bank, which have been jointly developing financial instruments for the agricultural sector,
presented a new model instrument designed to ease access to credit for agricultural producers, including young
farmers.

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This study looks at the rise of large-scale land deals, ‘land grabbing’, in the EU. It finds significant evidence that
farmland grabbing is underway in the EU today. It discusses a number of the drivers of farmland grabbing in the EU
and examines the impacts of farmland grabbing for European food security and food sovereignty, rural employment
and vitality, and environmental sustainability. It argues that farmland grabbing, especially when connected to other
burning European land issues, calls for a reform of European land governance.
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Policy Coherence for Development (PCD) has become an EU legal obligation, after years of slow progress. PCD aims
to incorporate development concerns in non-aid policies in order to minimise contradictions, and if possible, create
synergies between policies. However, despite a reiterated political commitment and reinforcement of the institutional
framework to follow up on PCD, scepticism prevails outside the Commission on the feasibility of achieving PCD.
Difficult-to-reconcile objectives, and the differing values and institutional cultures underpinning development policy and
other policies, make PCD a challenge. Particular questioning surrounds EU trade policy, where PCD-related measures
in favour of developing countries look marginal in an overall EU strategy prioritising its economic and security interests.
In food-security related agricultural and fisheries policies, criticism is less strong, taking into account the gradual
elimination of export subsidies that have long been the focus of criticism by some NGOs, and the recent reform of
fisheries agreements. In the migration and climate change policy areas, ambiguities in EU policies remain, in spite of
development-friendly rhetoric. As for the security and development nexus, inter-institutional tensions add to the overall
difficulties in coordinating these legally heterogeneous fields, making the achievement of PCD a minor issue compared
to overall problems of coherence and coordination. The question some raise is whether this quest for PCD will not, in
the end, result mostly in the instrumentalisation of development policy, which would be used to compensate for EU
hard economic and security goals rather than to alter them. The European Parliament's pragmatic approach aims to
strengthen PCD implementation tools, in particular by proposing an EU arbitration mechanism and a complaints
system, in order to remedy possible inconsistencies between policies.

The specifications list
also adapts to different kinds of production. Initially a niche market, organic agriculture now represents a European
market worth more than EUR 22 billion a year, with demand continuing to increase. The organic sector, seeking a
vision for the future, must respond to certain challenges, particularly in its coexistence with conventional agriculture,
but also in terms of producer and consumer confidence in the system and its values, in a context of growing
international exchanges.

In March 2014, the European Commission proposed to revise the entire legislative framework of the organic sector, in
particular with the aim of reducing the current derogation practices, reviewing the control system and the import
regime, simplifying the legislation and cutting down on the red tape. Some initial reactions to these proposals seem
rather critical. The first reading legislative appraisal has started in the European Parliament, but the announcement of
the new "Juncker Commission" of its intention to withdraw this proposal by mid-2015 should an agreement not be
reached by then could change the context.
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The use of biofuels in transport is being promoted as a means of tackling climate change, diversifying energy sources
and securing energy supply. Biofuels production also provides new options for using agricultural crops. However, it
also gives rise to environmental, social and economic concerns which are the subject of intense debate worldwide.
This study provides a detailed overview of biofuels production and consumption and of related policies worldwide. It
also contains comprehensive analysis and discussion of key aspects affecting the overall sustainability of biofuels.

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This FOCUS ON lists the Agriculture and Rural Development Studies and Notes published by Policy Department B
during 2012. The main achievement of this body of work has been contributing to the evidence base upon which MEPs
have been able to take informed decisions as part of the ongoing negotiations on the future of the Common
Agricultural Policy.
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The latest reform of the EU's Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) is due to be adopted before the end of 2013 and for
the first time in its history the European Parliament (EP) has been negotiating the legislative proposals on an equal
footing with the Council.

Over 7 000 amendments have been tabled by MEPs, reflecting both the complexity of the task and the numerous
choices the Parliament will have to make in the coming months.

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Standards for food safety, animal and plant health in Brazil, New Zealand and the USA are similar to those in the EU.
Ukraine is in transition towards comparable standards. These topics are already incorporated in the framework of trade
agreements. Standards for the environment, animal welfare and labour conditions are lower than in the EU or lacking
in these countries. These topics are not or only marginally incorporated in the framework of trade agreements.
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The EU will invest over €12 billion in outermost and sparsely populated regions between 2007 and 2013. Those
regions need special attention from the EU because of their specific constraints, including remoteness, insularity, small
size, harsh climatic conditions, and economic dependence on a limited number of products.

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This note illustrates the crucial contribution of structural and cohesion policies to the "Europe 2020" strategy. It also
highlights the role that the Parliament could play in strengthening these policies, which are all subject to the ordinary
legislative procedure and will all undergo a far-reaching reform by 2014.
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The CAP in the Multiannual Financial Framework 2014/2020
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This is the third working paper written by Policy Department B on Common Agricultural Policy Reform. The purpose of
this document is to provide an analysis of the Commission’s Communication on “A Budget for Europe 2020”, with the
aim of facilitating the legislative work of the MEPs relating to the next reform of the CAP. After a description of the
historical evolution of the European budget and spending on the Common Agricultural Policy, the paper explores the
new proposed Multiannual Financial Framework for the 2014—2020 period, with particular reference to the CAP budget
and its various components.
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For many years the health consequences of new legislation have been taken into account during the policy formulation
process in areas such as agriculture, environment, food and others. The inclusion of Health in All Policies is now
enshrined in the Lisbon Treaty (Art. 168). The aim of the workshop was to present an update on how the system is
actually functioning within the different Commission services. Several DGs representatives, led by DG SANCO, made
contributions. The case of The Netherlands as an example of how it works in a Member State was also presented.
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The aim of the workshop was to explain the use and the potential of Space Technologies such as EGNOS, Galileo and
GMES to support European policies related to the environment, agriculture and transport. The workshop showed that
space activities and applications are vital to our society's growth and development, and highlighted how space policy
serves EU policies.
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We are at the eve of a possible review of the EU budget and, at the same time, of a key CAP reform. The two issues
arfe tightly connected and influencing each other and the outcomes will be mainly determined by the timing of the
reforms.

In this study we present some alternative scenarios that keep together different hypotheses of EU budget review and
CAP reform, looking at how the net balances of Member States change accordingly. The instrument of the net balance
is key in understanding the costs and benefits of the Member States in each scenario and their consequent positions in
favour or against a reform proposal.
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Agriculture plays an important role in the provision of a wide range of public goods in Europe, particularly regarding the
environment and rural vitality. Appropriate policies are required to secure adequate provision in future. The Common
Agricultural Policy potentially has a key role. This report examines some of the issues involved in reorienting the CAP
for this purpose and proposes how it could be modified to contribute to the provision of public goods more effectively in
the future.

Market measures for new post-2013 CAP must help EU agriculture to cope with a different set of challenges than were
relevant in the past. Pro-active market measures are preferred to re-active measures. Governments should help
private markets to offer farmers the widest choice of instruments, and intervene only when these fail. This report
focuses on market measures that the European Commission should consider, including market management
instruments, such as storage or border protection, risk and crises management, rules to improve markets’ functioning
or food access. Although not directly related with post-2013 market measures, the report makes a number of
suggestions about the EU’s role in world food markets. It is suggested that the EU should take a leading role in making
world food markets more transparent, creating effective market intelligence mechanisms, and reinforcing the regulatory
mechanisms of commodities markets.
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In its first annual report on Iceland, the Commission praises the country for progress on the economic criteria for EU
accession. The report also argues that difficulties remain, and urges Reykjavik to take action on them.
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The quality policy is an integral part of the CAP and represents a useful instrument to enforce at the same time the
competitiveness of the agricultural system and the vitality of the rural areas. With the "quality package", changes are
introduced in the normative outline of the PDO, PGI and TSG products, with the objective of answering to the needs of
both producers, for a sustainable profitability, and consumers, for a higher information and guaranty on the
provenience of the products.

Nevertheless, considering the magnitude of structural and socio-economical differences that mark the quality
production systems across Europe, the possibility to make the system capable of answering to the different needs
seems to be still open.
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The report provides an overview of the environmental relevance of the largest fields of expenditure within the EU
budget. Based on existing methodologies, it assesses the sustainability level of key budget items in the EU sectoral
policies. It also provides recommendations in the context of a potential reform of subsidies that would contribute to the
alignment of the EU budget towards a more sustainable growth as called in the EU2020 Strategy.
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This note examines what role, if any, the EU's 'structural policies' play in fighting poverty and social exclusion. The
latter include regional policy, the Common Agricultural Policy, the Common Fisheries Policy, the Common Transport
Policy and education/culture policies.

It also analyses these policies and sectors against the background of the economic and financial crisis.
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This study analysed the situation of the EU young farmers in relation to their share of total agricultural holders and land
use as well as their participation in national and European support programmes.

In many regions, the overall synergy between preferred priority policy objectives and age structures in agriculture is
weak.

The study also reviewed the obstacles facing both potential entrants into agriculture sector and young farmers,
especially those starting-up in business, and proposed possible solutions for overcoming those barriers.
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The protein crop sector plays a strategic role in the agro-food chain and has positive environmental effects.
Nevertheless, production has dramatically fallen in last five years. This note outlines the implications of the decline in
protein crop production on EU livestock’s competitiveness and describes the main issues pertinent to EU policy options
in the post 2013 scenario.

The changes on the CAP made by the Treaty of Lisbon are therefore essentially institutional and procedural. The
substantive changes concern the statement in Article 38 (1) and (4). The provisions in the Lisbon Treaty relating to the
CAP should, on the whole, prove to be very positive for the European Parliament.
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The establishment of the NATURA 2000 network of classified territories has resulted in a number of new administrative
tasks for the farmers and landowners in the designated sites. The study provides an overview of the types of
administrative costs incurred through legislation, four short case studies of additional obligations and restrictions in four
Member States, and a proposal for a cost model integrating the supplementary administrative costs falling on farmers
and landowners in NATURA 2000 sites.
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This study examines the effects of the EU biofuel policy on European agriculture. The requirements in terms of
feedstock and arable land of the EU biofuel targets have been evaluated by assuming scenarios of different price
levels for agricultural commodities and the possibility of the EU biofuel industry to be alternatively supplied by
European crops or through import. The research has also investigated the technical adaptation of agricultural holdings,
the consequences of the prospective CAP changes, and the impact on the EU food industry and on the environment
(land resources, biodiversity, GHG balances, sustainable feedstock production).

Executive summary

The start of the EU biofuel policy in 2003 - with the provision of incorporation targets and fiscal incentives - has
encouraged a remarkable expansion of the European biofuel industry in both the biodiesel and the bioethanol sectors,
and an equally significant growth of production capacity is also expected in the short-medium term. These changes
have involved the main world competitors, which in the past (Brazil) or more recently (US), launched aggressive biofuel
policies. These developments have activated an additional demand for agricultural commodities together with an
increased competition between the food and agro-energy sectors for the use of land resources. However, increasing
demand in the agricultural markets may make feedstock prices rise at levels that might hinder the progress of the
biofuel industry and the fulfilment of the incorporation targets. In addition, the rise in the price of oil is creating cross
effects between oil, biofuel production and the agricultural markets, which are critical for agriculture and food supplies.
The potential impacts of competition between food and non-food uses of land are analysed through a simulation model
by assuming the EU 2010 target of 5.75% incorporation of biofuels as a short-medium term perspective, and the 2020
target of 10% as a long term perspective.
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On the expenditures of the EU budget, the value added has become a key element of any discussion. This study aim
was to describe the CAP in the context of the EU expenditure policies, and to analyze the effectiveness and the added
value is noted through the direct payments (Pillar 1) and the rural development policy of the CAP. The study opens
some ways for reflection on a number of elements.

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This study presents an overview of the integration into the Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) of the ten New Member
States (NMS) which joined the European Union (EU) in May 2004. In particular, the study analyses the effects of the
main CAP instruments (i.e. direct payments, market measures and Rural Development measures) on modernisation
and competitiveness of the NMS agriculture and compare it with the situation of the other EU 15 members (EU-15).
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The energy scenario surrounding structural and cohesion policies is complex and requires the taking advantage of
synergies between different policies in order to make European energy policy more efficient and competitive overall,
whilst ensuring that supply is secure.

Given the repercussions of the increase in fuel costs, many policies including agricultural, transport, fisheries and
regional policy are directly affected. This document seeks to examine the implications, challenges and proposals that
affect structural and cohesion policies in the context of current energy policy.
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The Constitutional Treaty has significantly altered the provisions relating to the structural and cohesion policies. Five
areas are analysed in greater detail in this note: agriculture, culture, regional development, fisheries and transport and
tourism. Following the failures of the referendums on the Constitutional Treaty in France and the Netherlands, Europe
is once more facing a period of anxiety, torment and questions. In this context, various initiatives have been launched
in the institutions to revitalise the project on ‘The future of Europe’. ‘Plan D’, proposed by the European Commission,
thus seeks to inject more democracy into the European Union, to encourage a broad public debate and to achieve a
new consensus on the future direction of the EU. The European Parliament, for its part, has adopted the report on ‘The
period of reflection: the structure, subjects and context for an assessment of the debate on the European Union’. The
Members of the European Parliament wanted to ensure that the new debate produced tangible results and called for
the period of reflection to be extended. One of the concrete proposals in this report, concerning the convening of a
Parliamentary Forum in spring 2006, came to fruition on 8 May. The objective of the parliamentarians, both national
and European, was to make comprehensive recommendations to the European Council. On 10 May 2006 the
Commission adopted two communications: one is entitled ‘A citizens’ agenda — Delivering results for Europe’, in which
it reiterates, in particular, its aim to achieve a ‘Europe of results’ that truly meets the citizens’ needs and wishes; the
other is entitled ‘The period of reflection and Plan D’, in which it draws the initial conclusions from the experience
gained since the launch of the period of reflection in June 2005 and the presentation of ‘Plan D’ in October 2005. In its
latest motion for a resolution on the next steps for the period of reflection, the C
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At a hearing on 13 July 2005, the European Parliament Committees on International Trade, Development, and
Agriculture and Rural Development brought together the key stakeholders (non-member states, OECD, producers,
consumers, industry and workers) involved in the reform of the Common Market Organisation (CMO) for Sugar. The
speakers expressed their points of view on the reworded reform proposed by the Commission on 22 June 2005. At the
end of an intense debate with the MEPs of the committees dealing with the international and Community dimensions of
the proposal, the multiple implications of this reform were discussed from a commercial, agricultural and development
aid standpoint.
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This study provides a territorial proposal for a future CAP applied in accordance with the multifunctionality principle.
This would mean moving from an essentially sectoral to a more territorially oriented policy, in which measures are
applied differentially in the existing types of rural areas and holdings. Among the advantages of the approach is the
enhancement of the CAP’s impact on territorial economic and social cohesion, and the compliance with the multilateral
trade agreements on agriculture in place and under negotiation. The relevance of this proposal is enhanced by the
realisation that the 2003 CAP will have to be overhauled again very soon.
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The study 'Evolution of Farm Incomes in the European Union' based on micro-economic data from DG-Agri's Farm
Accountancy Data Network (FADN) proposes an analysis of the current situation of farm incomes in the EU. The study
pays special attention to the main sectors, subtypes and important regions, in order to highlight trends in farm incomes
in the EU in recent years, identify their fundamental components and assess the impact of the CAP on them.
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This paper examines and analyses Common Agricultural Policy, The Common Fisheries Policy as well as the
Cohesion and Structural Funds Policies, and looks at the future perspectives for the common intervention policies,
including the possible effects of EU enlargement.
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The Treaties of Maastricht and Amsterdam established the principle of sustainable development as one of the
European Union’s fundamental objectives. Community environment policy, which in its early stages in the 1970s was
confined to resolving short-term environmental problems, now endeavours to promote sustainable development, an
ambitious concept which will make it possible to meet the needs of the present without compromising the ability of
future generations to meet their own needs. The environmental dimension and the principle of sustainable
development must also be integrated into policies in other sectors, particularly agriculture, energy and transport. A
genuine EU strategy for sustainable development, the principle for which was adopted at the Gothenburg European
Council, must be established.
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The significant structural changes that have been occurring in rural Europe, especially since the beginning of the last
decade, involve the declining role of agriculture, the enhancement of structural development policies, the diversification

of rural labour markets and the increasing importance of environmental issues. EU enlargement is going to create
both pressure and opportunities in existing EU Member States and accession counties.
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The study provides an analysis of the current situation of young farmers within the EU and in six “first-wave” candidate
countries for EU membership (Cyprus, Czech Republic, Estonia, Hungary, Poland and Slovenia).It describes the
problems faced by young farmers at present. This description is based on statistics, and on opinion provided by a
large number of sources contacted and researched, both at EU and at national level.
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The EU and the WTO Dispute Settlement Procedure as Applied to Agriculture
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This report examines the impact of the WTO dispute settlement system on the CAP. Other WTO Agreements (in
particular the agreement on agriculture, the agreement on the application of sanitary and phytosanitary measures, and
the agreement on technical barriers to trade) have more direct impact on the CAP. These agreements have set out the
Community's main negotiated commitments in this sector. The dispute settlement procedure merely interprets and
clarifies these commitments and their implementation.
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This study analyses the implications and consequences of economic globalisation on the agricultural markets.
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To maximise the potential of the mountainous regions of Europe the framework of current European policies in this
sector must be improved. The report advocates an integrated and flexible approach, making it possible to adapt to the
diversity of these areas, taking account of their differing economic, environmental and sociological aspects.
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This study was requested by the Committee on Budgetary Control. It examines current practice in regard to evaluation
of EU agricultural expenditure, in particular the problems encountered. It analyses the purpose of such evaluation and
the way in which it is being implemented and makes proposals for the future.
