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Russia's war against Ukraine has revealed the extent of our dependency on digital technology and the fragility of the
digital space. It has triggered a surge in cyberattacks that have been particularly disruptive when targeting critical
infrastructure — such as energy, health or finance — because of the increasing reliance on information technology,
rendering this infrastructure all the more vulnerable. Against this backdrop, the Commission has proposed a regulation
on a cyber solidarity act that would address the urgent need to strengthen solidarity and EU capacities to detect,
prepare for and respond to cybersecurity threats and incidents. The proposed regulation envisages the establishment
of a framework based on three pillars. The first is a European cyber shield — a platform of national and cross-border
security operations centres. The second is a cybersecurity emergency mechanism that would support — including
financially — preparedness, response and mutual assistance actions among Member States by creating a European
cybersecurity reserve of trusted providers. The third is a cybersecurity incident review mechanism to assess and
review significant or large-scale incidents. In Parliament, the file was assigned to the Committee on Industry, Research
and Energy (ITRE), where Lina Galvez Mufoz (S&D, Spain) was appointed rapporteur. The Council and the
Parliament are currently in negotiations to finalise the text.

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The EU and its Member States have signed the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, and use its
definition of disability as a common reference at EU level. There is no other harmonised definition of disability in the
EU. Although a wide variety of statistical surveys are available in terms of questions asked and population surveyed, a
complete statistical assessment of disability in the EU does not yet exist. However, the annual Eurostat statistics on
income and living conditions survey reveals that, in Europe, the prevalence of disability is higher among female, older
and less educated respondents. The EU combats all forms of discrimination alongside and in support of its Member
States. To improve the situation of people with disabilities, it has introduced a series of initiatives, programmes and
strategies over a number of decades. The European Parliament has been highly active in the bid to end all forms of
discrimination against people with disabilities, since the early 1980s. In 1997, Article 13 of the Treaty establishing the
European Community on the human right not to suffer discrimination on grounds, in particular, of disability, paved the
way for a genuine disability policy. The first step in this regard was the adoption of a 2001-2006 action programme to
combat discrimination. Later, the 2010-2020 European disability strategy sought to enable people with disabilities to
exercise their rights and participate fully in society and the economy. The 2021-2030 strategy, incorporating lessons
learned from its predecessor, seeks to ensure that all persons with disabilities in the EU, regardless of their sex, racial
or ethnic origin, religion or belief, age or sexual orientation: enjoy their human rights; have equal access to participation
in society and the economy; can decide where, how and with whom they live; can move freely in the EU regardless of
their support needs; and no longer experience discrimination. This is an update of a briefing published in November
2022.
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Mental health has become a major issue of public health, and economic and social concern across the whole of the
EU. Collecting data is crucial for monitoring mental health, developing effective policies and addressing the growing
mental health challenges. It is estimated that more than 84 million people in the EU are struggling with mental health
problems. The COVID-19 pandemic and the subsequent economic crisis have placed a huge strain on everyone's
mental health. The restrictive measures taken by governments during the pandemic had a severe impact on people,
with inequalities in mental health, both within the population and between social groups. Young people, the elderly and
people in vulnerable situations suffered more than others. Mental health is also an issue at work. Poor working
environments, including excessive workloads, job insecurity, harassment and discrimination, pose a risk to the mental
health of workers. Policies and services addressing mental health are the individual EU Member States' responsibility.
The EU work on mental health, part of its activities on non-communicable diseases, aims to complement Member
States' policies, supporting real action on the ground and the exchange of best practice and knowledge. On 7 June
2023, addressing calls from the European Parliament and from citizens in the context of the Conference on the Future
of Europe, the European Commission adopted a communication on a new comprehensive approach to mental health,
adding another pillar to the architecture of the European Health Union. EU action on mental health will focus on three
guiding principles: access to adequate and effective prevention; access to high quality and affordable mental
healthcare and treatment; and reintegration into society after recovery. The European Parliament has always been a
supporter of the promotion of good mental health and putting mental health at the heart of EU policymaking. Its
Subcommittee on Public Health (SANT) is currently preparing an own-initiative report on mental health.
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Adopted in 2015 by the United Nations (UN), the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development — 'the blueprint to achieve
a better and more sustainable future for all' — clearly links 17 sustainable development goals (SDGs) to a series of
targets to be reached by 2030. The 2030 Agenda includes a detailed mechanism for monitoring progress towards
these targets. At its core are a number of quantified indicators for each target, which are regularly revised by the UN
and other international agencies. These agencies and the EU provide support to national statistical services across the
world in collecting data for the SDG indicators in order to gather reliable and comparable datasets. The data feed into
the voluntary national reports that countries prepare to exchange best practice and advice on tackling the challenges
they encounter in implementing their SDG strategies. Every year, a high-level political forum on sustainable
development (HLPF) takes stock of both progress and weaknesses in implementation. Based on the reporting and the
conclusions of the HLPF, every 4 years an SDG summit — the next one coming up in September 2023 — makes
recommendations and pledges to undertake a number of actions to accelerate progress. The EU Statistical Office
(Eurostat) has solid experience in collecting consistent data from the EU Member States. Together with a set of
specific indicators created by Eurostat, these data give a good overview of the EU's progress towards the SDGs.
Moreover, the EU services for international partnerships have set up a framework of indicators to assess how EU
support contributes to other countries' implementation of the SDGs. At this year's HLPF, the EU is presenting its first
voluntary review, giving an overview of the EU policies' and initiatives' contribution to progress towards each of the
SDGs at EU and global levels. Although technical in nature, SDG indicators and data also have a political dimension,
as they clearly measure countries' and other stakeholders' achievements against their own commitments.
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In December 2022, the Commission presented two proposals to revise the rules on the collection and transfer of
advance passenger information (API) data — data collected by air carriers at check-in and sent to border control
authorities in the country of destination prior to a flight's take-off. The current directive on the collection and transfer of
API data will be replaced by two regulations: one on the collection and transfer of API data for border management
purposes, and another on the collection and transfer of API data for law enforcement purposes.

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On 23 February 2022, the European Commission unveiled a proposal for an EU regulation — the data act — laying
down harmonised rules on fair access to and use of data. The aim is to remove barriers to consumers and businesses'
access to data, in a context in which the volume of data generated by humans and machines is increasing
exponentially and becoming a critical factor for innovation by businesses (e.g. algorithm training) and by public
authorities (e.g. shaping of smart cities). The proposed act establishes common rules governing the sharing of data
generated by the use of connected products or related services (e.g. the internet of things, industrial machines) to
ensure fairness in data-sharing contracts and to allow public sector bodies to use data held by enterprises where there
is an exceptional need (e.g. public emergency). Furthermore, the proposed act introduces new rules to facilitate
switching between providers of cloud services and other data-processing services, and puts in place safeguards
against unlawful international data transfer by cloud service providers. The Council and Parliament have both
proposed substantial amendments to the Commission's text and are now working towards a compromise text.
Discussions focus, among other things, on defining the types of data falling in the scope of the act, ensuring that data
sharing obligations will not endanger trade secrets, aligning the text with rules already enshrined in the General Data
Protection Regulation and the Digital Markets Act, and setting the practical and financial details of cloud switching.

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Directive 2011/36/EU on preventing and combating trafficking in human beings and protecting its victims is the
benchmark legislation on the fight against trafficking in human beings (human trafficking) at EU level. It is part of a
broader policy framework that entails a range of measures aimed at the prevention and prosecution of trafficking in
human beings, as well as protection from and establishment of partnerships against this practice. Despite progress in
implementing those measures, trafficking in human beings remains a highly lucrative crime, affecting thousands of
individuals, primarily women and girls who are trafficked for sexual exploitation. New digital technologies are widely
used to reach out to potential victims and users. Traffickers remain largely unpunished, as do the users of services
from victims of trafficking, despite the European Commission and the European Parliament repeatedly calling for the
criminalisation of those knowingly using such services.

Adequate skills and competencies ensure that individuals can successfully navigate today's rapidly changing
employment environment. Moreover, a skilled workforce enhances innovation and business competitiveness and,
ultimately, the sustainable growth and resilience of the European economy. Feedback on graduate education and
career pathways can help to monitor policy-making and practice in education and training, and identify areas for
transformation, thus enhancing the relevance of graduates' skills and competencies. This in turn can improve their
integration into the job market and society, and the management of existing and potential skills gaps and mismatches.
The Council Recommendation of 20 November 2017 on tracking graduates invited the Member States and the
European Commission to explore common approaches to collecting and analysing tracking data, and for increasing the
comparability of information on graduates from higher and vocational education and training.

A key milestone on the way to attaining the initiative's goals was the launch of the European Graduate
Tracking Network in May 2022. In 2023, the European Commission will provide a comprehensive overview on the
progress made in implementing the 2017 Council Recommendation.

Biases are commonly considered one of the most detrimental effects of artificial intelligence (Al) use. The EU is
therefore committed to reducing their incidence as much as possible. However, the existence of biases pre-dates the
creation of Al tools. All human societies are biased — Al only reproduces what we are. Therefore, opposing this
technology for this reason would simply hide discrimination and not prevent it. It is up to human supervision to use all
available means — which are many — to mitigate its biases. It is likely that at some point in the future, recommendations
made by an Al mechanism will contain less bias than those made by human beings. Unlike humans, Al can be
reviewed and its flaws corrected on a consistent basis. Ultimately, Al could serve to build fairer, less biased societies.
This study begins by providing an overview of biases in the context of artificial intelligence, and more specifically to
machine-learning applications. The second part is devoted to the analysis of biases from a legal point of view. The
analysis shows that shortcomings in this area call for the implementation of additional regulatory tools to adequately
address the issue of bias. Finally, this study puts forward several policy options in response to the challenges
identified.

This briefing provides an initial analysis of the strengths and weaknesses of the European Commission's impact
assessment (IA) accompanying the Commission proposal for a regulation of the European Parliament and of the
Council on harmonised rules on fair access to and use of data (data act), submitted on 23 February 2022 and referred
to the European Parliament's Committee on Industry, Research and Energy (ITRE).

Racial and ethnic minorities face discrimination and its consequences on a daily basis. The exact scale of the problem
is hard to gauge due to a lack of data and general under-reporting of racist incidents. The coronavirus pandemic has
seen a major increase in reports of racist and xenophobic incidents, and the crisis it triggered has had a
disproportionately large negative effect on racial and ethnic minority groups, in the form of higher death and infection
rates. Although since 2000 the European Union (EU) has introduced legislation to combat racial and xenophobic
discrimination, the problem persists, with the need for new measures recently highlighted by the global Black Lives
Matter protests. A number of studies also point to the cost of racial discrimination not only for the individuals concerned
but also for society as a whole. For instance, a 2018 EPRS report argued that the loss in earnings caused by racial
and ethnic discrimination for both individuals and societies amounts to billions of euros annually. EU citizens also
acknowledge this problem: a 2019 survey found that over half of Europeans believe racial or ethnic discrimination to be
widespread in their country. To address racial discrimination and the inequalities it engenders, the European
Commission has put forward a number of equality strategies and actions. One such action, the second European
summit against racism, was held on 21 March 2022. The European Parliament, meanwhile, has long been demanding
an end to racial discrimination. In recent resolutions, the Parliament has called for putting an end to structural racism,
discrimination, racial profiling and police brutality; for asserting the right to protest peacefully; and for boosting the role
of culture, education, media and sport in the fight against racism.

However, the fragmentation of reporting systems used across the EU hampers the
scrutiny of how spending is done. To address this situation, the European Parliament's Budgetary Control (CONT)
Committee has drafted a legislative-initiative report asking the Commission to submit, before the end of 2021, the
legislative proposals needed for the introduction of an integrated and interoperable electronic information and
monitoring system to collect, monitor and analyse information about final beneficiaries in all Member States. The
Parliament is expected to vote on this report during its November Il plenary session.

This Briefing forms part of an EPRS series which offers a synthesis of the pre-legislative state-of-play and advance
consultation on a range of key European Commission priorities during the latter's five-year term in office. It seeks to
summarise the state of affairs in the relevant policy field, examine how existing policy is working on the ground, and
identify best practice and ideas for the future on the part of governmental organisations at all levels of European
system of multilevel governance. An EPRS analysis of the positions of partner governmental organisations at EU,
national, regional and local levels suggests that they would like the following main considerations to be reflected in the
discussion on the revision of the Directive on Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS), including a multimodal ticketing
initiative: * The current ITS framework, developed through delegated regulations, has to be evaluated and gaps
corrected. The new rules' coherence with existing European Union legislation (e.g. competition law, public service
obligations, data sharing, passenger rights) should be ensured. Future ITS developments should take better account of
regional and local authorities' experience, as exemplified here. * ITS services' interoperability, based on common EU-
wide standards and cooperation, should be ensured, given that current ITS standards differ greatly between and within
EU Member States. Best-practice solutions from the local level should be replicable and systems better shared. Cross-
border continuity must be guaranteed. * The role of public authorities in the provision of multimodal transport services
through digital platforms needs to be clarified (legal framework, involvement in privately driven initiatives, etc.). The ITS
framework should propose an attractive environment for investment and innovation to all stakeholders, especially
those operating at local and regional levels. * Governmental organisations favour open data and digitalisation, but warn
of related costs. Rules are needed on data management, opening access to data and sharing the costs that arise from
the production of transport-related public sector data. Security and privacy must be preserved. * Before expanding data
collection obligations, the extent to which the (often locally) collected data is actually reused and how ITS services help
improve mobility should be evaluated. Any new obligations placed on the local and regional levels should be
accompanied by financial support.

Regarding health data, its availability and comparability, the Covid-19 pandemic revealed that the EU has no clear
health data architecture. The lack of harmonisation in these practices and the absence of an EU-level centre for data
analysis and use to support a better response to public health crises is the focus of this study. Through extensive desk
review, interviews with key actors, and enquiry into experiences from outside the EU/EEA area, this study highlights
that the EU must have the capacity to use data very effectively in order to make data-supported public health policy
proposals and inform political decisions.

Directive 2008/48/EC on credit agreement for consumers (the CCD) is part of the legal framework tackling consumer
protection and the development of the internal market.

Eurodac is a biometric database in which Member States are required to enter the fingerprint data of asylum-seekers
in order to identify where they entered the European Union (EU).

The 2013 revision broadened the scope to provide law
enforcement authorities with access to the Eurodac database. As part of the reform of the common European asylum
system in 2016, the European Commission proposed a recast Eurodac Regulation.

Pestome Disability is a complex, multidimensional and contested term for which there is no common definition, but which is
generally understood as a dynamic interaction between health conditions and contextual factors, both personal and
environmental. A billion people in the world, of whom over 70 million in the EU, live with disabilities today. Official
sporting events for people with disabilities have existed for over a century. The Silent Games — the first competition for
athletes with a disability (now Deaflympics) — were held in 1924 in Paris (France). Some disability sports are traditional
sports slightly modified to meet the needs of people with a disability and are referred to as 'adapted sports'. Others,
such as boccia, have been designed specifically with no equivalent in mainstream sport. 'Disability sport' is used as an
umbrella term to describe sports activities developed for the benefit of people or athletes with disabilities. In the last
century, various disability sports and competitions have been developed and run under the auspices of specialised
international organisations. Regrettably, there is no centralised data collection on the participation of people with
disabilities in sport at EU level. Instead, EU countries gather a variety of non-harmonised indicators, making it
impossible to make consistent comparisons. According to a 2018 Eurobarometer survey, having a disability or iliness is
the third most frequently mentioned reason — by 14 % of respondents — for not practising sports more regularly. To
remove such barriers and improve the participation of people with disabilities in sports, over 50 Erasmus+ projects
have supported such activities since 2014. At national level, some EU countries, such as France, Ireland and the
Netherlands, have adopted centralised approaches based on national strategies and funding initiatives. Others,
including Belgium, Italy and Spain, favour strategies developed and implemented mainly at regional or local level. The
pandemic has taken a heavy toll on sports activities for people with disabilities. The Tokyo 2020 Paralympic Games,
rescheduled for August-September 2021, will be broadcast to an estimated global audience of 4.3 billion people and
should help to put disability back at the heart of the inclusion agenda.

Competition and consumer protection in the single market are often undermined by price discrimination based on
residency. While many market players do not cooperate with the Commission, for instance not disclosing their pricing
structure, Member States often do not have the means or the tools to collect and deliver the required information to the
Commission. The SMIT proposal would provide the Commission with powers such as to request business-related
information (e.g. cost structure or product volumes sold), and to address market failures in a more efficient way. The
SMIT, however, has raised some criticism in the Council and EP, inter alia, because of the Commission’s choice of the
legal basis for the proposal. Parliament’s Legal Service stated in an opinion that the correct legal basis for the
Commission proposal is Article 337 TFEU: a legal basis which gives no legislative role for the EP. On 12 July 2018, the
IMCO committee adopted a report which would amend the proposal’s legal basis. The JURI committee subsequently
adopted an opinion stating that the Commission proposal goes beyond the powers available under the proposed
revised legal basis. The report was initially due to be voted in plenary in October 2018, but was taken off the agenda.
As the parliamentary term has concluded, the report has now lapsed. The European Commission withdrew this
legislative proposal on 29 September 2020. The procedure has thus ended.

The EU’s annual report on arms export control presently lags behind the national reports of many countries. The
introduction of a searchable online database will be a substantial step in increasing the user-friendliness of the report.
This paper makes recommendations with regard to readability, comprehensiveness and comparability. Perhaps the
principal recommendation is that steps be taken to harmonise the data provided under the categories ‘licensed value’
and ‘actual exports’, which are presently not consistently interpreted across the EU. The main argument of this paper is
that the EU should move towards using data visualisation to complement the lengthy statistical tables in the annual
report and thus make it more readable. The EU and its Member States should also explore opportunities to enhance
the data contained in the report to include additional identified data fields, narrative sections to complement the
statistical data, and disaggregated data on licence denials. In identifying additional data fields that could be included,
the paper also examines the challenges associated with the provision of the data in each case.

Governments across the world, including the European Union (EU) Member States and the EU itself, committed to
working towards gender equality and empowering all women and girls at the 1995 fourth United Nations (UN) World
Conference on Women in Beijing. The Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action (BPfA) adopted at the conference is
considered the international 'Bill of Rights' for women, defining women's rights as human rights and setting goals and
concrete measures across a range of issues affecting women and girls. In-depth national, regional and global reviews
of its implementation and a set of priorities for future action will mark this 25th anniversary. The review concerning the
EU and its Member States shows that efforts to improve gender equality have had some results, but persistent
inequalities and gender gaps remain across all the areas of action covered in the BPfA. The collection and use of
gender equality data has improved, but it is still uneven, making it difficult to measure the impacts of action and to
identify the most disadvantaged groups of women. Gender mainstreaming is not yet applied systematically across all
policy areas and funding programmes. Already present in 1995, political and cultural tensions around some areas of
women's rights, such as bodily autonomy and control of fertility, have been exacerbated in recent years. In addition,
emerging challenges such as climate change have gender dimensions that need to be taken into account. Looking
forward, the EU and its Member States have the potential structures, actors and tools to advance gender equality. The
European Parliament and women's organisations are urging the EU and national governments to demonstrate a high-
level of political commitment in this area, defend the vision and commitments set out in the BPfA, and deliver an
ambitious new agenda for the coming years.

This year marks the 25th anniversary of the Fourth United Nations World Conference on Women in Beijing, which
represented a turning point for the global agenda for gender equality and resulted in pivotal commitments and
objectives, the results of which we still measure today. The Beijing Declaration and the Platform for Action, adopted
unanimously by 189 countries at the Conference in 1995, is considered to be the most comprehensive global policy
framework for the rights of women. It recognises women'’s rights as human rights and sets out a comprehensive
roadmap for achieving equality between women and men, with concrete measures and measurable outcomes across a
range of issues affecting women and girls. These outcomes are divided into 12 inter-related areas where a need for
urgent action was identified: poverty, education and training, health care, violence against women and girls, armed
conflict, economic empowerment, power and decision-making, mechanisms to promote advancement of women,
women’s human rights, the media, the environment and the rights of the girl child.

In the context of the work of reviewing the fitness of current regulations (REFIT), the Commission has decided to
amend Regulation (EC) No 184/2005 and repeal 10 legal acts in the field of business statistics. The aim is to reduce
the administrative burden for businesses, especially SMEs, and to put an end to legal fragmentation in the field of
European business statistics. The Commission is proposing to establish a common legal framework for the
development, production and dissemination of European statistics related to business structure, economic activities
and performance, as well as on international transactions and research and development activities in the EU economy;
and for the European network of national statistical business registers and the EuroGroups Register. The regulation
includes provisions covering business registers, the data sources to be used, and the exchange of confidential data for
the purpose of intra-Union trade in goods statistics. The final act was signed on 27 November 2019 and published in
the Official Journal on 17 December 2019. It will apply from 1 January 2021, with the exception of certain articles,
which will apply from 1 January 2022.

On 30 November 2016, the European Commission presented a legislative proposal for a recast directive on the
internal market for electricity, as part of a comprehensive legislative package entitled 'Clean Energy for all Europeans'.
The proposed directive would oblige Member States to ensure a more competitive, customer-centred, flexible and non-
discriminatory EU electricity market with market-based supply prices. It would strengthen existing customer rights,
introduce new ones and provide a framework for energy communities. Member States would have to monitor and
address energy poverty. The proposal clarifies the tasks of distribution system operators and emphasises the
obligation of neighbouring national regulators to cooperate on issues of cross-border relevance. The Council adopted
its general approach in December 2017. In the European Parliament, the Committee on Industry, Research and
Energy (ITRE) adopted its report in February 2018. A provisional trilogue agreement was reached in December 2018.
The European Parliament adopted the text in the March Il 2019 plenary session and the Council on 22 May 2019. The
Directive entered into force on 4 July 2019 and must be transposed into national legislation by 31 December 2020.

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This note presents a comparative analysis of policies and practices to facilitate the labour market integration of
beneficiaries of international protection in the main destination countries of asylum seekers in 2015/2016, namely
Austria, Germany and Sweden. It focuses on the development of policy strategies to adapt the asylum and integration
system to the high numbers of new arrivals. Special attention is given to the political discourse and public opinion on
asylum and integration of refugees. Innovative approaches with respect to labour market integration are highlighted as
well as gaps. Finally, the study includes lessons learned from recent policy developments as well as policy
recommendations in order to improve labour market integration of asylum seekers and refugees.

In anticipation of increased traveller flows and in response to security concerns regarding the control of EU external
borders, on 6 April 2016, the Commission presented revised proposals for establishing an Entry/Exit System for
recording the border-crossings of all non-EU nationals. These build on the Smart Borders package presented in 2013,
which did not secure consensus among the co-legislators and was the subject of additional technical and operational
studies completed in 2015. The current system of manual stamping of passports would be replaced by automation of
certain preparatory border control procedures. The system would be interconnected with the Visa Information System
(VIS) database and used by the same authorities: border control and consular posts. Moreover, it would allow law
enforcement authorities to perform restricted queries in the database for criminal identification and intelligence to
prevent serious crime and terrorism. The two regulations were signed on 30 November 2017, and the Entry/Exit
System is due to become fully functional by 2020 at the latest.

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Artificial intelligence (Al) systems already permeate daily life: they drive cars, decide on mortgage applications,
translate texts, recognise faces on social networks, identify spam emails, create artworks, play games, and intervene
in conflict zones. The Al revolution that began in the 2000s emerged from the combination of machine learning
techniques and 'big data'. The algorithms behind these systems work by identifying statistical correlation in the data
they analyse, enabling them to perform tasks for which intelligence is required if a human were to perform them.
Nevertheless, data-driven Al can only perform one task at a time, and cannot transfer its knowledge. 'Strong Al', able
to display human-like intelligence and common sense, and which might be able to set its own goals, is not yet within
reach. Despite the fears portrayed in film and TV entertainment, the idea of a 'superintelligence' able to self-improve
and dominate humans remains an esoteric possibility, as development of strong Al systems is not predicted for a few
decades or more, if indeed development ever reaches this stage. Nevertheless, the development of data-driven Al
systems implies adaptation of legal frameworks on the collection, use and storage of data, due to privacy and other
issues. Bias in data supplied to Al systems can also reproduce or amplify bias in the decisions they make. However,
the key issue remains the level of autonomy given to Al systems to make decisions that could be life-changing,
keeping in mind that they only provide recommendations, that they do not understand the tasks they perform, and that
there is no way to know how they reach their conclusions. Al systems are expected to impact society, especially the
job market, and could increase inequalities. To counter the abuse of probabilistic prediction and the risks to privacy, in
April 2016 the European Parliament and the Council of the EU adopted the General Data Protection Regulation. The
European Parliament also requested an update of the Union legal framework on robotics and Al in February 2017.

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Second-hand cars traded across the EU have their odometer readings manipulated more frequently than those traded
on national markets. Odometer fraud is difficult to track and leaves no trace. This incurs costs and creates challenges
on the EU internal market.

Further, special attention is given to changes in perceptions, public opinion and political discourse with respect to the
asylum and integration of refugees and how this influenced policy strategies.
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Indigenous children with disabilities (ICwD) have received little attention in academic research and development
policies. However, they face discrimination at many levels, based on ethnicity, age, ability and gender and this often
leads to serious human rights violations. The lack of data, both on the prevalence of disabilities among indigenous
children and young people and on specific violations of their human rights, is a serious constraint to any policy
intended to respect, protect and promote their human rights. This study seeks to identify these gaps, point to certain
patterns and recommend ways of improving data collection and the situation of ICwD in future.
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Personalised Medicine (PM - sometimes also termed as precision or stratified medicine) refers to the grouping of
patients based on risk of disease, or response to therapy, using advanced diagnostic tests or techniques. The briefing
gives an account of the initiatives taken at the EU to foster the advancement of this approach into daily practice.
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The Council of Europe Convention on preventing and combating violence against women and domestic violence
(Istanbul Convention) is the first instrument in Europe to set legally binding standards specifically to prevent gender-
based violence, protect victims of violence and punish perpetrators. Following the EU’s signing of the Convention in
June 2017, the European Parliament’s consent is required for the EU’s accession to the Convention. Pending
Council’s formal request for that consent, Parliament adopted an interim resolution in September 2017. This is an
updated edition of an EPRS ‘at a glance’ note published in September 2017, PE 608.671.

Approximately 14 million EU residents (mobile workers, unemployed and economically inactive citizens) are not living
in their home country. In order to grant them the social and health benefits to which they are entitled, coordination
between the social security systems of the Member States is necessary. However, the current Regulations (EC) No
883/2004 and (EC) No 987/2009 no longer reflect the changing national social security systems and the case law of
the European Court of Justice. The European Commission’s December 2016 proposal aims to establish a coherent
regime for the coordination of long-term care benefits, and to clarify the access of economically inactive citizens to
social benefits. It proposes new arrangements for the coordination of unemployment benefits in order to enhance job-
seeking, and provisions for the coordination of family benefits, such as parental leave allowances. The proposal also
seeks to strengthen administrative rules on social security coordination for posted workers. However, it does not intend
to change existing rules on the export of child benefits, despite demands from several stakeholders.

Within this area, the strategy announced, among
other actions, ‘a regulatory initiative on a market information tool for the Single Market, enabling the Commission to
collect information from selected market players’ (Single Market Strategy, p.16). It is this 'Single Market Information
Tool' (SMIT) that is the subject of the Commission proposal. Two other initiatives were proposed by the Commission
alongside the SMIT on 2 May 2017 as part of the compliance package: a regulation establishing a single digital
gateway and an action plan on the reinforcement of the SOLVIT tool .

This note seeks to provide an initial analysis of the strengths and weaknesses of the European Commission's Impact

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While EU waters ranks among the safest in the world for travellers, in case of an emergency, search and rescue
authorities must know immediately the number of people missing. To facilitate this, the European Commission
proposed to digitalise the registration of passengers on ships operating to and from EU ports. The proposal is part of a
broader review of the EU passenger ship safety legislation, which aims to simplify the existing rules and cut
administrative costs, while keeping sea travel safe.
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The phenomenon of foreign fighters travelling to conflict zones, mostly in Syria and Iraq, represents a growing threat
for the EU and its Member States. Most of the recent terrorist attacks in Europe were perpetrated by 'home-grown'
terrorists, and at least some of the perpetrators proved to be returned foreign fighters. In December 2015, the
European Commission presented a proposal for a directive on combating terrorism, aimed at updating the current
framework on criminalising terrorist offences and at bringing EU legislation into line with international developments,
such as the adoption of UN Security Council Resolution 2178 and the Additional Protocol to the Council of Europe
Convention on the Prevention of Terrorism. The proposal extends the list of offences, to cover receiving of terrorist
training, travelling and attempting to travel abroad for terrorism, and funding or facilitating such travel, and also
includes provisions on the protection of victims. After completion of the legislative procedure at first reading in the
Parliament and Council, the final act was signed in March 2017. Member States are required to transpose the new
directive into national law by 8 September 2018.
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Pestome The European Medicines Agency (EMA) is a decentralised agency of the EU. Its mission is to foster scientific
excellence in the evaluation and supervision of medicines in the Member States of the EU and the European Economic
Area. The EMA began operating in London in 1995. In the context of the United Kingdom's withdrawal from the EU
(Brexit), the EMA will have to move to another location that will be decided upon by common agreement among the
remaining 27 Member States (EU-27). The criteria and the decision-making process for selecting the new location
were announced on 22 June 2017. Interested Member States have until 31 July 2017 to submit their offers. A decision
is expected to be taken in November 2017. The EMA is governed by a management board and employs 897 staff
(December 2016 figures). Its executive director is Guido Rasi. Around 89 % of the agency's budget comes from fees
and charges levied for services rendered. Its scientific work is conducted in its scientific committees, working parties
and other groups. Its main activities include: facilitating the development of and patient access to medicines; evaluating
applications for marketing authorisations; monitoring the safety of medicines throughout their use in healthcare
practice; and providing information to healthcare professionals, patients and the public.

Pestome Despite efficiency improvements, CO2 emissions from international shipping are projected to be two to five times
higher in 2050 than in 1990. At the Paris climate conference, countries agreed to limit climate change to well below
2°C. Without considerable contributions of the shipping sector to global mitigation efforts this goal will be much harder
to achieve.

The main issue at stake at MEPC 71 is the development of the Comprehensive IMO Strategy on reduction of GHG
emissions from ships. MEPC 71 will be preceded by a weeklong meeting of the GHG Working Group that will discuss
issues relating to the Initial Strategy that should be adopted next year.

The digital revolution is reshaping the European Union's economy, from financial services and telecoms to creative
industries and the way workers are employed.

The Copernicus programme is a user-driven programme which provides six free-of-charge operational services
(atmosphere monitoring, marine environment monitoring, land monitoring, climate change, emergency management
and security) to EU, national, and regional institutions, as well as to the private sector. The programme builds on the
initiative on global monitoring for environment and security launched in 2001. It aims at filling the gaps in European
earth observation capacities. Data is provided from space infrastructures, particularly the sentinel missions developed
under the programme, and in situ infrastructure supported by the Member States. Copernicus services are mainly
operated by European Union (EU) agencies. Copernicus requires a high level of continuity in data and service
provision. A strong political commitment at EU level is required to provide adequate funding for the development of the
operational earth observation missions and services. The EU — under the framework programme for research and
operational programmes — and the European Space Agency (ESA) have invested more than €7 billion in Copernicus
since 2002. By the end of 2017, four of the six sentinel missions should be fully deployed and the last of the six
services should become fully operational. As Copernicus reaches its full operational stage, the focus of the programme
is shifting towards the uptake of the services and the development of a downstream sector that would provide
additional commercial services to the users. This aspect is a key priority of the space strategy adopted by the
European Commission in October 2016. The development of the downstream sector is dependent on the long-term
continuity of service, to be ensured by improved governance of the programme and renewed long-term political and
financial commitments for the next EU budgetary period.

The environmental implementation review (EIR), launched by the European Commission in 2016, aims at providing an
overview of how well Member States are implementing EU environmental law, and at supporting them if necessary.
The review consists of three parts: 28 country reports, a Commission summary of the most common problems, and
suggestions for improvement. The review’s first edition was published in February 2017. It reveals implementation
gaps, in particular, regarding waste management, nature and biodiversity protection, air and water quality, as well as
tackling noise pollution. It also examines governance issues related to implementation gaps, including effectiveness of
administration, compliance assurance as well as access to justice and information. The review identifies structural
problems and governance weaknesses, as well as insufficient coordination and integration, as possible reasons for
inadequate implementation of environmental law. Another important issue is a lack of available data. The briefing also
contains a short description of the OECD environmental review and the European quality of government index.

It outlines how this new form of commercial exchange blurs the lines between personal and
commercial, elevating the importance of social factors in creating commercial trust. It reflects on how the economic
returns from the sharing economy may be repartitioned across social actors, and the promise of lower economic
inequality. It outlines new approaches to regulating the sharing economy, the necessity of carefully designed self-
regulatory mechanisms, the promise of data-driven delegation, and a set of principles to draw the right lines between
the government and the platforms. It concludes with a summary of the state of the independent workforce and outlines
approaches for creating a new social contract as society shifts away from employment and towards freelance work.

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This study, commissioned by the European Parliament’s Policy Department for Citizens’ Rights and Constitutional
Affairs at the request of the PETI committee, concerns the situation of people with disabilities in the European Union
(EU) and how EU funds (‘European Structural and Investment Funds’) can support the reforms needed to replace the
outdated systems of institutional care with community-based and inclusive services. It also highlights areas that must
be addressed to avoid the mistakes of the past, in particular the use of EU funds to maintain institutional care, and
ensure that instead they are used to promote community living.
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EU transport policy has set itself ambitious goals: among other things, to increase the competitiveness and share of
rail freight and passenger services and to create a Single European Railway Area. From this perspective, rail statistics
shed a clear light on the EU rail sector and thus help in better evaluating developments in it. At its second October

2016 plenary, the European Parliament is expected to vote on a 2013 proposal for a regulation on rail transport
statistics.
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Parliament is due to vote on a legislative proposal to align Regulation (EC) No 1365/2006 with the Treaty on the
Functioning of the European Union (TFEU) as regards delegated and implementing powers conferred to the European
Commission. The overall objective remains unchanged — to help develop EU inland waterway transport by creating
statistical standards for quality data collection.

The recent European crisis has put the issue of government efficiency high on national policy agendas. Policy
measures that result in a reduction of bureaucratic slack or red tape can alleviate the trade-off between consolidation
and public service provision. Since 2007 the role of the EU budget in support of administrative reforms has been
strengthening, at least in formal terms. However, the extent to which the various EU budgetary instruments have
encouraged public administration reforms is unclear. Against the background of the overall European approach
towards public administration reforms, this study reviews the current budgetary instruments that directly or indirectly
support such reforms, and analyses the coherence, EU added value and complementarities within them. Case studies
on four Member States and an analysis of current networks and award initiatives to disseminate best practices
complete the study. Based on extensive desk research and a set of semi-structured interviews, the analysis finds a
positive but modest impact of the EU budget and existing networks on reform activity. Some of the key
recommendations are to improve the consistency of Country Specific Recommendations related to administrative
reforms, increase the effectiveness of the Structural Reform Support Programme, and to ensure coherence and
complementarity between all EU-funded interventions as well as their monitoring and evaluation processes.

Pestome Member States would have to collect statistics on the prices charged to industrial consumers and households for
natural gas and electricity. Price data would be reported every six months for different consumption volumes, and
cover energy prices, network charges, taxes and levies, and their sub-components. The proposed regulation would
replace Directive 2008/92/EC that requires Member States to collect such statistics for industrial consumers. Data on
gas and electricity prices for households are currently collected on a voluntary basis. Statistical data on gas and
electricity prices are needed for monitoring the internal market for energy, and the impacts of various policies in the
field of energy, such as support for renewable energy sources. In the context of the Energy Union strategy, the
Commission has committed to preparing reports about energy costs and prices every two years, starting in 2016. The
agreement reached in trilogue in June 2016 has now to be approved in plenary.

After discussing recent EU
developments, the analysis concludes that cycling potential could be maximised by coordinated action at all levels of
local government administration. Building on the author's EPRS briefing Cycling mobility in the EU of May 2015, this
analysis was produced at the request of the Committee of the Regions of the EU. A genuine shift towards greater
cycling mobility can be achieved through cycling policies that are coordinated across all levels of administration. For
reasons of subsidiarity, the main responsibility for delivering cycling policy is at national and local level. However, the
EU could help strengthen these efforts by means of a strategic document which covers all the areas that impact on
cycling in one text. In combination with appropriate funding, this could send a strong signal to all levels of
administration that cycling is taken seriously as a means of transport which reduces urban congestion and pollution,
while making people healthier.

Member States would have to collect statistics on the prices charged to industrial consumers and households for
natural gas and electricity. Price data would be reported every six months for different consumption volumes, and
cover energy prices, network charges, taxes and levies, and their sub-components. The proposed regulation would
replace Directive 2008/92/EC that requires Member States to collect such statistics for industrial consumers. Data on
gas and electricity prices for households are currently collected on a voluntary basis.

Statistical data on gas and electricity prices are needed for monitoring the internal market for energy, and the impacts
of various policies in the field of energy, such as support for renewable energy sources. The European Council
requested a report about energy costs and prices in May 2013. In the context of the Energy Union strategy, the
Commission has committed to preparing such a report every two years, starting in 2016. The European Parliament's
secretariat also used these statistics in its reports on trends in energy prices for the ITRE Committee.

This report summarises the presentations and discussions of the workshop on data saves lives, held at the European
Parliament in Brussels on Thursday 19 November 2015. The aim of the workshop was to provide background
information and advice regarding the proposed General Data Protection Regulation and the impact it may have on the
use of personal health data in cancer research.

During the first part of the workshop the policy context and state of play of the proposed new Regulation were
presented. An update on the Trilogue discussions and latest amendments to the text of the Regulation were given;
obstacles and opportunities for harmonisation of cancer data were also discussed.

The second part of the workshop focused on the impact of the proposed Regulation on cancer research. Access to
data, ethical standards, data storage, and a European project on cancer survival were covered during this session. All
presentations highlighted the need for a broad consent (a one-time consent given by data subjects to allow the use of
their data for a variety of research studies which are subject to strict criteria) in order to make cancer research
possible.

Finally, future developments based on the experience of healthcare providers, patients and the industries were
discussed. Possible practical solutions were given that could solve the obstacles of the proposed Regulation faced by
the cancer research community.

The Valletta Summit held in November 2015 was the venue for more than 60 countries to come together with the
European Union and African Union institutions, as well as regional and international organisations involved, to address
the current migration crisis. The summit was called for in April 2015 by the European Council, when European Union
leaders held a special meeting on the migration situation in the Mediterranean, recognising the need to deepen
dialogue and partnership with the African countries. The April European Council tasked the European Commission with
proposing measures for immediate action, as well as policy options for the medium and longer term. To this end, on 13
May, the Commission presented its proposal for a European Agenda on Migration, which was followed on 27 May by
the implementation plan for the first measures. More than 3 600 people have so far been declared missing in the
Mediterranean sea in 2015. The grim death toll in the Mediterranean has provoked an urgent call for action as 2015
has been the deadliest year so far for migrants trying to get to Europe. The reasons for this significant increase in
migration flows include, amongst others: war, political repression, and economic crisis. Libya has become a popular
starting point for many journeys, with human traffickers and smugglers exploiting the country's power vacuum and
increasing lawlessness. On 13 April 2015, a conference of foreign ministers from the European Union and the southern
shores of the Mediterranean took place in Barcelona to discuss the review of the European Neighbourhood Policy
(ENP). At centre stage of the agenda was stronger cooperation in the fight against Jihadist terrorism and irregular
immigration. To this end, European Commission President Jean-Claude Juncker tasked the Commission to come up
with a proposal for a reviewed ENP, which was published on 18 November 2015.

Between 2012 and 2014, EU Member States awarded 113,749 contracts, related to EU funds, amounting to 116.17
billion EUR.

Italy and Spain
accounted for 35% of all cross-border contracts by value. Poland, Romania, and Slovakia were the top cross-border
buyers (5.5 billion EUR).

PDF Version The Internet of Things (IoT) refers to a distributed network connecting physical objects that are capable of
sensing or acting on their environment and able to communicate with each other, other machines or computers. The
data these devices report can be collected and analysed in order to reveal insights and suggest actions that will
produce cost savings, increase efficiency or improve products and services. The loT is growing rapidly, with an
estimated 25 billion connected objects throughout the world by 2020, and added value from the loT of US$1.9 trillion
by the same year. The loT can thus be a key contributor to achieving the EU's Europe 2020 strategy for smart,
sustainable and inclusive growth. However the IoT also poses important challenges to society. Open standards and
interoperability may need to be encouraged, in order to widen choices for consumers and ensure competition and
innovation. Sufficient radio spectrum must be allocated for future needs. With so many interconnected devices,
security is a major concern. A balance needs to be achieved between the rights of citizens to keep personal data
private and protected, and to consent to its use in other contexts, and the significant benefits that can accrue to
enterprises and society from the analysis of such rich data sources. The European Union is supporting the
development of the loT through funding for research as well as competitiveness and innovation. While EU institutions
have taken a notable interest in the loT, the balance between too much and too little regulation may need to be
carefully managed if the full benefits of the loT are to be realised.

After the Paris attacks of January 2015, the fight against terrorism and the phenomenon of foreign fighters is now
higher than ever on the EU agenda, with a series of new measures being discussed, and existing ones refocused. In
this context, the EU Passenger Name Record (PNR) proposal is once again in the spotlight.

The current proposal dates back to 2011, but was rejected by the European Parliament's LIBE Committee in April
2013. However, given the new security context, and following numerous calls from EU Member States, the European
Parliament committed to work towards the finalisation of an EU PNR directive by the end of 2015.

Nevertheless, not everybody is convinced by the efficacy of the proposed measure, and many stakeholders question
its necessity and proportionality, whilst highlighting the different fundamental-rights risks inherent in any PNR scheme.
It is also argued that legislators should take into account the impact of the recent annulment of the Data Retention
Directive by the Court of Justice of the EU.

Privacy and civil liberties activists warn against the measure's intrusive nature, and see it as another step on the road
to a surveillance society. On the other hand, air carriers advocate swift adoption of an EU PNR directive, providing
harmonised legislation at EU level, rather than a set of diverging national rules. Indeed, more and more Member States
are developing PNR data-collection systems, and the European Commission has made EU funding available for this
purpose.

The EU had an Alcohol Strategy in place from 2006 to 2012, but the European Commission did not immediately renew
it, despite having earlier planned to do so.

The European Commission's most recent initiative in the field of intellectual property rights (IPR), a 2014
communication, returns to an issue that has been largely side-lined since the European Parliament rejected the Anti-
Counterfeiting Trade Agreement (ACTA) in 2014. While not a landmark, 'Trade, growth and intellectual property —
Strategy for the protection and enforcement of intellectual property rights in third countries' (COM(2014)0389) serves
as a good basis for constructive debate on securing better IPR protection in foreign markets, in cooperation with third
countries and without infringing on civil liberties. The new document builds on a 2004 communication with a nearly
identical title (‘Strategy for the protection and enforcement of intellectual property rights in third countries'), which
introduced a broad framework of initiatives aimed at combatting IPR violations outside the EU.

Money laundering (ML) is a major global concern. The minimum identifiable direct costs of organised crime in the
European Union (EU) are estimated at around €166 billion a year. Europol, the EU's law enforcement agency and
Eurojust, the EU's Judicial Cooperation Unit, estimate the minimum costs of fighting organised crime at EU level
amount to €210 million a year.

To efficiently tackle ML the EU has stepped up cooperation with civil society, including non-governmental organisations
(NGOs). NGOs are engaged as collectors of relevant information on illicit activities, and in developing standards and
implementing anti-ML rules. At the same time, however, NGOs are considered 'subjects at risk’ in the ML framework,
either as fronts for terrorist organisations that raise and transfer funds, or as legitimate enterprises that indirectly
support the aims of terrorist organisations.

This double-sided position for NGOs may impact on the efficacy of the measures currently in place at EU and
international level to certify their transparency and accountability. NGOs, in turn, see such attempts to regulate their
activities as a threat to their independence, and thus occasionally resist them. .

As the hostilities in Syria and Iraq continue and terrorism activities worldwide seem to be on the rise, EU Member
States are increasingly confronted with the problem of aspiring and returning 'foreign fighters'. Whereas the
phenomenon is not new, its scale certainly is, which explains the wide perception of these individuals as a serious
threat to the security of both individual Member States and the EU as a whole. The problem has been addressed within
international fora including the United Nations, which in 2014 adopted a binding resolution specifically addressing the
issue of foreign fighters. The EU is actively engaged in relevant international initiatives. Within the EU, security in
general and counter-terrorism in particular have traditionally remained in the Member States' remit. The EU has
however coordinated Member States' activities regarding the prevention of radicalisation, the detection of suspicious
travel, criminal justice response and cooperation with third countries. The EU is seeking to strengthen its role given the
widely shared feeling of insecurity in the wake of recent terrorist attacks. Existing and new paths for EU action are
being explored, including the revived EU passenger name records (PNR) proposal. Individual Member States have
stepped up their efforts to address the problem using various kinds of tools including criminal law, administrative
measures and 'soft tools', such as counter-radicalisation campaigns. The Member States most affected have also
cooperated with each other outside the EU framework. The United States has a particularly developed counter-
terrorism framework now being used to deal with foreign fighters. Since 9/11, the EU and the US have cooperated on
counter-terrorism despite different philosophies on issues such as data protection.

This study, prepared by Policy Department A at the request of the Committee on Internal Market and Consumer
Protection (IMCO), analyses the possibility and challenges of defining a monitoring and evaluation system to measure
the economic and regulatory performance of the Single Market, to be used in the context of the European Semester
exercise. Based upon their research, the authors conclude that an integrated measurement system can be devised to
perform this function, by combining different methodologies, including composite indicators, sets of indicators, sectoral
tools and qualitative assessments. With respect to regulatory indicators, it is relatively easier to design tools that could
directly result in policy recommendations addressed to the EU institutions and Member States, possibly based on the
‘Single Market Gap’ composite indicator proposed in this study. With respect to economic indicators, additional care
and qualitative assessment would need to be employed to extrapolate policy recommendations from any set of
indicators.

The crisis that hit the western financial markets in 2008 has led to a severe global economic recession, which impacted
and is still impacting migrants and migration policies worldwide. Despite the growing vulnerability of migrants,
remittances have remained stable during and after the global economic downturn. Indeed, they continue to be a
significant source of income for families and play a crucial role of co-insurance or risk mitigation in times of hardship.
Moreover, remittances have proven to be a more sustainable source of foreign currency for developing countries than
other capital inflows such as foreign direct investment, public debt or official development assistance. However, the
nexus between remittances and development remains complex, especially with regards to the movement of people,
which contributes to the spread of global interdependence at all levels — social, economic and political.

Pestome Contemporary slavery is the exercise of the powers attaching to the right of ownership-control over a person by
another su ch as a person might control a thing.

The revelation of scandals involving offshore accounts, as well as the economic crisis, has created a new momentum
in the fight against tax evasion.

Practically every day, new devices, platforms and providers for accessing, downloading, streaming and creating
internet content emerge around the world. But the copyrights, which protect a large part of that content, are mostly
governed on a national basis.

Private users are lost in the maze of different rules and restrictions and have difficulty in accessing and using content
in a legal manner. In addition, unlicensed sites conti-nually emerge, with content just a click away.

Attempts have been made by the US with their ""fair use™ doctrine and by the EU with the Copyright Directive, to
provide exceptions for private users.

But many issues including usage restrictions, data protection and up-to-date remuneration systems for authors have
yet to be resolved. Policy-makers and stakeholders promote different solutions, such as a legal regime with more
flexibility for private use or a global database for music works, or different kinds of subscription models, some of which
have already proven successful.

The creation of the Euro-Latin American Migration Observatory (EU-LAC-MO) responds to three pressing needs,
specifically: databases of reliable and comparable empirical data; research into the causes and consequences of
migration; and analysis of the policies developed by the institutions and their suitability for meeting the requirements.
Based on the three key thematic areas of the structured dialogue (links between migration and development; regular
migration; and irregular migration), the functions of the Observatory would be as follows: 1) collation of existing
databases and harmonisation of statistical methods; 2) dissemination of existing research and generation of new
research to fill existing gaps; 3) analysis of public policy, dissemination of administrative manuals, identification of best
practice and creation of performance indicators; and 4) application of international and regional legislation. The
organisation could be part of the Euro-Latin American Foundation or of a body such as the IOM or SEGIB (lbero-
American General Secretariat). It should have an International Committee as its consultative and coordinating body, an
Executive Committee for operations and various national coordination branches. The funding for the Executive
Committee could come from organisational budgets, from a trust fund or from a mixed system. The resources for
projects and activities could be provided by international and national bodies or could come from international
cooperation.

The topic of digital content should be dealt with in both the Consumer Rights Directive and the Draft Common Frame of
Reference (DCFR)/the Optional Instrument. The crucial policy issue in the field of rules on digital content is the right of
withdrawal in the case of a transfer of digital content for permanent use. The decision on this policy issue is equivalent
to the decision on whether or not the Legislator relies on the traders and producers of digital content to provide for
copyright protection measures, which would avoid a large part of abusive behaviour by the consumer. Digital content
as part of a definition on services is extremely poor drafting. The typology of contracts in the Commission’s Proposal
and the preliminary position of the Council needs to be revised. The application of the future Directive to digital content
should differentiate on how the digital content becomes the object of the contract. The policy issues must be decided
differently depending on whether digital content is transferred to the consumer for permanent use or only used for
some time or not used by the consumer at all but by a service provider in rendering his service (transfer of digital
products, use of digital products and digital service). For most policy issues (apart from the right of withdrawal) the
application of sales law to contracts for the transfer and permanent use of digital content seems to be reasonable.
Implied terms on the quality could be easily applied and likewise would the application of sales law remedies for
defective goods, passing of the risk and late delivery suit for digital content. One should be very careful in adding an
express clause to Annex Ill on restrictions to use or copying. Many court decisions in that respect will depend on the
kind of use (permanent or temporary) agreed upon by the parties. The simplest way to add rules for digital content
would be to elude the reference to tangibility in the definition of goods in combination with adding

Pesiome Divorces or separations classed as "cross-border" (parents of different nationalities or leaving in different Member
States) lead to very complicated legal situations, notably regarding the relationship between the parents and the
children of these former couples. An in-depth analysis of the national situations has been conducted in 6 Member
States (France, Germany, Spain, UK, Sweden and Poland). In order to comprehend the breadth and types of problems
connected to a cross-border separation of parents, various series of information has been collected and analysed for
each of these Member States: available statistical data, international and European legal frameworks; national
legislations and practices essentially linked to parental responsibility. Even though progress has been made thanks to
the quoted legal instruments, notably the Regulation Brussels lla, some difficulties of interpretation and implementation
together with some gaps have been identified. Several actions may be recommended to enable cross-border
separation in the European Union to be dealt more efficiently, notably in terms of mediation and international judicial
cooperation.

Pestome The European Union and the United States are united in the common purpose of identifying, containing and rolling
back the threat from international terrorism. Both the US and EU value the rights of the individual and the right to be
free from the threat of terrorism; and they both seek agreements that make their common efforts stronger. A
convergence of policy can be observed in traditional security areas, particularly in counterterrorism operations at the
operational and strategic levels. There has been a divergence of policies where datasharing has been concerned,
despite the trend for creating, maintaining and analysing large databases that is common to both the EU and US. The
key challenge for European and American policymakers is to overcome the concerns about how data is retained, what
it is used for, how it might be further shared, and accommodating their different visions of the rights of the individual.
There has been a revolution in the amount of personal information that is being collected, retained and analysed, but
there has not been the same level of debate about the relationship between the state and the citizen, nor in the
appropriate balance between security and privacy, which differs in the EU and US.

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The European Programme for Global Monitoring for Environment and Security (GMES) is an Earth observation system
with the aim to provide accurate and timely information to policy makers in order to support the management of the
environment and civil security. The present study introduces the GMES programme and its components. It draws
lessons learned from a comparison with the Galileo Programme. The governance and financing of GMES are critically
analysed and discussed. Based on the main findings policy recommendations are developed.
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This report describes the collation and analysis of a wide range of disparate European data on the safety of light goods
vehicles (LGVs — goods vehicles with a maximum mass not exceeding 3.5 tonnes). It includes data on regulations,
new registrations, stock, traffic, freight performance, business sectors, accidents and casualties. It identifies the trends
in both the LGV market and safety performance and identifies areas that could be a priority for safety interventions.
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According to the social partners, other stakeholders and recent studies, the shortage of qualified personnel in maritime
and inland waterway transport is posing problems. This study aims to provide background information on the causes
and impact of this shortage.
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The note offers an assessment of the functions and tasks of the support office in particular as regards the problem of
disparities in the interpretation of asylum directives, the practical cooperation between the administrations and the
collection and exchange of information. It specifically addresses the question of asylum support teams. The note
underlines as well some organizational issues.
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The note offers a general assessment of the Commission's proposal. It underlines in particular questions related to the
procedure for taking fingerprints, advance data erasure, the problem of third-country nationals found illegally present
within the territory of a Member State, the role of the European Data Protection Supervisor.
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This briefing paper will focus in particular upon:

- the concept and architecture of the Entry/Exit system and how it could be embedded in the current EU framework;
what would be if any the synergies with the other databases, especially VIS; and the similarities and differences with
the US-VISIT system,

- an analysis of the two other measures proposed by the Commission (bona fide traveller and Electronic System of
Travel Authorisation (ESTA) and comparative approaches,

- the potential added value of these envisaged measures.
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The number of immigrants settling illegally in Europe has increased largely. The European member states have
developed different strategies of response. One is legalisation and regularisation politics. Between the European
countries, the politics on regularisation varies widely. The documentation on ,Trends on regularisation of third country
nationals in irregular situation of stay across the EU" is gathering together information and data on regularisation
processes in Europe. Further, it presents available statistics and bibliography.
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The note reviews the development and the interdependence of the various initiatives and legislative proposals in the
fields of counter-terrorism and police cooperation at the European level. It will be demonstrated that a vast majority of
these measures involve the collection and exchange of personal data. The challenges of this approach to the
protection of fundamental rights, in particular privacy and data protection, will be highlighted.

The note covers a wide range of issues such as money laundering and terrorist financing, Europol, databases and their
interoperability, the principle of availability of information, the rules to improve police cooperation (Schengen and Title
VI), the Priim Decision and data protection.

One could says that the EU counter-terrorism and police co-operation measures are based largely on the gathering
and exchange of personal data. This may lead to maximisation of surveillance via the collection of a wide range of
personal data and thus pose significant challenges to privacy and data protection. This is true in particular in the light
of tl?je fragmentation of the EU data protection framework applying to the various databases and forms of information
exchange.
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In recent years, U.S. and EU have both set up border-related database systems with striking similarities as regards
names and major development phases occurring in the historical context of post-9/11. Nevertheless doubts are
appropriate as to how far the parallels go between the European VIS finally adopted as an instrument of the common
visa policy and US-VISIT known for its dedicated role in the “war against terrorism”. On the basis of a detailed
examination of systems and contextual features, the present briefing undertakes to illustrate major divergences in
terms of underlying purposes and means employed which once again confirm well-known transatlantic divides as to
the significance of data protection, availability of data to a wide range of security authorities, perfectionist use of
biometric control processes etc. The transatlantic comparison also takes note of rather disillusioning experiences made
by US-VISIT: despite deployment of enormous financial resources, newest technology and the envisaged use of
accompanying measures such as ETA, the modernisation of the Visa Waiver Program (VWP), the seamless protection
of US borders appears still not in sight. Certainly a lesson to be retained in view of possible European ambitions to
follow the U.S. on the same path!

Pestome Introduction
The following note is the summary of an European Parliament Workshop “Promoting professionalism and best practice
in public procurement”, held in Brussels on March 20th 2007 bringing together public procurement experts form a
variety of Member States and institutions.
The aim of EU public procurement law is to open public markets in EU Member States to cross border competition
creating a level playing field for providers. The new public sector Directive (2004/18/EC) as well as the new utilities
Directive (2004/17/EC) set out a simplified and modernised framework which aims to ensure that public contracts are
awarded in an open, fair and transparent manner. [...]

How to overcome shortcomings of the available comparative data on student mobility in Europe? Currently, inward
student mobility in the EU Member States is measured by means of the criterion foreign citizenship. In the wake of
changing social realities in Europe, however, foreign citizenship is steadily losing relevance as an indicator for student
mobility. Based on an internationally comparative survey and an exemplary data request across individual EU Member
States, the study suggests recommendations for new common criterion to be introduced into the European collection
of student data in order to improve the common European reporting system. The study also discusses the issue of
which categories mobile student totals should be split in future European mobility statistics.

The main part of the study summarizes and analyses information and statistical data gathered during the project. It
concludes with recommendations for future action.

In the annex, four exemplary sets of improved student mobility data from three national authorities (the Flemish
Community of Belgium, Germany and Spain) are presented.

This Report is written for the European Parliament - Science and Technology Options Assessment (STOA) as a
response to the Commission’s 2000 Food Safety White Paper. The White Paper made a series of major proposals,
including a plan to set up a new European Food Authority (EFA). This STOA report analyses the background and
technical arguments in the White Paper.

A review is conducted of key issues in food-related public health, which the EFA will have to address. These include
diet-related nutritional diseases, food poisoning, food quality and adulteration issues, chemical contamination, and
problems raised by some new foods and processes.

Developments in the role of science and technological information in policy-making on food and health matters are
reviewed. In particular, the relationship between risk assessment, management and communication is explored. The
proposed division of responsibilities between EFA and DG SANCO over those functions are judged to be inconsistent
and may be unrealistic. A number of managerial issues need more attention, particularly enforcement, monitoring, data
collection, lines of responsibility, and performance indicators. The EFA needs to have clear guidance as to how to
mana_ge;ncertainty and conflicts of interest, and how and when (and by whom) a precautionary approach should be
exercised.

The report highlights a problem in levels of food governance. Relations between the EFA and DG SANCO, Member
States and local authorities, and global bodies all need better liaison and terms of reference. A clear management
structure is needed. A proposal is made for setting performance indicators and to ensure stakeholder consultation. The
relationship between the EFA and the Food and Veterinary Office is discussed, as is the core challenge of how to link
nutrition and food safety to give a consumer-friendly public health policy for Europe.
