Zusammenfassung In 2020, the Commission launched a review of the Solvency II Directive, the EU's legal prudential regulatory framework
for (re-)insurance companies, which entered into force in 2016. As one output of the review, the Commission made a
proposal in September 2021 for a new directive establishing a framework for recovery and resolution of insurance
companies – the 'IRRD proposal'. The IRRD proposal would establish harmonised recovery and resolution tools and
procedures, with enhanced cross-border cooperation between national authorities. The proposal adopts the 'pre
emptive' approach whereby insurance companies must submit plans to the supervisory authorities, which would be
given powers to implement resolutions. The proposal also sets out a range of tools for resolutions. In the European
Parliament, the Committee on Economic and Monetary Affairs (ECON), in charge of the file, adopted its report in July
2023. Following trilogue negotiations, the co-legislators reached an inter-institutional provisional agreement on 14
December 2023, which the ECON committee approved on 29 January 2024. The next steps include the adoption of
the text by the Parliament's plenary and by the Council. Once adopted, it will be signed by the Council and the
Parliament and published in the Official Journal.

Zusammenfassung On 11 March, Europe honours all those who have lost their lives or loved ones to terror. The European Day of
Remembrance of Victims of Terrorism was inaugurated after the 2004 Madrid bombings. Protecting victims of terrorism
is an essential part of the EU's efforts to address all dimensions of the terrorist threat. In response to the attacks that
have hit Europe over the past two decades, the EU has strengthened its rules and sanctions relating to terrorist
activities. Ongoing EU action seeks to ensure better protection and support for victims of terrorism (regardless of their
nationality or where in the EU they were attacked), to promote remembrance practices as a tool for countering
radicalisation, and to improve information exchange regarding cross border victims in the event of a terrorist attack.

Zusammenfassung On 29 November 2023, the European Parliament and the Council of the EU reached a compromise on the proposed
directive to protect journalists and human rights activists from abusive cross- border civil proceedings, known as
strategic lawsuits against public participation (SLAPPs). The directive's aim is to enable judges to identify SLAPPs and
order their early dismissal, and thus spare the journalists or activists targeted by such proceedings the need to defend
the manifestly unfounded claim brought against them in bad faith with the sole purpose of harassing them. The main
changes to the original proposal include a broadening of the scope of application of the directive through two new
inclusive definitions – for 'cross-border implications' and 'public participation' – and the introduction of a rule on
reimbursement of legal costs incurred by a SLAPP victim, unless it is shown that such costs were excessive. Although
journalists are also targeted by criminal SLAPPs, this directive would only apply to civil litigation, and only in cross-
border cases. Parliament is expected to approve the compromise text during its session in the week of 26 February
2024, which would allow it to be published in the Official Journal in the spring. The EU Member States will then have 2
years to implement the directive, that is, by 2026. Fourth edition. The first two editions were written by Micaela Del
Monte and Maria Díaz Crego, and the third was updated by Rafał Mańko. The 'EU Legislation in Progress' briefings
are updated at key stages throughout the legislative procedure.

Zusammenfassung On 23 November 2023, the European Parliament approved the compromise reached with the Council in July 2023 on
the European Commission proposal for a horizontal regulation on digitalisation of judicial cooperation and access to
justice, intended to apply to both civil and criminal cross-border proceedings within the EU. The regulation, proposed
back in December 2021, will supplement horizontally, rather than replace, existing rules on the digital delivery of
documents, digital hearings and other uses of information technology for cross-border judicial cooperation. In principle,
Member States' competent judicial or other authorities will be obliged to use digital channels of communication; for
individuals, their use would be optional. The co-legislators' changes to the original proposal include: i) modifications to
the definitions, including a new definition of 'videoconferencing' and a modified definition of 'competent authority'; ii)
specification of situations where alternative means of communication may be used; iii) the possibility to use a
decentralised system also between national authorities of one country; iv) better protection of private parties' rights; (v)
detailed rules on consent to use electronic means for hearing in criminal matters; and vi) a new rule on training of
justice professionals. The regulation, published in the Official Journal of the EU on 27 December 2023, will apply from
1 May 2025.

Zusammenfassung In November 2022, the European Commission published a proposal for a regulation laying down measures for a high
level of public sector interoperability across the Union (the interoperable Europe act). The initiative seeks to ensure a
consistent, human-centric EU approach to interoperability, create an interoperability governance structure that helps
public administrations and the private sector to work together, and establish an ecosystem of interoperability solutions
for the EU's public sector. The proposal should also cut red tape for citizens and businesses. The proposal is now with
the co-legislators. The Parliament adopted its position on the proposed regulation in September 2023, and the Council
did so in October 2023. Shortly afterwards, in November 2023, the co-legislators reached a provisional agreement on
the text (since endorsed by the ITRE committee and the Committee of Permanent Representatives of EU Member
States). While maintaining the main points of the Commission proposal, the co legislators have clarified several points,
such as the scope of the regulation, its objectives, and the conditions of the mandatory interoperability assessment.
Parliament's plenary vote on the final agreement is scheduled for the February I plenary session. Third edition. The

Zusammenfassung Road safety has improved significantly in the EU, with the number of road fatalities falling by more than 60 % in the last
20 years. However, improvements in road safety have fallen short of the EU goals of decreasing the number of road
deaths by 50 % between 2001 and 2010, and by an additional 50 % between 2011 and 2020. Directive (EU) 2015/413
facilitating cross-border exchange of information on road safety-related traffic offences – the Cross-border
Enforcement (CBE) Directive – is one of the pillars of the policy framework to improve road safety in the EU. It aims to
help improve road safety by tackling the relative impunity of non-resident drivers. The revision, announced in the
European Commission's sustainable and smart mobility strategy in 2020, seeks to address key shortcomings in
existing rules. According to Commission estimates, 40 % of cross-border offences were committed with impunity,
either because the offender was not identified or because the payment was not enforced. The Commission tabled its
proposal to revise the CBE Directive on 1 March 2023 as part of the road safety package. In the European Parliament,
the file was assigned to the Committee on Transport and Tourism (rapporteur: Kosma Złotowski, ECR, Poland).

Zusammenfassung As the mobility of people in the EU's ageing societies increases, so does the need to protect a particular group –
vulnerable adults. Because of an impairment or insufficiency in their personal faculties, these adults are unable to
protect their interests and have to rely on support from others. While all EU Member States have established legal
provisions and practices addressing these people's needs, they are highly divergent, for example, as regards powers
of representation. Besides these national differences, additional obstacles arise across borders in relation to the
determination of the jurisdiction and law to be applied; the recognition of decisions issued by other Member States; and
international cooperation among competent national authorities. To remove or mitigate these obstacles, an
international private law instrument – the Hague Convention on the International Protection of Adults – was adopted in
2000, but has so far only been ratified by 12 Member States. To secure ratification by all Member States but also to
complement the Hague Convention, the European Commission has adopted a proposal for a regulation along with a
proposal for a Council decision authorising Member States to become party to the convention. Within the Parliament,
the Committee on Legal Affairs (JURI) is handling the file.

Zusammenfassung The COVID-19 pandemic shone a light on the growing importance of digital health technologies, both to enable remote
medical care and to facilitate the health response by international, national and local authorities. At the same time,
personal health data have been key for containment measures such as the EU digital COVID certificate. The
Commission's May 2022 proposal for a regulation on a European health data space aims to improve individuals'
access to and control of their electronic personal data (primary use), while facilitating data re-use for the good of
society across the EU (secondary use). The proposal establishes a set of rules, infrastructure and governance
mechanisms to promote the primary and secondary use of electronic health data, while ensuring data protection and
strengthening cybersecurity. The Commission expects the initiative to have a broad socio-economic impact, from
improving individuals' health conditions to facilitating uptake of evidence-based policy-making. Its success is thought to
depend on broader conditions such as EU-wide connectivity, social trust and digital skills. Parliament's Committees on
Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs (LIBE) and Environment, Public Health and Food Safety (ENVI) adopted their
joint report on 28 November 2023. The Council adopted its general approach on 6 December 2023. Parliament is
expected to vote the report in plenary on 13 December, with a view to setting its position for trilogue negotiations.

Zusammenfassung Often isolated, and with generally poorer access to public services, the EU's border regions face a unique set of
challenges. This has been recognised under Article 174 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union, which
states that particular attention should be paid to cross border regions when developing action to strengthen the EU's
economic, social and territorial cohesion. Yet while the EU has provided significant support for these regions over the
years, particularly within the framework of European territorial cooperation, helping to strengthen connectivity and
create new growth and jobs, numerous obstacles continue to hamper cross-border cooperation. The Commission's
2015 cross-border review revealed legal and administrative barriers as the main obstacle to cross-border cooperation.
In parallel, the 2015 Luxembourg Presidency put forward plans for an EU cross-border mechanism. Both processes
fed into discussions on a mechanism for cross-border areas, culminating in the present proposal. While the European
Parliament adopted its first-reading position on the proposal in February 2019, progress has been slow, with the
Council's working party on structural measures deciding to cease work on the proposal in May 2021. In October 2022,
to break the impasse and take the lead on this issue, the Parliament's Committee on Regional Development started
drawing up a legislative-initiative report, calling on the Commission to present a new legislative proposal. The report is
expected to be voted during the September 2023 plenary session. This publication builds on and updates an EU
legislation in progress briefing from November 2021 by Christian Van Lierop.

Zusammenfassung EU integration represents an inspiring example of conflict resolution. Some 30 years of violent sectarian conflict in
Northern Ireland was brought to an end in 1998, with the signature of the Good Friday/Belfast Agreement. At the time,
both the United Kingdom (UK) and Ireland were Member States of the European Union, having both joined the
European Communities on 1 January 1973. The EU's engagement in the Northern Ireland peace process materialised
first through support for the International Fund for Ireland. As part of its cohesion policy, the EU then directed
significant investment to Northern Ireland through building specific cohesion programmes into the framework of the
UK's allocations. From 1995, EU funding was channelled through successive PEACE programmes, supporting peace
and reconciliation and promoting economic and social stability in Northern Ireland and the six border counties of
Ireland. The European territorial cooperation programme (Interreg) was a further EU cohesion policy tool playing a role
in Northern Ireland. Since the UK's withdrawal from the EU on 1 February 2020, the PEACE PLUS programme, the
largest ever cross-border cooperation programme on the island of Ireland, has been agreed, and it will continue to
support the process towards peace and reconciliation in Northern Ireland. The European Parliament's support for the
EU's financial contribution to the peace process has been constant, and Parliament expressed concern for the
continuity and stability of this support after the UK's withdrawal from the EU. MEPs have also called for efforts to
increase general awareness, and to raise the profile of the impact and necessity of EU funding in Northern Ireland.

It establishes a clear intervention logic, from the problems
and their drivers to the initiative's objectives and options. The IA identifies only two options, which are cumulative. It is
questionable whether such options qualify as alternative options, as required in the BRGs. This range of options is very
limited, and some policy measures do not have alternatives. The assessment of the economic, social and
environmental impacts is mostly qualitative, but the IA also presents quantified estimates. Limitations and uncertainties
in the analysis are described in a transparent manner. The IA gives an exhaustive account of the stakeholder groups'
views on the problems, their drivers, the objectives and the options. The IA would have benefited from a more
comprehensive analysis of the impacts on SMEs. It is in fact questionable whether the SME test has been fully
performed, as it would appear from the IA that a dedicated consultation of SMEs was not conducted.

The Council and Parliament adopted their
positions on the proposal on, respectively, 23 July 2021 and 14 September 2021 (with some additional amendments
on 11 November 2021).

Zusammenfassung The initiative's general objective is to address interoperability issues Member States and the EU institutions face when
delivering digital public services across EU borders. The impact assessment (IA) identifies the problem clearly as the
limited interoperability of network and information systems supporting digital public services in the EU. However, the
IA's efforts to identify the scale of the problem are limited, and it could have explained better how the problem would
evolve in the future. The IA presents a sufficiently broad range of options. The qualitative and partly quantitative
analysis of the options' economic, social and environmental impacts is based on evaluations of the European
interoperability framework and the ISA2 funding programme, external supporting studies, stakeholder consultations,
and various data sources. The IA discusses impacts on fundamental rights (such as protection of personal data, right
to move freely within the EU), but does not assess territorial impacts in detail. When comparing the options, the IA
considers their effectiveness, efficiency, coherence and subsidiarity in line with the Better Regulation Guidelines.
However, it does not address proportionality in the comparison of options, only doing so for the preferred option. The
IA is open about the uncertainties and limitations in the analysis, such as limited available data for calculating the costs
and benefits. It describes comprehensively stakeholder groups' views on the problem, the problem drivers, the
objectives and the options. It appears that stakeholder views and support for the preferred option were taken broadly
into account.

Zusammenfassung Overall, the IA describes the scope of the problem sufficiently well, and explains briefly, but convincingly, the need for
EU action, although proportionality does not appear to have been dealt with in any depth. The IA does not define any
operational objectives, which would illustrate what the deliverables of the specific policy actions are, although it
identifies monitoring indicators for the specific objectives. The sufficient range of retained policy options is structured
according to increasing levels of regulatory intervention, and appears to be convincing. However, the IA would have
benefited from providing a more user-friendly description of some of the envisaged measures. On the whole, the IA
appears to have analysed aspects of the economic impact satisfactorily, while the analysis regarding environmental
impacts is very limited, although this appears justified based on the problem definition and the objectives identified. As
regards social impacts, the IA quantifies the benefits, expressed in terms of savings in health expenditure, for
healthcare providers, patients, researchers and innovators. The analysis regarding the impact on SMEs is rather weak,
not least considering that 95 % of the companies operating in the medical technologies sector are SMEs. The analysis
of the impact on innovation is not dealt with comprehensively, whereas this would perhaps have been warranted
considering that increasing innovation in health products and services is part of the general and specific objectives,
while the analysis regarding competitiveness is almost non-existent. The IA appears to have addressed the RSB's
comments only partially. The proposal appears to be consistent with the analysis carried out in the IA as regards the
envisaged measures included in the preferred options.

To remedy this situation, in 2020 the Commission put forward a
proposal for a regulation laying down the legal framework for e-CODEX and entrusting its management to eu-LISA (the
EU Agency for the Operational Management of Large-Scale IT Systems in the Area of Freedom, Security and Justice)
seated in Tallinn, Estonia. The final text of the regulation, agreed by the co-legislators in April 2022, introduces new
provisions safeguarding the rule of law, in particular judicial independence and separation of powers, and fundamental
rights, in particular the right to a fair trial, the right to data protection, and the right to privacy.

In the Council, work was carried out under
seven consecutive presidencies. On 22 June 2021, the co-legislators reached a provisional agreement in
interinstitutional trilogue negotiations. The Council's Permanent Representatives Committee endorsed the provisional
agreement on 30 June 2021. Parliament's ENVI committee voted in favour of the text on 13 July 2021. The Council
formally adopted its first-reading position on 9 November 2021. On 30 November 2021, ENVI adopted its
recommendation for second reading, which is to be debated and voted during the December plenary session. The
regulation, once adopted, will start to apply three years after its entry into force.

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Zusammenfassung This Briefing forms part of an EPRS series which offers a synthesis of the pre-legislative state-of-play and advance
consultation on a range of key European Commission priorities during the latter’s five-year term in office. It seeks to
summarise the state of affairs in the relevant policy field, examine how existing policy is working on the ground, and
identify best practice and ideas for the future on the part of governmental organisations at all levels of European
system of multilevel governance.

A further issue is the
relationship between HERA and existing EU operational crisis management mechanisms, where national authorities
recommend avoiding duplication of work. They also suggest taking into account regional and local circumstances in a
coordinated crisis response. * Many governmental organisations hold a rather positive view of the interaction between
the EU and the national levels, where HERA could have a beneficial coordinating role, although some public
authorities have expressed concern about possible conflicts of competence between national and EU levels in the
health sector.

Zusammenfassung This study analyses the gaps and challenges in the EU corporate income tax (CIT) legislation, and evaluate the
European Added Value (EAV) of potential policy options to address these challenges. A thorough comparative
economic analysis is made of the EAV of a series of scenarios, based upon the policy options identified. The results
confirm that complexity remains by far the greatest factor behind both the CIT gap and the high level of compliance
costs for businesses. Insufficient transparency, lack of administrative effectiveness and lack of efficient enforcement
are also of particular relevance for businesses as they have a relatively large impact on compliance costs. As
expected, the move towards digitalisation of the tax administration also appears as an option to reduce both the CIT
gap and compliance costs in all scenarios, but probably to a lesser extent than what is sometimes assumed. The study
finds an EAV of around €30 billion for a scenario of agreement in the G7/OECD plus limited implementation of the
Commission's 'Business in Europe: Framework for income taxation' (BEFIT) proposals, as well as reinforced and
extended cooperation. A slightly higher EAV of around €45 billion is found for a scenario of G7/OECD agreement +
ambitious BEFIT and reinforced cooperation. Finally, a higher EAV of €76 billion is found with the most ambitious
scenario of an EU treasury, qualified voting majority (QVM) in Council and CIT administered at EU level. The most
ambitious scenario is however still rather unlikely to gather sufficient support at the current juncture as it would require
substantial Treaty changes. It can be concluded that the two other alternatives are more likely to be implemented in the
coming period.
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Zusammenfassung On 29 May 2018, the European Commission adopted several proposals aimed at defining the EU cohesion policy for
the post-2020 programming period. The package includes a proposal for the new generation of European territorial
cooperation (ETC) programmes, commonly referred to as 'Interreg'. The proposed regulation would bring significant
changes to the architecture of ETC, with the reshaping of the three traditional cooperation strands (i.e. cross-border,
transnational and interregional cooperation) and the creation of two new components, one dedicated to outermost
regions, the other to interregional cooperation on innovation.

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Zusammenfassung Member States have agreed that the definitive VAT reform in the EU should proceed only if it can be demonstrated
that its impact on reducing the VAT gap is substantial and if the burden on businesses is also reduced. This study
analyses these issues in detail, with a view to identifying possible challenges for the EU and on evaluating the
European Added Value (EAV)  of potential policy options to address these challenges. The study also includes a
thorough comparative economic analysis of the EAV of a series of scenarios based upon the policy options identified.
The results confirm that complexity remains the main factor behind both the VAT gap and the high level of compliance
costs for businesses in all scenarios. Regarding the impact of each scenario compared to the baseline in 2025, the
study finds an EAV of around €39 billion for the scenario of extended cooperation with exchange of information and a
one-stop shop. This can be broken down into a reduction of the VAT gap of around €29 billion, and a reduction of the
compliance costs for businesses of almost €10 billion. A slightly higher EAV of around €45 billion is found for the
scenario of extended cooperation with a definitive VAT regime and a one-stop shop. Finally, a higher EAV of €71
billion is found for the most ambitious scenario, including establishment of an EU treasury and VAT administered at EU
level. This most ambitious scenario is, however, rather unlikely to gather sufficient support at the current juncture and
would also require substantial Treaty change. As the definitive VAT regime continues to be delayed, this evaluation
also emphasises the potential for a scenario of extended cooperation through reinforced exchange of information and
a one-stop shop. However, the extent to which Member States are likely to coordinate a concerted move, as assumed
by some commentators, remains to be demonstrated at this stage.

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Zusammenfassung European Union cooperation in the field of education and training has developed in a number of areas that now have
well-established roots. The best-known example is possibly the Bologna Process that led to the establishment of the
European higher education area. The Copenhagen Declaration lent impetus to a process of cooperation in vocational
education and training. This was accompanied by two strategic framework agreements for European cooperation in
education and training (ET2010 and ET2020). The stocktaking on the expiry of the second framework for cooperation –
ET 2020 – revealed some positive trends as the numbers of both young children in early childhood education and of
graduates rose. However, the number of underachieving 15 year-olds remains high and the participation of adults in
learning is low. The European Commission, the Council of the EU and the European Parliament seem to concur that
cooperation in education and training needs to be reinforced. The Commission has set out its vision for a European
education area in three communications, which show that this is still work in progress. The Council, on the other hand,
has endorsed another framework for cooperation up to 2030, which is clearly aimed at supporting the implementation
of such an area. The May 2021 Education Council conclusions give pointers as to how aspects of this area are to be
addressed. The debate in the European Parliament is in its initial phase with the rapporteur noting that, while there is
agreement on the need for a European education area and ongoing cooperation, the European institutions have yet to
adopt a single approach.

Zusammenfassung In December 2019, Eurojust became the European Union Agency for Criminal Justice Cooperation. The agency aims
at fighting serious cross-border crimes by strengthening coordination and cooperation among the competent judicial
authorities of the Member States. The agency's most recent activity report shows that criminal activities are increasing
despite the restrictions brought about as a result of the coronavirus pandemic. In fact, since the outbreak of the
pandemic, the Agency has worked on 3 240 new cases, of which 164 were related to Covid 19. The consistent growth
in cases treated by Eurojust in recent years shows the need for cooperation between competent authorities in the
Member States and third countries to share information, and receive guidance and support in the fight against serious
crimes. When Eurojust was set up in 2002, the idea was to create a similar and parallel body to Europol, the EU law
enforcement agency. In 2009, the Lisbon Treaty, and in particular Article 85 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the
European Union (TFEU), opened up new possibilities to further strengthen Eurojust's cooperation and coordination
roles. Some academics even argue that it paved the way to move from 'coordination' to 'integration' in criminal justice
policy. According to Article 85 TFEU, Eurojust may initiate criminal investigations and propose the launch of criminal
prosecutions; and has an enhanced role in coordinating these activities; as well as facilitating judicial cooperation,
including by resolving potential conflicts of jurisdiction. Following the entry into force of the new regulation in 2019, the
competences of Eurojust are clearly established, and Annex I of the same regulation lists the types of serious crime for
which Eurojust is competent. Moreover, the democratic oversight of Eurojust is strengthened, due to regular reporting
to the European Parliament and national parliaments.

Zusammenfassung The challenges posed by migration have put EU Member States' solidarity to the test. Responding to a European
Council request, in September 2020 the European Commission proposed a new pact on migration and asylum, to
reinforce solidarity among the Member States and to strengthen EU migration management and asylum procedures,
while also making them more consistent. The proposed pact has an external aspect as well: building on current EU
migration partnership frameworks, it aims to reinforce international partnerships with a view to ensuring effective
returns, combating migrant smuggling more effectively, and developing legal migration channels. In the context of
migration, the EU's external policy has among its objectives to help third countries tackle the root causes of irregular
migration or quests for asylum. The European Parliament often emphasises this point, while warning at the same time
that security and migration management concerns should not result in diverting funds from core EU development
cooperation objectives. This is also a concern among academia and non-governmental organisations dealing with
migration issues: several have pointed out that the Commission's proposals for the above-mentioned pact and the
working document, recommendations and legislative proposals accompanying it put a lesser emphasis on pathways to
legal migration than on measures aimed at incentivising third countries to retain possible irregular migrants or to accept
returns.

The main areas for this 2021 package will most likely be a proposal to transfer parts of the existing anti-
money laundering Directive to a directly applicable regulation, as well as an EU level supervision with an EU-wide anti-
money laundering supervisory system, and a coordination and support mechanism for Member States’ Financial
Intelligence Units.

Zusammenfassung In recent years, the migration policy of the European Union (EU) has focused on strict border controls and the
externalisation of migration management through cooperation with third countries. Although states have the right to
decide whether to grant non-EU nationals access to their territory, they must do this in accordance with the law and
uphold individuals' fundamental rights. Not only do the practices and policies of stopping asylum-seekers and migrants
in need of protection at or before they reach the European Union's external borders ('pushbacks') erode EU values as
enshrined in the EU Treaties, they may also violate international and European humanitarian and human rights laws.
National human rights institutions, international bodies and civil society organisations regularly report cases of
pushbacks at the European Union's land and sea borders. According to those reports, pushbacks often involve
excessive use of force by EU Member States' authorities and EU agencies operating at external borders, and
degrading and inhuman treatment of migrants and their arbitrary detention. The European Parliament has repeatedly
called for Member States and EU agencies to comply with fundamental rights in their activities to protect the EU's
external borders. Several international organisations and other stakeholders have condemned or filed legal actions
against the practice of pushbacks carried out at the EU's external borders. In September 2020, the European
Commission presented a pact on migration and asylum, including a proposal on pre-entry screening of third-country
nationals at EU external borders, in a bid to address these potential breaches of fundamental rights.

Zusammenfassung This briefing anlyses the strenghts and weaknesses of the Commission impact assessment (IA) accompanying the
proposal to to formally establish the e-CODEX system at EU level and entrust its operational management to the
European Agency for the operational management of large-scale IT systems in the area of freedom, security and
justice (EU-LISA). The IA contains a number of important shortcomings that significantly reduce its overall quality.
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Zusammenfassung Am 28. Mai 2020 nahm die Kommission einen Vorschlag für eine Verordnung über ein Aktionsprogramm der Union im
Bereich der Gesundheit für den Zeitraum 2021–2027 (Programm EU4Health) an. Die interinstitutionellen
Verhandlungen zwischen dem Europäischen Parlament und dem Rat wurden am 14.

Der Ausschuss für
Umweltfragen, öffentliche Gesundheit und Lebensmittelsicherheit des Parlaments billigte den endgültigen Kompromiss
am 15. Januar 2021. Die Abstimmung des Parlaments in erster Lesung findet voraussichtlich im Rahmen der März-I-
Plenartagung statt.
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Zusammenfassung For the tenth time since the outbreak of the coronavirus crisis, the European Council met by video-conference,
however this time in two separate sessions. The first, on 25 February, dealing with the ongoing coronavirus pandemic
and ways of increasing the EU’s health resilience, is covered in this paper, while the second, the following morning,
addressed security and defence as well as the southern neighbourhood, and is covered by a separate paper.
Regarding the pandemic, EU leaders called for acceleration in the authorisation, production and distribution of
vaccines, reiterated their solidarity with third countries, and acknowledged that non-essential travel still needed to be
restricted while ensuring the unhindered flow of goods and services within the single market. To strengthen the EU’s
resilience to future health emergencies, EU leaders will seek to improve coordination to ensure better prevention,
preparedness and response. However, further EU integration in health policy was excluded, with the conclusions
stressing that these actions should be carried out ‘in line with the Union competences under the Treaties’. EU leaders
also called on the Commission to draw up a report on the lessons learned from this crisis, to take forward the work on
the European health union, and underlined the need for a global approach, including an international treaty on
pandemics.
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Zusammenfassung The Roaming Regulation established the ‘Roam-Like-At-Home’ (RLAH) rule that mandated the end of retail roaming
charges as of 15 June 2017 in the EU. The Regulation will be in force until 30 June 2022. In 2021, the European
Commission would review the Regulation, assessing its effects and the need to prolong it. The analysis of the Body of
European Regulators for Electronic Communications (BEREC) shows that a regulatory intervention is still necessary to
ensure the EU citizens can continue to benefit of the RLAH rule.
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Zusammenfassung In dieser von der Fachabteilung Bürgerrechte und konstitutionelle Angelegenheiten des Europäischen Parlaments auf
Ersuchen des Ausschusses für bürgerliche Freiheiten, Justiz und Inneres in Auftrag gegebenen Studie werden die
Anwendung und die Auswirkungen des Schengen-Evaluierungs- und Überwachungsmechanismus in seinem ersten
Mehrjahresprogramm (2014−2019) bewertet, um festzustellen, was sich bewährt hat, und um Empfehlungen für eine
Stärkung des Mechanismus vorzulegen. Im letzten Jahrzehnt gab es zahlreiche Kontroversen unter den Regierungen
der Schengen-Staaten und EU-Institutionen, was zu einem andauernden offensichtlichen Krisenzustand des
Schengen-Systems geführt hat.

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Zusammenfassung Established in 1990, the first European territorial cooperation initiative, Interreg I, focused on cross-border cooperation.
Action in this area has expanded over the years to cover broader initiatives such as trans-national cooperation,
involving countries from wider geographical areas, and inter-regional cooperation, which brings together regions from
across the whole EU. These three strands together make up European territorial cooperation (ETC), which is one of
the two main goals of cohesion policy today and which is celebrating its 30th anniversary this year. With the removal of
many of Europe's frontier posts, travelling freely across borders has become second nature for millions of EU citizens.
European territorial cooperation has brought Europeans closer together, strengthened connectivity and improved the
natural environment, supported by EU mechanisms such as the European groupings of territorial cooperation, and
macro-regional strategies. Yet despite these achievements, numerous obstacles to closer cooperation still remain,
such as divergent national rules in the areas of employment, healthcare and social security. Recent years have
witnessed increased calls to address these hurdles, with the 2015 Luxembourg EU Presidency launching discussions
on a new instrument for cross-border projects, leading to the 2018 European Commission proposal for a cross-border
mechanism, and the Commission rolling out initiatives such as the cross-border review and the b-solutions project,
which aims to identify and find solutions to remaining bottlenecks, helping to boost growth and cohesion in EU border
regions. With negotiations under way on post-2020 cohesion policy, there is broad agreement among many
stakeholders on the importance of strengthening Interreg beyond 2020. Yet the budget for ETC has been significantly
reduced under the current Interreg proposals despite the many achievements of this policy, not least in recent months
during which cross-border cooperation has provided a lifeline for many border regions. The coronavirus pandemic has
revealed that territorial cooperation arguably needs protecting more than ever, with the sudden closure of EU internal
borders a stark reminder that European territorial cooperation cannot be taken for granted. This is a further updated
edition of a briefing from March 2018.
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Zusammenfassung On 29 October 2020, the Heads of State or Government met by video-conference to exchange information and
coordinate efforts to defeat the pandemic, placing testing, tracing and vaccines at the centre of their strategy. EU
leaders stressed the urgency of ensuring mutual recognition of rapid tests so as to enable the free movement of
persons and to maintain open borders within the EU, as this is key to preserve a functional internal market. They
condemned recent terrorist attacks in France and have also discussed the tense situation in the Eastern
Mediterranean.
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Zusammenfassung This study examines the implementation of the European Union (EU) defence package, which consists of the Defence
Procurement Directive 2009/81/EC and the Intra-Community Transfers Directive 2009/43/EC, during the period from
2016 to 2020. It is organised in two parts. The first part of the study, prepared internally, examines the evaluations
carried out on the implementation of the two directives to identify persisting challenges. It surveys institutional and
policy novelties in the field of EU defence cooperation so as to place the implementation of the two directives in
context, and then examines Parliament's oversight work. It goes on to lay out the main elements that are likely to affect
the future of EU defence industrial cooperation, and provides options for moving forward. The second part of the study,
which was outsourced, is based on primary research (a survey and interviews) and aims to assess the effectiveness,
efficiency, relevance and added value of the Defence Procurement Directive and the Intra-Community Transfers
Directive. It also seeks to identify limitations and challenges, and explore – where possible – the links between the
implementation of the two directives.
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Zusammenfassung Road transport is the most common means of transport in the EU, as well as the most important cause of accidents. In
this respect, the European Union has developed a transport policy oriented towards safety and security through
common standards and rules. A roadworthiness package was adopted at European level in 2014, aimed at improving
road safety through common rules on periodic roadworthiness tests for motor vehicles and their trailers (Directive
2014/45/EU), vehicle registration documents (Directive 2014/46/EU), and roadside inspections of commercial vehicles
(Directive 2014/47/EU). The purpose of this European implementation assessment is to check whether the
transposition of safety measures included in the package has led to common standards in practice, as well as to
assess the current functioning of the exchange of information and the mutual recognition of technical controls between
Member States.
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Zusammenfassung Following the post-Cold War reset of the 1990s, EU-Russia relations have become increasingly tense. Although initially
seen as a pro-Western reformer, since the start of his first presidency in 2000 Vladimir Putin has shown increasingly
authoritarian tendencies, and his efforts to assert Russian influence over post-Soviet neighbours threaten the
sovereignty of those states. Russia's 2008 war against Georgia led to no more than a temporary cooling of relations
with the European Union (EU). However, its 2014 annexation of Crimea caused a more permanent rupture.
Responding to Russian aggression in Ukraine, the EU adopted hard-hitting sanctions. In 2016, the EU decided to base
its Russia policy on five principles, which remain as valid as ever in 2020. They are: insistence on full implementation
of the Minsk Agreements on eastern Ukraine as a condition for lifting sanctions against Russia; efforts to strengthen
relations with Russia's former Soviet neighbours; greater EU resilience to Russian threats; selective engagement with
Russia on certain issues such as counter-terrorism; and support for EU-Russia people-to-people contacts. After six
years of deadlock, French president Emmanuel Macron is among those calling for renewed EU-Russia dialogue.
Improved relations between Ukraine and Russia following the election of President Volodymyr Zelenskiy in spring 2019
raised hopes of a solution to the Donbass conflict, which is still the main obstacle to better relations between the two
sides. However, there is still no sign of a breakthrough.
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Zusammenfassung The pandemic has led to a situation where the healthcare systems of European regions have been heavily over

burdened, with more patients to treat than they have capacity for. Several healthcare projects between cross-border
regions, funded by Interreg programmes, have contributed to the fight against the virus, in particular in regions of
Germany, France, Italy and Spain, some of the worst affected EU Member States.

Commission proposed to activate the Emergency Support Instrument and reinforce the Union Civil Protection
Mechanism (rescEU). Provision of funding for these measures (€3 billion) requires mobilisation of flexibility and last
resort mechanisms available under the 2014-2020 Multiannual Financial Framework (MFF). In order to use the global
margin for commitments for this purpose, the Commission proposes to amend the provisions of the MFF Regulation
and lift the restrictions on the scope of application of this flexibility mechanism. Consent from the European Parliament
for this urgent request is expected to be voted during the 16-17 April plenary session.
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Zusammenfassung Compilation of four briefings made up by European Parliament's external contractors to the attention of INTA
Committee, on trade-related aspects of carbon border adjustment mechanisms.
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Zusammenfassung This briefing discusses the possible reactions of the European Union’s larger trading partners to carbon border
measures. Section 1 discusses experiences of carbon border adjustment-like regimes prior to the European
Commission’s announcement of the Green Deal. It focuses on the EU Aviation Directive, the US policy debate, and the
Californian CBA for electricity. Section 2 considers reactions to the Green Deal announcement, based on informal
discussion with officials from major trading partners to the EU. It identifies positive and negative reactions to the
principle of an EU CBA, concerns about its design, criticisms and potential policy responses by these partners. Section
3 discusses the implications of our findings. It points to several features in the design and introduction of an EU CBA
mechanism that we believe will importantly affect how partners will react to such mechanism.

Zusammenfassung To 'unite and strengthen Europe' is one of the goals expressed by the newly elected President of the European
Commission, Ursula von der Leyen. Her predecessor, Jean-Claude Juncker, believed that only 'a strong and united
Europe can protect our citizens against threats internal and external.' European infrastructure that enables connectivity
and ensures a rapid response in case of a crisis is a prerequisite for these visions. Since 2017, awareness has been
increasing about the obstacles preventing armed forces from moving effectively and swiftly across borders in crisis
conditions. The measures taken to correct this strategic vulnerability are known under the term military mobility.
Existing regulatory, administrative, and infrastructure inconsistencies and impediments across the territory of the
European Union (EU) significantly hamper military exercises and training. Military mobility aims to harmonise rules
across EU Member States and to explore the potential of a civilian-military approach to infrastructure development.
Through measures such as funding dual use transport infrastructure, and simplifying diplomatic clearances and
customs rules, the European Commission aims to improve military mobility across as well as beyond the EU, in
support of missions and operations under the Common Security and Defence Policy. The unique EU contribution is its
ability to leverage existing policies in the civilian realm to create added value for the military. This goal can be achieved
only if a whole-of-government approach is applied, which in turn requires close collaboration between different bodies
at the EU level, between them and the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO), and between them and various
actors at the Member State level. So far, military mobility has enjoyed a high degree of commitment from all
stakeholders, which has in turn ensured swift policy implementation. It is becoming increasingly clear that military
mobility is an essential piece in the EU's ambition to become a stronger global actor.
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The EU’s Defence Technological and Industrial Base
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Zusammenfassung The EU’s Defence Technological and Industrial Base (EDTIB) has been a key focus of EU policy efforts in recent
years, not just for security reasons, but also for economic ones. There have been a host of funds to strengthen and
reinforce the EDTIB, and to ensure deeper cooperation, avoid duplication and underscore the interoperability of
equipment. These funding streams have not been fully evaluated, but they are important symbols of the energy and
commitment with which the EU has attempted to create an integrated pan-EU defence industry. There have, however,
been challenges. The EU Member States remain predisposed to procuring weapons nationally or internationally, rather
than regionally. There is a question as to whether these funds are great enough to be genuinely transformative, or
whether in practice they are insufficient in relation to investment in the domestic defence industries. Finally, efforts to
integrate the EDTIB also risk the EU being seen as protectionist, which may lead other major weapons suppliers such
as the US to respond in kind.
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10 YEARS OF CSDP - Four in-depth analyses requested by the Sub-Committee on Security and Defence
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Zusammenfassung This series of in-depth analyses provides a snapshot of some of the European Union’s recent accomplishments related
to its Common Security and Defence Policy (CSDP): CSDP missions and operations, CSDP defence capabilities
development, the EU’s defence technological and industrial base, and the EU’s institutional framework for defence
matters.
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Zusammenfassung For several decades, European Union (EU) and North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) Member States have
worked closely to coordinate and, in some cases, jointly develop their military capabilities. Both NATO and the EU ask
Member States to provide military capabilities to meet agreed force requirements. European states also cooperate
increasingly closely over ways to increase efficiency and improve interoperability. Yet both EU and NATO force
requirements suffer from longstanding capability shortfalls. Neither modest growth in defence spending nor deeper
cooperation have yet been sufficient to fill these gaps. Spurred on, however, by the impact of the 2008 financial crisis
and the recent deterioration in security in the east and to the south of Europe, EU Member States have sought to re-
invigorate their approach to collaborating on the development of defence capabilities. They have overhauled existing
measures and introduced new initiatives, notably the Coordinated Annual Review on Defence (CARD) and Permanent
Structured Cooperation (PESCO). While it is too soon to judge the effectiveness of these initiatives, they do
significantly extend the scope for action in this field. Success, however, will only be assured if EU Member States
support the new ‘top-down’ initiatives while also delivering on their own ‘bottom-up’ commitments to funding and
deeper levels of cooperation.
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Zusammenfassung On 17 April 2018, the European Commission adopted a proposal for a directive intended to facilitate law enforcement
authorities' access to and use of financial information held in other jurisdictions within the EU for investigations related
to terrorism and other serious crime. The proposed directive would grant competent authorities direct access to bank
account information contained in centralised registries set up in each Member State, according to the Fifth Anti-Money-
Laundering Directive. The proposal also aims to strengthen domestic and cross-border exchange of information
between EU Member States' competent authorities, including law enforcement authorities and financial intelligence
units, as well as with Europol. The provisional agreement reached in February 2019 in interinstitutional negotiations
was adopted by the European Parliament on 17 April 2019, followed by the Council on 14 June. On 20 June 2019, the
directive was signed into law and then published in the Official Journal on 11 July. Member States have until 1 August
2021 to transpose its provisions into national law.
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Zusammenfassung Angesichts der zunehmenden Bedrohung durch den Terrorismus weltweit engagiert sich die Europäische Union (EU)
mehr denn je bei der Terrorismusbekämpfung. Für die Bekämpfung von Kriminalität und die Wahrung der Sicherheit
sind zwar in erster Linie die Mitgliedstaaten verantwortlich; die EU bietet allerdings Instrumente für die
Zusammenarbeit, die Koordinierung und (in gewissem Umfang) die Harmonisierung sowie finanzielle Unterstützung,
um gegen dieses grenzüberschreitende Phänomen vorzugehen. Darüber hinaus ist das Handeln der EU über ihre
eigenen Grenzen hinweg von der Prämisse geprägt, dass ein Zusammenhang besteht zwischen Entwicklung und
Stabilität sowie zwischen interner und externer Sicherheit. Die Ausgaben der EU für die Terrorismusbekämpfung sind
im Laufe der Jahre gestiegen und sollen dies auch in Zukunft tun; so soll die Zusammenarbeit zwischen den
nationalen Strafverfolgungsbehörden verbessert und die für die Sicherheit zuständigen EU-Einrichtungen wie Europol
und eu-LISA stärker unterstützt werden können. Auch die für die Zusammenarbeit mit Drittstaaten vorgesehenen Mittel
wurden aufgestockt, unter anderem durch das Stabilitäts- und Friedensinstrument (IcSP). Seit 2014 wurden zahlreiche
neue Vorschriften und Instrumente verabschiedet: Die betroffenen Bereiche reichen von der Vereinheitlichung der
Begriffsbestimmungen terroristischer Straftaten und der entsprechenden Sanktionen über den Informations- und
Datenaustausch, den Grenzschutz und die Bekämpfung der Terrorismusfinanzierung bis hin zur Regulierung von
Feuerwaffen. Zur Bewertung der Wirksamkeit der bestehenden Instrumente und zur Bestimmung von Lücken und
möglichen künftige Vorgehensweisen hat das Europäisches Parlament den Sonderausschuss Terrorismus (TERR)
eingerichtet, der im November 2018 seinen Bericht vorlegte. Der Sonderausschuss TERR gab umfassende
Empfehlungen für umgehende und längerfristige Maßnahmen zur Terrorismusprävention, Bekämpfung der Ursachen,
zum Schutz der Unionsbürger und zur bestmöglichen Unterstützung der Opfer ab. Im Einklang mit diesen
Empfehlungen werden sich die zukünftigen EU-Maßnahmen zur Terrorismusbekämpfung sehr wahrscheinlich auf die
Reaktion auf existierende und neue Bedrohungen, die Bekämpfung von Radikalisierung – unter anderem durch die
Verhinderung der Verbreitung von Terrorpropaganda im Internet – und die Steigerung der Widerstandsfähigkeit
kritischer Infrastruktur konzentrieren. Die zu erwartenden Entwicklungen umfassen darüber hinaus einen besseren
Informationsaustausch, einschließlich geplanter Interoperabilität, zwischen den sicherheits- und grenzbezogenen EU-
Datenbanken sowie die Ermittlung und Verfolgung terroristischer Straftaten auf EU-Ebene durch die vorgeschlagene
Erweiterung des Mandats der jüngst eingerichteten Europäischen Staatsanwaltschaft. Dies ist die aktualisierte
Fassung eines Briefings, das vor der Europawahl 2019 veröffentlicht wurde.
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Zusammenfassung In May 2018, the Commission put forward a proposal for amending the existing Regulation on Cross-border Service of
Documents in civil proceedings. The proposal aims, above all, to replace the existing mechanisms of paper
transmission with an electronic system. National information technology (IT) systems would be connected into one
network, and the use of paper transmission would become an exception, available only in the event of a failure of the
electronic system. Within Parliament, a draft report was prepared by the Legal Affairs Committee in October 2018, and
in February 2019, the institution adopted its first-reading position on the proposal. Within Council, following an
exchange of views between delegations and work at technical level, a policy debate is envisaged. Once Council
reaches a general approach, trilogue negotiations will be able to start.
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Zusammenfassung Effective police cooperation is a key step in turning the EU into an area of freedom, security and justice (AFSJ) based
on respect for fundamental rights. Cross-border law enforcement cooperation – involving the police, customs and other
law enforcement services – is designed to prevent, detect and investigate criminal offences across the EU. In practice,
this cooperation mainly concerns serious crime (organised crime, drug trafficking, trafficking in human beings and
cybercrime) and terrorism.
Considerable progress in strengthening police cooperation was made during the 2014-2019 legislative term. Most
importantly, the new Europol Regulation took effect in May 2017.
In Parliament, the Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs (LIBE Committee) is responsible for
measures relating to police and judicial cooperation in criminal matters, including terrorism, and substantive and
procedural measures relating to the development of a more coherent EU approach to criminal law, in accordance with
Parliament’s Rules of Procedure.
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Zusammenfassung The ERA is a coordination system for national research infrastructures, and itself constitutes an infrastructure designed
to create a single market for science. The main implementing instrument for the ERA is the European Union (EU)
framework programme for research and innovation (R&I), currently Horizon 2020, alongside national roadmaps for
implementing the common priorities. While the ERA offers a way to improve joint programming for research and
innovation activities, interaction between research infrastructures, the use of public-public partnerships between
Member States, the application of smart specialisation strategies (S3) and the mobility of researchers, challenges still
remain. The Horizon 2020 focus on excellence as the main criterion for receiving funding – a requirement designed to
cement the EU's reputation in science and its global competitiveness – has led to a concentration of funding as well as
R&I capacities in some countries and regions, while increasing the (innovation) gap between EU-15 and EU-13
countries. Other main challenges include the absence of a clear, shared definition of the ERA concept, the
multiplication of instruments, and the non-use of binding legislation for ERA implementation. One way to improve the
ERA and to broaden participation and cohesion without undermining the criterion of excellence might be to enhance
the interoperability between funding and programmes and to continue working on making the EU state aid rules more
R&I-friendly.
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Zusammenfassung On 31 May 2017, the Commission adopted a proposal for a directive on the interoperability of electronic road toll
systems and facilitating cross-border exchange of information on the failure to pay road fees in the Union. It was
presented within the context of the Commission's first 'Europe on the Move' package that seeks to modernise mobility
and transport. Tying in with the 2015 energy union strategy and the Commission's 2016 European strategy for low
emission mobility, and announced in the 2017 Commission work programme, the revision of the European Electronic
Tolling Service (EETS) was presented together with the revision of the directive on the charging of heavy goods
vehicles for the use of certain infrastructures (the Eurovignette Directive). Interinstitutional (trilogue) negotiations
concluded on 20 November 2018. The agreed text was formally adopted by Parliament on 14 February 2019 and by
Council on 4 March 2019. The final act was then published in the Official Journal on 29 March 2019. Member States
now have until 19 October 2021 to apply the directive’s measures in their national laws.

Zusammenfassung As geographical concentrations of enterprises, which work together in the same field to develop a high level of
expertise, services and skills, clusters are hotbeds of innovation and play an important role in the EU economy. Known
as transnational clusters when they involve actors from two or more countries in the same geographical area, clusters
tend to generate higher employment growth than firms located outside clusters, and are estimated to account for a
significant proportion of jobs in the European Union. Linking countries from across a wide geographical region, the
EU's macro-regional strategies provide a useful framework to support transnational clusters. Launched in December
2010, the EU strategy for the Danube region (EUDSR) covers 14 countries that differ both in terms of their
development and their relationship with the EU, including nine EU Member States and five third countries. With one of
the major challenges in the Danube region being the uneven levels of innovation performance between the highly
developed western part of the region and the less-developed east, transnational clusters have the potential to help
redress this balance and to increase regional competiveness. The development of clusters is firmly supported by the
EUSDR's action plan, which outlines a number of actions to foster clusters across the Danube region. This has led to
several cluster projects, with a particular emphasis on the bio-based and agri-food sectors, building on the expertise of
local enterprises in this field. The European Commission and academic experts have welcomed the progress made in
the development of clusters in the Danube region in recent years, yet challenges remain, with issues such as funding
difficulties, the lack of visibility of macro-regional strategies and declining political commitment all causes for concern.
Future discussions on the content of cohesion programmes post-2020 provide a golden opportunity to highlight the
potential of macro-regional strategies for fostering regional development and how transnational clusters can contribute
to this process. This briefing has been produced at the request of a member of the Committee of the Regions, in the
framework of the Cooperation Agreement between the Parliament and the Committee.

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Zusammenfassung The threat posed by terrorist attacks involving chemical, biological, radiological or nuclear (CBRN) agents or materials
is existential for both the EU as a whole and its individual Member States. Therefore the importance of creating,
maintaining and effectively employing pre-emptive, preventive, timely responsive countering means is of vital for the
protection of EU citizens and the maintenance of peace and security. This in-depth analysis, commissioned by the
European Parliament’s Policy Department for Citizens’ Rights and Constitutional Affairs at the request of the Special
Committee on Terrorism of the European Parliament (TERR), aims to examine the efficacy of the Union Civil
Protection Mechanism (UCPM) in the event of CBRN terrorist attacks. Although the UCPM is presented as the main
emergency management instrument of the EU, it is mainly a post-incident handling tool; hence its preparedness for
CBRN terrorist attacks is underdeveloped and requires an immediate improvement. Thus by understanding these
shortfalls can Europe collectively be prepared against the threat of CBRN attacks.
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Zusammenfassung This study, commissioned by the European Parliament’s Policy Department for Citizens’ Rights and Constitutional
Affairs at the request of the Special Committee on Terrorism, outlines the threats posed by CBRN weapons, examines
how well Europe is prepared for these threats and assesses where preparedness and response could be improved. It
suggests that to date, terrorist attacks in Europe have largely utilised conventional weapons where medical staff are
able to respond using conventional medicine and medical practices. However, threats from the use of Chemical,
Biological, Radiological and Nuclear (CBRN) materials for terrorism remain high and are evolving. The future threats
are likely to come from the use of chemical and biological weapons.
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Zusammenfassung Established in 1990, the first European territorial cooperation initiative, Interreg I, focused on cross-border cooperation.
Action in this area has expanded over the years to cover broader initiatives such as trans-national cooperation,
involving countries from wider geographical areas, and inter-regional cooperation, which brings together regions from
across the whole EU. These three strands together make up European territorial cooperation, which is one of the two
main goals of cohesion policy today. With the removal of Europe's frontier posts, travelling across borders has become
second nature for millions of European citizens. European territorial cooperation has brought Europeans closer
together, strengthened connectivity and improved the natural environment, supported by EU mechanisms such as the
European groupings of territorial cooperation, and macro-regional strategies. Yet despite these achievements,
numerous obstacles to closer cooperation still remain, such as divergent national rules in the areas of employment,
healthcare and social security. Recent years have witnessed increased calls to address these hurdles, with the 2015
Luxembourg EU Presidency putting forward a proposal for a new instrument for cross-border projects, and the
European Commission organising a cross-border review to identify remaining bottlenecks in the area, leading to a
2017 communication on boosting growth and cohesion in EU border regions. The European Parliament has also
adopted a resolution on European territorial cooperation as part of this process. With discussions under way on the
future of cohesion policy, there is general agreement on the importance of strengthening Interreg beyond 2020. Yet
despite the many achievements of this policy over the years, continued EU support for European territorial cooperation
is arguably critical, with the partial reintroduction of border controls in recent years revealing just how fragile territorial
cooperation can be.

The
result of extensive consultation with stakeholders, including Parliament and the outermost regions themselves, the
2017 communication puts forward a new approach to support their development by making the most of the outermost
regions' assets, exploiting new opportunities for growth and job creation and giving greater recognition to their specific
circumstances and needs. To achieve this, the communication outlines a series of concrete and coordinated actions to
be taken at EU and national level, as well as by the outermost regions, and calls for a stronger partnership between
outermost regions, their respective Member States, and the EU. While broadly welcoming the new strategy, the
outermost regions and its partners have highlighted several key issues that it fails to cover. Equally, although the
Commission puts forward many commitments and positive measures, the strategy is very much a work in progress,
and its measures will need to be developed further and incorporated into the EU legislative framework before they can
be rolled out on the ground. In this context, the future shape of the EU's legislative and financial proposals post-2020
will be of crucial importance for the successful delivery of this strategy. This is a revised and updated version of a
briefing from March 2017, PE 599.365.
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Zusammenfassung This briefing summarises the conclusions of a study on ‘The new Silk Route - opportunities and challenges for EU
transport’ prepared by an international team of researchers for the Committee on Transport and Tourism of the
European Parliament. This study analyses in detail the Chinese Silk Route Initiative and investigates its possible
impacts and prospects for the EU transport system. The emphasis in the research is also put on exploring the
European transport system’s readiness for the Initiative and identification of potential bottlenecks and missing links.
Furthermore, the study evaluates the need for implementation of additional measures at EU level in other to make the
most of the Initiative and also to ensure fair competition in the transport, logistic and construction sectors in the context
of expanding activity by Chinese operators. A comprehensive list presenting the involvement of all Member States in
the Initiative constitutes an integral part of the study.
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Zusammenfassung The new Silk Route Initiative brings opportunities and challenges for the European transport system. This research
study analyses the Initiative, its impacts and prospects, as well as the EU transport system’s readiness for the
Initiative. It provides conclusions and recommendations to the European Parliament Committee on Transport and
Tourism to address the Initiative’s challenges.
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Zusammenfassung Council Framework Decision 2001/413 (CFD) on combating fraud and counterfeiting of non-cash means of payment
establishes minimum rules concerning the definition of criminal offences and sanctions related to fraud and
counterfeiting of non-cash means of payment, as well as the mechanisms for cross-border cooperation and exchange
of information. Adopted in 2001, the CFD is now 16 years old. Evidence collected through the Commission’s evaluation
and stakeholder consultation confirms the existence of significant challenges related to the implementation of the CFD.
Overall, it appears that the CFD has not caught up with the technological developments of payment instruments, nor
with the increasingly advanced techniques of non-cash fraud. Many Member States have in the meantime updated
their respective legal frameworks individually in an effort to respond to these developments. This has resulted in a
patchwork of different frameworks within the EU. It has also potentially opened the door to 'forum shopping' (i.e.
criminals exploiting the system by moving to those Member States that have more lenient sanctions). The challenges
identified include outdated/incomplete definitions, different levels of penalties in Member States, differences in
criminalisation of preparatory acts in Member States, difficulties in allocating jurisdiction, under-reporting to law
enforcement bodies, etc. The Commission evaluation finds that ‘[a]s a whole, the [CFD] does not appear to have fully
met its objectives.’ In the light of the above, in September 2017, the European Commission put forward a proposal for
a new directive that would replace the CFD.
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Zusammenfassung This note seeks to provide an initial analysis of the strengths and weaknesses of the European Commission's impact
assessment (IA) accompanying the above proposal, submitted on 31 May 2017 and referred to Parliament's
Committee on Transport and Tourism. Digitisation and connectivity allow tolling without the user having to stop at toll
barriers. Electronic tolls are levied by electronic systems that charge passing vehicles at a control point or across the
infrastructure network. The vast majority require road users to install special equipment – on-board units (OBU) – for
which technologies and standards may differ from one Member State to the next. For that reason, Directive
2004/52/EC on interoperability established the framework for a European Electronic Toll Service (EETS), in
accordance with which road users could subscribe to a single contract and use a single OBU to pay electronic tolls
throughout the EU. The detailed technical issues connected with the directive were set out in Commission Decision
2009/750/EC on the definition of the EETS and its technical elements. The EETS should have been operational for
heavy goods vehicles by October 2012 and for other vehicles by October 2014, but the objectives of the legislation
remain largely unattained. Some cross-border interoperability has been achieved, but in the majority of Member States
it is still the case that only national OBUs can be used to pay tolls. The European Parliament has called for the
Commission to consider appropriate legislative measures in the field of interoperability on several occasions, for
instance in its 2013 and 2015 resolutions. In 2015, the Commission announced an evaluation of EETS legislation,
which was concluded in 2017 with the publishing of the ex-post evaluation report. The Commission included the
regulatory fitness (REFIT) revision of Directive 2004/52/EC in its 2017 work programme (CWP) under the new
initiatives implementing the energy union strategy and included the initiative in the European strategy for low-emission
mobility. Initially, EU road-pricing initiatives, such as the EETS Interoperability Directive and 'Eurovignette' Directive
1999/62/EC on the charging of heavy goods vehicles for the use of certain infrastructure, were not focused on
contributing to reducing greenhouse gas emissions, but with time, this aspect has become more important. The
Commission presented its revision of the EETS Interoperability Directive in parallel with the proposal to revise the
Eurovignette Directive.
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Zusammenfassung This study, commissioned by the European Parliament’s Policy Department for Citizens’ Rights and Constitutional
Affairs at the request of the LIBE Committee, examines the governance structures of EU Justice and Home Affairs
agencies. Specifically, it maps and analyses across-the-board agencies’ relationships to the main institutional actors in
terms of core reporting and scrutiny mechanisms. Drawing on agency founding acts and interviews, it looks closely in
particular at management boards’ composition and operation, ranging from voting allocation to institutional and
Member State representation to issues of board expertise. The study further considers some of the implications of the
current governance set up with respect to ensuring co-operation from corresponding national structures, identifying
existing structural shortcomings inherent to current mandates and proposing suggestions for improvement.
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Zusammenfassung Horizon 2020 – the Framework Programme for Research and Innovation (2014-2020) – is the main instrument
financing research and innovation in the European Union and the successor to seven previous Framework
Programmes. It is an ambitious, flexible programme, unique in the world in terms of budget, duration, budgetary
stability and scope. Since 2014 it has supported more than 13 000 projects in more than 130 participating countries
and helped to respond to urgent societal challenges, such as the Ebola crisis.

Zusammenfassung The phenomenon of foreign fighters travelling to conflict zones, mostly in Syria and Iraq, represents a growing threat
for the EU and its Member States. Most of the recent terrorist attacks in Europe were perpetrated by 'home-grown'
terrorists, and at least some of the perpetrators proved to be returned foreign fighters. In December 2015, the
European Commission presented a proposal for a directive on combating terrorism, aimed at updating the current
framework on criminalising terrorist offences and at bringing EU legislation into line with international developments,
such as the adoption of UN Security Council Resolution 2178 and the Additional Protocol to the Council of Europe
Convention on the Prevention of Terrorism. The proposal extends the list of offences, to cover receiving of terrorist
training, travelling and attempting to travel abroad for terrorism, and funding or facilitating such travel, and also
includes provisions on the protection of victims. After completion of the legislative procedure at first reading in the
Parliament and Council, the final act was signed in March 2017. Member States are required to transpose the new
directive into national law by 8 September 2018.

Zusammenfassung European Reference Networks (ERNs) are newly established virtual platforms for voluntary cross-border collaboration
between specialists in rare and complex diseases. ERNs were set up under Directive 2011/24/EU on the application of
patients' rights in cross-border healthcare, and go back to a 2009 Council recommendation on an action in the field of
rare diseases. Since specialist knowledge of rare diseases is both scarce and scattered across countries, the EU-level
cooperation afforded by ERNs is regarded as bringing added value through maximising synergies. Currently, 24
thematic ERNs involve more than 900 specialised healthcare teams in over 300 hospitals in 25 EU Member States
plus Norway. A public consultation fed into the establishment of the ERNs, and a number of stakeholder views were
presented on the occasion of their launch. The ERN initiative has generally been well received. According to
stakeholders, its strengths include opportunities for carrying out research and new treatments, breaking the isolation of
specialists and patients, reducing inequalities in care, and fostering patient involvement. Among the challenges that
need to be addressed, stakeholders mention questions concerning reimbursement, interoperability and data
confidentiality, and legal issues. The ERNs are currently in their deployment phase, and expected to reach full capacity
over the next five years.

They
both are based of Article 115 TFEU (Council decides after consultation of EP- special legislative procedure). As
approximation under this Article shall directly affect the establishment or functioning of the internal market the Council
decides by unanimity (exception for fiscal provisions in Article 114, par.2 TFEU). The purpose of the proposals is to
establish common rules for corporate taxes and to make it possible for corporations to submit a single consolidated tax
declaration for the corporation’s activities to the tax authority in only one EU Member State. The proposals shall ensure
a corporate tax system that encourages fairness in the internal market as currently businesses with cross-border
activity have to comply with up to 28 divergent corporate tax systems (generally, corporate income is taxed at national
level).

Zusammenfassung The EU's outermost regions qualify for special treatment owing to structural difficulties, such as remoteness, difficult
topography or economic dependence on a few products, which can severely hamper their development. Specific
mechanisms exist under cohesion, agricultural and fisheries policies, with the Commission publishing a communication
in 2012 setting out how it can work in partnership with the outermost regions and their respective countries to achieve
the objectives of the Europe 2020 strategy. While a renewed strategy is due to be prepared by the Commission by the
end of 2017, the outermost regions continue to face numerous challenges in areas such as mobility, unemployment
and climate change. Stakeholders have already begun to draft their contributions to this renewed strategy, highlighting
issues such as the need to ensure that trade agreements take better account of outermost regions' needs, maintain
specific provisions for these regions in areas such as cohesion, agriculture and fisheries policy, and provide the
outermost regions with improved access to horizontal programmes. Parliament's Committee on Regional Development
is preparing an own-initiative report on the outermost regions as part of this process. It remains to be seen, however,
how receptive the Commission will be to these proposals in a context of increasing budgetary pressure. Bringing
together representatives of the Commission and the outermost regions, as well as some of the key stakeholders
involved, the fourth forum on outermost regions to be held on 30-31 March 2017 will provide a key platform for
discussions that can shape the future development of the outermost regions for generations to come.

The challenges lying ahead are linked to the
limitations of comparing different national solutions without the benefit of coherent data on the use and impact of
mediation, and to experience with the implementation of other European Union (EU) acts (such as the Alternative
Dispute Resolution (ADR) Directive from 2013). The growing recognition of the usefulness of mediation as such will in
any case be further strengthened by the continuous exchange of best practices in different national jurisdictions,
supported by appropriate action at the European level.

Recent years have witnessed
increased calls to address these hurdles, with the 2015 Luxembourg EU presidency putting forward a proposal for a
new instrument for cross-border projects and the European Commission organising a consultation to identify remaining
bottlenecks in this area as part of a wider cross-border review. The European Parliament has also prepared a report on
European Territorial Cooperation as part of this process, which will be debated at the September 2016 plenary
session. While discussions are due to begin on the future shape of cohesion policy post-2020 and on the role of
Interreg, the temporary reintroduction of border controls by several countries within the Schengen zone is already
having a negative impact on cross-border cooperation, a clear sign that territorial cooperation may not be taken for
granted.

(not just financial) entities. The EESC and some national parliaments have made similar comments on the proposal.
The Council has agreed on its negotiating mandate, while the ECON Committee is expected to vote on its draft report
in early 2016.

Zusammenfassung The European integration process has redefined the map of Europe, changing the fortunes of Europe's border regions
from peripheral areas to poles of potential growth. Their development has been spurred by European territorial
cooperation, with EGTCs playing a leading role in this EU success story. An EGTC enables entities from two or more
Member States to work together under a common structure with legal personality. Its objective is to facilitate and
promote cross-border, transnational and inter-regional cooperation. Flexible in structure, it is the first EU legal
instrument that allows local and regional authorities to cooperate without the need for an agreement ratified at Member
State level. To date, a total of 55 EGTCs have been established across 20 Member States covering such areas as
operation of cross-border facilities, tourism development and protection of natural heritage. The 2014-20 legislative
framework has consolidated the role of EGTCs, with €10 billion available for European territorial cooperation.
Numerous challenges remain, however, among them the fact that individual national legal or administrative systems
are not always compatible with one another. Discussions on the EGTC are being taken forward by the Luxembourg
Presidency of the Council of the EU in the second half of 2015. A public consultation launched by the European
Commission in September 2015 will consider the barriers to cross-border cooperation, with a Commission report on
the application of the EGTC Regulation due by 1 August 2018.

Zusammenfassung The digital economy is growing at seven times the rate of the rest of the economy. The European Commission
estimates that completing a Digital Single Market could contribute €415 billion per year to Europe's economy, create
3.8 million jobs and transform public services. Local and regional authorities may well benefit from many of the
opportunities which the digital era offers.

The European Commission has presented different initiatives in order to boost the use of information and
communications technologies (ICT) in Europe. The Digital Agenda for Europe, which was announced in 2010 in the
framework of the Europe 2020 Strategy, aimed to promote economic recovery and improve social inclusion through a
more digitally proficient Europe. The Digital Single Market strategy, introduced in 2015, complements the Digital
Agenda for Europe. Achieving a Digital Single Market will ensure that Europe maintains its position as a world leader in
the digital economy, helping European companies to grow globally. Equally, enhanced use of digital technologies can
improve citizens' access to information and culture, and can promote open government, equality and non-
discrimination.

Although many of the Digital Single Market priorities are dealt with primarily at national level, various initiatives can be
explored at the local and regional level, and regions and cities can become active in planning and pursuing their own
digital strategies.

Zusammenfassung The Energy Union strategy, launched in February 2015, integrates all EU energy policy ambitions and objectives to
date and seeks to capitalise on the various funds and initiatives already in place.

EU cohesion policy, aimed at ensuring balanced development across EU territory, will make a significant contribution
to the fulfilment of the Energy Union’s overarching goal of decarbonisation. For the period 2014-20, €38 billion will be
available under the European Fund for Regional Development and the Cohesion Fund to support investments in the
low-carbon economy. To help regions make best use of this funding, different expertise-sharing platforms have been
established, notably in the field of research and innovation.

The local and regional levels are actively involved in on-the-ground delivery of EU energy policy ambitions. Useful
lessons can be drawn from cooperation initiatives in place at this level, in view of a possible replication in other parts of
Europe, contributing to further integration in the energy field. With almost 75% of the EU's population living in
European cities, the Energy Union clearly has an urban dimension. Cooperation frameworks include the Covenant of
Mayors and the European Innovation Partnership on Smart Cities and Communities.

Zusammenfassung The human right to water has been firmly established and its implications for policy-making have been discussed in
many fields. Thus far, this has hardly been the case for conflicts over water. This study discusses what it means to
integrate human rights in the context of governing water and addressing conflicts over water. A human rights
perspective on conflicts over water will help formulating equitable water governance strategies. To support such
developments, the EU should integrate human rights in policies and other measures to address water conflicts at all
levels. The EU’s activities should be guided by the human rights principles of non-discrimination and equality;
participation and access to information; accountability and access to justice; and a priority for water uses as far as they
are necessary for the realisation of human rights. This relates to internal legislation and policies, development
cooperation, engagement in transboundary basins, political dialogues with partner countries, international fora such as
the UN Human Rights Council, and the negotiations on the post-2015 development agenda. The European Parliament,
specifically, should support such initiatives with resolutions, engagement in UN and inter-parliamentary fora, and
enhancement of public awareness.

Zusammenfassung In January 2011 the European Parliament adopted a resolution calling for the European Commission and the then-
soon-to-be-launched European External Action Service to prepare an EU strategy for the Black Sea region. This
initiative was meant to dovetail with other EU basin-focused strategies in Europe. Given that the EU's Black Sea
Synergy, the ad hoc policy in place since 2007, was being implemented at a slow pace, the Parliament's request was
also intended to amplify the EU’s political presence in the region.
Today, less than a year before the end of the legislature, the EU Black Sea strategy has still not been drafted. Are the
Commission and EEAS simply ignoring Parliament’s political advice? In fact, the reasons for the impasse are multiple,
stemming from the complications of the Black Sea region as well as the EU's organisational choices. Ultimately,
however, these reasons matter less than the outcome. The EU's Black Sea policy – by definition an inclusive policy –
should be advanced under one label or another, as it is neither a threat nor a complement to the Eastern Partnership.
Both policies should be developed in parallel. And before the EU advances to a new stage, it should first implement
those measures it has promised, but yet to realise.

The institutional and political formats of regional cooperation are studied in an evolutionary perspective. The EU’s
gradual opening to multilateralism in the Black Sea area has faced the dilemma of choosing between two models of
EU involvement in the region – political umbrella and EU-BSEC inter-institutional relationship. The strengths and
weaknesses of several “home-grown” formats of regional cooperation – BSEC and GUAM – are analysed as to their
capacity of acting as the EU’s main interlocutor. The paper examines also the degree of applicability in the case of
Black Sea of previous experience in regional cooperation in the EU’s periphery – the Northern Dimension.

Cross-border health care is an issue of growing importance in the European Union. This briefing note provides
information on the structure of health care systems with respect to cross-border health care in selected Member
States. It examines to what extent rulings from the European Court of Justice (ECJ) have caused Member States to
make legislative or administrative changes, and the challenges that have been experienced in this regard.
Although patient mobility has increased, the current volume of patient mobility seems to be relatively low (around 1% of
overall public expenditure on healthcare). Cross-border challenges predominantly concern planned healthcare as
opposed to other forms of care. For planned care, the key challenge is the nature of the authorisation procedures
which remain in place as a way of protecting national systems. The terms and application of the authorisation scheme
are the central subject matter for the ECJ judgments. [...]
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Zusammenfassung This study make analysis of the effectiveness of the border between Lithuania and Russia, Poland and Russia at the
Kaliningrad, when Poland and Lithuania are preparing for the Schengen membership. Full adaptation of Schengen
acquis, implementation of EU Integrated Border Management (IBM), creation of Integrated Border Security Security
Model (IBSM) are very important tasks for these countries in order to ensure effectiveness of the external Schengen
borders. New developments in the facilitation of the visa policy between EU and Russia, EU proposals for the
facilitation of local traffic at the land borders of the EU have also an important impact on the EU borders with Russia at
Kaliningrad enclave and have to be considered.

In the EU and Kaliningrad
Communication, prepared by the EU Commission to the EU Council in 2001, it was suggested to analyse experience
of Finland in order to speed up border crossing formalities. This study will briefly look, what kind of positive lessons
Lithuania and Poland draw from the experience of Finland. It is also very important, what kind of steps Russia, as EU
partner, takes in order to ensure effective EU-Russian border. Therefore this study also will look at the challenges to
Russia on the border at the Kaliningrad enclave. EU and Russia, regard Kaliningrad enclave as a pilot region in the
EU-Russia relations. This give more flexibility to consider new projects on the border at Kaliningrad enclave, which
have to ensure even more effective external EU border, without touching Schengen acquis.
