On 28 July 2023, the European Commission adopted a proposal to revise EU toy safety legislation, by introducing a
new regulation and repealing Directive 2009/48/EC. The proposal pursues two main objectives: a) achieving a higher
level of child protection, including from the most harmful substances; and b) reducing the number of non-compliant and
unsafe toys on the EU market. In relation to the first objective, the proposal extends the definition of health to children's
psychological and mental health and to their wellbeing and cognitive development. It also extends the current ban on
substances classified as carcinogenic, mutagenic and toxic for reproduction to include endocrine disruptors, and
chemicals that are toxic to a specific organ or affect the immune, neurological or respiratory system. The proposal's
second objective is to establish a digital product passport to facilitate traceability. In the European Parliament, the file
was referred to the Committee on Internal Market and Consumer Protection (IMCO). It adopted its report on the
proposal unanimously in February 2024. Parliament voted on the report during its March 2024 plenary session, setting
its first reading position for trilogue negotiations with the Council during the next term. The working party on technical
harmonisation in the Council has begun its examination of the proposal.

While stakeholders and academics are
generally very supportive of the goal of enhancing transparency, major SEP holders and other interested parties
oppose the proposal. In her draft report published in October 2023, Marion Walsmann (EPP, Germany) — rapporteur
for the file appointed by the European Parliament's Committee on Legal Affairs — proposes a range of amendments to
provide more legal clarity and bridge the gap between the interests of SEPs holders and implementers.

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The current Machinery Directive (Directive 2006/42/EC) was designed to allow the free movement of machinery within
the internal market, while ensuring a high level of user health and safety.

April 2021, the Commission put forward a proposal for a regulation on machinery products, as part of a wider 'artificial
intelligence package'.

The
proposed revision also intends to ensure more coherent interpretation of the scope and definitions, enhance safety for
traditional technologies, reassess machines considered as 'high risk' and the conformity assessment procedures,
reduce paper-based requirements for documentation, ensure coherence with other product safety legislation and avoid
divergences in interpretation stemming from transposition. The Parliament and Council reached a provisional
agreement on the new regulation on 15 December 2022. In the Council, the Permanent Representatives Committee
approved the agreement on 25 January 2023. In the Parliament, the Committee on Internal Market and Consumer
Protection (IMCO) approved the agreement on 2 March 2023 by 36 votes in favour and one abstention. The vote in
plenary on Parliament's first reading position will take place in April.

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On 28 November 2022, the European Parliament and the Council reached a political agreement on the proposal for a
general product safety regulation. The co-legislators are now expected to adopt the agreed text formally, to allow the
new regulation to come into force.

The proposal would create a single set of market surveillance rules for both
harmonised and non-harmonised products, including by aligning the provisions with the Market Surveillance
Regulation, and would improve the effectiveness of product recalls. Three trilogue meetings were held between 15

particular by including references to key EU regulations, such as Regulation 2019/1020 and the Digital Services Act.
The text also extends consumer protection to the new digital technologies, and reinforces consumer rights with several
provisions, including the extension of the possible remedies to be offered in the event of a recall.

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On 23 November 2022, the European Parliament and the Council signed the directive amending the 2014 Radio
Equipment Directive, with the aim of mandating a common charger for mobile phones and a number of other small
portable devices. The amended directive, proposed by the European Commission on 23 September 2021, will require
electronic devices to be equipped with a USB Type C receptacle and to incorporate the USB Power Delivery
communication protocol. A separate initiative on the eco-design of external power supplies is expected to ensure that
the receptacle and the communication protocol are used on both ends of charger cables. Consumers will have the
option to buy devices with or without a charger (unbundling) and will be informed by a pictogram whether a charger is
included with a device. Information on the charging capabilities and compatible charging devices will be provided on a
label. By the end of 2024, the Commission will be required to request the creation of harmonised standards for
wireless charging, and will have to regularly assess whether the common charger should be made mandatory for
additional devices. The directive applies to all devices covered from 28 December 2024 and to laptops from 28 April

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The IA provides a good information package concerning the revision of the CPR, including a summary of the SME test
that was carried out, relying on a wealth of evidence, studies and reports. Yet, while the problem definition is well
evidenced, the description of the problems and their scale would have benefited from more detailed explanations. In
the extensive stakeholder consultations, stakeholders had different views about the policy options; for example, the
preferred option received less support than the options suggesting keeping the baseline or making a revision without
major changes.

The recommendations made by the European Parliament have some points in
common with those of other EU institutions and stakeholders, such as those underscoring the importance of a
functioning harmonisation system and a comprehensive common technical language, the need for sustainability criteria
for construction products and enhanced clarity of CE marking, and the need for more effective market surveillance.
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The Commission is proposing a new directive on consumer credits to amend the Radio Equipment Directive by
introducing provisions regarding common mobile phone chargers. This initial appraisal of the Commission’s impact
assessment accompanying the proposal finds that the impact assessment appears to provide a comprehensive
assessment, based on a sound evidence base, of the impacts of the policy options, though the assessment would
have benefited from a more thorough discussion of the alignment of the initiative with the proportionality principle and
the impacts accruing to SMEs.
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The IA assesses elements to be added to the 2019 TEG report on a European Green Bond Standard (EU-GBS). The
range of options is therefore limited to these additional aspects and does not cover the entire set of rules for green
bonds. The IA is based on reliable internal and external research, international data and several stakeholder
consultations. While the definition of the objectives could have been more specific, the problem analysis and the
assessment of options are overall logical and thorough, even if their structure could have been more straightforward.
Some valuable information - and explanation - featured in the annexes could have made the main text of the IA more
accessible, especially relating to the technical aspects and current market practices. Despite some weaknesses, the IA
makes a convincing case for a voluntary EU-GBS, with some flexibility for sovereigns, taking into account their
institutional specificities, but respecting the screening criteria of the EU-taxonomy.
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This briefing provides an initial analysis of the strengths and weaknesses of the impact assessment (IA) accompanying
the Commission proposal for a regulation on general product safety aimed at ensuring that EU consumers are
protected from dangerous non-food products. The IA defines clearly the problems to be addressed and their analysis
appears to be satisfactory but the description of how they would evolve without any EU intervention is limited. The IA
does not compare the retained options in terms of efficiency, and proportionality. The IA appears to have done a
convincing analysis of the economic and social impacts of the options retained for assessment. The IA includes a very
comprehensive reports of the consultations held, specifically referring to the received feedback in several parts of the
report. Overall, the analysis carried out in the IA appears to be well grounded. The IA appears to have addressed the
RSB's comments. The proposal appears to be largely consistent with the analysis provided in the IA.
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The Machinery Directive establishes a regulatory framework for mechanical engineering industry products. It regulates
the harmonisation of essential health and safety requirements for machinery in order to ensure the free movement of
machinery products within the internal market on the one hand, and a high level of protection for machinery users on
the other. The European Commission's Regulatory Fitness and Performance Programme (REFIT) evaluation of 2018
concluded that the directive has generally remained relevant and effective. However, it pointed at certain shortcomings
in the enforcement of the directive (mainly related to market surveillance, a Member State responsibility), and found
that despite its technology-neutral design, the directive might not sufficiently cover new risks stemming from emerging
technologies (in particular robots using artificial intelligence technologies). Furthermore, it identified the potential for
administrative simplification. The Commission issued its new proposal for a regulation on machinery products
(COM(2021) 202) on 21 April 2021, as part of the "artificial intelligence package'. In particular, the change of instrument
(regulation instead of a directive) aims at ensuring a uniform implementation in the Member States and avoiding the
risk of 'gold plating'.
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This briefing checks the quality of the Commission impact assessment (IA) accompanying the regulation proposal on
machinery products. It finds that the assessment, which is based on various data sources, is mostly qualitative, and
explains openly the analytical methods and data limitations. Furthermore, the scale of all problems and the efficiency
aspect in the comparison of the options could have been further explained. The briefing also stresses that the IA could
have been more informative in terms of the stakeholder consultations. It also finds it questionable whether the SME
Test has been duly conducted.
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Two decades after the entry into force of the General Product Safety Directive, the internal market is witnessing an
increasing presence of products made with the use of or involving new technologies, online marketplaces are
mushrooming, and a growing amount of products are entering the internal market from outside the European Union
through these online marketplaces. Since the General Product Safety Directive does not have any provisions to
guarantee that these products are safe for use, there are concerns that consumer protection on the internal market
might be compromised. In order to keep guaranteeing the safety of all products, the European Commission's
forthcoming proposal will aim to deal with these new challenges for product safety and to find a balance between
ensuring unhindered trade and guaranteeing the safety of all products on the internal market.
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The Toy Safety Directive (TSD) aims to ensure a high level of health and safety with respect to toys for children under
14 years of age and to guarantee the free movement of toys in the EU by means of provisions for manufacturers,
importers, distributors of toys sold in the EU and national market surveillance authorities. More than 10 years after its
adoption in 2009, the European Commission is considering a revision of the directive in the context of the chemicals
strategy for sustainability. Although the exact scope of this revision has still to be decided, the European Commission
highlighted areas for further improvement in a recent evaluation of the directive. The Commission's evaluation focused
on: a general lack of monitoring data to assess the TSD's effectiveness; limit values for some chemical substances;
and the question of whether limit values should apply not only to toys for children under 36 months, but also to children
of all ages. In addition, the evaluation looked into the issue of market surveillance and enforcement, where resources
appear be missing and discussed the difficulties for manufacturers to comply with the 'small parts requirement' for toys
intended for children under 36 months. This briefing has been produced by the European Parliamentary Research
Service (EPRS) to assist the European Parliament's Committee on the Internal Market and Consumer Protection in its
work on the implementation report on the Toy Safety Directive. The briefing aims to provide a succinct overview of
publicly available material on the implementation, application and effectiveness to date of the Toy Safety Directive,
drawing on input from EU institutions and bodies and from external organisations.
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On 17 May 2018, the European Commission adopted a proposal for a new regulation on the labelling of tyres for the
purposes of fuel efficiency, safety, and noise reduction. This would replace the 2009 Tyre Labelling Regulation (TLR),
while maintaining and reinforcing most of its key provisions. The new regulation seeks to increase consumer
awareness of the tyre label, and improve market surveillance and enforcement of TLR provisions across the EU
Member States. Suppliers would be obliged to display the tyre label in all forms of purchase, including where the tyre is
not physically shown in the store and where it is sold online or on a long-distance basis. Whereas the tyre label is
currently applicable to passenger and light-duty vehicles, in future it would also apply to heavy-duty vehicles. The new
label would include visual information on tyre performance in snow or ice conditions, and could be adjusted by means
of delegated acts to include information on mileage, abrasion or re-studded tyres. Tyre labels would be included in the
new European Product Database for Energy Labelling before any sale on the EU market. On 13 November 2019,
successful trilogue negotiations resulted in a provisional agreement on the content of the new regulation. The legal text
was finalised and the new TLR was formally adopted by the Council and Parliament in 2020 and published in the
Official Journal of the EU on 5 June 2020. lts provisions become applicable from 1 May 2021.
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As part of the third 'Europe on the move' package of measures, on 27 May 2018, the European Commission presented
a proposal for a regulation on type-approval requirements for motor vehicles and their trailers, as regards their general
safety and the protection of vehicle occupants and vulnerable road users. The regulation is part of the EU's efforts to
halve the number of fatal and serious injuries in road crashes between 2020 and 2030. It will introduce a number of
advanced vehicle safety features that passenger cars, vans, buses and trucks will have to have as standard equipment
in order to be sold on the internal market. These include intelligent speed assistance, alcohol interlock installation
facilitation, driver drowsiness and attention warning, emergency stop signal, reversing detection and event data
recorder. Additional requirements will apply to specific vehicle groups, such as vulnerable road user detection for
buses and trucks. The new regulation, adopted by the co-legislators in 2019 and signed on 27 November 2019, will
replace three current type-approval regulations as of July 2022: the General Vehicle Safety Regulation, the Pedestrian
Protection Regulation and the Hydrogen-powered Motor Vehicles Regulation.
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Industrial production, both globally and in the EU, is undergoing a radical digital transformation. New advanced
manufacturing techniques rely primarily on innovative digital technologies, which cannot work in isolation, but are
based on connected ecosystems delivering collective technological breakthroughs. All of these new technologies
essentially rest on an interconnected 'smart world', where objects, machines, people and the environment are
increasingly closely interlinked. The timely and harmonised adoption of technical standards is likely to play a pivotal
role in this context. Standards can facilitate the ongoing digitalisation of industry by promoting compatibility and
interoperability between products and processes; they can also transfer information between economic agents or
machines, while guaranteeing minimum levels of quality and safety. Crucially, standards can also become accelerators
of change, by promoting innovation and the uptake of new digital technologies. The EU has long recognised this key
role of standards in the overall efforts to remove barriers and unlock the growth potential of the economy. Yet, progress
in new technologies around the world is accelerating exponentially, and the development of new standards in the field
is increasingly taking place outside Europe. This trend could undermine the EU's future comparative advantage and
weaken the competitiveness of European industry in the long term. It therefore calls for a coordinated effort to develop
European technology standards that are not only more responsive to policy needs but are also agile, open, more
strongly linked to research and innovation, and importantly, better joined up.
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The European Commission recently issued a legislative proposal to increase the general safety of vehicles. This
briefing provides an initial analysis of the strengths and weaknesses of the impact assessment accompanying this
proposal. The IA provides a thorough problem definition and presents measures to tackle it. However, the link between
problem definition and the options could have been more straightforward and the analysis, including numerous
simulations and quantifications based on four different models, could have been more transparent and clear. While the
IA focuses on the cost for manufacturers on the one side and the societal benefits of prevented or mitigated casualties
on the other, it excludes (or only touches upon briefly) other aspects, such as macroeconomic or indirect impacts and
the privacy of data as regards the use of new technologies.

Hier
waren fundiertere Belege fir das Nichtvorhandensein von Umweltauswirkungen angebracht gewesen. In Bezug auf
die anderen Kategorien von Auswirkungen sind die betrachteten Optionen hinreichend fundiert beurteilt worden. Mit
der Konsultation der Akteure wurde Betroffenen zwar eine gute Mdéglichkeit zur MeinungsauRerung geboten, doch
durch die Formulierungen des Fragebogens und die méglicherweise nicht eindeutig interpretierbaren Antworten wird
teilweise die Aussagekraft dieser Erhebung beeintrachtigt.

Insgesamt bietet die Folgenabschatzung jedoch eine Kombination aus qualitativer und quantitativer Analyse, die als
solide Entscheidungsgrundlage fiir die in dem Vorschlag aufgezeigten politischen Alternativen dienen kann.
