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On 13 July 2016, as part of the reform of the common European asylum system and the long-term policy on better
migration management, the European Commission presented a proposal to provide for a permanent framework with
standard common procedures for resettlement across the EU, to complement current national and multilateral
resettlement initiatives. Resettlement is a tool to help displaced persons in need of protection reach Europe safely and
legally, and receive protection for as long as necessary. It is a durable solution that includes selection and transfer of
refugees from a country where they seek protection to another country. In addition to providing refugees with
international protection, its aim is to strengthen solidarity and responsibility-sharing between countries. For a
resettlement to take place, the United Nations Refugee Agency has to determine an applicant is a refugee according to
the 1951 Geneva Convention, and has to identify resettliement as the most appropriate solution. Although the
European Parliament and the Council reached a partial provisional agreement on the proposal in summer 2018, the
Council was unable to endorse it, nor could it agree on a mandate for further negotiations. The co-legislators finally
reached an agreement on 15 December 2022. On 8 February 2024, Coreper approved the provisional agreement,
which will now have to be formally adopted by both institutions before it can enter into force. Fifth edition. The 'EU

Since their inception, the majority of
hotspots have suffered from overcrowding, and concerns have been raised by stakeholders with regard to camp
facilities and living conditions — in particular for vulnerable migrants and asylum-seekers — and to gaps in access to
asylum procedures. These shortcomings cause tensions among the migrants and with local populations and have
already led to violent protests. On 8 September 2020, a devastating fire in the Moria camp on Lesvos only aggravated
the existing problems. The European Parliament has called repeatedly for action to ensure that the hotspot approach
does not endanger the fundamental rights of asylum-seekers and migrants.

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Turkey has featured regularly on the agenda of the European Council in recent years, notably in the context of the
migration crisis and military operations in Syria, and as a result of an increasingly tense situation in the eastern
Mediterranean, which led to a significant military build-up at sea during the summer of 2020. In all these cases, the
European Council (re)acted swiftly, ensuring that the views of the Member States were taken into consideration. In the
migration crisis, it stepped up cooperation with Turkey, reducing the influx of irregular arrivals on EU shores, while
offering to 're-energise accession negotiations'. This offer has been disregarded, as Turkey has continued to drift away
from EU values and principles, multiplying rule of law and human rights violations.

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In early September 2020, a fire in the over-crowded migrant camp of Moria in Greece pushed thousands of people
onto the streets, exacerbating the already dire conditions faced by asylum-seekers and migrants. The incident also
shows the need to find a solution to a crisis of solidarity in EU asylum policy that has remained unresolved since the
unprecedented influx of migrants into the EU in 2015. The European Commission presented a new Pact on Asylum
and Migration on 23 September 2020. In that, it puts forward a compromise on solidarity and fair sharing of
responsibility for asylum-seekers among EU Member States.
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Since the discovery of offshore natural gas reserves in the eastern Mediterranean in the early 2000s, Turkey has
challenged its neighbours with regard to international law and the delimitation of their exclusive economic zones
(EEZs), and destabilised the whole region through its illegal drilling and military interventions. Ankara has used military
force and intimidation, including repeated violations of the territorial waters and airspaces of neighbouring countries.
Ankara has also used bilateral deals, such as its November 2019 memorandum of understanding (MoU) with the
Libyan Government of National Accord (GNA), which purports to determine new maritime boundaries. The Turkey-
Libya MoU effectively drew a dividing line between the eastern and western parts of the Mediterranean, threatening
maritime security, natural gas exploration and new infrastructures such as the EastMed pipeline. Turkey's behaviour,
beyond its geo-economic interests, reflects a more ambitious geopolitical 'neo-Ottoman' agenda intent on remodelling
the whole region by spreading the country's influence from northern Iraq and Syria to Libya and leaving behind the
Kemalist tradition of secularism and regional neutrality. Tensions in the Aegean Sea and the eastern Mediterranean
have not been conducive to good neighbourly relations. The international community has strongly condemned Turkey's
behaviour. Taking into account Turkey's poor track record in upholding human rights and the rule of law, the European
Union has suspended accession negotiations and all pre-accession funds under the planned new multiannual financial
framework for 2021 to 2027. The European Parliament has condemned Turkey's illegal drilling activities as well as its
military interventions in the region.
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With the virulence of the coronavirus pandemic gradually diminishing, and in the light of the restrictive measures
adopted by Member States, attention remains on the way chosen by the various states to respond to the crisis. With
states at various stages of relaxing emergency constraints, the effects of the coronavirus pandemic are likely to last in
terms of health, economic, social, psychological and possibly even political impact. Although public attention is now
turned towards the widely differing measures that states are taking in order to live with the virus, new challenges are
emerging as international and domestic traffic, trade and free movement of people are re-established, having been all
but frozen. In this context, it is still necessary to complete the overview of Member States' constitutional frameworks in
response to the coronavirus pandemic with the hope that this might offer some guidance or insight, should a
comparable crisis arise in the future. This is the last in a series of four briefings and completes the comparative
overview of Member States' institutional responses to the coronavirus crisis by analysing the legislation of Cyprus,
Czechia, Greece, Ireland, Lithuania and Slovakia. The first in the series gave an overview of the responses in Belgium,
France, Germany, Hungary, Italy, Poland and Spain, the second covered Austria, Bulgaria, Estonia, Latvia, Malta,
Romania and Slovenia, while the third covered Croatia, Denmark, Finland, Luxembourg, the Netherlands, Portugal and
Sweden.
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In response to increased migratory pressure in Greece along the EU's external border with Turkey in recent months,
and following the Greek government's request for support under Article 78(3) of the Treaty on the Functioning of the
European Union (TFEU), the European Commission has launched a new relocation scheme to speed up the relocation
of unaccompanied minors from the Greek islands to other EU Member States. Commissioner for Home Affairs Ylva
Johansson, who has been entrusted with taking this process forward, will also work in coordination with the Greek
government and stakeholders to find sustainable ways to ensure that unaccompanied minors staying in the first-line
reception and identification centres (‘hotspots') on the Greek islands receive the care and protection they are entitled
to. Regardless of a child's reasons for migrating, their situation or status, they all are first and foremost children and
have rights as such. Unaccompanied children or children who have been separated from their parents along the way,
are, moreover, entitled to special protection under international human rights and European Union asylum law. All too
often, however, their rights and needs are neglected. Human rights organisations have repeatedly denounced the
precarious and difficult conditions in which unaccompanied minors are living in the Greek hotspots. The proposed
relocation initiative is urgently needed. However, the ongoing political and academic debate also shows a clear need
for more structural solutions, in the form of more solidarity and responsibility-sharing among EU Member States, and a
coordinated, child rights-based approach to addressing the many protection gaps unaccompanied children face when
arriving in Europe.
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For the second time since the introduction of strict coronavirus containment measures, the European Parliament
conducted its April plenary session with the majority of Members participating remotely, and used the alternative voting
procedure put in place by Parliament's Bureau for the March |l session. This temporary voting procedure is available
for use until 31 July 2020, unless extended by Bureau decision. As in March, the session focused on a number of
urgent legislative proposals as well as amendments to the EU's 2020 budget to respond to the coronavirus pandemic.
Members also heard from the Presidents of the European Council and Commission on the coordination of the
European response to the Covid-19 outbreak. Parliament then adopted a resolution setting out its position on the
response to the pandemic and its consequences, ahead of the next video-conference meeting of EU Heads of State or
Government, on 23 April. In this resolution, Members called for a massive economic recovery package, greater
coordination on cross-border health threats, and condemned national emergency measures that restrict civil liberties.
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Draft Amending Budget No 1/2020 (DAB 1/2020) would provide additional funds to help address the needs arising
from the increased migration pressures in Greece, assist Member States to limit the impact of the coronavirus outbreak
through meeting needs for equipment and medical products, and contribute to Albania's post-earthquake
reconstruction. The European Parliament is expected to vote, under the urgent procedure, on the Council position on
DAB 1/2020 during the 16-17 April plenary session.
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Article 78(3) of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union (TFEU) provides for the adoption of provisional
measures in emergency migratory situations at the EU's external borders. It was first used during the 2015 migration
crisis. On the basis of that article, the Council of the EU adopted binding decisions providing for the relocation from
Italy and Greece of 160 000 people so as to ensure a fair and balanced distribution of, and sharing of responsibility for,
asylum-seekers who were already present in the EU. However, despite most Member States' willingness to relocate
asylum-seekers, some challenged the Council's decision before the Court of Justice of the EU (CJEU) or refused to
help implement the decision. On 1 March 2020, in the light of events on its Turkish border, Greece announced that it
wanted Article 78(3) TFEU to be used to ensure full EU support in the situation of a sudden influx of third-country
nationals into the EU.
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Detecting and protecting victims of trafficking in hotspots
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This study focuses on the issue of trafficking in human beings in the specific context of hotspots. It analyses the
processes in place to facilitate the detection of victims when they arrive by sea on Greek and lItalian shores, as well as
the protection they are granted.

Hotspots at EU external borders: State of play
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The 'hotspot approach' was presented by the Commission as part of the European Agenda on Migration of April 2015,
when record numbers of refugees, asylum-seekers and other migrants flocked to the EU. The 'hotspots’ — first
reception facilities — aim to better coordinate EU agencies' and national authorities' efforts at the external borders of
the EU, on initial reception, identification, registration and fingerprinting of asylum-seekers and migrants. Currently,
only Greece and ltaly host hotspots. Other EU countries can also benefit from the hotspot approach upon request, or in
cases where the Commission believes that additional assistance is necessary. As migration continues to be one of the
EU's main challenges, the hotspots are a key element of EU support for Greece and Italy to help them face the
challenges of the humanitarian and border management crisis. However, reception conditions remain a concern. The
majority of the hotspots suffer from overcrowding, and concerns have been raised by stakeholders with regards to
camp facilities and living conditions, in particular for vulnerable migrants and asylum-seekers. The European
Parliament has repeatedly called for action to ensure that the hotspot approach does not endanger the fundamental
rights of asylum-seekers and migrants. The EU-Turkey Statement from March 2016, which is closely linked with the
implementation of the hotspot approach in Greece, aims to reduce the irregular migration flows from Turkey to the EU.
In parallel, the Commission proposed a temporary emergency relocation mechanism that began in October 2015, to
assist the states facing increasing pressure from migrants’ arrivals. This is an updated version of a Briefing drafted by
Anita Orav, published in March 2016, PE 579.070.

This study, commissioned by the European Parliament’s Policy Department for Citizens' Rights and Constitutional
Affairs at the request of the LIBE Committee, examines the EU’s mechanism of relocation of asylum seekers from
Greece and ltaly to other Member States.

A Workshop organised by the Policy Department C was held on the impact of economic crisis on access to healthcare
and medicines. The speakers addressed issues such as budget cuts in health care, high price of medicines,
inequalities in access to various treatments as a direct result of those cuts, addressed medicines as a financial
products with their share on stock market which creates an artificial incentive to keep the high value for medicines, etc.
Better coordinated procurement for medicines, as practiced by the Benelux countries, was given as an example.
Further recommendations on how to improve access to healthcare were suggested by the experts and by the
representative of the Commission.
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Research for REGI Committee - Greece: Regional Policy and Economic and Social Situation
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This in-depth analysis was prepared on the request of the Committee on Regional Development in the context of its
visit to Greece. The analysis provides an overview of Greece’s regions (with a special attention to Attica and Central
Macedonia) and of its political, economic and administrative system. In addition, this analyses focuses on the
implementation of cohesion policy on the ground with a particular attention to the consequences of the recent
amendment of the Common Provisions Regulation in respect of special measures for Greece, as well as to Greece’s
participation in six European Territorial Cooperation programmes.
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For the current programming period, Member States and regions are, for the first time, required to develop research
and innovation strategies for smart specialisation (RIS3). An own-initiative report tabled for plenary makes
recommendations for advancing the implementation of this novel strategic approach, which provides a path for
innovation-driven economic transformation and development.

The
workshop examined the current status and the future prospects of land expropriations in Greece, offering clarification
on undertaken reforms and recent legislation changes.

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The study was requested by the European Parliament’'s Committee on Women'’s Rights and Gender Equality and
commissioned, overseen and published by the Policy Department for Citizens’ Rights and Constitutional Affairs. This
assessment aims at investigating gender differences across EGF interventions. By adopting gender budgeting
principles, the analysis shows that there are at least four factors resulting in different treatment of men and women in
the implementation of the fund: a more frequent implementation of the EGF in male-dominated sectors based on the
fact that the impact of the crisis by sectors is not gender neutral, the size of the firms involved in the interventions, and
the prevailing productive structure by sectors. Apart from a general analysis, the study includes also detailed analyses
of EGF cases in seven Member States.
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From 2007 a series of crises in the economic and financial sphere hit the European Union. These were partly linked
and tended to amplify each other. Two of the hardest hitting, the financial and sovereign debt crises, were closely
intertwined and put immense pressure on the euro area, stressing the financial sector and pushing Member State
governments' budgets to their very limits. Several Member States lost access to the capital markets, and required
financial assistance from both the euro area and the IMF. Unlike the United States economy, the euro area economy
has failed to bounce back from the economic crisis owing to its ongoing sovereign debt crisis. Although the initial shock
of the financial crisis came from the United States of America, the crisis took a different twist in the euro area, which
was not prepared for such an event. There were no proper crisis resolution mechanisms in place, nor were there
sufficient budgetary margins available to save the banks and reinvigorate the economy without putting the
sustainability of public finances in jeopardy. The Stability and Growth Pact, a central element of Economic and
Monetary Union, had failed to produce the necessary fiscal margin. Problems were compounded by macroeconomic
imbalances that had built up inside several Member States. The European Union fought on two parallel fronts: saving
banks and supporting stressed sovereigns in order to extinguish the fire, while also correcting the framework with the
aim of avoiding a recurrence of similar crises. Although the worst seems to be over, problems persist and a renewed
flare-up is not impossible.
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This document, provided by Policy Department A at the request of the Employment and Social Affairs Committee,
gives an overview of the development of unemployment and poverty in Greece in a comparative perspective (Cyprus,
Ireland, Portugal, Spain).
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This study, commissioned by the European Parliament’s Policy Department for Citizens’ Rights and Constitutional
Affairs at the request of the LIBE Committee, places the new “hotspot approach” to managing migration within its policy
framework. It examines the way in which EU agencies provide support to frontline Member States, with particular focus
on Greece, and assesses the chief challenges identified to date in both the policy design and operational
implementation of hotspots.
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This briefing gives an overview if the economic situation in Greece and the main elements of the third financial
assistance programme. This briefing is regularly updated. It served also as a background document for the delegation
of the Financial Assistance Working Group to Athens end of March 2016. The previous update was made in view of an
Economic Dialogue on 2 March 2016 with Mr Euclid Tsakalotos, Minister of Finance of the Hellenic Republic, in the
competent Committee of the European Parliament.
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The European Parliament's Committee on Employment and Social Affairs requested a workshop on "Evolution of
Collective Bargaining in Troika Programme and Post-Programme Member States", which was held in the European
Parliament in Brussels on 18 February 2016. The workshop is connected to the EMPL Committee's ongoing work on
monitoring the implementation of labour market and social reforms foreseen by the Memorandum of Understanding
with Greece and its interest in following up the findings of the EP resolution of 13 March 2014 on Employment and
social aspects of the role and operations of the Troika; it is also connected to the European Commission's intention to
relaunch social dialogue.

The workshop presentations trace the development of collective bargaining in the last decades and have a look at the
state of play of collective bargaining in Portugal, Romania, Ireland and Greece.

This Policy Department A publication contains the programme, a summary of discussions, background papers and the
presentations of the workshop.
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The informal European Council of 7 March 2016 focused on migration, assessing the state of implementation of
previously agreed measures. EU leaders stressed the need to fully apply the Schengen Borders Code, thereby ending
the 'wave-through' policy for migrants, providing humanitarian assistance to Greece and moving forward in the EU's
cooperation with Turkey. The latter point was also the main focus of the informal meeting of the EU Heads of State or
Government with Turkish Prime Minister, Ahmet Davutoglu. Leaders agreed to accelerate the implementation of the
EU-Turkey Action Plan and welcomed additional proposals made by Turkey. In particular, the lifting of visa
requirements should be brought forward to June 2016 and disbursement of the €3-billion Refugee Facility for Syrians
should be speeded up.
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The year 2015 saw a record number of migrants arriving in the European Union: Frontex reports that 1.83 million
irregular border crossings were detected at the EU's external borders, 1.04 million of them in Greece and ltaly.
According to Eurostat, 1.29 million asylum applications were lodged in the EU in 2015. Based on the current Dublin
system, applicants' first country of entry is responsible for processing their asylum claims. This puts enormous
pressure on frontline states. The Commission's communication on a European Agenda on Migration includes a
proposal for a temporary emergency relocation mechanism to relieve the pressure on overburdened states. In parallel,
the Commission has launched a 'hotspot' approach to provide assistance along specific sections of the border,
characterised by 'disproportionate mixed migratory flows'. The approach entails temporary intervention by EU agencies
such as Frontex, the European Asylum Support Office (EASO) and Europol to help national authorities guide asylum-
seekers towards asylum procedures and irregular migrants towards return procedures. Eleven such hotspots had been
identified as of February 2016: six in Italy and five in Greece. Currently only three are fully operational. Although work
on the hotspot approach is not yet complete and the relocation process only began in October 2015, stakeholders
have already pointed to several shortcomings in how they currently operate. Parliament has insisted that the hotspot
approach should not undermine the fundamental rights of any persons, refugees or otherwise, arriving at Europe's
shores.

MepiAnwn The EU's trade policy does not exist in a vacuum. On the one hand, it is affected by international standard and rule-
setting.

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This study was commissioned by the European Parliament’s Policy Department for Citizens’ Rights and Constitutional
Affairs at the request of the LIBE Committee. With renewed efforts to counter people smuggling in the context of an
unprecedented influx of migrants and refugees into the EU, it assesses existing EU legislation in the area — the 2002
Facilitators’ Package — and how it deals with those providing humanitarian assistance to irregular migrants. The study
maps EU legislation against the international legal framework and explores the effects — both direct and indirect — of
the law and policy practice in selected Member States. It finds significant inconsistencies, divergences and grey areas,
such that humanitarian actors are often deterred from providing assistance. The study calls for a review of the
legislative framework, greater legal certainty and improved data collection on the effects of the legislation.
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This study is aimed at describing the socio-economic situation and the state of play of energy, transport and tourism
linkages in the Adriatic and lonian Region. It identifies development gaps between EU Member States and non-EU
countries that participate in the European Union Strategy for the AIR. It also identifies risks and opportunities of the EU
Strategy for Adriatic-lonian Region and outlines the critical importance of these opportunities for the economic
development of the AIR.
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MepiAnwn At the 17-18 December 2015 meeting of the European Council, EU Heads of State or Government will discuss the
migration crisis, the fight against terrorism, Economic and Monetary Union, the Internal Market, the Energy Union and
the United Kingdom's renegotiation of its EU membership. On many of these issues, EU leaders will assess the
implementation of their decisions from previous European Council meetings. It will be the first substantial discussion on
the United Kingdom's proposals for changes in the operation of the Union.
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MepiAnwn This briefing prepared by the Economic Governance Support Unit is an update of a note that was initially provided to
CON Members in advance of an ad-hoc Exchange of views with Eurogroup President Jeroen Dijsselbloem and
Managing Director of the ESM Klaus Regling, which took place on 10 November 2015.
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MepiAnwn Since 2010, the ECB — in particular as a component of the so-called Troika - has been providing technical
assistance/advice in the design and adoption of measures for contributing to the financial stability of crisis-hit countries.
The ECB’s role has been especially - but not exclusively - important in decisions concerning the recapitalization of
national financial systems. Actions taken by the ECB in that context have been sometimes criticized as undemocratic
and questioned for granting an excessive power to the institution and interfering with Member States' national
sovereignty. The notes in this compilation by key monetary experts discuss the pros and cons of these ECB actions in
the light of ECB mandate and its institutional dimension.

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MepiAnwn Eurogroup President Jeroen Dijsselbloem and Managing Director of the ESM Klaus Regling have been invited for an
ad hoc Exchange of views relating to the macro-economic adjustment programme for Greece. Jeroen Dijsselbloem
has been Eurogroup President since 21 January 2013. He was re-appointed for a second term on 13 July 2015. As the
President of the Eurogroup, he is also chairing the Board of Governors of the European Stability Mechanism (ESM).
Klaus Regling has been Managing Director of the ESM since its inauguration on 8 October 2012. His term of office
lasts for 5 years and may be renewed only once. Note that the Eurogroup is to discuss the state of play regarding the
implementation of Greece's economic adjustment programme at its meeting of 9 November 2015.
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MepiAnwn IFRS 9 introduces new impairment rules responding to the G20 critique that IAS 39 results in the delayed and
insufficient recognition of credit losses. In a case study of a Greek government bond for the period 2009 to 2011 when
Greece’s credit rating declined sharply, this study highlights the discretion that preparers have when estimating
impairments. IFRS 9 relies more on management expectations and will lead to earlier impairments. However, these
appear still delayed and low if compared to the fair value losses.

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MepiAnwn This briefing includes a state of play of issues dealt with by the Single Supervisory Mechanism, a short summary of two
expert papers assessing the progress made by those banks which failed the stress tests published in October 2014,
and an analysis of the evolution of SSM banks' financial positions from 2013 to June 2015.
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Europe is confronted with the most serious refugee crisis since World War 1. Wars, conflicts and persecution
worldwide have forced more than 59 million people to flee their homes and seek safety elsewhere, according to the UN
Refugee Agency. The unprecedented migratory flows to Europe have put enormous pressure on the asylum systems
of the frontline Member States. In response, the Commission has proposed, the Parliament has supported, and the
Council has adopted a set of emergency measures for relocating 160 000 asylum-seekers from the frontline Member
States to other Member States. To this end, the Council decided on 14 September 2015 to relocate 40 000 asylum-
seekers from Italy and Greece to other Member States. In addition, the Council agreed on 22 September 2015 a
further temporary relocation scheme for an additional 120 000 asylum-seekers from Greece and Italy. Furthermore, the
Commission proposed on 9 September 2015 to create a permanent relocation mechanism for all Member States, as
well as a number of other concrete measures to better manage the exceptional migratory flows to Europe.
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Conceived at the Bretton Woods conference in 1944, the International Monetary Fund (IMF) officially came into
existence on 27 December 1945 and started operations in 1947. Its primary purpose is to ensure the stability of the
international monetary system — the system of exchange rates and international payments that enables countries (and
their citizens) to transact with each other. The IMF has 188 member countries, all of which are represented in the
highest decision-making body, the Board of Governors. This body elects or appoints the 24 Executive Directors of the
Executive Board, responsible for the Fund's daily operations. The IMF has a quota system, which determines the
maximum amount of financial resources that each country should make available to the IMF, what voting power it has
and how much financing it can obtain from the IMF. The IMF provides several facilities for concessional (i.e. at no, or
below market rate, interest) and non-concessional lending that member countries can request, normally with
quantitative and structural conditions attached. In 2010, the Board of Governors agreed on a package of far-reaching
reforms of IMF quotas and the IMF's governance. These would give emerging market economies bigger influence on
IMF decisions. The reforms, however, have been blocked, since the US Congress has still not ratified them.
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This paper forms part of a series of nine studies on the role of the European Union in international economic fora,
prepared by Policy Department A at the request of the Committee on Economic and Monetary Affairs of the European
Parliament. It provides factual background information about the International Monetary Fund (IMF) as well as about
the EU’s relations with the IMF (both in terms of the IMF's role in the EU and the EU’s role, representation and impact
in the IMF). The paper focuses in particular on the impact of IMF-EU relations in the wake of the financial crisis and
explores issues of accountability, transparency and options for increased legitimacy also in the context of the “Troika”
programmes across Europe, particularly in Greece. The strong influence of European policy-makers and institutions in
the context of the “Troika” programmes raise not only fundamental questions about the future of EU-IMF relations, but
also about transparency, legitimacy and accountability of financial assistance programmes as well as global and
European global economic governance. The paper also considers wider reflections by non-EU members of the IMF on
the more intensified involvement of the IMF in European affairs and provides ten concrete recommendations to
members of the European Parliament.
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This document presents employment and social developments in Greece up to 2015, by tracing the record of reforms
and examining indicators since the years before the beginning of the crisis. In December 2014, the Greek crisis had
decreased national income by 25%, compared to 2007. The postponement of necessary reforms was prominent
among the causes of the crisis, and during the crisis the gaps in the social protection system delayed adjustments and
worsened the impact of austerity measures. The reform agenda was assigned a key role and institutional reforms,
started in 2010, are still incomplete. Unemployment and poverty mostly hit younger people, for whom a system
focused on pensions offers no help. The third bailout agreement involves the completion of the reform agenda and
addresses criticisms expressed against earlier programmes.

This document was requested by the EMPL Committee and provided by the Policy Department A and the Economic
Governance Support unit.
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On 17 July 2015, the European Commission proposed, as an exceptional measure, to amend the common rules
governing the implementation of the five European Structural and Investment Funds, to provide immediate liquidity to
Greece and help the country make full use of available EU funding to finance investment and economic activity. This
follows the decisions taken at the Euro Summit of 12 July 2015, which paved the way for a new support programme for
Greece.

On 30 June 2015, Greece defaulted on an IMF loan. Due to lack of agreement between the Greek Government and
the Eurogroup, the financial assistance programme from the European Financial Stability Facility expired on the same
day. After tense negotiations during extraordinary summit meetings and the looming danger of Greece leaving the euro
area, a preliminary agreement was finally reached on 13 July 2015. The heads of state or government of the euro area
held an extraordinary Euro Summit meeting on the financial situation in Greece. The agreement adopted unanimously
provides a roadmap for further discussions and a potential third bail-out programme (ESM loan) for Greece of up to
€86 billion for a period of three years. The envisaged new three-year assistance programme (July 2015 - July 2018)
requires several conditions to be fulfilled by the Greek authorities. These include the transfer of 'valuable' Greek assets
to an independent fund. This fund will monetise these assets (target: €50 billion) in order to help to recapitalise Greek
banks (€25 billion), to reduce the debt to GDP ratio (€12.5 billion) and to be disbursed for investment (€12.5 billion). On
15 July 2015, the Greek Parliament adopted the first set of reform measures required. In addition, the consent of
national parliaments in several euro area Member States has been, or is being, sought in order to pave the way for the
third bail-out programme for Greece. The European Commission has proposed a bridging loan of €7 billion (using
funds from the EFSM) to Greece, enabling it to repay its immediate obligations to the ECB and the IMF by 20 July.

MepiAnwn What was intended to be a scheduled European Council on 25/26 June 2015 with a comprehensive draft agenda
became a crisis European Council. Originally its agenda comprised initiatives corresponding to five of European
Commission President Jean-Claude Juncker's ten political guidelines. However, and as predicted in the EPRS Outlook
for the European Council, the Heads of State or Government spent much time discussing current developments in the
Mediterranean and the future of Greece within the euro area, while issues such as CSDP, the digital single market and
the European Semester received less attention than had been originally envisaged. The European Council's
Conclusions nevertheless managed to address security and defence issues, jobs growth and competitiveness.
Particular attention was paid to the topic of migration while the United Kingdom's plan for a referendum on Europe was
also addressed.

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Swiss decision to discontinue its exchange rate ceiling

to the euro that day. This currency move has had, and will continue to have, an impact both on the Swiss and the euro
area economies: the system that has been in place is described briefly below as well as the consequences of the
Bank's decision.

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The Commissioner-designate for Migration and Home Affairs is Dimitris Avramopoulos (Greece). His hearing will take

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Europe faces major social challenges, in which fiscal consolidation may have played a role. This Policy Department A
study aims to provide the Committee for Employment and Social Affairs with an analysis of the speed and composition
of fiscal consolidation strategies. It describes major social developments in Europe, with a focus on poverty, and
considers and interprets the links between fiscal consolidation measures and social developments.
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This study examines the strengths and weaknesses of dual education/apprenticeships and explores policy
developments in the EU- 28 in relation to the introduction and/or improvement of apprenticeship schemes. The study is
based on data from a variety of sources, including academic literature and in-depth research in 10 EU countries. It
identifies the characteristics of four main forms of VET delivery in relation to the role of work-based learning and
suggests ways that countries could promote apprenticeships within the context of their educational, social and
economic frameworks. It also provides recommendations to country and European policy makers that may be used to
improve the vocational and training offer across Europe.
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State-of-Play in Implementing Macroeconomic Adjustment Programmes in the Euro Area
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Two of the four macroeconomic adjustment programmes, Portugal and Ireland’s, can be considered a success in the
sense that the initial expectations in terms of adjustment, both fiscal and external, were broadly fulfilled. A rebound
based on exports has taken hold in these two countries, but a full recovery will take years. In Greece the initial plans
were insufficient. While the strong impact of the fiscal adjustment on demand could have been partially anticipated at
the time, the resistance to structural reforms was more surprising and remains difficult to cure. The fiscal adjustment is
now almost completed, but the external adjustment has not proceeded well. Exports are stagnating despite impressive
falls in wage costs. In Cyprus, the outcome has so far been less severe than initially feared. It is still too early to find
robust evidence in any country that the programmes have increased the long-term growth potential. Survey-based
evidence suggests that structural reforms have not yet taken hold. The EU-led macroeconomic adjustment
programmes outside the euro area (e.g. Latvia) seem to have been much stricter, but the adjustment was quicker and
followed by a stronger rebound.
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This study provides a systematic evaluation of financial assistance for Greece, Ireland, Portugal and Cyprus. All four
programmes, and in particular the Greek one, are very large financially compared to previous international
programmes because macroeconomic imbalances and the loss of price competitiveness that accumulated prior to the
programmes were exceptional. Yet programmes were based on far too optimistic assumptions about adjustment and
recovery in Greece and Portugal. In all four countries, unemployment increased much more significantly than
expected. Although fiscal targets were broadly respected, debt-to-GDP ratios ballooned in excess of expectations due
to sharp GDP contraction. The GDP deterioration was due to four factors: larger-than-expected fiscal multipliers, a
poorer external environment, including an open discussion about euro area break-up, an underestimation of the initial
challenge and the weakness of administrative systems and of political ownership. The focus of surveillance of
conditionality evolved from fiscal consolidation to growth-enhancing structural measures. The Greek programme is the
least successful one. Ireland successfully ended the programme in December 2013, but problems remain in the
banking system. Exit from the Portuguese programme in May 2014 appears feasible but it should be accompanied by
a precautionary credit line. It is too early to make pronouncements on the Cypriot programme, which only started in
May 2013, but it can safely be said that there have been major collective failures of both national and EU institutions in
the run-up of the programme.
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This paper gives an overview of state-of-play in implementing macro-economic adjustment programmes in the euro
area and of Eurogroup work programme for spring 2014, including implementation of Country Specific
Recommendations.
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Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia: still awaiting the green light for enlargement talks
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The former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia obtained the status of candidate country in December 2005. The
European Commission's annual progress reports since 2009 have consistently recommended the opening of
negotiations. However, the name issue still appears the main stumbling block. The dispute arose in 1991, when the
former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia seceded from Yugoslavia and declared independence under the name
"Republic of Macedonia".

MepiAnwn This document presents the recommendations made to Greece by the EU and the IMF before it requested financial
assistance.
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The notes in this compilation examine the challenges stemming from the accessto finance of SMEs and discuss
available policy options to address the problem. The notes include a review of recent proposals put forward by the
ECB, the European Investment Bank and the European Commission to support private lending to small and medium
size enterprises (SMEs). Experts broadly agreed that the current fragmentation in financial markets is largely the result
of severe market failures (externalities) in the allocation of key inputs, including finance. High unemployment and
externalities would argue in favour of public intervention for a greater and easier access to finance for SMEs. However,
past experiences have shown that without repairing bank balance sheets and resuming economic growth, targeted
initiatives to help SME financing - particularly in distress EU countries - will have limited success. Ultimately, it is the
improvement in financial markets and the return of trust that will make the difference. To this purpose, a rapid
conclusion of a full and genuine banking union was considered to be key.
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Due to the financial crisis, some European countries were forced to ask for financial assistance. In return they
committed to implement austerity measures and structural changes including labour market reforms. These measures
have been criticized for having negative effects on social dialogue and human rights, and not respecting international
treaties.
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Social dimension of austerity measures: Cases of four EU countries in receipt of financial assistance
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In the aftermath of the financial and economic crisis, Member States that requested financial assistance have sought
to reduce deficits through a series of austerity measures. However research suggests that these spending cuts and tax
increases may be associated with economic contraction, rising unemployment, growing inequalities and other negative
social consequences. A comprehensive impact assessment of austerity measures is needed.
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This note provides an overview of the itinerary of equality legislation and policies in Greece since the 1980s in the
areas of employment, work/family reconciliation, decision-making, health and violence against women. the
achievements and gains of the pre-2009 period are at risk in the current climate of the most severe recession which
the country has known since the end of World War Il. Special attention is paid to the aspects of equality most affected
by the austerity measures requiring intervention.
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This report provides an overview on the social and employment situation in Greece, as well as an overview on the
policies put forward as a response to the crisis in the areas of employment, poverty and social exclusion. A special
section in the report is allocated to the overview of presidency priorities. The last section of the report addresses
current important issues in employment and social affairs.
