An independent media is a pillar of democracy and an important part of the economy, helping to shape public opinion
and hold those in power to account. In recent years, however, there have been increasingly worrying trends across the
European Union (EU), as documented in the annual rule of law reports by the European Commission, and by other
tools such as the Media Pluralism Monitor. Tabled on 16 September 2022, the proposed European media freedom act
(EMFA) would introduce a new set of rules to promote media pluralism and independence across the EU. The aim is to
prevent political interference in editorial decisions and ensure transparency of media ownership. The proposed act
seeks to protect journalists from having to disclose their sources and from the use of spyware against them. It also sets
requirements for audience measurement systems and transparent allocation of state advertising. Media content would
be better protected against online content removal, and a new European board for media services would be
established. The Council and Parliament reached a political agreement on 15 December 2023. The Council (at
Coreper level) endorsed the agreed text on 19 January 2024. Parliament's plenary vote is scheduled for March 2024.

The impact assessment (IA) defines in sufficient detail the problem, its drivers and the need to protect media pluralism
and independence in the EU. While it duly explains that the problems identified affect the 'entire information
ecosystem', their geographical scale is not very clear. The IA examines three options, with different packages of
measures with a gradually increasing level of approximation of certain aspects of national frameworks relating to media
pluralism and independence. Costs and benefits of each option have been thoroughly identified and analysed,
including who would be affected and how. The IA contains a section on the SME test, explaining the impact of the
different policy options on SMEs and suggesting that SMEs would be among those benefitting the most. Moreover, the
IA refers to the impacts on citizens, who are expected to benefit from more diverse and independent reporting, reduced
risk of disinformation, and higher level of trust in the media. Based on the comparison of options and their impacts in
terms of effectiveness, efficiency, coherence and proportionality, the choice of the preferred option appears logical.
However, the explanation of why option 2 is preferred to option 3 (and sub-option A to sub option B) could have been
more in-depth. The IA appears to be based on extensive data, public consultation activities, position papers, reports,
and two external studies. However, it could have better referenced the data and provided accessible links to all public
sources. Overwhelming and unified support of all stakeholders for any package of measures appears to be lacking,
and the |A would have benefitted from a more transparent and consolidated presentation of stakeholder views and
data gathered during consultations. Coherence with other EU legislation appears to be duly identified and taken into
account.

A comparison of the services offers which the European Union has made for the negotiations on the EU-US
Transatlantic Trade and Investment Partnership (TTIP) and the Trade in Services Agreement (TiSA) shows that, in
general, both treaties follow similar approaches and points of difference are minor; both TiSA and TTIP apply a positive
listing approach in regards to market access and negative listing in regards to national treatment, and the rules
governing market access and national treatment do not differ between the two agreements. The most significant
differences in sector-specific provisions are featured in the transport sector and educational services, while the highest
harmonisation of provisions is in the energy sector and communications. Overall, the service provisions in TiSA and
TTIP are very similar, although it seems that the level of trade liberalization is higher is TiSA.

Many observers believe that Europe is at the beginning of a new industrial revolution, considered to be the fourth such
leap forward and hence labelled Industry 4.0. The ubiquitous use of sensors, the expansion of wireless communication
and networks, the deployment of increasingly intelligent robots and machines — as well as increased computing power
at lower cost and the development of 'big data' analytics — has the potential to transform the way goods are
manufactured in Europe. This new, digital industrial revolution holds the promise of increased flexibility in
manufacturing, mass customisation, increased speed, better quality and improved productivity. However to capture
these benefits, enterprises will need to invest in equipment, information and communication technologies (ICTs) and
data analysis as well as the integration of data flows throughout the global value chain. The EU supports industrial
change through its industrial policy and through research and infrastructure funding. Member States are also
sponsoring national initiatives such as Industrie 4.0 in Germany, the Factory of the Future in France and lItaly, and
Catapult centres in the UK. However challenges remain. The need for investment, changing business models, data
issues, legal questions of liability and intellectual property, standards, and skills mismatches are among the challenges
that must be met if benefits are to be gained from new manufacturing and industrial technologies. If these obstacles
can be overcome, Industry 4.0 may help to reverse the past decline in industrialisation and increase total value added
from manufacturing to a targeted 20% of all value added by 2020.
