Resumen An independent media is a pillar of democracy and an important part of the economy, helping to shape public opinion
and hold those in power to account. In recent years, however, there have been increasingly worrying trends across the
European Union (EU), as documented in the annual rule of law reports by the European Commission, and by other
tools such as the Media Pluralism Monitor. Tabled on 16 September 2022, the proposed European media freedom act
(EMFA) would introduce a new set of rules to promote media pluralism and independence across the EU. The aim is to
prevent political interference in editorial decisions and ensure transparency of media ownership. The proposed act
seeks to protect journalists from having to disclose their sources and from the use of spyware against them. It also sets
requirements for audience measurement systems and transparent allocation of state advertising. Media content would
be better protected against online content removal, and a new European board for media services would be
established. The Council and Parliament reached a political agreement on 15 December 2023. The Council (at
Coreper level) endorsed the agreed text on 19 January 2024. Parliament's plenary vote is scheduled for March 2024.

Resumen The impact assessment (IA) defines in sufficient detail the problem, its drivers and the need to protect media pluralism
and independence in the EU. While it duly explains that the problems identified affect the 'entire information
ecosystem', their geographical scale is not very clear. The IA examines three options, with different packages of
measures with a gradually increasing level of approximation of certain aspects of national frameworks relating to media
pluralism and independence. Costs and benefits of each option have been thoroughly identified and analysed,
including who would be affected and how. The IA contains a section on the SME test, explaining the impact of the
different policy options on SMEs and suggesting that SMEs would be among those benefitting the most. Moreover, the
IA refers to the impacts on citizens, who are expected to benefit from more diverse and independent reporting,
reduced risk of disinformation, and higher level of trust in the media. Based on the comparison of options and their
impacts in terms of effectiveness, efficiency, coherence and proportionality, the choice of the preferred option appears
logical. However, the explanation of why option 2 is preferred to option 3 (and sub-option A to sub option B) could have
been more in-depth. The IA appears to be based on extensive data, public consultation activities, position papers,
reports, and two external studies. However, it could have better referenced the data and provided accessible links to
all public sources. Overwhelming and unified support of all stakeholders for any package of measures appears to be
lacking, and the IA would have benefitted from a more transparent and consolidated presentation of stakeholder views
and data gathered during consultations. Coherence with other EU legislation appears to be duly identified and taken
into account.

Resumen Since 2012 media freedom has been in general decline. While statistics for the 2002-2021 time-period show that the
number of killings of journalists has declined somewhat in recent years (since 2013), there has been a marked erosion
of legally enabling environments and an increase in other damaging forms of targeted attacks on the media.

Imprisonments are on the rise while online spaces are becoming increasingly
hostile and replete with gender-based hate speech. Countering the wide range of overt and covert threats will require
an unequivocal reversal of global trends towards authoritarian controls and suppression of independent media. To
undertake this, the European Parliament and concerned institutions need access to reliable data which reflects the
realities of the multiple threats that impede the work of journalists globally.

Resumen On 17-19 September, Russia will hold elections at local, regional and national level, most importantly to the State
Duma, the lower house of the Federal Assembly. Four hundred and fifty deputies will be elected for a five-year term.
Ever since 2003, the State Duma has been dominated by the pro-Putin United Russia party, which currently holds a
three-quarters supermajority. With the ruling party clearly in charge, the parliament serves as little more than a rubber
stamp for Kremlin and government initiatives. In Russia's system of managed democracy, the main role of the
parliamentary opposition is to preserve an appearance of political pluralism, while carefully excluding most regime
critics. Following the June 2020 constitutional referendum, which opened the door to President Vladimir Putin
potentially staying on until 2036, the authorities moved to eliminate the few remaining pockets of resistance.
Opposition activist Alexey Navalny is now in jail, and many other regime opponents are either facing criminal charges
or have left the country. Even though United Russia faces no real electoral competition, it may struggle to repeat its
2016 performance. Voters are alienated by the party's reputation for corruption and the generally unpromising context
of political and economic stagnation. Opinion polls suggest that its majority will be reduced, possibly below the two-
thirds threshold needed to adopt constitutional changes; nevertheless, the party is virtually guaranteed to win. Many
observers see the elections, and the wave of repression preceding them, as the latest stage in Russia's transition from
flawed democracy to fully fledged authoritarian state.

Resumen Having considered the possibility of merging the Creative Europe programme with other programmes supporting
European values, rights and justice, the European Commission has decided to continue the Creative Europe
programme as a stand-alone programme, increasing its budget by 17 %.

The
Parliament, Council and Commission started trilogue negotiations in autumn 2019. After an almost year-long break, the
negotiations resumed in the second half of 2020 when the Council, the Commission and the EP reached a common
agreement. The new programme was then finally adopted in May 2021, but applies with retroactive effect from 1

Resumen Media pluralism is an essential condition for any democratic society. It constitutes a source of access to a plurality of
editorial lines and analyses, opinions and issues expressed, as well as a coexistence of public and private service
media.

As the coronavirus pandemic continues to have significant ramifications for public
health, social welfare and the economy, the crisis also presents a significant threat to media freedom. Media freedom
proponents have warned that governments across the world could use the coronavirus emergency as a pretext for the
implementation of new, draconian restrictions on free expression, as well as to increase press censorship. In many
countries, the crisis has been exploited for just such reasons, with political leaders using it as a justification for
additional restrictions on media freedom. In its 2020 World Press Freedom Index, RSF argues that certain
governments have used the crisis to impose media restrictions that in ordinary times would be impossible.

It has
recently addressed the issue of the effectiveness of press freedom as an EU fundamental right and an objective EU
value, in view of the scarce possibility for the EU institutions to act to enforce respect for EU fundamental rights and
values by Member States.

The study analyses the overall legal framework and its unsatisfactory levels of implementation, the role and
the independence of PSB, the media market, and the status of journalists. It also outlines country-specific profiles,
regarding these categories.
The paper outlines and analyses the current EU policies and financial instruments to foster media freedom and media
pluralism in the region, including the Stabilisation and Association Process and specific acquis. It also analyses the
issues in the context of the EU ‘internal’ and ‘external’ policy on media freedom and media pluralism. The study
outlines the complementary roles of the CoE and the OSCE as setting common standards on media freedom in
Europe and the EU institutions as being the main engine and guarantor for their implementation. Finally, the
recommendations point towards the EU establishing a more long-term, integrated and comprehensive strategy of
external help, monitoring and capacity building, as well as further co-ordination with the CoE and OSCE.
