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Összefoglaló The EU is an important market for illicit drugs (hereinafter referred to as drugs), both in terms of consumption and
production. An estimated 29 % of European adults aged 15-65 have used drugs at least once in their lifetime, the
majority of them being men. Cannabis remains by far the most used drug, followed by cocaine, MDMA (ecstasy or
molly) and amphetamines. Drugs have been claiming an increasing number of lives in the EU since 2012, but their
impact goes far beyond the harm caused by their use. The drugs market is the largest criminal market in the EU, with
an estimated minimum retail value of €30 billion per year in the EU alone. Over a third of the organised crime groups
active in the EU are involved in the trade in drugs, which, besides generating massive criminal profits and inflicting
substantial harm, incites associated violence. Drug markets furthermore have links with wider criminal activity,
including terrorism; they have a negative impact on the legal economy and communities, cause environmental damage
and can fuel corruption and undermine governance. Drugs have been trafficked into and through the EU for decades,
but they are also increasingly produced in the EU, for both local and global markets, as is the case for cannabis and
synthetic drugs such as amphetamines. In fact, the trade in synthetic drugs in the EU is unique compared to other
substances, as the production of these drugs and new psychoactive substances in most cases takes place in the EU.
In 2021, around 1 million seizures of drugs were reported in the EU-27 plus Norway and Türkiye. Although the EU
Member States carry the primary responsibility for developing their drug policy and legislation, cross-border
cooperation is paramount in the fight against drugs. With the problem constantly expanding in scale and complexity,
the EU has been increasingly active since the early 1990s, particularly with respect to law enforcement, health-related
issues and the detection and risk assessment of new psychoactive substances. This is an update of a briefing
published in September 2021.
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Összefoglaló Draft amending budget No 4/2022 (DAB 4/2022) to the EU's 2022 general budget aims to update the revenue side,
taking into account the updated own resources forecast and other revenues, such as the United Kingdom (UK)
contribution and fines. DAB 4/2022 also includes two expenditure-related adjustments: budgetary nomenclature
allowing resources to be transferred to the REPowerEU chapter of the Recovery and Resilience Facility (RRF); and
additional staff requested for Eurojust. The European Parliament is expected to vote on the Council position on DAB
4/2022 during its October II plenary session.

Összefoglaló The EU has made substantial progress in terms of protecting its citizens since the early 1990s. This has often been in
response to dramatic incidents, such as murders committed by the mafia or other organised crime groups or big
money-laundering scandals, or to negative trends, such as the steep increase in migrant smuggling and trafficking in
human beings following the 2015 migration crisis. More recently, it was necessary to respond to the sharp rise in
cybercrime, fraud and counterfeiting during the coronavirus pandemic. Criminal organisations continue to pose big
risks to the EU's internal security. A rising number of organised crime groups are active in EU territory, often with
cross-border reach. Organised crime is furthermore an increasingly dynamic and complex phenomenon, with new
criminal markets and modi operandi emerging under the influence of globalisation and new technologies in particular.
While the impact of serious and organised crime on the EU economy is considerable, there are also significant political
and social costs, as well as negative effects on the wellbeing of EU citizens. As organised crime has become more
interconnected, international and digital, Member States – which remain responsible for operational activities in the
area of police and judicial cooperation –rely increasingly on cross-border and EU-level cooperation to support their law
enforcement authorities on the ground. Recognising the severity of the problem and the need for coordinated action,
the EU has initiated several measures to encourage closer cooperation between Member States; it has furthermore
adopted common legal, judicial and investigative frameworks to address organised crime. The European Parliament
has made fighting organised crime a political priority and helped shape the relevant EU legislation. Future EU action
will focus on implementing existing rules, improving operational cooperation – even beyond the EU's boundaries – and
information-sharing, while also addressing some of the main criminal activities of organised crime groups.
Furthermore, the EU aims to make sure that crime does not pay. This is an updated version of a briefing from
September 2020.
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Összefoglaló Since the start of Russia's war on Ukraine there has been mounting evidence of what may constitute violations of
international criminal law in the conduct of the war. Active investigations into alleged core international crimes (which
are classified as war crimes, crimes against humanity and genocide) have begun, with the involvement of the
Ukrainian authorities, the International Criminal Court, and other international organisations. The EU is playing an
active role in this process, with Eurojust assisting a Joint Investigation Team established by Ukraine, Poland and
Lithuania, and with the participation of a number of other Member States. The Office of the Prosecutor of the
International Criminal Court is also participating, the first time it has joined a Joint Investigation Team. However,
investigations of the crime of aggression, relating to Russia's invasion of Ukraine, are hampered by the fact that neither
Russia nor Ukraine are signatories of the Statute of Rome, which established the International Criminal Court and
brought this crime within its jurisdiction. This briefing discusses investigations into core international crimes in Ukraine.
It looks at the identification, gathering and assessment of information to ensure that it is admissible as evidence in
trials of those accused of these crimes. It also analyses the specific challenges involved in the assessment of digital
information and how to ensure that it is properly evaluated in an era of deepfakes and digital manipulation.
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Összefoglaló In an unprecedented and unanimous reaction to Russia's war on Ukraine that began on 24 February 2022, the EU
swiftly decided to make available €500 million from the European Peace Facility – followed soon after by additional
financing – to fund EU military assistance and to deliver military equipment to Ukraine. For the first time in its history,
the EU is now using a dedicated, although off-budget, tool to finance – but not to deliver, with that responsibility falling
on Member States alone – lethal military equipment to a third country. This is a further update of a publication, the
previous edition of which was released on 30 March 2022.
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Összefoglaló Unequivocal support for the European perspective of Western Balkan countries was reiterated by participants at the
EU-Western Balkans summit in Brdo on 6 October 2021, as well as in the European Commission's October 2021
enlargement package reports. Nevertheless, the Commission insists that all countries in the region need to continue to
accelerate and deepen reforms on independence of the judiciary, the fight against corruption, and the fight against
transnational organised crime. Progress on the rule of law is part of the ‘fundamentals’, that remain open throughout
accession negotiations, as it is considered essential and will determine the overall pace of the negotiations.
International cooperation, such as agreements and joint actions with Europol, Eurojust, and Frontex are crucial as well.
The European Parliament is set to vote during the December 2021 plenary session on an own-initiative report on
cooperation in the fight against organised crime in the Western Balkans.
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Összefoglaló On 1 May 2021, the Trade and Cooperation Agreement (TCA) between the European Union (EU) and the United
Kingdom (UK) entered into force, having been provisionally applied since 1 January 2021. One of the areas covered by
the TCA, in its Part Three, is security cooperation between EU and UK law enforcement and judicial authorities in
criminal matters. The 13 titles under Part Three contain extensive provisions aimed at enabling the continuation of
information exchange, including personal data, between competent authorities in the UK and the EU Member States,
as well as cooperation related to the surrender of wanted persons. Part Three also provides for close links with Europol
and Eurojust, the EU's agencies for, respectively, law enforcement and criminal justice cooperation, although limited by
the UK's third-country status. Rules on exchange of information related to criminal records, on mutual legal assistance,
on freezing and confiscation of criminal property, as well as on fighting money laundering and terrorist financing, are
also covered by Part Three of the TCA. A specific political mechanism will be relied on to settle disputes. While
enabling unprecedented cooperation between the EU and the UK as a third country, the TCA reduces the UK's access
to EU databases and marks a return to divergence, especially as the agreement excludes the jurisdiction of the EU
Court of Justice. In addition, the disapplication of the mutual recognition principle and of the EU Charter of
Fundamental Rights in relation to the UK brings the challenge of maintaining mutual trust in security cooperation to the
fore. In this context, the conditionality linking suspension or termination of Part Three to UK respect of its commitments
to fundamental rights, including under the European Convention on Human Rights, as well as in relation to personal
data protection, has been welcomed by many.
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Összefoglaló In December 2019, Eurojust became the European Union Agency for Criminal Justice Cooperation. The agency aims
at fighting serious cross-border crimes by strengthening coordination and cooperation among the competent judicial
authorities of the Member States. The agency's most recent activity report shows that criminal activities are increasing
despite the restrictions brought about as a result of the coronavirus pandemic. In fact, since the outbreak of the
pandemic, the Agency has worked on 3 240 new cases, of which 164 were related to Covid 19. The consistent growth
in cases treated by Eurojust in recent years shows the need for cooperation between competent authorities in the
Member States and third countries to share information, and receive guidance and support in the fight against serious
crimes. When Eurojust was set up in 2002, the idea was to create a similar and parallel body to Europol, the EU law
enforcement agency. In 2009, the Lisbon Treaty, and in particular Article 85 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the
European Union (TFEU), opened up new possibilities to further strengthen Eurojust's cooperation and coordination
roles. Some academics even argue that it paved the way to move from 'coordination' to 'integration' in criminal justice
policy. According to Article 85 TFEU, Eurojust may initiate criminal investigations and propose the launch of criminal
prosecutions; and has an enhanced role in coordinating these activities; as well as facilitating judicial cooperation,
including by resolving potential conflicts of jurisdiction. Following the entry into force of the new regulation in 2019, the
competences of Eurojust are clearly established, and Annex I of the same regulation lists the types of serious crime for
which Eurojust is competent. Moreover, the democratic oversight of Eurojust is strengthened, due to regular reporting
to the European Parliament and national parliaments.

Összefoglaló The common values of democracy, the rule of law and fundamental rights (DRF) lie at the heart of the European
integration process and are central to the values of the European Union (EU). In practice, however, individual and
collective (lack of) Member State action can undermine these common values. This situation applied before the
outbreak of the coronavirus crisis, but some of the national measures taken since the outbreak of the pandemic have
tested the resilience of these values further. More generally, the EU's response to DRF violations has so far not
comprehensively tackled the problem. The status quo can result in impunity for criminal activities, as prosecutors are
unwilling or unable to take on certain cases, as well as violations of human dignity and fundamental rights. It also
denies opportunities for individuals to live out their human potential, and take advantage of economic opportunities, as
well as eroding the basis for mutual trust among national administrative and judicial authorities. This Briefing puts
forward a set of proposals aimed at enhancing the EU's resilience to DRF violations. It focuses in particular on
possibilities for the European Parliament and national parliaments, with their dual mandate from EU citizens, to jointly
strengthen their monitoring and investigative capabilities. In particular, they could build on their general resources to
evaluate the implementation of (EU) law and further coordinate their tools to ensure the democratic accountability of
Member State governments.
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Összefoglaló The highlight of the October I plenary session was the debate on the preparation of the European Council meeting on
18 and 19 October 2018. The series of debates on the Future of Europe continued, this time with the Prime Minister of
Estonia, Jüri Ratas. Montenegro's President, Milo Đukanović, also addressed Parliament in a formal sitting. Parliament
adopted, inter alia, legislative proposals on: audiovisual media services; VAT rules; strengthening the EU Agency for
Criminal Justice Cooperation (Eurojust); mutual recognition of freezing and confiscation of criminal assets; the free flow
of non-personal data within the EU; health technology assessment; and emission performance standards for new
passenger cars and light commercial vehicles. Parliament also voted its public procurement package, as well as a
report on an amending budget regarding changes to pre-accession aid to Turkey.
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Összefoglaló Since its creation in 2002, Eurojust has become a central player in judicial cooperation in criminal matters. Considering
the expected rise in international criminal activity in the coming years, there is a need to reinforce its role and enhance
its efficiency in tackling cross-border criminality. Article 85 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the EU (TFEU) provides
for such a possibility. During its October I plenary session, the Parliament is expected to vote on a proposal for a
regulation that aims to modernise the Agency's legal framework and streamline its functioning and structure.
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Összefoglaló This study, commissioned by the European Parliament’s Policy Department for Citizens’ Rights and Constitutional
Affairs at the request of the LIBE Committee, provides expertise on the legal, institutional and technical implications of
the UK’s future relationship with the EU after Brexit in the areas of police cooperation and judicial cooperation in
criminal matters (Chapters 4 and 5 of Title V TFEU).
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Összefoglaló In the European Union, several institutions, agencies and other bodies (collectively referred to as 'EU authorities') are
concerned with preventing and combating fraud related to the EU budget. These EU authorities, and the activities they
carry out – including policy-making, monitoring and operational tasks – make up a multi-layered network in which
Member States and international organisations are also included. At the domestic level, national authorities contribute
by detecting, prosecuting and reporting fraudulent behaviour in the use of European Union funds to the European
Commission. At the same time, a number of international organisations coordinate efforts across countries and legal
systems to combat fraud. The present analysis offers an overview of this network, with a focus on the European Union
institutional framework.
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Külső szerző The external study was written by Dr Francesco Ragazzi (Assistant Professor at Leiden University, the Netherlands)
and Josh Walmsley (Independent Researcher) at the request of the Ex-Post Evaluation Unit of the Directorate for
Impact Assessment and European Added Value, within the Directorate-General for Parliamentary Research Services
(EPRS) of the Secretariat of the European Parliament.
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Összefoglaló Since the Syrian conflict began in 2011, thousands of EU nationals have travelled or attempted to travel in conflict
zones in Iraq and Syria to join insurgent terrorist groups, such as ISIL/Da'esh ('Islamic State'). Of those, it has been
estimated that around 30 % have already returned to their home countries. The issue of foreign fighters has been high
on the political agenda at both Member State and EU level for the last five years and touches upon a wide range of
policies: policies related to the prevention of radicalisation; to information exchange at EU level; to criminal justice
responses to returnees; to disengagement/deradicalisation inside and outside prisons. This study aims at outlining the
EU response to the issue of returning foreign fighters and their families. It furthermore examines how six Member
States have responded to this phenomenon so far (Belgium, Denmark, Germany, France, the Netherlands and the
UK). These Member States are confronted with significant challenges in dealing with foreign fighters that combine
legal, ethical and practical questions regarding their obligations and capabilities as regards the handling of the foreign
fighters still abroad and the returnees already on EU soil. Meanwhile, Member States' existing programmes aiming at
tackling radicalisation are difficult to evaluate, leading to uncertainties as regards the efficiency of current practices.
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Összefoglaló In 2016, 19 080 irregularities affecting the EU budget were reported to the Commission, which is a decrease of 15 % in
comparison to 2015. Furthermore, the value of irregularities decreased by 8 % from €3.21 billion in 2015 to €2.97
billion in 2016. Of the total, 1 410 fraudulent irregularities were reported, involving €391 million.

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Összefoglaló This study, commissioned by the European Parliament's Policy Department for Citizens' Rights and Constitutional
Affairs at the request of the LIBE Committee, provides an overview of the drug policies in international fora, at EU
level, in seven Member States and in three non-EU countries. The study highlights the very different approaches taken
and their varying level of effectiveness.
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Összefoglaló This study, commissioned by the European Parliament’s Policy Department for Citizens' Rights and Constitutional
Affairs at the request of the LIBE Committee, analyses the proposal for a Regulation establishing the EPPO. The
evolution of the text is analysed through a comparison between the initial Commission proposal and the current version
of the text (dated of 28 October 2016). The paper assesses whether the EPPO, as it is currently envisaged, would fit
the objectives assigned to it, whether it will have some added value, and whether it will be able to function efficiently
and in full respect of fundamental rights. It focuses on the main issues at stake and controversial points of discussion,
namely the EPPO institutional design, some material issues, its procedural framework, and its relations with its
partners.
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Összefoglaló As sport has grown increasingly popular worldwide, it has become a greater target for individuals and groups of people
wishing to take advantage of its lucrative aspects. A conservative Interpol estimate for the period 1 June 2012 to 31
May 2013 indicates that match-fixing – i.e. the manipulation of results of sporting contests, or elements within a game
– has been reported in over 70 countries across six continents, for football alone. Globalisation has further aggravated
the phenomenon, with transnational criminal organisations taking advantage of changes in regulations, and flaws in
legal and judicial systems. Various sports have been affected by match-fixing, even though most cases occur in
cricket, football, and tennis. Contests are not always rigged by individual players or referees; some cases involve
coaches, club managers, and more unexpectedly, maintenance staff. Match-fixing is often linked to gambling, with
criminal networks exploiting unregulated gambling markets, notably in Asia. In the EU, the Framework Decisions on
combatting corruption and the fight against organised crime underpin the operational work carried out by Europol and
Eurojust. However, their provisions are still insufficiently well enacted by EU countries. The impact of international legal
instruments, such as the United Nations and Council of Europe conventions, is also limited, since their provisions are
not mandatory. In this context, the International Olympic Committee, due to its political, social and sporting authority,
appears as a key factor in the continuing fight against manipulation in sport.
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Összefoglaló On 15 December 2015, the European Commission is expected to put forward a proposal for the setting up of a
European Border and Coast Guard System (EBCGS). In line with the Council's conclusions, the future EBCGS will
build on the mandate and experience of the European Agency for the Management of Operational Cooperation at the
External Borders of the Member States of the European Union (Frontex). Although there is broad consensus on the
need for strengthening the protection of the EU's external borders, there remain big questions on the composition, role
and functions of a future EBCGS. Concerns relating to the respect of national sovereignty, budget availability and
respect for fundamental rights will have to be taken into account.

Összefoglaló The present study examines the steps taken since the entry into force of the Lisbon Treaty in the field of internal
security and assesses commitments made in the areas of fundamental rights and civil liberties. The study examines
the development of the EU Internal Security Strategy, with special attention paid to fighting terrorism and organised
crime. It also investigates the activities of the main EU agencies involved in internal security policies. The study finally
sketches out the key challenges lying ahead for EU internal security policies, with particular consideration paid to the
role that the European Parliament will be called upon to play.

Összefoglaló This study focuses on if, how and to what extend organised crime is involved in defrauding the EU. By research and
interviews it is clear that there is no universal definition of organised crime and that different working definitions are
being used by EU institutions and agencies. In this study research is conducted on the means and methods of misuse
of EU funds by organised crime and the quantification of EU funds misused by organised crime in 2009. The
conclusion is that little information on how and to what extent organised crime misuse EU funds is available from
OLAF, Europol, Eurojust and ECA. In addition, several recommendations are made focussing on use of uniform
definitions of ‘misuse/fraud’ and ‘organised crime’, a permanent uniform fraud prevention program in the EU
institutions, better exchange of information and uniform registration of cases for further analysis, development of
proactive review of beneficiaries of EU funds and increased transparency and accountability.

Összefoglaló E tanulmány áttekinti a nemzeti biztonsági és hírszerzési ügynökségeknek a parlamentek és parlamenten kívüli
szakosodott felügyeleti szervek általi felügyeletét, azzal a céllal, hogy azonosítsa azon bevált gyakorlatokat,
amelyekből az Európai Parlamentnek az Europol, az Eurojust, a Frontex és – kisebb mértékben – a SitCen
felügyeletének erősítésére irányuló megközelítése táplálkozhat. A tanulmány részletes ajánlásokat terjeszt elő (a
minősített információkhoz való hozzáférés terén is), amelyeket a következők mélyreható értékelése alapján
fogalmaztak meg: (1) e négy szerv jelenlegi feladatai és hatáskörei; (2) e szerveknek az Európai Parlament, a közös
ellenőrző hatóságok és a nemzeti parlamentek által megvalósuló felügyeletére irányadó, meglévő szabályozások;

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Összefoglaló The present briefing note analyses and reflects on the EU policy cycle (within the broader context of the EU’s internal
security strategy), with a focus on the role of European agencies and ongoing initiatives for inter-agency cooperation. It
discusses the specific approach adopted, its state of play while outlining its main promises as well as identifying
potential pitfalls.
A number of positive suggestions in the form of “pre-requisites” or antidotes are put forward to suggest how each of
these potentially problematic issues could (and in our view should) be addressed. These issues deserve further
institutional consideration and should be taken up and elaborated in follow-up measures and documents to strengthen
the policy cycle and the internal security strategy in order for it to be to live up to its promise.
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Összefoglaló This study examines the activities of the various bodies currently active in the field of criminal-law protection of the
financial interests of the Union in the light of the Lisbon Treaty, considering how they are currently organised and how
they might be reorganised in the event of the creation of a European Public Prosecutor.
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Összefoglaló While the Framework Decision on the European Arrest Warrant (AWFD) has brought efficiency to surrender
procedures, it has also raised concerns about the fundamental rights of individuals.
One particular concern is the lack of a specific right to refuse a warrant's execution where there is a risk of a human
rights' breach.
The European Convention on Human Rights (ECHR) provides for guarantees which in certain cases can apply to
surrender procedures.
Moreover, fundamental rights are enshrined in national constitutions and therefore some constitutional courts have
been compelled to judge on the constitutionality of EAW implementing legislation.
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Összefoglaló Does an EU criminal justice area exist? If so, what are its defining characteristics and shortcomings? What
developments would be welcome, and why?
This study aims to answer such questions. At the dawn of the possible ratification of the Lisbon Treaty, it is essential to
recall how much the European Union has achieved in this field, and equally important to stress the absolute need to
continue in the chosen manner constructing this area in which the lack of borders goes hand-in-hand with free access
to justice and the prosecution of offences common to the Member States, overcoming national specificities.
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Összefoglaló This briefing paper provides an overview of the existing European Union approach to issues of security, counter-
terrorism, and organised crime. In particular, it focuses on the role of the European Security Strategy (ESS) in the
formation of policy and in the development of new institutions and institutional arrangements within the EU, and the
influence of the Organised Crime Threat Assessment (OCTA).
The paper argues that steps should be taken to streamline and rationalise the existing structures concerned with
security, counter-terrorism and organised crime, and strongly recommends that a “Committee on Internal Security” be
established to act as a single point of reference and clearinghouse for the work of the various EU agencies and
institutions concerned with security, counter-terrorism and organised crime.
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Összefoglaló Transnational Organised Crime (TOC) has risen up in the international institutions’ agenda. The international
community’s mobilisation against organised crime has led to an impressive elaboration of institutional responses to
what has been presented as a global challenge. The EU JHA agenda has not been an exception, while constantly
addressing the issue of the fight against TOC as one of its priorities since the middle of the 1990’s.
In order to understand the current state of the EU strategy against organised crime, this study examines the existing
EU legislative framework and the various initiatives taken at the international level against TOC in order to put the EU
strategy into a broader perspective. This includes taking a closer look at the European justice and police co-operation
mechanisms (specifically the role and mandate of Europol and Eurojust), as well as reviewing the most recent
developments in the EU strategy against organised crime.
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Összefoglaló The European Arrest Warrant and Joint Investigation Teams are two instruments of cooperation in the field of EU
Freedom, Security and Justice. They are both currently used by Member States, but to different extents.
The 2002 Council Framework Decision adopting the European Arrest Warrant has been challenged by national courts
up to the constitutional level. Member States have also regularly implemented the European Arrest Warrant in
contradiction with the text of the Framework Decision. Nevertheless, the European Arrest Warrant is the “success
story” of EU judicial cooperation in criminal matters.
Joint Investigation Teams, on the other hand, have been used much less by Member States. Additionally, the main EU
legal basis has not yet been implemented in all Member States. Nonetheless, Joint Investigation Teams have
demonstrated their usefulness in investigating the most serious forms of criminality.
Both instruments could be used more efficiently, in particular through a stronger involvement of both Europol and
Eurojust.
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Összefoglaló In January 2008, 14 Member States submitted a proposal for a Council Decision on the strengthening of Eurojust. The
aim of this proposal is not to replace the existing Decision of February 2002, but only to amend it, in order to
significantly improve the current situation of Eurojust and to reinforce the fight against serious crime. Eurojust has a
unique position in the field of judicial cooperation in criminal matters. It also has sufficient financial resources to fulfil its
tasks. However, there is a lack of sufficient powers, which is sometimes the result of a particular legal system. Not all
national members have equivalent powers. In order to improve the functioning of Eurojust and to underline its role in
coordinating and assisting national authorities in investigations and prosecutions as well as in the field of international
cooperation there is a need to provide the College as well as national members with additional powers sufficient to
perform their tasks. The proposals, such as the establishment of on-call coordination, Eurojust national coordinating
systems and closer cooperation between Eurojust and other partners are crucial for the further functioning of Eurojust
in the fight against serious transnational crime (including terrorism) and, as such, should be welcomed. The information
flow between the national authorities, Eurojust and various entities should be strengthened to the extent necessary and
justified for the performance by Eurojust of its tasks. As regards the external relations of Eurojust, these could be
extended, where appropriate. A more effective Eurojust will mean more effective national authorities. The European
judicial area will be better protected with the assistance of a successful Eurojust.
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Összefoglaló The principle of availability of information is based on much more on mutual recognition than on uniformisation or
harmonisation. As such it will doubtless suffer numerous difficulties of application .It presupposes an agreement
between the ensemble of the parties on what information is, on how one should handle it, and on which usages the
information prescribes. It presupposes also that the organisational and cultural forms of different competent agencies
(of law enforcement) be of sufficient proximity in order to not need basic discussion on the power of each and in
particular on the distinction between information and powers of judiciary police, on the one hand, between pertinent
information in a procedure of right Anglo-Saxon and in a continental procedure, on the other hand. Which are the
underlying issues of sovereignty, delegitimation and protection of fundamental rights that are possibly evoked by the
principle of availability of information?
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
