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The Construction Products Regulation (Regulation (EU) No 305/2011, CPR) has applied fully since 1 July 2013. Its
objective is to achieve the proper functioning of the internal market for construction products (such as waterproofing
sheets, thermal insulation foams, chimneys and wood-based panels for permanent incorporation in construction
works), by means of harmonised rules for their marketing in the EU. The CPR, which provides a common technical
language to assess the performance of construction products, enables Member States to define the legal requirements
for construction works. On 30 March 2022, the Commission put forward a proposal to revise the CPR. The proposal is
part of a package with several other sectoral proposals aimed at making sustainable products the norm in the EU and
boosting circular business models. The stated aims of the proposal are to improve the functioning of the internal
market for construction products, address the implementation challenges that still exist at national level (particularly
regarding market surveillance), simplify the legal framework and support the green and digital transition in the sector.
On 13 December 2023, the Parliament and the Council reached a provisional agreement on the proposal. Parliament
is expected to vote on the agreed text, which requires formal adoption by both institutions, during its plenary session in
April 2024.

Since its adoption, EU legislation on blood, tissues and cells has ensured an upward convergence in the quality and
safety of these substances from donation to human application. Following an evaluation of the legislation,
shortcomings have become apparent, primarily in light of scientific and technical developments in this area. Socio-
demographic trends and new epidemiological risks have further consolidated the view that certain provisions of this
legislation need to better reflect the current landscape. Moreover, effective protection of donors needs to be placed on
the same level as that of recipients, in particular in the case of medically assisted reproduction. Finally, in light of the
coronavirus pandemic, ensuring sufficient supplies of these substances has become all the more significant. On this
basis, the European Commission launched a revision of this legal framework, which is expected to be adopted in the
second quarter of 2022.
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On 1 February 2018, the European Commission published a proposal for a recast of the Directive on the quality of
water intended for human consumption (the Drinking Water Directive). The proposal responded to the European
Citizens' Initiative, Right2Water, and built on a fithess check which concluded that the 20-year old directive is fit for
purpose, but needs updating. The main elements of the proposal consist of updating the water quality standards,
introducing a risk-based approach to the monitoring of water, improving information provided to consumers,
harmonising the standards for products in contact with drinking water, and improving access to water. In the European
Parliament, the Committee on Environment, Public Health and Food Safety (ENVI) adopted its report in September
2018. The Parliament concluded its first reading in plenary in March 2019. A new rapporteur was appointed at the
beginning of the new parliamentary term, and agreement was reached on the text in trilogue negotiations on 18
December 2019. The Parliament voted to adopt the text at second reading on 15 December 2020. The directive was
published in the Official Journal on 23 December 2020, and the Member States have until 12 January 2023 to
transpose it into national legislation.

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During the December plenary session, Parliament is due to hold a joint debate on water legislation, and subsequently
to vote on final adoption of the regulation recasting the Drinking Water Directive (DWD) and on a resolution on the
implementation of EU water legislation. Revising the DWD is a result of the first-ever successful European citizens'
initiative 'Right2Water'.
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In recent years, the concern that some branded products might be inferior in the Member States that have joined the
European Union (EU) since 2004 has become ever more apparent. This concern has come to be known as the 'dual
quality of products'. To address the issue, between 2018 and 2019, the European Commission's Joint Research
Service (JRC) compared a set of branded food products sold under the same name and in the same or similar
packaging across Member States — the first time a harmonised testing methodology has been used to compare
products from the whole of the European Union. The analysis sought to determine whether, despite the identical or
similar packaging, there were differences in product composition and, if so, whether those differences corresponded to
any geographical pattern. Results showed that about one third of the branded food products analysed had a
composition that differed from one Member State to another. However, the results did not point to any geographical
pattern that might explain those differences. In 2017, the Commission had already sought to clarify the relevant
legislation with a notice introducing a test that national consumer protection authorities could use to determine on a
case by case basis whether the dual quality of food products was misleading. Later, in April 2018, in the framework of
the 'new deal for consumers', its proposal for a new directive on modernisation of EU consumer protection rules sought
to include the dual quality of products (not just of food products) in the Unfair Commercial Practices Directive. The
European Parliament has long voiced its concerns about the dual quality of products and had called for it to be added
to the 'blacklist’ of practices that should always be considered as banned. However, the text of the new directive on
modernisation of consumer protection rules as adopted by the co-legislators did not include dual quality as a practice
that must be considered unfair in all cases, but rather as one that must be proven to be misleading on a case-by-case
basis. The European Consumer Organisation (BEUC) has criticised this, while business organisations defend the right
of companies to differentiate their products in different markets.
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Harmonised products represent 69 % of the overall value of industrial products in the internal market. However, a
significant part of these products does not comply with harmonised EU rules. This has negative effects on the health
and safety of consumers, and on fair competition between businesses. To remedy the situation, in 2017 the
Commission proposed to strengthen market surveillance rules for non-food products harmonised by EU legislation.
Parliament and Council reached a provisional agreement on the proposal in February 2019. The new regulation was
signed on 20 June and published in the Official Journal on 25 June 2019, applying in full from July 2021. It aims to
increase EU-level coordination of market surveillance and clarify the procedures for the mutual assistance mechanism.
Non-EU manufacturers of products that could cause an elevated level of risk to public interest will have to designate an
importer, an authorised representative or a fulfilment service provider established in the EU.

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The current EU approval system for medical devices (MDs) and in vitro diagnostic medical devices (IVDs) is based on
conformity assessment by 'notified bodies'. A number of scandals stressed the need to tighten the regulatory
framework for such devices. The European Commission's proposals for regulations on MDs and IVDs, being discussed
in parallel, are extensive and will repeal all existing rules. Votes in Parliament at second reading are expected during
the April | plenary.
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Freshwater ecosystems are particularly rich in biodiversity and fulfil important ecosystem services. However, the
continuing presence of pollutants still raises concerns for public health, as well as for nature conservation. Surface
water bodies and groundwater alike are threatened by synthetic and also naturally occurring substances that can have
a negative impact on the aquatic environment and on human health. Increased temperature and over-abstraction of
water are further causes for concern. Meanwhile, heavy modifications to the natural flow and physical changes to
water bodies can also cause serious disturbances to water ecosystems. With the Water Framework Directive (WFD),
the EU adopted comprehensive legislation for the protection of water within the EU. Under the directive, Member
States are required to achieve good status in all bodies of surface water and groundwater by 2015, or 2027 at the
latest. Unfortunately, despite considerable improvements in water quality, this goal was not achieved by the end of
2015 as hoped.
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Medical devices and in vitro diagnostic medical devices cover a wide array of products. The EU legal framework for
such devices was harmonised in the 1990s. The European Commission presented a pair of proposals for regulations
in September 2012, to update the framework. Following Parliament's first readings in April 2014, the Council agreed its
positions in October 2015. At the conclusion of the trilogue meetings, agreement was reached on both proposals on 25
May 2016. This was endorsed by the Council's Permanent Representatives Committee on 15 June and confirmed by
Parliament's ENVI Committee on the same day. Political agreement in the Council was reached in September. Both
drafts are now undergoing legal-linguistic revision. The formal first reading of the Council is expected early this year,
followed by final approval, at second reading, by Parliament.

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This document was prepared by Policy Department A at the request of the Committee on the Internal Market and
Consumer Protection (IMCO) on the proposed cadmium regulation for phosphate fertilisers. Cadmium is a metal that
can have adverse health effects on the general population. The use of mineral phosphate fertilisers contributes to
about 60% of current cadmium emissions to soil. The proposed regulation aims to reduce soil and crop cadmium
concentrations on the long term in most European regions.
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This study, prepared by Policy Department A at the request of the ITRE committee, analyses the Industry 4.0 Initiative
which encompasses the digitalisation of production processes based on devices autonomously communicating with
each other along the value chain. It considers the potential of the initiative and business paradigm changes and
impacts of this transformation. The study assesses the rationale for public intervention and outlines measures that
could be adopted to increase the gains and limit the threats from Industry 4.0.
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Many observers believe that Europe is at the beginning of a new industrial revolution, considered to be the fourth such
leap forward and hence labelled Industry 4.0. The ubiquitous use of sensors, the expansion of wireless communication
and networks, the deployment of increasingly intelligent robots and machines — as well as increased computing power
at lower cost and the development of 'big data' analytics — has the potential to transform the way goods are
manufactured in Europe. This new, digital industrial revolution holds the promise of increased flexibility in
manufacturing, mass customisation, increased speed, better quality and improved productivity. However to capture
these benefits, enterprises will need to invest in equipment, information and communication technologies (ICTs) and
data analysis as well as the integration of data flows throughout the global value chain. The EU supports industrial
change through its industrial policy and through research and infrastructure funding. Member States are also
sponsoring national initiatives such as Industrie 4.0 in Germany, the Factory of the Future in France and ltaly, and
Catapult centres in the UK. However challenges remain. The need for investment, changing business models, data
issues, legal questions of liability and intellectual property, standards, and skills mismatches are among the challenges
that must be met if benefits are to be gained from new manufacturing and industrial technologies. If these obstacles
can be overcome, Industry 4.0 may help to reverse the past decline in industrialisation and increase total value added

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'‘Consumers, by definition, include us all. They are the largest economic group in the economy, affecting and affected
by almost every public and private economic decision’, were the words of US President JF Kennedy in 1962, which
marked the dawn of consumer rights.

A lot has changed since then, but the fast-paced and ever-changing world is still a constant in our daily lives as
consumers. In recent years, EU consumer policy has shifted from the technical harmonisation of standards to the
recognition of consumer protection as a part of the effort to establish a 'Europe for citizens'. But what precisely does
the European Union' consumer protection legislation encompass and which tools are used to monitor and improve the
protection of European consumers? This document seeks to answer these questions, providing a snapshot of the main
consumer policy developments in recent years, together with success stories, shortcomings and future challenges for
legislators.
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The debate at the workshop focused on the functioning of the market surveillance system and the adequacy of the
General Product Safety Directive (GPSD). The need for aligning the GPSD and the New Legislative Framework (NLF)
was discussed in detail and challenges such as market surveillance of goods sold online or cooperation between
markets surveillance and customs authorities were also covered.

Therefore the European Commission wants to set maximum
limits for feed, including fish and fish products by amending Directive 1999/29/EC and to establish action and target
limits in a Commission Recommendation to be adopted concurrently. This may affect the fisheries industry.
