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Santrauka In order to modernise the Prüm framework, in 2021 the Commission presented a proposal for a regulation on
automated data exchange for police cooperation, which is part of the 'EU police cooperation code' package. During the
February I plenary session, the European Parliament is due to vote the final text of this regulation.
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Santrauka This study examines the management of Contract Agents in seven decentralised Agencies of the European Union:
ECHA, EEA, EIGE, ENISA, ESMA, Eurofound and Europol. It evaluates the evolution of Contract Agents as part of the
workforce, and presents findings on processes related to personnel budgeting, recruitment and retention, salary and
remuneration, and advancement prospects for contract staff. This document was prepared by the Policy Department at
the request of the Committee on Budgetary Control.
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Santrauka The EU has made substantial progress in terms of protecting its citizens since the early 1990s. This has often been in
response to dramatic incidents, such as murders committed by the mafia or other organised crime groups or big
money-laundering scandals, or to negative trends, such as the steep increase in migrant smuggling and trafficking in
human beings following the 2015 migration crisis. More recently, it was necessary to respond to the sharp rise in
cybercrime, fraud and counterfeiting during the coronavirus pandemic. Criminal organisations continue to pose big
risks to the EU's internal security. A rising number of organised crime groups are active in EU territory, often with
cross-border reach. Organised crime is furthermore an increasingly dynamic and complex phenomenon, with new
criminal markets and modi operandi emerging under the influence of globalisation and new technologies in particular.
While the impact of serious and organised crime on the EU economy is considerable, there are also significant political
and social costs, as well as negative effects on the wellbeing of EU citizens. As organised crime has become more
interconnected, international and digital, Member States – which remain responsible for operational activities in the
area of police and judicial cooperation –rely increasingly on cross-border and EU-level cooperation to support their law
enforcement authorities on the ground. Recognising the severity of the problem and the need for coordinated action,
the EU has initiated several measures to encourage closer cooperation between Member States; it has furthermore
adopted common legal, judicial and investigative frameworks to address organised crime. The European Parliament
has made fighting organised crime a political priority and helped shape the relevant EU legislation. Future EU action
will focus on implementing existing rules, improving operational cooperation – even beyond the EU's boundaries – and
information-sharing, while also addressing some of the main criminal activities of organised crime groups.
Furthermore, the EU aims to make sure that crime does not pay. This is an updated version of a briefing from
September 2020.
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Santrauka On 9 December 2020, along with its counter-terrorism agenda, the European Commission adopted a proposal for a
regulation to reinforce the mandate of Europol, the EU law enforcement cooperation agency. The proposed regulation
aims principally at rendering Europol's cooperation with private parties more effective; responding to the agency's 'big
data challenge', by providing a legal basis for processing large and complex datasets, including personal data of data
subjects not related to a crime; and reinforcing Europol's role in relation to research and innovation for law
enforcement. The legislative proposal, which would amend the existing Europol Regulation (EU) 2016/794, is
accompanied by another legislative proposal to modify Regulation (EU) 2018/1862 on the Schengen information
system (SIS), to allow Europol to issue alerts in SIS under a new category. On 1 February 2022, the European
Parliament and the Council reached a provisional agreement on the proposal for a regulation, which was formally
adopted by each institution on 4 May and 24 May respectively, and signed into law on 8 June. The regulation entered
into force on 28 June 2022. Third edition. The 'EU Legislation in Progress' briefings are updated at key stages
throughout the legislative procedure.
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Santrauka In December 2020, the Commission proposed to amend the Europol Regulation to improve the agency's cooperation
with private parties, reinforce its role in research and innovation for law enforcement and remedy the legal gaps in the
processing of personal data. During the May I plenary session, Parliament is set to vote on the provisional agreement
resulting from interinstitutional negotiations.
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Santrauka Serious and organised crime inflict huge costs on both the EU economy and society. Organised crime is an
increasingly dynamic and complex phenomenon, as it has become more interconnected, transnational and digital. The
Covid-19 pandemic has led to an increase in cybercrime, fraud and counterfeiting. Police and judicial actions and the
effective implementation of existing EU instruments are critical in tackling this challenge. New strategies to disrupt the
business models and structures of criminal organisations will also benefit from an integrated approach, recognising the
socio-economic, technological and geopolitical dimensions of the problem.
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Santrauka Unequivocal support for the European perspective of Western Balkan countries was reiterated by participants at the
EU-Western Balkans summit in Brdo on 6 October 2021, as well as in the European Commission's October 2021
enlargement package reports. Nevertheless, the Commission insists that all countries in the region need to continue to
accelerate and deepen reforms on independence of the judiciary, the fight against corruption, and the fight against
transnational organised crime. Progress on the rule of law is part of the ‘fundamentals’, that remain open throughout
accession negotiations, as it is considered essential and will determine the overall pace of the negotiations.
International cooperation, such as agreements and joint actions with Europol, Eurojust, and Frontex are crucial as well.
The European Parliament is set to vote during the December 2021 plenary session on an own-initiative report on
cooperation in the fight against organised crime in the Western Balkans.
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Santrauka On 1 May 2021, the Trade and Cooperation Agreement (TCA) between the European Union (EU) and the United
Kingdom (UK) entered into force, having been provisionally applied since 1 January 2021. One of the areas covered by
the TCA, in its Part Three, is security cooperation between EU and UK law enforcement and judicial authorities in
criminal matters. The 13 titles under Part Three contain extensive provisions aimed at enabling the continuation of
information exchange, including personal data, between competent authorities in the UK and the EU Member States,
as well as cooperation related to the surrender of wanted persons. Part Three also provides for close links with Europol
and Eurojust, the EU's agencies for, respectively, law enforcement and criminal justice cooperation, although limited by
the UK's third-country status. Rules on exchange of information related to criminal records, on mutual legal assistance,
on freezing and confiscation of criminal property, as well as on fighting money laundering and terrorist financing, are
also covered by Part Three of the TCA. A specific political mechanism will be relied on to settle disputes. While
enabling unprecedented cooperation between the EU and the UK as a third country, the TCA reduces the UK's access
to EU databases and marks a return to divergence, especially as the agreement excludes the jurisdiction of the EU
Court of Justice. In addition, the disapplication of the mutual recognition principle and of the EU Charter of
Fundamental Rights in relation to the UK brings the challenge of maintaining mutual trust in security cooperation to the
fore. In this context, the conditionality linking suspension or termination of Part Three to UK respect of its commitments
to fundamental rights, including under the European Convention on Human Rights, as well as in relation to personal
data protection, has been welcomed by many.
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Santrauka This study, commissioned by the European Parliament’s Policy Department for Citizens’ Rights and Constitutional
Affairs at the request of the LIBE Committee, aims to provide background information on the current legal framework of
Europol and a legal assessment of the European Commission’s proposal of 9 December 2020 to strengthen Europol’s
mandate, divided in thematic blocks. The legal assessment is accompanied by policy recommendations.
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Santrauka Eurodac is a biometric database in which Member States are required to enter the fingerprint data of asylum-seekers
in order to identify where they entered the European Union (EU). Established in 2000 and reviewed in 2013, its main
purpose is to facilitate the application of the Dublin Regulation. The 2013 revision broadened the scope to provide law
enforcement authorities with access to the Eurodac database. As part of the reform of the common European asylum
system in 2016, the European Commission proposed a recast Eurodac Regulation. The co-legislators reached a partial
agreement on the proposal in 2018. As part of the broader migration and asylum pact, the new Commission presented
an amended proposal on 23 September 2020. The Commission expects the co-legislators to promptly adopt the
proposal on the basis of the agreement already reached.

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Santrauka The common values of democracy, the rule of law and fundamental rights (DRF) lie at the heart of the European
integration process and are central to the values of the European Union (EU). In practice, however, individual and
collective (lack of) Member State action can undermine these common values. This situation applied before the
outbreak of the coronavirus crisis, but some of the national measures taken since the outbreak of the pandemic have
tested the resilience of these values further. More generally, the EU's response to DRF violations has so far not
comprehensively tackled the problem. The status quo can result in impunity for criminal activities, as prosecutors are
unwilling or unable to take on certain cases, as well as violations of human dignity and fundamental rights. It also
denies opportunities for individuals to live out their human potential, and take advantage of economic opportunities, as
well as eroding the basis for mutual trust among national administrative and judicial authorities. This Briefing puts
forward a set of proposals aimed at enhancing the EU's resilience to DRF violations. It focuses in particular on
possibilities for the European Parliament and national parliaments, with their dual mandate from EU citizens, to jointly
strengthen their monitoring and investigative capabilities. In particular, they could build on their general resources to
evaluate the implementation of (EU) law and further coordinate their tools to ensure the democratic accountability of
Member State governments.
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Santrauka The commissioner-designate, Didier Reynders, appeared before the European Parliament on 02 October 2019 to
answer questions from MEPs in the Committees on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs, the Committee on Legal
Affairs and the Committee on the Internal Market and Consumer Protection. During the hearing, he made a number of
commitments which are highlighted in this document. These commitments refer to his portfolio, as described in the
mission letter sent to him by Ursula von der Leyen, President-elect of the European Commission, including: Upholding
the rule of law; and Justice and consumer protection.

Santrauka Evolving from informal police cooperation in the 1970s to a fully fledged European Union (EU) agency with a

strengthened mandate under its new legal basis (Regulation (EU) 2016/794), Europol's mandate is to strengthen EU
Member States' competent authorities and ensure their cooperation for the purpose of 'preventing and combating
serious crime affecting two or more Member States, terrorism and forms of crime which affect a common interest
covered by a Union policy'. The agency is therefore empowered to tackle more than 30 forms of serious crime and
related criminal offences, including terrorism, drug trafficking, money laundering, human trafficking, sexual abuse and
exploitation, trafficking in arms and ammunition. To fulfil its objectives, Europol carries out a series of tasks, including
the core activities of performing as the EU criminal information exchange hub and providing operational support and
expertise to Member States' criminal investigations. To frame Europol's activities, the Europol Regulation strengthens
its data management and data protection rules and provides for enhanced scrutiny: political scrutiny – by a new
parliamentary oversight body made up of representatives of the European Parliament and Member States' national
parliaments; and scrutiny of its data processing operations – by the European Data Protection Supervisor.
Furthermore, the Regulation reforms the framework for Europol's cooperation with partners such as third countries and
international organisations, which also allows for an increased role for the Commission and the European Parliament.
On the occasion of Europol's 20th anniversary, this briefing provides a timeline of the agency's establishment and
consolidation; an overview of its competences, structure and functioning under the current legal framework; as well as
some elements related to further developments.

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Santrauka This study, commissioned by the European Parliament’s Policy Department for Citizens’ Rights and Constitutional
Affairs at the request of the LIBE Committee, provides expertise on the legal, institutional and technical implications of
the UK’s future relationship with the EU after Brexit in the areas of police cooperation and judicial cooperation in
criminal matters (Chapters 4 and 5 of Title V TFEU).
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Santrauka Groups committing serious crimes, including terrorists, often operate cross-border and their funds are usually located
across the EU Member States or outside of the EU. The Commission proposal aims to improve the sharing financial
information among national law enforcement authorities and financial intelligence units to prevent and fight crime and
terrorism. The impact assessment accompanying the proposal examined comprehensively the problems encountered
by law enforcement authorities and financial intelligence units, and made a real attempt to analyse the impacts of the
proposed measures. A more thorough analysis of the safeguards on fundamental rights would have been useful. The
Commission admits that the calculations of costs and benefits were limited due to a lack of data. Finally, the overall
preferred option remains unclear.
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Santrauka In the European Union, several institutions, agencies and other bodies (collectively referred to as 'EU authorities') are
concerned with preventing and combating fraud related to the EU budget. These EU authorities, and the activities they
carry out – including policy-making, monitoring and operational tasks – make up a multi-layered network in which
Member States and international organisations are also included. At the domestic level, national authorities contribute
by detecting, prosecuting and reporting fraudulent behaviour in the use of European Union funds to the European
Commission. At the same time, a number of international organisations coordinate efforts across countries and legal
systems to combat fraud. The present analysis offers an overview of this network, with a focus on the European Union
institutional framework.

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The return of foreign fighters to EU soil: Ex-post evaluation

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Santrauka Since the Syrian conflict began in 2011, thousands of EU nationals have travelled or attempted to travel in conflict
zones in Iraq and Syria to join insurgent terrorist groups, such as ISIL/Da'esh ('Islamic State'). Of those, it has been
estimated that around 30 % have already returned to their home countries. The issue of foreign fighters has been high
on the political agenda at both Member State and EU level for the last five years and touches upon a wide range of
policies: policies related to the prevention of radicalisation; to information exchange at EU level; to criminal justice
responses to returnees; to disengagement/deradicalisation inside and outside prisons. This study aims at outlining the
EU response to the issue of returning foreign fighters and their families. It furthermore examines how six Member
States have responded to this phenomenon so far (Belgium, Denmark, Germany, France, the Netherlands and the
UK). These Member States are confronted with significant challenges in dealing with foreign fighters that combine
legal, ethical and practical questions regarding their obligations and capabilities as regards the handling of the foreign
fighters still abroad and the returnees already on EU soil. Meanwhile, Member States' existing programmes aiming at
tackling radicalisation are difficult to evaluate, leading to uncertainties as regards the efficiency of current practices.
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Santrauka Improving the EU's response to the rapid spread of new psychoactive substances has become urgent, and
consequently Parliament is due to vote on a 'drugs package' during the October II plenary session. The package
makes additions to the directive setting common minimum rules on criminal acts and penalties in the field of illicit drug
trafficking, as well as corresponding amendments to the founding regulation of the European Monitoring Centre for
Drugs and Drug Addiction (EMCDDA).
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Santrauka This study, commissioned by the European Parliament’s Policy Department for Citizens’ Rights and Constitutional
Affairs at the request of the LIBE Committee, appraises the proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and
of the Council establishing a European Travel Information and Authorisation System (ETIAS), adopted by the
European Commission on 16 November 2016. It provides an assessment of the necessity, implications in relation to
interoperability, and impact in terms of fundamental rights, including the right to personal data protection and the right
to privacy. It finds that the necessity of ETIAS has not been made, that the proposal is likely to introduce
interoperability through the backdoor, and that it constitutes a significant interference with fundamental rights.
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Santrauka The interconnections between border management, migration and internal security have become more apparent
recently in the context of high inflows of refugees and irregular migrants and of increasing terrorist activities in the EU.
To address these challenges, the EU has taken steps to revise and develop the European information systems in order
to improve the collection, processing and sharing of data among Member States and relevant EU agencies. This
publication provides an overview of the existing and proposed European information systems in the area of justice and
home affairs. It discusses the legal basis, the purposes, the scope of data and access, the utilisation and the proposed
changes for each information system, including issues of interoperability.
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Santrauka This report summarises the presentations and discussions during the workshop ‘Delivering and Enforcing the EU
Action Plan against Wildlife Trafficking’ held on 8th September 2016. The aim of the workshop was to provide
background information to the ENVI Committee members on the EU Action Plan and open a debate about its
implementation challenges between Committee members and established experts. The workshop and this report has
been commissioned by Policy Department A at the request of the Committee on Environment, Public Health and Food
Safety (ENVI) of the European Parliament.

The study reflects on their cooperation
regarding the fight against serious transnational crime and the protection of the European Union’s financial interests. It
also identifies good practices and difficulties and suggests possible ways of improvements.
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Santrauka Fighting cross-border crime affecting information and communications networks (cybercrime) is a priority in the EU's
internal security strategy. To counter so-called cyber-attacks in a borderless space, the European Union and the
Council of Europe have drawn up common strategies, operational measures and legislation.
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Santrauka The note demonstrates the growing importance of the "South East hub" for the trafficking of illicit commodities to and
from the European Union, analyses the factors which led to the rise in international stature of Western Balkan
organized crime and predicts that the massive presence of irregular immigrants in the southern part of the European
Union combined with the sinking into recession of this region will almost certainly provide another opportunity for the
Western Balkan organized crime groups and their global expansion.
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Santrauka The present study examines the steps taken since the entry into force of the Lisbon Treaty in the field of internal
security and assesses commitments made in the areas of fundamental rights and civil liberties. The study examines
the development of the EU Internal Security Strategy, with special attention paid to fighting terrorism and organised
crime. It also investigates the activities of the main EU agencies involved in internal security policies. The study finally
sketches out the key challenges lying ahead for EU internal security policies, with particular consideration paid to the
role that the European Parliament will be called upon to play.
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Santrauka This study sets out to examine the impact and implementation of the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights with respect to
three EU Home Affairs agencies: Frontex, Europol and EASO. It assesses the relevance of the EU Charter when
evaluating the mandates, legal competences and practices of these agencies, particularly in the fields of external
border control and the management of migration.
After identifying specific fundamental rights guaranteed in the EU Charter that are potentially put at risk by the actions
of these three agencies, and judicial obstacles that prevent individuals from obtaining effective legal remedies in cases
of alleged fundamental rights violations, we present a set of policy recommendations for the European and national
parliaments.
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Santrauka This study focuses on if, how and to what extend organised crime is involved in defrauding the EU. By research and
interviews it is clear that there is no universal definition of organised crime and that different working definitions are
being used by EU institutions and agencies. In this study research is conducted on the means and methods of misuse
of EU funds by organised crime and the quantification of EU funds misused by organised crime in 2009. The
conclusion is that little information on how and to what extent organised crime misuse EU funds is available from
OLAF, Europol, Eurojust and ECA. In addition, several recommendations are made focussing on use of uniform
definitions of ‘misuse/fraud’ and ‘organised crime’, a permanent uniform fraud prevention program in the EU
institutions, better exchange of information and uniform registration of cases for further analysis, development of
proactive review of beneficiaries of EU funds and increased transparency and accountability.

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Santrauka Šiame dokumente parodoma, kad azijiečių organizuoto nusikalstamumo, kuris yra palyginti naujas reikškinys, atvejai
užsiksuoti daugelio ES šalių nusikalstamumo erdvėje. Dokumente analizuojamos azijiečių nusikalstamų grupuočių
veiklos sąsajos su migrantų bendruomenėmis ir sritys, kuriose šios grupuotės veikia. Nusikalstamos veikos apima turto
prievartavimą, prekybą žmonėmis ir (arba) neteisėtą žmonių gabenimą ir pinigų plovimą. Kartu su kitomis ne azijiečių
nusikalstamomis grupuotėmis vykdoma azijiečių organizuoto nusikalstamumo veikla taip pat apima neteisėtą narkotikų
gamybą ir prekybą jais, susitarimus dėl varžybų baigties ir vartojimo prekių klastojimą. Šiame dokumente pateikiami
atitinkami sprendimai, kaip kovoti su šios rūšies organizuotu nusikalstamumu.

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Santrauka Šiuo tyrimu įvertinama parlamento ir specialiųjų neparlamentinių priežiūros institucijų vykdoma nacionalinių saugumo ir
žvalgybos agentūrų priežiūra, siekiant nustatyti gerąją patirtį, kuria būtų galima pasinaudoti Europos Parlamentui
svarstant Europolo, Eurojusto, FRONTEX ir, mažesniu mastu, SITCEN priežiūros stiprinimą. Tyrime pateikiama grupė
išsamių rekomendacijų (įskaitant teisės į įslaptintą informaciją sritį), kurios parengtos išsamiai įvertinus šiuos dalykus:
1) dabartines šių keturių institucijų funkcijas ir įgaliojimus; 2) dabartinę Europos Parlamento, jungtinių priežiūros
institucijų ir nacionalinių parlamentų vykdomos priežiūros tvarką; 3) parlamentinės ir specialiosios saugumo ir
žvalgybos agentūrų priežiūros teisinę ir institucinę sistemą ES valstybėse narėse ir kitose pagrindinėse demokratinėse
šalyse.
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Santrauka The present briefing note analyses and reflects on the EU policy cycle (within the broader context of the EU’s internal
security strategy), with a focus on the role of European agencies and ongoing initiatives for inter-agency cooperation. It
discusses the specific approach adopted, its state of play while outlining its main promises as well as identifying
potential pitfalls.
A number of positive suggestions in the form of “pre-requisites” or antidotes are put forward to suggest how each of
these potentially problematic issues could (and in our view should) be addressed. These issues deserve further
institutional consideration and should be taken up and elaborated in follow-up measures and documents to strengthen
the policy cycle and the internal security strategy in order for it to be to live up to its promise.
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Santrauka For the United States, the Terrorist Finance Tracking Programme is an essential element of its counter-terrorism
policy. It relies on 'data sets' obtained under subpoena from the SWIFT worldwide messaging system, allowing it to
track financial transactions from across the world, and initially including Europe.  In 2009, SWIFT moved its European
transaction data to Europe, forcing the US to negotiate with European governments for continued access to the data.
The move also coincided with the increase in the power of the European Parliament under the Lisbon Treaty. An
interim agreement, supported by the Council and Commission, was rejected by the EP on the grounds that it failed to
correctly balance security and civil liberties. 
The EU-US Financial Messaging Data Agree-ment was finally signed in June 2010, following further negotiations with
the US, and including additional data protection provisions in comparison to the rejected text. 
Two reports on the first six months of the new agreement have, however, placed doubts on the new data protection
safeguards. In particular a report on Europol's role has raised serious concerns from a number of MEPs. Europol has,
in turn, strongly defended its own performance.  
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Santrauka Europol's competencies have grown remarka-bly since it was created and now include combating organised crime,
terrorism and numerous forms of serious crime. Although the Lisbon Treaty precludes the use of coercive measures by
Europol, it is argued that the Office has already acquired some executive powers. 
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Improving Coordination between the EU Bodies Competent in the Area of Police and Judicial
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Santrauka This study examines the activities of the various bodies currently active in the field of criminal-law protection of the

financial interests of the Union in the light of the Lisbon Treaty, considering how they are currently organised and how
they might be reorganised in the event of the creation of a European Public Prosecutor.
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Santrauka This briefing paper provides an overview of the existing European Union approach to issues of security, counter-
terrorism, and organised crime. In particular, it focuses on the role of the European Security Strategy (ESS) in the
formation of policy and in the development of new institutions and institutional arrangements within the EU, and the
influence of the Organised Crime Threat Assessment (OCTA).
The paper argues that steps should be taken to streamline and rationalise the existing structures concerned with
security, counter-terrorism and organised crime, and strongly recommends that a “Committee on Internal Security” be
established to act as a single point of reference and clearinghouse for the work of the various EU agencies and
institutions concerned with security, counter-terrorism and organised crime.
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Santrauka Transnational Organised Crime (TOC) has risen up in the international institutions’ agenda. The international
community’s mobilisation against organised crime has led to an impressive elaboration of institutional responses to
what has been presented as a global challenge. The EU JHA agenda has not been an exception, while constantly
addressing the issue of the fight against TOC as one of its priorities since the middle of the 1990’s.
In order to understand the current state of the EU strategy against organised crime, this study examines the existing
EU legislative framework and the various initiatives taken at the international level against TOC in order to put the EU
strategy into a broader perspective. This includes taking a closer look at the European justice and police co-operation
mechanisms (specifically the role and mandate of Europol and Eurojust), as well as reviewing the most recent
developments in the EU strategy against organised crime.
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Santrauka The question constantly arises whether Europol's operational capabilities should be further developed and if, parallel to
this, the democratic control of Europol must be upgraded?
The political belief in the future of Europol remains strong, notwithstanding the fact that Europol apparently has
difficulties in obtaining its politically and legally assigned position. The Constitutional Treaty and the Hague Program
are very ambitious as far as the future of Europol (and Eurojust) is concerned. Parliamentary control of Europol's work
in addition to the discussion of broadening Europol's operational capabilities needs to be clarified further. Providing
Europol with adequate operational capabilities AND improving democratic control are intrinsically interlinked.
Following this logic, and when discussing future models for granting executive powers to Europol, three theoretical
models can be distinguished: the joint investigation teams model; the "corpus juris" model (taken from the Commission
Green paper on a European public prosecutor); and, the European criminal law model, consisting of creating a real
European criminal law system, working together with a European public prosecutor to present cases to European
criminal courts.
The Constitutional treaty and the Hague program are designing Europol's maximum operational capabilities.
The European Parliament has no real powers in deciding legislation affecting the remit or powers of Europol, it cannot
reject legislation or propose measures on its own initiative, whereas parliaments in the Member States must approve
rules governing the functioning of national agencies. In theory the national Parliaments of the EU Member States and
the European Parliament have a mission and a mandate to monitor and evaluate the activities that take place in the
framework of Title VI TEU (Police and judicial co-operation in criminal matters), notably the activities of Europol and
wherever Member States are supposed to actively participate
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Santrauka Since the entry into force of the Maastricht Treaty of the European Union, police co-operation in the European Union
has been slowly evolving. Two recent developments have led to calls for further action in the field: the enlargement of
the European Union, and the increased emphasis on counter-terrorism after recent attacks. These calls for change
have been reflected in the Hague Programme, which calls for new measures in the field. These developments have led
to many levels of police co-operation in the EU, including:
- Co-operation between national law enforcement authorities, in particular the use of the principle of availability
- Co-operation between police and intelligence agencies
- Co-operation of national law enforcement agencies with Europol
- The development of EU databases (such as SIS II, VIS and Europol) and enhancing access and ‘interoperability’
- Enhanced co-operation within and outside the EU, including initiative such as the Prüm Treaty
- Enhanced co-operation with third countries, in particular the US
This multi-layered framework of police co-operation raises a number of issues that need to be addressed by the
Committee. These include:
- the issue of trust between national police authorities, and how this can be enhanced
- the challenges that mutual recognition (as expressed by the principle of availability) poses to national legal and
constitutional principles if no safeguards are adopted at EU level
- data protection, which is challenged by the proliferation of databases and enhanced information exchange
– the adoption of the third pillar data protection Framework Decision must be prioritised
- democratic scrutiny and accountability of police agencies (in particular Europol) and information flows the role of the
European Parliament must be reassessed as a matter of urgency
- the external dimension – in the light of the challenges posed to EU fundamental legal principles and values (as
witnessed by the PNR debate), there is
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Santrauka The principle of availability of information is based on much more on mutual recognition than on uniformisation or
harmonisation. As such it will doubtless suffer numerous difficulties of application .It presupposes an agreement
between the ensemble of the parties on what information is, on how one should handle it, and on which usages the
information prescribes. It presupposes also that the organisational and cultural forms of different competent agencies
(of law enforcement) be of sufficient proximity in order to not need basic discussion on the power of each and in
particular on the distinction between information and powers of judiciary police, on the one hand, between pertinent
information in a procedure of right Anglo-Saxon and in a continental procedure, on the other hand. Which are the
underlying issues of sovereignty, delegitimation and protection of fundamental rights that are possibly evoked by the
principle of availability of information?
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Santrauka This briefing was initially prepared, as no. 5 in the Monetary Affairs series, to summarise its conclusions, and has since
been updated. It covers the main risks of counterfeiting and fraud; the legal framework for action to combat the
counterfeiting of euro notes and coins; the arrangements for the issue and distribution of the new notes and coins; their
technical characteristics; and the measures being taken to alert the public.
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Santrauka This report deals with the changes to the Maastricht Treaty brought about by the Amsterdam Treaty on justice and
home affairs issues and the new provisions in the TEU and TEC.
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
