Citizenship education has become an education policy priority at EU level. The goal is to enable young people to
develop self-awareness as members of a social group, and then possibly play a role and become active citizens at
local, national or EU level. Similarly, the EU Member States have been placing a stronger focus on the teaching of
values such as democracy and tolerance in their national educational policies, although this is not yet translating into
practice in a systematic way. School curricula reflect educational policy priorities; the nature, scope and time dedicated
within those curricula to citizenship education indicate where citizenship education stands among those priorities.
Based on broad EU research and a study, this briefing first examines how EU programmes tackle citizenship
education, what the European dimension is, and what place active citizenship occupies in the current 2021-2027
programming period. The briefing then offers an overview of citizenship education in the national curricula of five EU
Member States, for the purpose of comparing them with the previous state of play and identifying best practice. All five
Member States examined offer multifaceted citizenship education, focusing, among other things, on the EU's functions,
integration process and core values, while taking into account new global challenges. Teaching methods often
combine the acquisition of knowledge, competences and skills from an early age. EU programmes support this
approach by targeting all EU citizens and by fostering lifelong learning through non-formal and formal educational
activities. However, as pointed out in recent studies, there are perennial challenges in implementing a consistent and
meaningful educational policy on citizenship in its various dimensions. Citizenship education is about establishing
common values, and fostering certain behaviour and attitudes, both locally and in the EU, but this is not done
consistently across the EU. For instance, some Member States give precedence to the national dimension of
citizenship over the European one, while in others the implementation of policies is still slow. It is therefore important to
monitor and evaluate measures taken by Member States to foster citizenship education and support its
implementation. The Commission has indicated that it intends to include transversal skills, such as citizenship
education and civic skills, in future editions of the Education and Training Monitor.

The evaluation study: 'The early implementation of the 2021-2027 EU programmes: Erasmus +, Creative Europe,

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Ahead of their forthcoming mid-term evaluation, this study provides an initial evaluation of the implementation of the
Erasmus +, Creative Europe, European Solidarity Corps, and Citizens, Equality, Rights and Values Strand 3 funding
programmes since their launch in late 2021. The evaluation focuses primarily on their relevance, coherence and
effectiveness, with a view to identifying challenges and shortcomings, but also to highlight good practices and potential
for future development. The research shows that despite the impact of events such as the COVID-19 health crisis and
the geopolitical situation, these programmes have been successfully launched and have demonstrated a high level of
flexibility and resilience in a fast changing environment.

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Since its adoption in 1991, the main objective of the Urban Waste Water Treatment Directive has been the protection
of the environment from the adverse effects of urban waste water discharges. While the directive has not been revised
until now, recent developments — such as contaminants of emerging concern, increasing heavy rainfalls and adoption
of stricter rules in some Member States — have rendered its evaluation necessary. This briefing offers an overview of
the evaluation of this directive as well as of relevant stakeholders' position papers in view of its forthcoming revision.
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This publication provides an assessment of the implementation of the European agenda for culture and of the EU
strategy on international cultural relations.

Gender-based violence, including violence against women and domestic violence, breaches human rights and is an
extreme form of gender-based discrimination. However, violence against women and domestic violence are pervasive
throughout the European Union (EU). While the full scale of the problem is not known due to a lack of data, the results
of the most comprehensive survey on violence against women at EU level to date, published by the EU Agency for
Fundamental Rights (FRA) in 2014, provide an indication of its dimension. The coronavirus pandemic and related
lockdowns have further worsened the situation. On 8 March 2022, the European Commission presented a long-
awaited proposal for a directive combating violence against women and domestic violence. Ahead of its deliberations,
the Committee on Women's Rights and Gender Equality (FEMM) asked the Ex-Post Evaluation Unit (EVAL) within DG
EPRS to prepare an analysis of the Commission proposal in light of the European Parliament's requests for a
legislative framework on preventing and combating gender-based violence, submitted over time. Accordingly, this
study examines the Parliament's main requests in this regard adopted since 2009 — when Parliament first called for a
directive on preventing and combating all forms of violence against women — compared against the provisions of the
Commission proposal.
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This study seeks to present a comprehensive overview of non-legislative resolutions adopted by the Parliament
between July 2019 and December 2021 on the basis of own-initiative reports, in the light of the response provided by
the Commission, the subsequent follow-up documents and related actions undertaken by the Commission up to 31
January 2022. The publication is part of Parliament’s Strategic Execution Framework (2019-2021). The aim of this joint
DG PRES and DG EPRS project on 'Improved reporting on European Commission follow-up to European Parliament
resolutions' is to facilitate monitoring of the Commission's follow-up to those resolutions.
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Ecodesign and energy labelling policies play an important role in the decarbonisation of the energy system. Ecodesign
bans the least-efficient products from the market, while energy labelling guides consumers towards the most energy
efficient products. While the Ecodesign Directive focused largely on energy aspects, its revision became necessary in
light of the transition to a circular economy where the use of natural resources is reassessed to maximise their value
and minimise their waste. The recently proposed regulation on ecodesign for sustainable products will extend the
scope to a wider range of products, strengthen sustainability and circularity criteria, and introduce new information
requirements for products. Following the adoption of the regulation, the Ecodesign Directive will be repealed. The new
legal framework aims to put in place a harmonised set of rules for sustainable products across all Member States and
ensure a level-playing field for businesses.
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Boosting rail freight transport is an essential pillar of the European Union's long-term policy to make transport more
sustainable by cutting greenhouse gas emissions and decarbonising the sector. However, rail freight transport has
faced numerous barriers in its development, and its growth is held back by its lack of competitiveness with other
modes of transport such as road transport. Regulation (EU) 913/2010 was designed to facilitate rail freight transport
across the EU rail network, through the creation of rail freight corridors, but the potential of those corridors has not
been fully exploited. While the regulation was conducive to enhanced cooperation across borders, its implementation
did not lead to an increase in rail freight transport along the corridors, with insufficient coordination on traffic
management and infrastructure works. Against this backdrop, the Commission has launched a two-step revision
process for Regulation (EU) 913/2010. The first step consists of a limited revision, in conjunction with a revision of the
Trans-European Transport Network Regulation, focused on aspects of geographical alignment, governance and
investment planning. The second step will be a wider revision leading to a recast proposal scheduled for the last
quarter of 2022.

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Initially planned to discuss only the EU response to the coronavirus pandemic, recent developments required EU
leaders to dedicate attention to other issues during the European Council video-conference meeting of 19 November
2020. In this context, they addressed notably the next Multiannual Financial Framework (MFF), specifically the rule-of-
law conditionality linked to the MFF, and the fight against terrorism. While the vast majority of Member States agree
with the compromise reached between negotiators from the Council and the European Parliament on the issue of rule-
of-law conditionality, Hungary, Poland and Slovenia are currently not able to support it. The President of the European
Council, Charles Michel, indicated that discussions to find an acceptable solution for all would continue. The exchange
of information on the coronavirus pandemic focused in particular on the development of vaccines, ensuring that they
would be available and affordable to all EU citizens, and on the coordination of the exit from the second-wave
restrictions.

Given the unprecedented circumstances surrounding the COVID-19 outbreak and the potential EU-wide ramifications,
Heads of State or Government of the 27 EU Member States welcomed the initiative to hold a special meeting by video-
conference on 10 March 2020. European Council President Charles Michel expressed his sympathy for all those
citizens affected by the disease and, in particular, for Italy, the country most affected so far. The Member States
discussed the COVID-19 outbreak and agreed on four lines of action to contain the spread of the disease. The
President of the European Commission, Ursula von der Leyen, the President of the European Central Bank, Christine
Lagarde, the President of the Eurogroup, Mario Centeno, and the High Representative of the Union for Foreign Affairs
and Security Policy/Vice-President of the European Commission, Josep Borrell, also took part in the discussion.
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In recent years, international trade has gained increasing visibility on the European Council agenda. A high level of
economic interconnectedness and the ineluctable rise of emerging economies on the world stage, notably China, have
highlighted differences across economic systems and divergences over the impact of certain policies and practices in
the global economy. Moreover, the United States administration's pursuit of an 'America first' foreign policy has been
accompanied by a trade policy aimed primarily at reducing trade deficits with partners. The existential threat which the
World Trade Organization now faces, as the core of the multilateral trading system, has compounded growing trade
tensions and translated into a highly unstable global environment. The European Council has reacted to these
developments promptly, with the last three years seeing the adoption of measures to strengthen the European Union's
capacity to address such challenges. It has placed high emphasis on the need for the EU to be able to defend itself
against unfair trade practices, through strengthened defence instruments, greater surveillance of foreign direct
investment, and broader access to public procurement markets abroad. The objectives set out in its Strategic Agenda
for 2019-24 reflect a need for a more assertive and united European Union on the global stage, able to tackle the
technological and environmental challenges of the coming decade.
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Outcome of the European Council (Article 50) meeting on 17 October 2019
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Leaders of the 27 EU Member States endorsed the agreement on the withdrawal of the United Kingdom from the
European Union with a revised Protocol on Ireland/Northern Ireland, as well as a revised political declaration on the
framework of the future EU-UK relationship. They invited the Commission, the European Parliament and the Council to
take steps to ensure the entry into force of the withdrawal agreement by 1 November 2019. Following postponement of
the House of Commons vote to approve the deal, President of the European Council, Donald Tusk, will consult the EU-
27 Heads of State or Government as to whether to agree to the request he received on 19 October for an extension of
the Article 50 negotiation period to 31 January 2020.

On 14-15 December 2017, EU Heads of State or Government convened in four different settings with varying
compositions and levels of formality: a regular summit of the European Council, a Leaders’ Meeting on migration, a
European Council (Article 50) meeting, and an enlarged Euro Summit. While the European Council meeting adopted
conclusions focused on security and defence, social policy, education and culture, the informal debate on migration
concentrated on the reform of the Dublin Regulation, in particular on the relocation mechanisms for asylum-seekers.
The European Council also discussed tax evasion, welcomed the outcome of the One Planet Summit in Paris, agreed
to roll over the sanctions on Russia in response to the annexation of Crimea, and reiterated the EU’s firm commitment
to the two-state solution for the Israeli—Palestinian conflict. The main results of the European Council (Article 50)
meeting were the decision that 'sufficient progress' has been achieved to proceed to the second phase of Brexit
negotiations, and the adoption of guidelines in this respect. While there were no formal conclusions at the Euro Summit
meeting, participants agreed to focus on areas where the convergence of views is the greatest, most notably the
completion of the Banking Union and the transformation of the ESM into a European Monetary Fund.

This In-Depth Analysis by the European Council Oversight Unit of the European Parliamentary Research Service
(EPRS) is the second in a series of annual publications examining the activity of the European Council. In 2016, the
Heads of State or Government devoted most of their attention to three policy areas: migration; foreign and security
policy; and economic governance, competitiveness and trade. The publication also considers the impact of the United
Kingdom referendum vote on the proceedings of the European Council, both procedurally (EU 28 and EU-27
meetings) and thematically (policy priorities and debates on the future of a Europe-at-27). The European Council has
carried out its strategic, deliberative, and follow-up roles throughout the year. This was particularly notable when it
dealt with migration, which attracted 50 % of the attention of the Heads of State or Government, as shown in the
conclusions of their debates. The European Council President, Donald Tusk, continued to report to the European
Parliament on the outcomes of the European Council meetings, as required by the Treaties.

The 20-21 October 2016 European Council meeting will focus primarily on migration and trade issues, but will also
address global economic issues and external relations. On migration, EU leaders will most likely concentrate on
progress on the Partnership Framework of cooperation with countries of origin or transit and on protecting the EU's
external borders, as well as on the implementation of the EU-Turkey statement. The EU-Canada Free Trade
Agreement, the ongoing free trade agreement negotiations with the United States and Japan, and trade defence
instruments will be the main trade-related topics. On other global and economic issues, the European Council will
probably welcome the ratification of the Paris Climate Change Agreement, the extension of the European Fund for
Strategic Investment and the delivery of the various single market strategies. When it comes to external relations, EU
Ié-zaders are expected to hold a policy debate on relations with Russia, and will possibly address the current situation in
yria.

As part of its work, the
unit maintains a rolling database of all the European Council's commitments and responsibilities, which is updated and
published regularly, with an indication of follow-up given to date.The European Council became a formal Union
institution, with a full-time President, under the Treaty of Lisbon. Although it does not exercise legislative functions, the
European Council's role — to 'provide the Union with the necessary impetus for its development' and to define its
'general political directions and priorities' — has developed rapidly over the past seven years. As an example of setting
overall priorities for the Union, on 26-27 June 2014, the European Council adopted a Strategic Agenda to 'guide the
institutions in annual and multiannual programming, as well as in legislative planning' in the 2014-19 institutional
cycle.The European Parliament is strongly committed to the principle of Better Law-Making, and particularly to the
effective use of impact assessment and evaluation throughout the legislative cycle. It is in this spirit that enhanced
powers for stronger executive bodies can and should be balanced by greater scrutiny and oversight, especially in
respect of the implementation of EU law and policies. The Parliament's administrative capacity to support
parliamentary committees and individual Members in exercising ex-post scrutiny and oversight of the executive has
accordingly been enhanced in order to provide stronger and deeper analysis of the transposition, implementation and
enforcement of EU secondary law, and more generally, of the impact, operation, effectiveness and delivery of EU law
and policy in practice. In this context, since June 2014, the European Council Oversight Unit has been monitoring and
analysing the delivery on commitments made by the European Council in the conclusions of its meetings, as well as its
various responsibilities either in law or on the basis of intergovernmental agreements. This compendium is designed to
assist the Parliament in exercising its important oversight role in the months and years ahead.

In this third edition of the overview of European Council Conclusions, presented in the form of a Rolling Check-List of
Commitments, the European Council Oversight Unit has been monitoring and analysing the delivery of the European
Council on the commitments made in the conclusions of its meetings, as well as its various responsibilities either in law
or on the basis of intergovernmental agreements. The Check-List covers seven broad policy areas contained in seven
chapters: Financial and Economic Affairs; Employment and Social Policies Agenda and Strategy; Competitiveness;
Climate and Energy Strategies; Freedom, Security and Justice; External Policies; and Development. This
compendium is designed to assist the Parliament in exercising its important oversight role in the months and years
ahead.
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Outlook for the European Council of 19-20 March 2015: Pre-European Council Briefing
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The Spring European Council will focus on building a European Energy Union. The Heads of State or Government will
also exchange views on the economic situation and conclude the first phase of the European Semester for 2015,
which includes giving guidance to Member States for the preparation of their national reforms and the stability or
convergence programmes. They are also likely to consider the progress on the European Fund for Strategic
Investments (EFSI) and the state of play in the negotiations with the US on the Transatlantic Trade and Investment
Partnership (TTIP). On the external relations agenda, the European Council is expected to discuss relations with
Russia and the situation in Ukraine, in particular the implementation of the Minsk || Agreement, and agree on possible
further steps. The difficult situation in Libya and its security implications for the EU will also be on the agenda. EU
leaders are also expected to prepare the Eastern Partnership Summit in Riga on 21-22 May 2015.
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
