Attracting highly qualified immigrants to Europe has been one of the EU's key priorities for several years. However, up
until now the EU has not been as successful as other OECD countries. This demand for workers is expected to
increase due to the increasing shortage of certain skills and the aging of the EU's population. The proposed directive,
which would replace the 2009 Blue Card Directive, increases the attractiveness of the EU highly skilled migration
scheme by expanding its scope, lowering criteria for admission or expanding the rights of beneficiaries. On 15 June
2017, the Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs (LIBE) adopted its report, and voted to open
interinstitutional negotiations. After the Council agreed its mandate, trilogue meetings started in September 2017, but
little progress was made before the end of the 2014-2019 parliamentary term. In October 2019, Parliament decided to
resume work on the file in the context of ‘unfinished business’ to be carried over to the new legislature. The European
Commission’s ‘New Pact on Migration and Asylum’, presented on 23 September 2020, stressed the need to finalise
the negotiations. On 17 May 2021, the Parliament and the Portuguese Presidency of the EU Council finally reached an
interim agreement on the revision of the directive. On 21 May, Member States’ ambassadors, in the Committee of
Permanent Representatives, endorsed the agreement. And on 3 June, the LIBE committee also endorsed the
agreement reached with the Council. Parliament is expected to vote on adopting the agreed text during the September

Over one third of the European Union (EU) population — some 170 million citizens — are aged under 30, with half that
number under the age of 15 years. Although education policies in the EU are essentially decided and implemented by
the individual EU countries, the EU provides sound evidence and analysis to help national governments make
informed policy decisions and drive reforms to improve educational outcomes and the employability of young people.
For this purpose, in 2009, the EU set a series of common objectives to address the most pressing concerns in EU
education systems by 2020. In several areas, the EU scores well. In 2015, 39 % of the EU workforce held a higher
education degree. Between 2005 and 2015, the percentage of early school leavers decreased by some 30 %, even
though during 2016, progress towards meeting the EU target slowed and currently stands at an average of 11 % — one
percentage point away from achieving the target. However, the EU faces the major challenge of further upskilling its
population and reducing under-achievement in basic skills. In specific terms, the results show that over 22 % of EU
students have low achievement levels in mathematics, nearly 18 % in reading, and some 17 % in science. Moreover,
by 2020, the EU aims for at least 15 % participation in learning among the population aged 25-64 years. Nevertheless,
progress towards this target has been very limited. The EU average in adult learning stood at some 11 % in 2014 (the
target was 15 %), and did not increase in 2015. Only urgent and substantive action will enable the EU to reach the
benchmark. On a more optimistic note, the Erasmus student mobility programme that has allowed more than 9 million
Europeans to study abroad, turns 30 in 2017. Widely recognised as one of the most successful EU programmes,
Erasmus provides a concrete example of the positive impact of European integration.

In Estonia, during the recovery from recession, the employment rate increased almost 10 percentage points (p.p.) to
the level of almost 77% and the unemployment rate decreased by 10 p.p. to the level on 7%. Active labour market
policies played an important role here as Estonia succeeded in adjusting active labour market services to meet the
needs of the labour market.

This document summarises the presentations and discussions of the workshop on Skills development and
Employability: New Skills Agenda for Europe held at the European Parliament in Brussels on Thursday 8 September
2016 as a common workshop for the Employment and Social Affairs and the Culture and Education Committees.

The NUTS classification (Nomenclature of Territorial Units for Statistics) is a system to divide the territory of Member

allocating European structural and investment funds to EU regions.This paper provides statistics for the 276 NUTS 2
regions, firstly looking at GDP and unemployment for the years 2004 and 2014. Second, it shows the employment
situation of the younger generation in 2014. It then considers employment, poverty and education in the light of
selected Europe 2020 targets, and internet usage in view of the EU’s digital agenda. Finally it shows the allocation of
structural and investment funds for the period 2014-2020.

Labour migration policy has the potential to tackle demographic challenges and labour market shortages. As noted in
the European Commission's Work Programme for 2015, the operation of Directive 2009/50 and its evaluation could be
the first step towards a new European policy on legal migration. The directive sets the conditions for the work and
residence of the third-country (non-EU) nationals in the EU territory but it covers only a specific group of third-country
nationals - highly-qualified workers and their family members. Despite the various positive aspects that have been
introduced by the directive, such as a common European scheme for attracting highly-qualified workers from third-
countries to the European Union, based on the available data one can note that there are various challenges to the
existing EU Blue Card scheme. The main challenges include the general (un)attractiveness of the EU Blue Card
scheme, limited use of the scheme, a lack of coordination between the EU Blue Card scheme and national schemes
providing similar rights to the third-country nationals, and the limitation of the rights of the EU Blue Card holders
including their intra-EU migration. Another considerable challenge to the scheme is linked with the problems of the
transposition among the majority of the Member States. Although the Member States have in the end transposed the
directive, their approach is very diverse. These issues present a serious stumbling block to the attractiveness and
applicability of the EU Blue Card scheme. While the Parliament's role was limited to a consultation, during the adoption
of the current EU Blue Card Directive, new amending legislation would be decided with the Parliament's full
involvement under the ordinary legislative procedure.

This report, provided by Policy Department A to the Committee on Employment and Social Affairs, gives an overview
of labour shortages, looking at their types and causes, their occurrence within the EU-28 and possible measures to
counter them. It finds that there are no overall quantitative shortages at EU-28 level in the wake of the economic crisis,
but qualitative shortages, especially relating to skills shortages and mismatch, occur in several regions, sectors,
occupations and Member States. Employers and Member States are the prime actors to counter labour shortages
effectively, but the EU can play an important supporting role through its influence on intra-EU mobility, by increasing
the transparency of the labour market and by using its structural funds as supportive frameworks.

The information and communication technologies sector is of increasing importance to virtually every sector of the
economy. There is a high demand for highly-qualified workers to fill the increasing demand of this expanding sector
and women, due to their currently low presence in ICT, constitute a pool of potential candidates.

Commission on the issue of how to attract more women into ICT-related courses and consequently to a career in ICT.
Two approaches are thus taken: firstly, an analysis of the presence of girls and young women in ICT-related courses
and best practices on how to encourage them to pursue such academic path; secondly, an overview of the obstacles
female workers face in their work and progression in ICT companies, and best-practice cases on how to attract more
female qualified workers into the sector, how to ensure there is fair progression in their careers, and a good work-life
balance.

In recent years the idea of temporary labour migration has regained increasing popularity. It is often perceived as a
solution that comes to the benefit of sending country, receiving country as well as individual migrants. In terms of
global benefits from migration, even a limited liberalization of labour mobility has been perceived of generating greater
welfare gains than a complete abolition of all trade restrictions on goods. For the sending country circular migration can
have the advantages of financial flows in the form of remittances, investments by former migrants, a temporary outflow
of workers, which will lessen unemployment rates and the knowledge and skills brought back by returning migrants.
Thus, from the perspective of the sending countries, next to remittances, the return of high skilled migrants is seen as
a major way of making migration work for development. Yet, in addition to the interests of the developing countries that
are often put forward, the industrialised countries have their own interests in promoting the concept of circular
migration and the question arises whether the cherished concept of circular migration is not in fact a disguised form of
temporary labour migration. Moreover, the emphasis on the temporariness of current labour migration rules in the
Member States runs counter to the objective of integrating third-country nationals into the host society.

For the discussion of the general framework directive on labour immigration and the proposal for a directive on the
conditions of entry and residence of highly skilled workers the EP requested two briefing notes to examine whether
migration is an answer to the Member States' ageing problems and to declining working-age population. It is suggested
that Member States should focus on high-skilled workers or a mix of them including the low-skilled. Further issues, as
whether quotas by economic sector are appropriate and the impact of different integration policies, were looked at.
