Streszczenie On 17 November 2021, the European Commission tabled a proposal to revise EU rules on shipments of waste. The
proposed regulation seeks to ease shipments of waste for reuse and recycling in the EU, to support the transition to a
circular economy; ensure that waste exported from the EU is managed in an environmentally sound manner in the
destination countries; and step up enforcement to counteract illegal shipments of waste. While supporting the
proposed streamlining and digitalisation of procedures, stakeholders have stressed the need for significant
improvements to ensure that the new regulation fulfils its objectives, in particular as regards exports of waste. The
European Parliament adopted its position on the proposed regulation on 17 January 2023. Strengthening the
Commission's text, notably on transparency, monitoring, and assessment of sound waste management in third
countries, Parliament's negotiating mandate proposes putting an end to plastic waste exports outside the EU and
EFTA countries. The Council adopted its general approach on 24 May 2023. Interinstitutional negotiations concluded
on 17 November 2023 with a provisional agreement. The agreed text, endorsed by Member State representatives on 6
December 2023 and by the ENVI committee on 11 January 2024, now awaits formal adoption by Parliament and the
Council. The vote in plenary is scheduled for the February II session. Third edition. The 'EU Legislation in Progress'
briefings are updated at key stages throughout the legislative procedure.

Streszczenie The European Commission's 'fit for 55' package, adopted on 14 July 2021 under the European Green Deal, includes a
proposal to revise the 2014 EU framework for the deployment of alternative fuels infrastructure. The proposal puts
forward binding targets for electric vehicle charging and hydrogen refuelling points, electric charging for stationary
aeroplanes at airports, and on-shore power supply for ships at ports. It also includes rules on refuelling points for
liquefied natural gas for heavy-duty vehicles and in maritime ports. The European Parliament's Committee on
Transport and Tourism (TRAN) is responsible for the file, with the rapporteur Ismail Ertug (S&D, Germany). His draft
report puts forward several amendments to strengthen the Commission proposal, including in terms of power output
targets and implementation dates for electric charging infrastructure for cars and trucks, and targets for hydrogen
refuelling stations and shore-side electricity supply in ports. The vote on the draft report in TRAN is scheduled for
October 2022.

Streszczenie The IA convincingly illustrates the identified problems, although their scale is not always supported by estimates, or the
source of some of the estimates is not provided. When discussing how the situation would evolve without further
action, the IA neither discusses the evolution of each problem identified nor any other existing or upcoming EU
initiatives that could lead to improvements. The general objectives appear to be consistent with the problems identified,
and the specific objectives comply broadly with the SMART criteria. The retained options tackle the problems' drivers
identified progressively, although it is unclear why some of the policy measures identified under Options 2 or 3 were
not taken up under the preferred Option 4. The IA appears to assess the main economic, social, and environmental
impacts for each policy measure comprehensively, quantifying them whenever possible, and otherwise providing a
qualitative assessment. However, the analysis on SMEs is quite limited, and the IA does not provide any explanation
as to why competitiveness was not considered. Moreover, despite it likely being relevant, the IA does not appear to
have dealt with the impact on third/developing countries sufficiently and systematically. Overall, the monitoring
framework envisaged appears to be adequate, although more clarity as to the choice of identifying indicators for only
two specific objectives would have been beneficial. Stakeholders were consulted extensively and their opinions
systematically reported. The efforts undertaken to provide quantitative support for the analysis performed appear to be
convincing, and the IA appears to have addressed the RSB's comments satisfactorily. Finally, the proposal appears to
be consistent with the analysis carried out in the IA.

Streszczenie The current EU rules provide to haulage companies the possibility to use hired vehicles, but also allow Member States
to restrict this. As part of the 2017 road transport mobility package, the European Commission proposed to soften the
existing restrictions and establish a uniform regulatory framework, which would give transport operators across the EU
equal access to the market for hired goods vehicles. As co-legislators, the European Parliament and the Council have
agreed new rules in October 2021. Member States will not be allowed to restrict, on their territories, the use of a
vehicle hired by a haulage company established in another Member State. However, they will still be able to restrict, to
a certain degree, the use of vehicles that their own companies hire in another Member State. EU Member States will
have 14 months to adapt their legislation before the rules enter into force.

Streszczenie While inland navigation is a cost-effective and environmentally friendly mode of transport, it is not used to its full
capacity. Apart from the need for significant infrastructure improvements, the sector is affected by limited labour
mobility and shortage of qualified workers. To enhance labour mobility, the European Commission proposes to
establish a common system of qualifications for workers on EU inland waterways. While the EU legislation currently
applies only to boatmasters, the proposal introduces harmonised rules for all deck crew members. Moreover, it
extends the scope of legislation to the previously excluded River Rhine. Ultimately, the proposal should facilitate entry
to professions in inland navigation, improve career prospects and make jobs in the sector more attractive.

Streszczenie Upon request by the Committee on Budgetary Control (CONT) this study analyses the results, efficiency and
effectiveness of the EU investment in rail infrastructure with a special focus on cross border rail projects. Beginning
with a discussion of the reasons for the moderate success of EU railway policy it investigates four case studies with a
focus on effectiveness of funding schemes and success of removing bottlenecks, particularly at border crossings, to
improve attractiveness of the railway mode. Recommendations are given for a more efficient joint development of a
European rail network by the Member States and the EU and a further development of funding schemes tailored to
railways.
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Streszczenie High-speed rail (HSR) started developing in Europe in the late 1970s, first in France and Italy, and subsequently in
Germany, Spain and the UK, among others. In the early stages, its development took place largely at national level.
The EU started providing specific support to European rail projects with the establishment of the trans-European
transport network (TEN-T) in the early 1990s, some priority projects of which concern HSR. The EU also promotes
HSR development through other means, including technical harmonisation measures, security systems and funding
instruments. The importance of high-speed rail has increased over time in the EU in terms of network length, number
of passengers carried and modal share. Nevertheless, EU Member States each have their own specific characteristics
in this regard. The impact of HSR on economic growth and sustainable regional and urban development is not easily
measurable, each project having to be analysed individually. HSR can contribute significantly towards meeting some of
the objectives – notably on energy efficiency and reduction of emissions – set by the 2011 European Commission
White Paper on Transport. To this end, specific targets for developing the HSR network are set out in the Roadmap to
a Single European Transport Area. Worldwide, the development of HSR lines could also provide commercial
opportunities for the technological know-how of the EU rail industry on foreign markets. However, the sector's future
depends on a diverse range of political, economic and technical factors or challenges, among them the increasing
costs of rail works and infrastructure, varying rates of investment returns, and the adverse impacts of the recent
economic crisis. In the context of budgetary constraints, public authorities in some EU countries have questioned
HSR's overall added value.
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Streszczenie The foiled Thalys train attack of August 2015 has put EU rail security under the spotlight. Increasing passenger and
freight flows and relatively open access to EU rail infrastructure make rail transport a soft target for unlawful acts. A
ministerial-level meeting at the end of August examined the challenges facing rail security and the possibilities for a
strengthened EU response.
