Under the Recovery and Resilience Facility (RRF), the EU response to the crisis triggered by the pandemic, Bulgaria
was initially allocated €6 267.3 million in grants. In line with the RRF Regulation, on 30 June 2022, the European
Commission recalculated the maximum grant amounts for all Member States; this resulted in a just over 9 % cut for
Bulgaria, lowering the total to €5 688.8 million. To take this into account, as well as factor in the impact of inflation,
Bulgaria submitted a modified national recovery and resilience plan (NRRP), removing and downscaling several
measures. The updated plan has an estimated cost of €6 185.3 million; the financing above the maximum RRF
financial contribution is expected to be supplemented with national (and private) co-financing. Bulgaria has not yet
submitted a REPowerEU chapter, for which another €480.1 million in grants are available. Bulgaria's NRRP ranks
eighth as a share of grants relative to gross domestic product (GDP) — 9.3 % of its 2019 GDP from 10.2 % originally
(the RRF amounting to 5.2 % of EU-27 2019 GDP). RRF funds have to be paid out by end-2026. Bulgaria has so far
received one payment worth €1 369 million, which the Commission disbursed on 16 December 2022. The Bulgarian
NRRP aims to address the main challenges and systemic weaknesses of Bulgaria's economy. It builds on the national
development programme BULGARIA 2030, which proposes solutions for medium-term growth by setting strategic
objectives, such as accelerated economic development, demographic upswing and reduced inequalities. The NRRP
extends the scope of reforms and investment while ensuring coherence with measures planned under EU cohesion
policy. Bulgaria is one of the main beneficiaries of EU funds (measured as a share of GDP) over the 2021 2027
financing period, and complementarity with RRF resources is relevant in several fields. 57.5 % of the NRRP support is
for climate objectives, making Bulgaria's plan one of the greenest; 23.1 % supports digital objectives. Both green and
digital spending targets laid down in the RRF Regulation have thus been exceeded. The European Parliament
participates in interinstitutional forums for cooperation and discussion on the implementation of the RRF, and
scrutinises the Commission's work. This briefing is one in a series covering all EU Member States. Third edition. The

On 15 May 2023, following national elections in Bulgaria and after receiving the institutional mandate to form a new
government in her home country, Mariya Gabriel formally submitted her resignation, with immediate effect, as
European Commissioner for Innovation, Research, Culture, Education and Youth. That resignation was accepted by
the Commission's President, Ursula von der Leyen. For the interim period, she has asked Executive Vice-President
Margrethe Vestager to take over responsibility for overseeing the innovation and research portfolio, and Vice-President
Margaritis Schinas to take over the education, culture and youth portfolio. Subsequently, the procedure to replace
Gabriel has started. In June 2023, the Bulgarian government proposed two candidates to replace her: Ms lliana
Ivanova and Mr Daniel Lorer. On 28 June, following interviews with both candidates, von der Leyen announced she
had chosen Ivanova, a former Member of the European Parliament (during the 7th parliamentary term), currently
serving as a member of the European Court of Auditors. She will be responsible for Innovation, Research, Culture,
Education and Youth, the same portfolio as held by Gabriel. The European Parliament will be consulted — with the
competent committees (ITRE and CULT) planning a hearing, before a plenary vote — opening the way to her formal
appointment as Commissioner for the remainder of the current term. This publication updates a previous 'At a glance'
note by Micaela Del Monte and Maria Diaz Crego, published in September 2020.

The close cooperation arrangement for Bulgaria and Croatia poses challenges for the ECB that we discuss in terms of
existing and emerging risks and vulnerabilities in the two banking sectors.

EU legislation requires Member States to adopt national energy and climate plans (NECPs) for the 2021-2030 period
in order to contribute to the EU's binding climate and energy targets for 2030. Each individual final NECP has been
assessed by the European Commission. The assessments were published in October 2020. A high proportion of
Bulgarians (61 %) expect national governments to tackle climate change. Bulgaria submitted its final NECP in March
2020, taking into consideration the recommendations of the Commission on the draft report. In the1990s, Bulgaria
experienced structural economic changes relating to its transition to a market-based economy. In 1990, the country
accounted for total emissions of 103 million tonnes of CO2-equivalent (MtCO2e) (excluding land use, land use change
and forestry (LULUCF) and including international aviation). In 2005, its total GHG emissions decreased by 37 %
compared with 1990, while in 2019 they were 44 % below the 1990 level. Bulgaria's NECP identifies several reasons
for the reduction in total GHG emissions. These include: structural changes in industry, such as the decline in energy-
intensive enterprises, an increased share of hydro and nuclear electricity, implementation of energy efficiency
measures in the housing sector, and a shift from solid and liquid fuels to natural gas in energy consumption. However,
according to the country report under the 2020 European Semester, Bulgaria is the most GHG-intensive economy in
the European Union, and coal is still the main source of energy. This briefing is one in a series which will cover all EU

This will be the first time Bulgaria has held
the rotating presidency since it joined the EU in 2007. Its Presidency is part of the Trio Presidency composed of
Estonia, Bulgaria and Austria. It is to be noted that a new Joint Declaration is being prepared and will be negotiated by
the three Presidents in early December 2017. It is likely that the new Joint Declaration will cover January 2018-May
2019, to coincide with the legislative cycle of the European Parliament. Taking into account the need for active
dialogue with EU citizens, Bulgaria will strive to achieve progress in the field of security, employment, sustainable
growth and ensuring a stronger EU presence on the world stage. In particular, it tasks itself with focusing on youth
questions and security issues as horizontal priorities. The Bulgarian government has announced three broad
messages for its programme: Consensus, Competitiveness and Cohesion.

Resumo Responding to the objective of achieving territorial cohesion, the macro-regional approach promoted by the European
Union has gained momentum since 2009 and has been put into practice, first in the Baltic Sea Region and
subsequently in the Danube River Basin and the Adriatic-lonian Region through the implementation of strategies
targeted at each of these areas, the Danube Region Strategy being one such example.

Reports
from the European Commission, while highlighting the strategies' impact in terms of projects, coordination and
integration, promotion of multi-level governance and territorial cohesion, underline the need for stronger political
backing, commitment and leadership from the participating countries and regions. Stakeholders have called for a more
streamlined governance structure, criticised the limited involvement of civil society organisations, local and regional
actors in planning and decision-making processes, and pointed to capacity shortcomings impeding their participation.
The question of capacities and resources is of critical importance. As macro-regional strategies do not bring additional
EU funding, the participating countries or regions are expected to do more with what is available to address the
challenges and opportunities requiring their cooperation. Putting this principle into practice is not a smooth process.
This is especially true for the Danube macro-region, which is very diverse in membership. It covers 14 countries whose
development levels and status in relation to the European Union (including their access to EU funding as a result of the
latter) are not the same. The wide disparities between the partners have a significant impact on the operation of the
strategy.

The briefing note provides an overview of labour market developments, poverty and social inclusion trends, labour
legislation, social dialogue and the pension system in Bulgaria. Furthermore, the most important national policies are
summarised. The Bulgarian government focuses on growth-enhancing labour market policies. They mainly target
vulnerable groups to avoid long term unemployment and aim at improving the flexibility of the labour market while
enhancing the quality of the work force. The latest reforms in the area of the labour market and pension system are
crucial for maintaining sustainable public finance in the long run.
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National Experiences in Applying Civil Protection Measures : The Case of Bulgaria
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In civil and commercial matters, the provisional and protective measures are set to preserve the factual or legal
situation, in a way to protect the rights whose recognition was claimed elsewhere by the court, having jurisdiction over
the substance of the matter. Thus, protection measures shall surprise the defendant by depriving him/her of the
possibility to make the protection sought useless. Talking about domestic violence, the protective measures are set to
give immediate protection in cases where there exists a direct and immediate threat of continuation of domestic
violence, whilst guaranteeing the rights of the offender to a fair trial.
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This note was requested by the Committee on Fisheries for its Delegation to Bulgaria (14-16 July 2011). The note
provides a review of the main characteristics of the Bulgarian fisheries sector, with a focus on issues such as the legal
and institutional framework, management measures, catches, fishing fleet, processing industry, trade, employment and
fisheries research.
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In the European Parliament's resolution on the Commission's 2007 enlargement strategy paper, adopted in July
2008[1], the European Parliament called for lessons to be learnt from previous enlargements and that in future the EU
should act more rigorously when following-up monitoring and evaluation reports on progress achieved by the candidate
countries, in particular regarding administrative and legal reforms, the ability of the pre-accession states to manage
European funds and the rule of law in general.

The present study was prepared from December 2010 and March 2011 for the European Parliament's Committee on
Budgetary Control, and focuses on the main lessons learned from the management of preaccession funds of Bulgaria
and Romania, providing related recommendations.
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This note provides an overview of Bulgaria, its political system, economy and administrative set-up, together with a
description of Community support to Bulgaria, and the Operational Programmes contained in the National Strategic
Reference Framework for the period 2007-13.

The note has been prepared in the context of the Regional Development Committee Delegation to Bulgaria, 30
September - 02 October 2008.
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This study is one of a series of papers requested by the EP's Committee on Foreign Affairs in connection with its role
as (rotating) chair of the Parliamentary Troika of the Stability Pact for South East Europe in 2006. The Committee has
been organising four parliamentary seminars involving representatives from the relevant specialised parliamentary
bodies (committees and sub-committees) from the region. This paper examines the process of judicial reform in the
countries of South East Europe and the specific role of and challenges for parliaments therein. It will be presented and
discussed at a workshop on the subject on 16 October 2006 in Zagreb
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
