Lessons learned include the need to coordinate among the organisations in charge of the
card's implementation. Regional and local authorities played a role in all of the governance models used to implement
the card. * Among the Member States that have not yet tested the card, some governmental organisations at national
level are concerned that the European Disability Card should not raise expectations that cannot be met, and that the
card can co-exist with different rules at national level. Other organisations would be open to expanding the card's
application beyond culture, leisure and sport, and would open up the list to other sectors, such as transport, health,
employment and education. * There is broad agreement that the future European Disability Card should not be merged
with the EU Parking Card.

Rezumat Partnership agreements (PAs) are overarching documents that define the strategy and investment priorities for the
cohesion policy funds. By the end of 2022, the PAs for all 27 Member States for the 2021-2027 programming period
had been adopted; EU support is worth €368 billion and the total investment is €545 billion, taking into account national
financing. PAs in this programming period are much shorter and more concise documents than the agreements in the
2014-2020 period. The two policy objectives (POs) with the largest allocations are PO4 Social Europe and PO2
Greener Europe. Most of the funding is earmarked for the less developed regions, where gross domestic product
(GDP) per inhabitant was less than 75 % of the EU average in the 2015-2017 period. With the programming
completed, the implementation phase is now in full swing as the regions start spending the funds in accordance with
the measures and priorities outlined in the PAs. However, ensuring fulfilment of all outstanding horizontal and thematic
enabling conditions is key for the effective delivery of results. In general, PAs and their oversight are a responsibility of
the European Commission, which has the lead among the EU institutions in implementing cohesion policy. The
Commission assesses the PAs' compliance with the Common Provisions Regulation (CPR) – including the horizontal
principles, such as partnership and subsidiarity – and approves them via implementing acts. The European Parliament
can exercise its role of political scrutiny and oversight of the Commission. As co-legislator for the CPR, Parliament has
the right to be informed about the implementation of the Regulation, and can submit parliamentary questions asking
the Commission to explain how it verifies that the horizontal principles are respected in the PAs. Through the discharge
procedure, Parliament can ensure ex-post democratic oversight at political level of how the EU's budget has been
used. However, Parliament cannot veto PAs as such, as it has no formal role in the approval procedure. Nevertheless,
gradual steps could be taken to increase transparency and oversight. For example, Parliament could insist on the
public release of the Commission's assessments of the PAs, similarly to the assessments of the national recovery and
resilience plans.

Rezumat The distinction between delegated and implementing acts was introduced in Articles 290 and 291 of the Treaty on the
Functioning of the European Union by the Treaty of Lisbon. Before its entry into force, the distinction was not formally
known, although the idea of delegated legislation in the EU legal order was already present. In particular, acts adopted
under the regulatory procedure with scrutiny (RPS) as part of the comitology procedure are often regarded as direct
predecessors of today's delegated acts. Under the current legal framework, the European Parliament can, with regard
to delegated acts adopted by the Commission, 1) object to the delegated act (i.e. exercise its right of veto regarding
the act, preventing its entry into force); 2) bring an action for annulment of the delegated act to the Court of Justice of
the European Union (CJEU); and, for the future, 3) revoke the delegation (which does not affect delegated acts that
have already been adopted). Parliament can object to a delegated act only once: from the moment the proposed
delegated act is submitted to Parliament, up until the deadline for making objections, set in the basic legislative act.
Since the introduction of the distinction between implementing and delegated acts, Parliament has used its power only
once to challenge a delegated act, by lodging an action for annulment to the CJEU – Case C-286/14, where
Parliament successfully challenged a Commission delegated regulation concerning the Connecting Europe Facility. As
mentioned above, acts adopted under the RPS as part of the comitology procedure are often seen as predecessors of
today's delegated acts, and therefore the earlier Case C-355/10 in which Parliament challenged the legality of the
Schengen Borders Code (a Council decision adopted under the RPS procedure, hence a predecessor of a delegated
act), is also relevant for the present analysis. Thus far, Parliament has not brought any other relevant cases for
annulment of delegated acts.

Rezumat Sweden is a parliamentary democracy. This is embodied by the Swedish Riksdag, which consists of a single chamber
with 349 members, elected for four years. It is also a constitutional monarchy with the King or Queen as head of state.
He or she has no political power, however, and carries out only symbolic functions. The head of state opens the new
parliamentary session each autumn and chairs the Advisory Council on Foreign Affairs. The government proposes
legislation or amendments and implements Riksdag decisions. The Swedish Constitution consists of four fundamental
laws: the 1974 Instrument of Government, the 1810 Act of Succession, the 1949 Freedom of the Press Act, and the
1991 Fundamental Law on Freedom of Expression. In addition, the Riksdag Act contains provisions on the work of the
Riksdag and serves as the rules of procedure of the Swedish Parliament. This act is not a fundamental law, but has
higher status than an ordinary law. The Instrument of Government (IG) is not based on the idea of a separation of
powers into legislative, executive, and judiciary branches, but is considered as 'monistic with a single power centre: the
citizens of the country'. While the citizens elect the Riksdag, it is their representatives who then elect the government.
Direct citizen participation in decision-making is possible through referendums. A matter of fundamental law can be
submitted to a binding referendum, but this mechanism has never been employed. Consultative referendums can also
be held. The result is not legally binding but, in practice, is often regarded as such. A consultative referendum was held
in November 1994 regarding Sweden's accession to the EU. The Riksdag is the supreme decision-making assembly in
Sweden and is 'the foremost representative of the people' (Chapter 1, Article 4, IG). It adopts legislation, determines
the central government budget, and examines the work of the government and the public administration. The
representatives are chosen through a proportional electoral system which has seen an increasing turnover and a
growing party system, now made up of eight political parties. This briefing is part of an EPRS series on national
parliaments (NPs) and EU affairs. It aims to provide an overview of the way the NPs of EU Member States are
structured and how they process, scrutinise and engage with EU legislation.

Rezumat The Czech Republic (Czechia) has a parliamentary system of government. The Czech Parliament consists of
Poslanecká sněmovna (the Chamber of Deputies) and Senát (the Senate), both elected directly. It is considered an
imperfect bicameral system, with the Chamber of Deputies able to overrule the Senate in most instances (Chapter II of
the Czech Constitution adopted in 1992). Equal powers between the two chambers are limited to constitutional and
electoral laws, the ratification of international agreements, and certain cases pertaining to defence and security. In
2012, the Czech Parliament gave up its competence to elect the President of the Republic in order to introduce direct
presidential elections. This did, however, not lead to a semi-presidential system, even if evolution in this direction
cannot be excluded. The President appoints the government, led by the Prime Minister, which must gain a vote of
confidence in the Chamber of Deputies at the beginning of its term (Article 68 of the Constitution). The government
remains accountable to the Chamber of Deputies. The President can, under specific circumstances (Article 35),
dissolve the Chamber of Deputies, while the chamber has the power to override presidential vetoes. The Senate is a
permanent institution that cannot be dissolved. The members of the Chamber of Deputies are elected every four years
according to the principle of proportional representation by a universal, equal, direct and secret vote. Senators are
elected for a six-year term, with one third of them being renewed every two years by a universal, equal, direct and
secret vote in the form of a plurality voting system. This briefing is part of an EPRS series on national parliaments

Rezumat At the end of October 2021, the European Commission submitted a proposal for the revision of Regulation (EU)
2019/1021 on persistent organic pollutants (POPs), and in particular its Annexes IV and V, which determine how waste
containing POPs must be treated, i.e. whether waste could be recycled or must be destroyed or irreversibly
transformed. The proposal updates the concentration limits of certain (groups of) POP substances already regulated in
Annexes IV and V of the regulation, and also establishes concentration limits for substances that have not yet been
regulated by these annexes. The proposal thus ensures, on the one hand, implementation of the EU's commitments at
international level (alignment of the EU legislation with developments at international level in the field of POPs, e.g.
under the Stockholm Convention on POPs), and, on the other, alignment of the EU legislation with scientific and
technical progress. It also aims to achieve an optimal balance between the ambitions of the European Green Deal 
notably, to ensure that human health and the environment are protected from the adverse effects caused by POPs,
while also achieving toxic-free material cycles, more recycling and circularity, and reduced greenhouse gas emissions.
The recast of the regulation in 2019 envisaged that Annexes IV and V would be revised following the ordinary
legislative procedure. This briefing presents the findings of publicly accessible sources on the implementation of the
EU legislation in terms of its scope and subject to revision.

Rezumat Each year, millions of live animals are transported by road, sea, rail and air within, and to and from, the European
Union, for a number of reasons, such as slaughter, fattening or breeding. To protect their welfare during those
journeys, the EU adopted Regulation 1/2005 on the protection of animals during transport. An evaluation of the
regulation showed that, when correctly implemented and enforced, it had a positive impact on the welfare of animals.
However, in some areas weaknesses persist, largely owing to insufficient implementation. In light of these conclusions,
and bearing in mind its 2012-2015 animal welfare strategy, the European Commission developed guidelines for
handling animals during transport, to be disseminated and used for training of transport personnel and enforcement
agents. Despite these measures, however, in recent years, repeated breaches of the rules, resulting in accidents and
severe animal welfare crises, have been highlighted by EU and national control bodies and by animal welfare
organisations. On 19 June 2020, the European Parliament set up the Committee of Inquiry on the Protection of
Animals during Transport (ANIT). The work of the committee focused on investigating how EU rules are being
implemented by Member States and enforced by the European Commission. It held public hearings with the
participation of stakeholders, representatives of national authorities, and experts. Insight from these debates fed into
the committee's report and recommendations to the Council and the Commission. This briefing is one of four requested
by the ANIT committee to provide research and analysis following the results of a questionnaire sent out by the
committee to Member States. It focuses on one of the topics investigated by the committee, namely how Member
States organise training for personnel handling animals during transport and for staff tasked with enforcing the rules.

Rezumat The Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union (EU) enshrines the civil, political, economic and social
rights and principles of everyone covered by its scope. Despite evidence of it having resulted in positive outcomes
since it became legally binding in 2009, European Commission reports and findings by the Fundamental Rights
Agency show that the Charter has not been used to its full potential at national level. Furthermore, according to a
Eurobarometer survey, there is lack of awareness of the Charter among EU citizens. The debate around how to
promote awareness of the Charter, and of citizens' rights more broadly, in the EU has been going on for a number of
years. In this context, a new strategy for effective application of the Charter has been adopted and will guide action for
the next 10 years, to raise awareness and promote its effective use. Furthermore, in 2020 the European Commission
launched a public consultation to collect input from a wide range of stakeholders on the subject, including actors at
local level. The basic idea was that as local and regional authorities represent the tiers of government closest to the
public, they are well placed to make the Charter known to citizens. This briefing provides guidance and tools to help
local and regional authorities inform citizens of their rights under the Charter. It also presents best practice from
selected EU Member States on promoting the principles underpinning the Charter at regional and local level.

In addition, the research paper annexed to this EIA maps and assesses the local policies designed and implemented
by 10 EU agglomerations with the aim of tackling air pollution from relevant sources, and, in particular, from road
transport.

Furthermore, the
research paper studies the effects of the first wave of pandemic lock-down measures implemented in the same 10 EU
agglomerations and their effects on concentrations of certain air pollutants (particularly harmful for health), and, on this
basis, outlines lessons that could be applied in future policy-making on air quality at all levels of governance.

This amendment
would empower the European Commission to designate, by an implementing act, a statutory replacement rate to
replace the reference to the benchmark in cessation, if this cessation may result in significant disruption of financial
markets in the Union.

Rezumat Competition and consumer protection in the single market are often undermined by price discrimination based on
residency. While many market players do not cooperate with the Commission, for instance not disclosing their pricing
structure, Member States often do not have the means or the tools to collect and deliver the required information to the
Commission. The SMIT proposal would provide the Commission with powers such as to request business-related
information (e.g. cost structure or product volumes sold), and to address market failures in a more efficient way. The
SMIT, however, has raised some criticism in the Council and EP, inter alia, because of the Commission’s choice of the
legal basis for the proposal. Parliament’s Legal Service stated in an opinion that the correct legal basis for the
Commission proposal is Article 337 TFEU: a legal basis which gives no legislative role for the EP. On 12 July 2018, the
IMCO committee adopted a report which would amend the proposal’s legal basis. The JURI committee subsequently
adopted an opinion stating that the Commission proposal goes beyond the powers available under the proposed
revised legal basis. The report was initially due to be voted in plenary in October 2018, but was taken off the agenda.
As the parliamentary term has concluded, the report has now lapsed. The European Commission withdrew this
legislative proposal on 29 September 2020. The procedure has thus ended.

Implementation reports by European Parliament
committees are routinely accompanied by European Implementation Assessments, drawn up by the Ex-Post
Evaluation Unit of the European Parliament's Directorate-General for Parliamentary Research Services (EPRS). This
EPRS European Implementation Assessment finds several protection gaps and shortcomings regarding the four key
measures of the Return Directive – return decision, enforcement of the return decision, entry ban, and detention –
which may lead to fundamental rights violations for irregular migrants. Moreover, EU return and readmission policy has
increasingly resorted to informal cooperation in the external policy dimension. There have been, and continue to be,
rule of law, fundamental rights, budgetary and external affairs implications flowing from the pursuit, conclusion and
implementation of EU readmission agreements and agreements having equivalent effect with third countries.

Rezumat This paper reviews the 2017 SREP results with a view to assessing their capital market implications and seeing
whether the information provision about the SREP results could be improved.  Aggregated SREP information as
published by the ECB can be useful in detecting trends in banks’ conditions, but it cannot be meaningfully applied to
assess capital market reactions to the SREP results. Bank-level SREP disclosures are voluntary, and therefore are
expected to be biased towards news that is favourable to investors in securities. Consistent with this, we find that bank
stock returns on average are positive on SREP disclosure days.
Overall, the 2017 SREP information that is in the public domain is insufficient to evaluate the efficacy of the SREP as
conducted by the ECB in terms of improving the regulatory and market discipline of banks. The publication of full bank-
level SREP information (by either the ECB or the individual banks) would facilitate such an evaluation, but full
disclosure is undesirable as it exposes the banks with the weakest supervisory reviews to potentially very severe
market discipline. However, the ECB could improve the information provision about the SREP by requiring banks that
choose to reveal any capital regulatory information to disclose a complete breakdown of their CET1 demand to
improve data comparability across banks and hence potentially market discipline.

Indeed, performing the evaluation was a complicated
task, due to the significant data gaps that were found. This was particularly true when evaluating the implementation of
the directive and its associated impacts, notably due to the lack of structural monitoring at EU or Member State level
and the limited amount of published research and stakeholder positions available. Yet, regardless of the insufficient
data, the directive appears to have had little impact with regard to incentivising a market uptake of clean vehicles and
has therefore had a very limited impact on reducing the greenhouse gas emissions and air pollutants emitted from
publicly procured vehicles. Ultimately, the Commission decided to revise rather than withdraw the directive, In this
review process, the Commission would ensure that some appropriate reporting requirements are included in the
directive. In addition, as there appear to be some barriers to the use of the monetisation methodology, the Commission
would be able to consider to further develop the information available on the Clean Vehicle Portal and to provide
contracting authorities with further guidance. Finally, the scope could be improved for making the directive more
effective and efficient.

Rezumat According to the various reports and assessments presented in this briefing, the existing cars and vans regulations
appear to be well implemented, with the majority of car and van manufacturers meeting their CO2 specific emission
targets in 2015, and some well on their way to reaching the 2020/2021 targets. However, the ultimate aim of the
regulations is to deliver a significant reduction in real-world CO2 emissions. While CO2 emissions as measured on the
test cycle is one element of this, there are other external trends that influence CO2 emissions from cars and vans,
including the total number of cars and vans and the distance covered, and the level and composition of fuels. The
effectiveness of the legislation should be considered in conjunction with other policy instruments, including laboratory
test cycles, embedded emissions or the use of CO2-linked vehicle taxation. In addition, any future evaluation of the
regulations and the setting of new effective emission limits should take into account the introduction of the new
worldwide harmonised light vehicles test procedure (WLTP) in September 2017, and the entry into force of the new
type approval regulation. To significantly reduce transport emissions, the setting out of new CO2 emission targets
could include the adoption of a number of measures that would allow for better monitoring of real driving emissions. In
order to achieve lasting and sustainable emission reductions in the transport sector, and rebuild the trust of consumers
in the regulatory system and the car industry, a much broader and holistic approach appears necessary. This could
consist of a systemic and integrated approach combining various policy instruments, accommodating the use of
alternative energies in transport, increased vehicle energy efficiency and intelligent management of transport demand
and infrastructure.

The review identifies structural
problems and governance weaknesses, as well as insufficient coordination and integration, as possible reasons for
inadequate implementation of environmental law.

It establishes several
important principles and rules applicable to derivative contracts, such as a clearing obligation or a reporting obligation,
but also rules applicable to subjects active in the financial markets, such as central counterparties or trade repositories.
The implementation reports of the European Commission, as well as reports of the European Securities and Markets
Authority and of the European Systemic Risk Board, show that the regulation in its current state needs several
changes and amendments. These reports note the existing challenges linked with procyclicality, frontloading,
management of systemic risk or the position of central counterparties and of the European Securities and Markets
Authority. Furthermore, the unclear language of the regulation, missing and unclear definitions (e.g. 'client' or 'assets')
and the issues linked with transparency should be considered when it comes to be amended. The European
Parliament has called on the Commission on several occasions to update the financial legislation and improve the
compliance with commitments on OTC derivatives reform set by the G20. Similarly, the European Economic and
Social Committee has noted the need to update the existing legislation. Last, but not least, the European Commission
itself has expressed the willingness to come forward with a new legislative proposal that will update the existing system
of OTC derivatives, central counterparties and trade repositories. It is expected that the Commission will submit this
proposal in June 2017.

Indeed, despite amendments to the Roaming
Regulation, the current state of the EU telecoms market is fragmented and several adjustments are needed before a
roaming-free policy can be fully implemented. While the abolition of retail surcharges up to a fair use limit would allow
customers to replicate their domestic mobile usage patterns across the EU, the appropriate level of wholesale roaming
caps needs to be found and possible mitigating measures adopted for mobile operators inter alia to recover costs. As
the recent public consultation on national wholesale roaming markets has shown, finding a balanced solution remains
complex. Customers from home and visited markets, mobile operators, NRAs and stakeholders have various
conflicting interests. In particular, divisions exist between small and large operators, and between Member States
depending on whether they have higher inbound than outbound roaming traffic. Last but not least is the need to
reconcile the protection of consumer interests with operators’ abilities to remain competitive and sustainable.

Rezumat Since 1995, when the Satellite and Cable Directive 93/83 was supposed to be transposed into the national laws of the
Member States, the broadcasting landscape has been through various changes. While cable retransmission and
satellite broadcasting still play their roles, new forms of broadcasting have found a stable place in the broadcasting
landscape. This includes the ability to watch content on demand, through webcasting or simulcasting. Furthermore, a
considerable role is played by online broadcasting. These new forms of broadcasting (e.g. online broadcasting,
webcasting or simulcasting) bring various challenges for traditional broadcasting organisations, as well as for the rights
connected with the broadcasted content (mainly copyright and related rights). As these new forms of broadcasting are
not covered by the existing legal principles, broadening the principles included in Directive 93/83 might be one way to
deal with the situation. On several occasions Parliament has called for changes in the existing legislation to reflect the
latest technological developments. The European Economic and Social Committee in its opinions and various studies
has also noted that existing legislation will need to be adapted in order to react to these developments. The intention of
the European Commission to review Directive 93/83 and potential amendments of the existing legislation might result
in changes to the existing legislation and bring it up to date with the latest developments.

Rezumat Between 50 million and 125 million people in the EU are at risk of energy poverty – unable to keep their homes warm
or pay their bills. The underlying causes are generally considered to be low incomes, high energy prices and poor
energy efficiency of the living space, with market conditions and social environment also playing a role. The EU deals
with this issue most directly through the Electricity and Gas Directives, which require Member States to define
vulnerable customers in their energy market and protect them. The Directives do not include a common EU definition
of energy poverty. But the European Commission suggests it could be defined as households spending too much –
possibly twice as much as the average – on energy products, and households that have difficulties in paying their
energy bills. Member States use various measures to fight energy poverty, including payments through their general
social systems, social energy tariffs, limitations on disconnection due to non-payment, improvements in energy
efficiency, better information and protection of vulnerable customers. However, a number of studies warn that, without
robust energy efficiency measures, EU energy and climate policy could increase the risk of energy poverty, primarily
due to the costs of financing the transition to renewable energies through utility bills. The Parliament has warned about
this danger and has recently asked the Commission and the Member States to introduce a winter heating
disconnection moratorium, as well as no interest credits for energy efficiency improvements and renewable energy
investments for low income households.

Rezumat Food contact materials (FCMs) are widely used in everyday life in the form of food packaging, kitchen utensils,
tableware, etc. When put in contact with food, the different materials may behave differently and transfer their
constituents to the food. Thus, if ingested in large quantities, FCM chemicals might endanger human health, or change
the food itself. Therefore, food contact materials are subject to legally binding rules at EU level, currently laid down in
Regulation (EC) No 1935/2004 which aims at ensuring FCM safety but also the effective functioning of the internal
market in FCM goods. The regulation sets up a general safety requirement applicable to all possible food contact
materials and articles, and envisages a possibility for the adoption of specific safety requirements (i.e. further
harmonisation at EU level) for seventeen FCMs listed in Annex I to Regulation (EC) No 1935/2004. So far, specific
safety requirements have been adopted only for four FCMs: plastics (including recycled plastics), ceramics,
regenerated cellulose and so-called active and intelligent materials. Where specific requirements have not been
adopted at EU level, Member States could adopt such measures at national level, which is the case for several widely
used FCMs, such as: paper & board, metals & alloys, glass, coatings, silicones, rubbers, printing inks etc. However, as
reported by the majority of stakeholders participating in this survey, the lack of specific measures at EU level for some
food contact materials/articles negatively impacts the functioning of the internal market for the relevant material/article
and its food safety. Stakeholders - across businesses, consumers, environmental and health NGOs, researchers, as
well as Member States' competent authorities - are in favour of specific measures at EU level for the FCMs that are not
yet harmonised at EU level.

Rezumat EU-level reports available on the implementation of the Framework Decision on Terrorism suggest that the FD
provisions have been implemented in the Member States in a broadly satisfactory way. Several concerns remain,
however, notably in relation to the adequacy of the current framework in ensuring prosecutions of individual foreign
fighters who are self-motivated and travel by themselves. The changing security situation, and developments on the
international stage (adoption of UNSCR 2178 (2014) and the CoE Additional Protocol), appear to call for amendments
to the Framework Decision. The Commission proposal for a new directive would bring EU legislation in line with the
provisions of the above-mentioned UN and CoE documents by broadening the scope of criminalised acts to include
inter alia travelling abroad for terrorism and receiving training for terrorism. It is important to note in this context that
recent reports stress that Member States have to a large degree already introduced further criminal offenses in their
legislation, or are in the process of doing so (especially those Member States from which the majority of FFs originate).
The proposal would also go further by requiring Member States to ensure that victims of terrorism are offered
protection and assistance. The Commission proposal for a new Directive is not accompanied by an impact
assessment. The Commission said this was justified by ‘the urgent need to improve the EU framework to increase
security in the light of recent terrorist attacks’. As noted earlier, this approach has been met with criticism. The proposal
contains a review clause (Article 26(2)) obliging the Commission to assess the impact and added value of the directive
four years after the implementation deadline, and to report on this to the Council and the Parliament. It is to be hoped
that this ex-post evaluation will address some of the questions that would have been tackled in an impact assessment.
In this light, a more precise wording of Article 26(2) may contribute to a genuine evaluation of the proposed directive
along the pre-determined criteria.

Rezumat While Regulation 2003/2003 has clearly contributed to the removal of trade barriers for EC fertilisers and is generally
cost-efficient, its effectiveness in terms of health and environmental protection appears mixed. Recent analyses
indicate that one of its central weaknesses lies in the fact that it is mainly being used for conventional inorganic mineral
fertilisers. As a result, nearly half of the fertilisers currently on the EU market are not covered by the Regulation, with
negative impacts on the use of potentially more environmentally-friendly alternatives and on innovation. In addition, the
Regulation does not include limits to the content of heavy metals such as cadmium and other contaminants. It is thus
fair to conclude that, in its present form, Regulation 2003/2003 does not entirely reflect the current fertilising materials
market situation and is not fully aligned with EU policy goals. A revision of the Regulation was already planned during
the previous Commission term and has now been linked to the Circular Economy Strategy. A proposal for a Regulation
to foster the use of organic and waste-based fertilisers, addressing some of the shortcomings of the existing
Regulation and introducing limits for certain contaminants was published by the European Commission on 17 March
2016.

Rezumat Trafficking in human beings (THB), in all its forms, is a serious crime affecting fundamental rights, health, social life,
economy and justice. THB knows no boundaries and most reported victims are female EU nationals from Central and
Eastern Europe. THB can be tackled effectively only through a coherent approach at the levels of legislation and
executive powers and through strategic policy-making. Proper investigation and prosecution are important and
enhance victim protection and assistance as well as prevention. However, taking into account the gender dimension of
THB is essential to ensure adequate support for the victims as well as effective prevention. The 2011 EU Anti-
Trafficking Directive represents a landmark piece of legislation in that respect. The Ex-Post Impact Assessment Unit of
the European Parliament has asked several groups of experts to analyse the implementation and application of the
Directive, from a gender perspective, in 12 Member States: Bulgaria, Cyprus, Finland, Germany, Greece, Ireland,
Lithuania, the Netherlands, Romania, Sweden, the UK and Spain. The contributions received point to an uneven
implementation of the Directive's requirements across the EU Member States. The findings emphasise the need to
improve the identification of victims, which is key for granting them protection, to establish better training on the gender
aspects of the different forms of human trafficking for front-line officers, to enhance cooperation between public
administration and competent NGOs, and to expand prevention via public awareness campaigning.

Rezumat Events in 2015, most notably the unprecedented arrival of migrants to the EU, but also the terrorist attacks in Paris,
showed that current border management strategies have not been sufficient to effectively deal with these challenges.
The events have also highlighted how intrinsically linked the EU’s external borders are with the absence of borders
inside the EU. The proposed legislation therefore aims to reinforce the security of the external borders by increasing
the powers of Frontex and by introducing increased entry and exit checks on anyone crossing the EU’s external
borders. However, the exact impact of the proposed measures and whether they will effectively address the EU’s
border challenges are less clear, as no impact assessments have been conducted on these measures. According to
the studies and discussions referred to above concerning the proposal to reinforce Frontex, it is considered unlikely
that it will address some of the key weaknesses relating to Frontex, namely the lack of clear and distinct
responsibilities between the agency and other EU agencies; and its current dependency on MS for resourcing. The
report commissioned by the European Parliament’s LIBE Committee on this topic also questioned the legality of parts
of the proposal, in particular the agency’s right to intervene against the will of a MS. The evaluations of Frontex
concluded that the agency operated effectively, in particular in relation to its role as joint operations coordinator. The
evaluation reports also noted a need for the agency’s role to be better clarified, and that better access to resources
was required. However, while these evaluations showed the agency to be effective, they were mainly qualitative in
nature, focusing on interviews with stakeholders rather than on quantitative data on organisational performance. It is
therefore uncertain whether the evaluations of Frontex have been comprehensive enough to ensure that any changes
to its remit will maximise the potential of the agency to work effectively.

Rezumat The above studies and debate indicate that there is no single solution to increasing energy security and integration.
However, it is clear that increased cooperation and coordination on a European level is needed to enhance energy
independence, particularly in view of the differences between Member States in relation to their degree of energy
dependency. The current proposal only covers gas supply and not electricity supply, making it more difficult to assess
to what extent the proposal will enhance energy security overall. While the proposal strengthens the oversight role of
the European Commission, it is not clear whether the increased information requirements would contribute to a more
transparent and therefore more competitive market. Taking into account the global developments is also important.
LNG demand in Asia, as well as conflicts in the Middle East, will have an effect on available resources and on energy
security. This increases the importance of linking EU energy policy with EU external relations as called for by
Parliament. Overall, a variety of initiatives are needed, together with careful consideration of the consequences of
these choices, and a recognition that EU energy dependency will continue for some time.

Rezumat It is estimated that most of those who are currently entering the EU to seek asylum have had some help from
smugglers in facilitating their journeys. Increased human smuggling in particular, when interlinked with criminal
networks, poses serious threats to those smuggled as well as to EU Member States. The available evidence shows
that there are considerable differences in how individual Member States tackle and penalise smuggling and that closer
cooperation is needed to deal with this issue effectively. The existing discrepancies are partially linked to differences in
the implementation of current European legislation, i.e. 'the facilitators package', which reacts to facilitation of the
irregular entry, irregular transit and irregular stay of migrants into individual Member States. Furthermore, there are
noticeable differences in national legislation with regard to whether providing humanitarian assistance to migrants is
penalised or not. Smuggling is a complex issue and the modus operandi of smugglers is often very flexible and
changes frequently. It is therefore important to tackle smuggling from a holistic perspective and also consider what
unintended consequences may arise from policies intended to stop smuggling. Parliament has called for such an
approach on several occasions. It is to be seen to what extent the European Commission evaluation of the respective
European legislation and the potential legislative proposals will react to these challenges.

Rezumat In its 'Energy 2020 strategy' in 2010, the European Commission stated 'Energy efficiency is the most cost effective way
to reduce emissions, improve energy security and competitiveness, make energy consumption more affordable for
consumers as well as create employment, including in export industries'. A year later, the Commission presented a
proposal for a Directive on energy efficiency, which entered into forced on 4 December 2012. A further three years
later, the European Implementation Assessment was launched to accompany the ITRE Committee in its scrutiny of the
implementation of the directive. Input was received from three independent groups of experts representing: CPMC
SPRL, the University of Oxford and the University of Sussex, and Fondazione Eni Enrico Mattei. The first research
paper presents opinions of national stakeholders' at Member States' level, gathered during interviews and surveys.
The second research paper presents the Member States' plans and achievements towards the implementation of
obligation schemes under Article 7 of the Directive (Energy Efficiency Obligation Schemes, EEOS). The third research
paper presents the implementation of Article 7 of the Directive in the household and building sectors specifically. The
introduction to this European Implementation Assessment presents the overall legal and political context of energy
policy in the EU, as well as of the Energy Efficiency Directive and its implementation in particular. Key findings present
main elements of the analysis provided by the external experts in the three research papers, which are included in full
as annexes.

Rezumat The Court of Auditors' report found that although progress had been made, the objective of completing the internal
energy market by 2014 had not been reached, and that more and better targeted infrastructure initiatives were needed.
A generally broad agreement exists between ECA and the European Commission about what the priorities are to
increase the effectiveness of the internal energy market, i.e. increase regional cooperation, improve cross-border
capacity and review ACER's powers. The European Commission's Energy Union framework will be the main
instrument to increase implementation, strengthen European cooperation and harmonise standards across energy
networks. However, given that the composition of the energy market is within the remit of Member States, their
individual priorities will also influence any Europe-wide efforts. While agreeing with ECA that an EU-level infrastructure
needs assessment was important, the European Commission did not see the need to bring more analytical capacity in-
house. In terms of funding, while more rigorous funding criteria will come into force in 2016, the European Commission
disagrees with ECA that legislation is needed to ensure that key infrastructure projects benefit the internal market,
arguing that flexibility in EU funding is key to success. Given that most legislative proposals planned for Energy Union
have yet to come, it will be important to monitor to what extent these initiatives meet the concerns outlined by ECA in
this report and reflect the demands made by Parliament in its recent resolutions.

Rezumat Although the provisions of the existing Directive 2011/16 require an automatic exchange of information in the field of
taxation, the Commission's new proposal would go further towards strengthening and broadening administrative
cooperation in this field. The proposal establishes broader cooperation between the MS with regard to preventing tax
evasion and tax fraud by multinational enterprises. In this context it obliges multinational enterprises to provide
country-by-country reports to national tax authorities. Failure to provide these reports may lead to sanctions. The
national tax authorities can subsequently exchange the reports with tax authorities of other Member States. The
proposal also introduces a new set of obligations for the application of a mandatory automatic exchange of information
in the field of taxation, especially in the context of the principles adopted by the OECD in 2015 directed at prevention
and combating base erosion and profit shifting by multinational enterprises.Parliament, as well as the European
Economic and Social Committee, has repeatedly called for more actions to be taken in the tax field to enhance
transparency and combat tax evasion and tax fraud. Furthermore, the abovementioned studies and the OECD final
reports on base erosion and profit shifting have pointed to a need for coordinated actions to combat tax evasion and
tax fraud. As these negative practices are burdensome for the European and world economy, broadening
administrative cooperation between MS and clearly defining  obligations for MS and enterprises, such as foreseen in
the new Commission proposal,  could support these aims.

Rezumat The CPC Regulation and its objectives (i.e. facilitating cooperation between enforcement authorities; improving the
quality and consistency of enforcement; and monitoring and enhancing the protection of consumers' economic
interests) remain relevant and valid today. However, the landscape in which consumer protection authorities operate
has significantly changed since the adoption of the Regulation in 2004. In particular, and despite its considerable
economic and societal benefits, the advent of digitalisation poses new challenges to detect and tackle infringements of
consumer protection rules in a timely, effective and efficient manner. For instance, infringements committed
simultaneously in several Member States by the same trader cannot be fully addressed under the current CPC
Regulation. In addition, a recent external evaluation (2012) and Commission reports (from 2009 to 2014) on the
functioning of the CPC Regulation indicate that the original objectives of the Regulation have not been entirely
achieved. This is in spite of some very positive developments such as the creation of the CPC Network and a tangible
increase in enforcement cooperation between national authorities, as testified by joint initiatives such as the 'sweeps'.
Indeed, legal and procedural barriers to effective cross-border cooperation remain in place and, as noted also by the
EP, downward pressure on resources allocated to enforcement authorities at MS level hampers the correct and
effective implementation of the Regulation. In view of the forthcoming review of the Regulation in 2016, options to
include additional minimum investigative and enforcement powers, such as the ability to request penalty payments to
recover illicitly obtained gains; an explicit power – under certain conditions – to name infringing traders; and the
possibility to carry out 'mystery shopping' exercises, received wide support by stakeholders consulted. Other possible
modifications to the CPC Regulation, such as the establishment of common standards to handle infringements and a
potential revision of the Commission's role in the CPC Network, raise more complex questions. The various policy
options outlined in the Roadmap announcing the revision of the Regulation were still being assessed by the
Commission at the time of writing this briefing.

Rezumat It is clear that the fitness check has put great emphasis on assessing the available evidence as thoroughly as possible.
However, the lack of data remains an issue, and although this is made clear, at times some conclusions, related to
accidents or change of flag for example, could have been more nuanced, given the relative unreliability of the data. To
what extent this affects the overall conclusions of the report is less clear. In particular, could they have been more
wide-ranging if the data had been better? The final conclusions on simplifications are relatively straightforward,
identifying overlap and outdated requirements, while some of the more difficult questions remain less answered. This is
particularly the case in terms of accidents, where more and stronger evidence on the role of EU legislation in improving
passenger safety would be especially helpful. As mentioned in the report, better data collection and monitoring
systems are required for robust post-implementation assessments to be carried out. While the remit of the fitness
check has a clear logic, the fact that the same Directives were previously included in an evaluation potentially dilutes
the idea of a fitness check being broader than an evaluation. A clearer differentiation between evaluations and fitness
checks along with increased transparency around the initial scoping decisions would be helpful. As the fitness checks
become more established, the use of an initial roadmap and stakeholder feedback will hopefully go some way in
addressing the issue.

As this Regulation does not harmonise Member State substantive laws or procedures
concerning succession the laws relating to the domestic evidentiary effects of succession authentic instruments remain
diverse. Article 59 of the Succession Regulation requires the Member States party to the Regulation to give succession
authentic instruments the evidentiary effects they would enjoy in their Member State of origin.  The only limits on this
obligation being public policy or the irreconcilability of the authentic instrument with a court decision, court settlement
or another authentic instrument. This study, which was commissioned by the Policy Department for Citizen's Rights
and Constitutional Affairs of the European Parliament upon request of the Committee on Legal Affairs, provides an
information resource for legal practitioners concerning the evidentiary effects of succession authentic instruments in
the 25 Member States bound by the Succession Regulation. It also makes recommendations for best practice.

Rezumat Since its entry into force, the Firearms Directive has been broadly successful in facilitating the free movement of
firearms within the internal market and, at the same time, in ensuring a high level of security for EU citizens.

Rezumat This 'Cost of Non-Europe' study examines the current economic, social and legal state of play regarding the sharing
economy in the European Union, and identifies the cost of the lack of further European action in this field. The
assessment of existing EU and national legislation confirms that there are still significant implementation gaps and
areas of poor economic performance.

Rezumat As a part of the Capital Market Union, the Prospectus Directive 2003/71 provides investors with a considerable amount
of information about the issuer and the issuer's securities and thus enhances the transparency of the financial markets.
Also, the directive establishes a so-called prospectus passporting regime which allows for a prospectus approved in
one Member State to be used in all other Member States without any special or additional conditions, thereby
facilitating cross-border transactions. Although the Prospectus Directive sets the general conditions applicable to
publishing and approving the prospectuses, it is an implementing act, Commission Regulation 809/2004, which
prescribes the format and contents of prospectuses. Although the Prospectus Directive facilitates cross-border
investments and enhances transparency, there are certain administrative and monetary burdens connected with this
particular regime. SMEs in particular might be placed in a disadvantaged position as they might not be able to meet the
criteria prescribed by the Prospectus Directive. In November 2015, the European Commission submitted a proposal for
a prospectus regulation in order to improve access to finance for companies and simplify information for investors. The
proposal reflects the newest market developments and addresses various aspects to strengthen transparency and
allow SMEs and some other issuers an easier access to the capital markets. The proposal is currently awaiting the
decision of the Parliament's committee (ECON).

Rezumat Labour migration policy has the potential to tackle demographic challenges and labour market shortages. As noted in
the European Commission's Work Programme for 2015, the operation of Directive 2009/50 and its evaluation could be
the first step towards a new European policy on legal migration. The directive sets the conditions for the work and
residence of the third-country (non-EU) nationals in the EU territory but it covers only a specific group of third-country
nationals - highly-qualified workers and their family members. Despite the various positive aspects that have been
introduced by the directive, such as a common European scheme for attracting highly-qualified workers from third-
countries to the European Union, based on the available data one can note that there are various challenges to the
existing EU Blue Card scheme. The main challenges include the general (un)attractiveness of the EU Blue Card
scheme, limited use of the scheme, a lack of coordination between the EU Blue Card scheme and national schemes
providing similar rights to the third-country nationals, and the limitation of the rights of the EU Blue Card holders
including their intra-EU migration. Another considerable challenge to the scheme is linked with the problems of the
transposition among the majority of the Member States. Although the Member States have in the end transposed the
directive, their approach is very diverse. These issues present a serious stumbling block to the attractiveness and
applicability of the EU Blue Card scheme. While the Parliament's role was limited to a consultation, during the adoption
of the current EU Blue Card Directive, new amending legislation would be decided with the Parliament's full
involvement under the ordinary legislative procedure.

Rezumat The Single Market remains incomplete despite the significant progress achieved since its creation in 1993. During the
economic and financial crisis the project has been reinvigorated in an effort to create much needed growth and jobs.

Many hurdles, such as gaps in
legislation, administrative obstacles, ineffective implementation and poor enforcement of EU law continue to prevent
the unlocking of the full potential of a genuine European market where goods, people, services and capital circulate
unhindered. Consequently, one of the ten main priorities of the current European Commission is the creation of a
deeper and fairer Single Market. In order to revise and modernise the project, the Commission proposed a new Single
Market Strategy comprising a set of targeted legislative and non-legislative actions to be launched in 2016 and 2017.
The Strategy received mostly favourable comments from stakeholders, who welcomed its focus on implementation,
enforcement, and facilitating SME growth and cross-border trade. They also stressed the need for the rapid tabling of
concrete proposals.

From the data available, it appears that the initiative to integrate
European social statistics, as envisaged in general terms by the European Commission, could be beneficial both at the
level of the data production and for end users of statistics.  It is to be underlined in this context that the detailed drafting
of the future rules, in particular as concerns which elements would be in the future framework regulation and which
would be dealt with in the implementing and delegated acts, will require particular attention in the future.

Furthermore,
Parliament pointed to various inconsistencies with regard to implementation and enforcement of the directive and
called for its better implementation and better monitoring. The studies and reports suggested that a revision of the
rules prohibiting certain marketing practices strengthening the enforcement of these rules in cross-border cases is
needed. Such potential changes can have an impact on legal certainty and improve the prevention of misleading
marketing practices. These inconsistencies and implementation and enforcement of the directive present challenges
for the legislative proposal which the Commission intends to adopt by the end of 2015.

As
part of the Energy Union strategy, the European Commission plans to propose specific strategies for heating and
cooling, and for the transport sector. Key pieces of energy efficiency legislation are to be reviewed in the coming two
years, and implementation of the existing framework enforced. Finance for energy efficiency will be given special
attention.

The European Parliament has repeatedly called for stronger EU energy efficiency targets and policies, and is current
preparing own-initiative reports on the Energy Efficiency Directive and the Energy Union strategy.

Given the growing numbers of non-EU nationals seeking protection or better lives in the European Union, the proper
implementation of this Directive plays a crucial role in ensuring that those who do not need protection are returned
safely, in dignity and with due regard to their human rights. Since its adoption, a number of judgments of the Court of
Justice of the European Union (CJEU) have either confirmed or clarified certain aspects of the Return Directive, in
order to identify and address non-compliant national practices.

The Commission's March 2014 communication appraised EU return policy and explored future developments. The
Council responded in its June 2014 conclusions on return policy, emphasising the need to focus on improving
implementation and consolidating existing rules rather than new legislative initiatives.

The European Parliament's resolution of 17 December 2014 advocated, inter alia, swift processing, in collaboration
with non-EU countries of origin and return, and of transit, for those who do not qualify for asylum and protection in the
EU.

Rezumat Executive summary

As part of the ‘Consumer Law Compendium’ project, the European Commission commissioned a comparative analysis
on how the eight directives affected by the Review of the Consumer Acquis1 have been transposed by the Member
States, including case-law and administrative practice. This analysis was published on the European Commission’s
website in December 20062.
The analysis highlights the inconsistency between the eight directives and the fact that they have been transposed in
very different ways in the 25 Member States studied. The main results of the analysis, which have been summarised
and appear in the table below, are in line with the programme adopted by the Green Paper on the Review of the
Consumer Acquis3.
Because Bulgaria and Romania only joined the EU on 1 January 2007, the analysis of these Member States has not
yet been completed. However, Bulgaria has to date transposed the Directives 85/577, 93/13, 94/47, 97/7, 98/6, 98/27
and 99/44 into its Consumer Code of 9 December 2005. Directive 90/314 has been transposed by a specific act.
Romania has for its part transposed these eight directives with the adoption of specific laws, using the ‘copy and paste’
method.
The results of the comparative analysis strongly confirm the need to take legislative steps both to improve the
consumer acquis and to establish the internal market. In order to do this, and as the conclusions demonstrate, the best
method appears to be that adopted by the European Commission in its Green Paper. This involves selecting the option
of a horizontal instrument, together with the amendment, if appropriate, of directives already in existence.
