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Animal welfare protection in the EU: Strategy and law
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In recent decades, concern for animal welfare has been growing among citizens, businesses and policy-makers. The
topic has been on the EU policy agenda for nearly 50 years, with the first EU law on the welfare of animals adopted in
1974. Since then, the EU has developed and expanded the scope of legislation in this area, achieving considerable
improvements in the living conditions of farm animals and establishing some of the world's highest animal welfare
standards. In 2012, the EU adopted a strategy for the protection and welfare of animals covering the period until 2015.
When this strategy was about to expire, discussions arose about its continuation and possible further policy steps.
Both the European Commission and the Member States preferred to focus on improving the enforcement of existing
rules rather than creating new law. However, developments in the following years — including a successful European
citizens' initiative — pushed specific animal welfare issues into the spotlight, and the need for a comprehensive animal
welfare law became a recurring subject of debate. An evaluation of the 2012 2015 strategy, undertaken following
recommendations of the European Court of Auditors, found that it failed to deliver on the objective of introducing an EU
legislative framework on animal welfare. Consequently, the Commission announced that in 2023 it would revise the EU
animal welfare legislation and come up with a single, comprehensive law. This briefing builds on a previous EPRS
briefing on the EU's 2012 2015 strategy for the protection and welfare of animals and highlights developments that
have occurred since that strategy expired.
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Environmental impacts of 5G
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Telecommunication networks use radio-frequency electromagnetic fields to enable wireless communication. These
networks have evolved over time, and have been launched in successive generations. The fifth generation of
telecommunication networks will operate at frequencies that were not commonly used in previous generations,
changing the exposure of wildlife to these waves. This report reviews the literature on the exposure of vertebrates,
invertebrates and plants to radio-frequency electromagnetic fields in anticipation of this change. The review shows that
dielectric heating can occur at all considered frequencies (0.4-300 GHz) and for all studied organisms. Summarising
and discussing the results of a series of studies of radio-frequency electromagnetic field exposure of wildlife, the
review shows that several studies into the effects of radio-frequency electromagnetic field exposure on invertebrates
and plants in the frequency bands considered demonstrate experimental shortcomings. Furthermore, the literature on
invertebrate and plant exposure to radio-frequency electromagnetic fields above 6 GHz is very limited. More research
is needed in this field.

Based on Member States' reporting under the Birds and Habitats Directives, the backbone of European Union (EU)
nature conservation policy, the latest assessment on the state of nature by the European Environment Agency shows
that despite some encouraging developments, the overall picture remains bleak. Only 15 % of habitats and around 27
% of species protected under EU legislation have a good conservation status. An EU-wide assessment of terrestrial,
freshwater and marine ecosystems found that, overall, the condition of ecosystems in the EU is unfavourable.
Worldwide, most indicators of ecosystems and biodiversity show rapid decline. Targets set to tackle biodiversity loss
by 2020, at both EU and global levels under the United Nations Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD), have not
been met. Under the EU biodiversity strategy for 2030, part of the European Green Deal, the EU has therefore set
itself new targets for the next decade. These include enlarging the current network of legally protected areas to cover
at least 30 % of the EU's land area and 30 % of the EU's seas; and setting legally binding EU nature restoration targets
to restore degraded ecosystems. The recent zero-pollution action plan for air, water and soil proposes additional
commitments relevant to biodiversity protection. Parties to the CBD, including the EU, are due to meet on 11-24
October 2021 in China to agree on a post-2020 global biodiversity framework. The EU intends to push for global 2030
targets in line with the commitments set out in its biodiversity strategy and for a much stronger implementation,
monitoring and review process. The issue of resource mobilisation will be an important one, especially in the context of
the coronavirus crisis, affecting the funding available for biodiversity. On 28 May 2021, Parliament's Committee on the
Environment, Public Health and Food Safety adopted an own-initiative report with recommendations to strengthen the
EU biodiversity strategy for 2030. The vote in plenary is scheduled for the June | plenary session.

This study, commissioned by the Policy Department for Citizens’ Rights and Constitutional Affairs upon request of the
Committee on Petitions, finds out that EU animal welfare policy and legislation has had much positive influence in the
world, on the image of the EU as well as helping animals. However, most kinds of animals kept in the EU are not
covered by legislation, including some of the worst animal welfare problems, so a general animal welfare law and
specific laws on several species are needed. Animal sentience and welfare should be mentioned, using accurate
scientific terminology, in many trade-related laws as well as in animal-specific laws.

According to the International Union for the Conservation of Nature (IUCN), invasive alien species (IAS) are the
second most significant threat to biodiversity after habitat loss. They are also capable of causing significant damage to
human health and to the economy. The cost of controlling invasive alien species and repairing the harm they do in the
EU is estimated at €12 billion annually. To tackle this cross-border issue, an EU Regulation on IAS was adopted in
2014 and entered into force in January 2015. The European Commission had to submit to Member States'
representatives a list of 'invasive alien species of Union concern' by January 2016, as an EU wide containment
measure. Under the Regulation, the list of IAS of Union concern will contain only species that are scientifically proven
to be particularly harmful and that can be addressed in a cost-efficient manner. The compilation of the list is not a one-
off exercise, but is intended as an ongoing process. NGOs and the European Parliament have criticised the draft list
for being too short and for not including some species which they consider are particularly widespread and harmful to
ecosystems.

Biodiversity, the diversity of life on earth at all levels, is declining, mainly as a result of human-induced pressures such
as over-exploitation of natural resources, loss of viable habitats, pollution, climate change or invasive alien species. EU
biodiversity policy is based on the Birds and Habitats Directives, which served as the basis for the development of the
Natura 2000 network of protected sites now covering 1 million square kilometres on land (or 18% of EU land area) and
250 000 square kilometres of marine sites. The policy is driven by the biodiversity strategy setting ambitious aims for
2020 (halting the loss of biodiversity) and 2050 (protecting and valuing biodiversity and ecosystem services), with the
addition of a strategy on green infrastructure. The European Commission estimates that the Natura 2000 network
delivers benefits worth between €200 and €300 billion per year, against management costs estimated at €5.8 billion
per year. The LIFE Programme co-finances some measures related to biodiversity, especially as regards Natura 2000.
Funding aimed at protecting biodiversity is also available under the agricultural, regional, fisheries, and research
policies. The European Parliament has long been supportive of EU biodiversity protection policy. Developments in EU
biodiversity policy include a process of 'biodiversity proofing' of the EU budget, improved monitoring, definition of
priorities for the restoration of degraded ecosystems, 'biodiversity offsetting' of unavoidable residual impacts, and a
‘fitness check' of EU nature legislation.
