The Commission's proposal of 13 July 2016 proposes to replace the Qualification Directive
with a regulation, setting uniform standards for the recognition of people in need of protection and for the rights granted
to beneficiaries of international protection. The Parliament and the Council reached provisional agreement on the text
in June 2018. After being blocked since 2018, the two institutions reached a final agreement on the regulation on 15
December 2022. However, the agreed text has not been formally adopted, pending progress on other related
proposals in the asylum and migration field.

Sweden is a parliamentary democracy. This is embodied by the Swedish Riksdag, which consists of a single chamber
with 349 members, elected for four years. It is also a constitutional monarchy with the King or Queen as head of state.
He or she has no political power, however, and carries out only symbolic functions. The head of state opens the new
parliamentary session each autumn and chairs the Advisory Council on Foreign Affairs. The government proposes
legislation or amendments and implements Riksdag decisions. The Swedish Constitution consists of four fundamental
laws: the 1974 Instrument of Government, the 1810 Act of Succession, the 1949 Freedom of the Press Act, and the
1991 Fundamental Law on Freedom of Expression. In addition, the Riksdag Act contains provisions on the work of the
Riksdag and serves as the rules of procedure of the Swedish Parliament. This act is not a fundamental law, but has
higher status than an ordinary law. The Instrument of Government (IG) is not based on the idea of a separation of
powers into legislative, executive, and judiciary branches, but is considered as 'monistic with a single power centre: the
citizens of the country'. While the citizens elect the Riksdag, it is their representatives who then elect the government.
Direct citizen participation in decision-making is possible through referendums. A matter of fundamental law can be
submitted to a binding referendum, but this mechanism has never been employed. Consultative referendums can also
be held. The result is not legally binding but, in practice, is often regarded as such. A consultative referendum was held
in November 1994 regarding Sweden's accession to the EU. The Riksdag is the supreme decision-making assembly in
Sweden and is 'the foremost representative of the people' (Chapter 1, Article 4, I1G). It adopts legislation, determines
the central government budget, and examines the work of the government and the public administration. The
representatives are chosen through a proportional electoral system which has seen an increasing turnover and a
growing party system, now made up of eight political parties. This briefing is part of an EPRS series on national
parliaments (NPs) and EU affairs.

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In 2014, the Commission presented a proposal for a regulation on medicated feed with the aim to update and
harmonise rules that dated from 1990 and were laid out in a directive. Patchy national implementation was causing
difficulties for producers, animal holders and the single market. Due to the strong correlation between the proposal on
medicated feed and the draft regulation on veterinary medicinal products, legislative work on both acts was being
coordinated to assure consistency between their provisions. Parliament and Council reached agreement on the text of
the proposal in June 2018. The final act was signed in December 2018 and entered into force on 27 January 2019.
The new rules apply from 28 January 2022. Regulation (EU) 2019/4 of 11 December 2018 on the manufacture, placing
on the market and use of medicated feed lays down updated rules for the production, use and marketing of medicated
feed; these rules apply across the EU. An important aim is to help tackle the issue of antimicrobial resistance, a
growing threat to human health worldwide. The regulation introduces stronger requirements for producers and animal
keepers, prohibits the preventive use of antibiotics in healthy animals and reiterates that antibiotics should not be used
to enhance the performance of animals — a stance that the Parliament has strongly upheld. Second edition. The 'EU

The 20212027 MFF negotiations provide yet another example of the ways in which EU
leaders not only intervene in the parts of the policy cycle envisaged for the European Council in the Treaties, but
extend the scope of their involvement and influence, to areas where this is expressly prohibited by the Treaties, such
as regarding legislation. The European Council's involvement in legislative matters against the letter of the Treaties
can be considered both as 'déja vu' and as a further evolution of its involvement.
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Water reuse: Setting minimum requirements
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Although freshwater is relatively abundant in the European Union (EU), water stress occurs in many areas, particularly
in the Mediterranean region and parts of the Atlantic region, with environmental and economic impacts. In May 2018,
the European Commission put forward a proposal for a regulation setting EU-wide standards that reclaimed water
would need to meet in order to be used for agricultural irrigation, with the aim of encouraging greater use of reclaimed
water and contributing to alleviating water scarcity. The Commission estimates that the proposal could increase water
reuse in agricultural irrigation from 1.7 billion m® to 6.6 billion m* per year, thereby reducing water stress by 5 %. The
European Parliament adopted its first-reading position on 12 February 2019, and the Council agreed on a general
approach on 26 June 2019. Trilogue negotiations concluded with a provisional agreement on 2 December. The agreed
text, endorsed by the ENVI committee on 21 January 2020, was adopted at first reading by the Council on 7 April. It
now returns to the Parliament for final adoption at second reading. Second edition of a briefing originally drafted by
DidierdBourguignon.

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The European Commission has a near monopoly on legislative initiative in the European Union (EU), with special
initiative rights for other institutions applying only in certain specific cases. However, the European Parliament and the
Council may invite the Commission to submit legislative proposals. Whilst this 'indirect’ initiative right does not create
an obligation on the Commission to propose the legislation requested, the Treaty of Lisbon codified the Commission's
obligation to provide reasons for any refusal to follow a parliamentary initiative. Against this backdrop, some argue that
Parliament could take the Commission to the Court of Justice of the EU if it fails to justify a negative decision. Others
see Parliament's increasing participation in overall political planning — particularly through negotiations on the
Commission's annual work programme (CWP) — as a further channel for Parliament to increase its influence on EU
legislation. It is thus argued that the increased role of Parliament in the legislative procedure should have reduced the
need for its Members to make use of legislative initiatives. Notwithstanding that, there is a trend towards greater use of
formal parliamentary legislative initiatives to assert greater influence on the political process. Most recently, in her
inaugural address in July 2019 and in her Political Guidelines, the then newly elected President of the European
Commission, Ursula von der Leyen, pledged to strengthen the partnership with the European Parliament, inter alia, by
responding with a proposal for a legislative act whenever Parliament, acting by a majority of its members, adopts a
resolution requesting that the Commission submit legislative proposals. She added that this commitment would have to
be in full respect of the proportionality, subsidiarity and better law-making principles. President von der Leyen also
declared herself supportive of moves towards recognition of a right for Parliament of legislative initiative. This briefing
is an update of a European Parliament Library briefing from 2013, by Eva-Maria Poptcheva.

In the context of the work of reviewing the fitness of current regulations (REFIT), the Commission has decided to
amend Regulation (EC) No 184/2005 and repeal 10 legal acts in the field of business statistics. The aim is to reduce
the administrative burden for businesses, especially SMEs, and to put an end to legal fragmentation in the field of
European business statistics. The Commission is proposing to establish a common legal framework for the
development, production and dissemination of European statistics related to business structure, economic activities
and performance, as well as on international transactions and research and development activities in the EU economy;
and for the European network of national statistical business registers and the EuroGroups Register. The regulation
includes provisions covering business registers, the data sources to be used, and the exchange of confidential data for
the purpose of intra-Union trade in goods statistics. The final act was signed on 27 November 2019 and published in
the Official Journal on 17 December 2019. It will apply from 1 January 2021, with the exception of certain articles,
which will apply from 1 January 2022. Second edition. The ‘EU Legislation in Progress’ briefings are updated at key
stages throughout the legislative procedure.
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Since its inception in 1951, the European Parliament has come a long way. Initially a consultative body composed of
delegations of national parliaments, it became a directly elected institution, obtained budgetary and legislative powers,
and now exercises influence over most aspects of EU affairs. Together with representatives of national governments,
who sit in the Council, Parliament co-decides on European legislation, in what could be seen as a bicameral legislature
at EU level. It can reject or amend the European Commission's proposals before adopting them so that they become
law. Together with the Council of the EU, it adopts the EU budget and controls its implementation. Another core set of
European Parliament prerogatives concerns the scrutiny of the EU executive — mainly the Commission. Such scrutiny
can take many forms, including parliamentary questions, committees of inquiry and special committees, and scrutiny of
delegated and implementing acts. Parliament has made use of these instruments to varying degrees. Parliament has
the power to dismiss the Commission (motion of censure), and it plays a significant role in the latter's appointment
process. Parliament has a say over the very foundations of the EU. Its consent is required before any new country
joins the EU, and before a withdrawal treaty is concluded if a country decides to leave it. Most international
agreements entered into by the EU with third countries also require Parliament's consent. Parliament can initiate
Treaty reform, and also the 'Article 7(1) TEU' procedure, aimed at determining whether there is a (risk of) serious
breach of EU values by a Member State.
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The EU's founding Treaties have been revised by the Member States in numerous rounds of reforms. Such Treaty
revision is a way to ensure that EU primary law evolves, adapts, and responds to new developments and changing
needs. The last comprehensive Treaty reform dates back to the Lisbon Treaty, which entered into force on 1
December 2009. While another comprehensive Treaty change is not yet on the agenda, the recent debates on the
'Future of Europe' triggered a number of reform proposals, some of which would necessitate revision of the EU
Treaties. Such revision is governed by Article 48 of the Treaty on European Union (TEU), which provides for two main
procedures: the ordinary and the simplified revision procedures. The former applies to the TEU, to the Treaty on the
Functioning of the EU (TFEU) and to the Euratom Treaty; the latter only to part of the TFEU.
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In May 2018, the Commission proposed a regulation setting the first-ever CO2 emission performance standards for
new heavy-duty vehicles in the EU, as part of the third mobility package. It would require the average CO2 emissions
from new trucks in 2025 to be 15 % lower than in 2019. For 2030, the proposal sets an indicative reduction target of at
least 30 % compared to 2019. Special incentives are provided for zero- and low-emission vehicles. The proposed
regulation applies to four categories of large trucks, which together account for 65 %-70 % of CO2 emissions from
heavy-duty vehicles. The Commission proposes to review the legislation in 2022 in order to set a binding target for
2030, and to extend its application to smaller trucks, buses, coaches and trailers. In the European Parliament, the
proposal was referred to the Committee on Environment, Public Health and Food Safety, which adopted its report on
18 October 2018. Parliament voted on the report on 14 November. Trilogue negotiations were concluded on 18
February 2019 with an agreement that sets a legally binding 30 % reduction target for the average fleet emissions of
new trucks by 2030. The Parliament adopted it during the April 1l 2019 plenary session, and the Council on 13 June.
The Regulation was published in the Official Journal on 25 July and entered into force on 14 August 2019.

An employer's obligation to inform employees of the conditions applicable to their contracts is regulated by Directive
91/533/EEC. Major shifts in the labour market due to demographic trends and digitalisation, spawning a growing
number of non-standard employment relationships, have made it necessary to revise this directive. The European
Commission therefore came forward with a proposal for a directive aimed at updating and extending the information on
employment-related obligations and working conditions, and at creating new minimum standards for all employed
workers, including those on atypical contracts. In the European Parliament, the Committee for Employment and Social
Affairs (EMPL) considered the proposal and adopted a report focusing in particular on the scope, on employees'
working hours, on the conditions for making information available to them, and on employers' responsibilities.
Following trilogue negotiations, the European Parliament and the Council reached an agreement on the content of the
draft legislation. The final act was signed on 20 June 2019 and published in the Official Journal on 11 July 2019.
Member States have until 1 August 2022 to take the necessary measures to comply with the new directive. Third
edition.

In May 2019, the European Parliament and the Council adopted the proposals amending the EU legislative framework
on bank resolution, consisting of the Banking Recovery and Resolution Directive, and the Single Resolution
Mechanism Regulation. Resolution is the restructuring of a bank which is failing or likely to fail, aiming at safeguarding
continuity of the bank's critical functions, preserving financial stability and minimising rescue costs to taxpayers. The
adopted amendments incorporate into EU law the Total Loss-Absorbing Capacity standard, set at international level to
improve large financial institutions' capacity to absorb losses and recapitalise in case they are placed in resolution. The
new legislative texts were published in the Official Journal on 7 June 2019, and come fully into force on 28 December
2020.

Fertilising products are used to improve plant growth, mainly in agriculture, enabling higher crop yields. However, they
are associated with some challenges as regards security of supply, the environment and health.

The proposal modernises
the conformity assessment and market surveillance in line with the ‘new legislative framework’ for product legislation,
covers a wider range of fertilising products (including those manufactured from secondary raw materials), and sets
limits for the presence of heavy metals and contaminants in fertilising products. After completion of the legislative
procedure, the final act was signed on 5 June 2019.

The proposal would
introduce a series of measures regarding the top 10 single-use plastics found on European beaches, as well as fishing
gear, with a view to reducing their impact on the environment and ensuring a functional internal market. After
completion of the legislative procedure, the final act was signed by the presidents of the co-legislators (European
Parliament and Council) on 5 June 2019, and published in the Official Journal of the European Union on 12 June 2019.
Member States have two years (i.e. until 3 July 2021) to transpose the new directive into national law. Fourth edition of
a briefing originally drafted by Didier Bourguignon. document has been designed for on-line viewing.

Liquidity in resolution is one of the unresolved elements of the Single Resolution Mechanism. Currently, with the Single
Resolution Fund (SRF) and the Eurosystem, there are two potential sources of liquidity in resolution, which both have
clear limitations in use and amounts. Straightforward solutions to give the SRF and/or Eurosystem more firepower in
resolution go against the main objectives of the resolution mechanism (i.e. breaking the sovereign-bank nexus and
avoiding use of taxpayers’ money). This paper proposes an ECB liquidity facility with an SRF-guarantee as an
alternative solution for banks in resolution. The funds available should be broadly sufficient to address potential
liquidity needs for resolution tools. The proposed solution primarily requires agreement on the ESM-backstop for the
SRF, a firmer commitment for (possible) future contributions for the SRF as well as a change to the current emergency
liquidity assistance or introduction of a new dedicated Transitional Liquidity Assistance by the Eurosystem.

The note provides a simplified and brief explanation of terminology linked with the transposition, implementation and
application of EU law. It also points out the main roles of the EU institutions and Member States during the legislative
procedures leading to adoption of European legislation and a possible infringement procedure.
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This paper addresses two distinct yet interconnected problems. The first is whether the provision of Emergency
Liquidity Assistance (ELA) on an individual bank basis should be centralised within the European Central Bank (ECB)
and the second is whether existing liquidity financing arrangements are fit for the role. The paper argues that ELA
centralisation would not require Treaty amendment and that a liquidity backstop is needed. However the latter cannot
be provided by the ECB due to the prohibition of monetary financing and other Treaty and EU law requirements.

The choice of the EU entity which should be entrusted with the specific mandate will largely depend on the
characteristics the facility would take. The paper considers such characteristics and analyses which authority may best
fit that role. The paper also suggests that a well-structured facility could have a positive broader macroprudential
impact, and that a fine balance needs to be struck between the risk of moral hazard and the beneficial effect this facility
may have on market confidence.
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Banks deemed to be failing or likely to fail in the banking union are either put into insolvency/liquidation or enter a
resolution scheme to protect the public interest. After resolution but before full market confidence is restored, the
liquidity needs of resolved banks might exceed what can be met through regular monetary policy operations or
emergency liquidity assistance. All liquidity needs that emerge must be met for resolution to be a success. In the euro
area, this can only be done credibly for systemically important banks by the central bank. We discuss how to establish
guarantees against possible losses in order to allow liquidity provisioning in times of resolution.
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One of a number of MFF-related impact assessment reports, this IA provides a comprehensive overview of the
problems facing European defence development, as well as the general objectives that the proposed European
Defence Fund is meant to address. It would nevertheless have gained by including a more detailed explanation behind
the merger of the two financing windows, as well as a more detailed analysis of impacts. Finally, the lack of more
specific objectives appears to have weakened the analysis of monitoring mechanisms and it is unclear how
stakeholders' views have fed into the analysis.
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This paper assesses the risks facing the euro area banking system, as it returns to normal financial conditions without
ECB support. In the first part we argue that risks to bank lending mainly stem from the transmission of external
monetary policy effects that may not be aligned with ECB policies. The second part of the paper therefore offers some
ideas on the need to moderate spillover effects from outside monetary policies or events. We also review how far new
prudential policies, regulatory measures and/or policies can be used to mitigate those unfavourable risks.

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Low interest rates and excess liquidity in the euro area, which exceeded €1,900 billion in September 2018, might
create financial stability risks. We clarify the notion of excess liquidity and highlight that its current level is primarily the
result of European Central Bank asset purchases. Overall, we conclude that financial stability risks in the euro area are
low, but increased home bias and housing prices necessitate full attention from macroprudential authorities. Monetary
policy tools are anyway ill-suited to fostering financial stability objectives.

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As a part of the European regulatory responses to the financial and sovereign debt crises, the European Commission
has proposed a regulation on sovereign bond-backed securities (SBBS), a new class of low-risk securities backed by a
diversified pool of national government bonds. The proposal seeks to provide an enabling framework for a market-led
development of SBBS, thus encouraging banks and investors to diversify their holdings of euro area bonds. The
proposal is meant to address a weakness that appeared during the aforementioned crises, when banks' high exposure
to their sovereigns' own debt, coupled with deteriorating creditworthiness of those sovereigns, led to balance sheet
strains for banks. This in turn put pressure on government budgets, thus creating mutual contagion and financial
instability.

Posting of workers plays an important role in the internal market, particularly in the cross-border provision of services.
While the number of posted workers continues to increase significantly, problems such as unfair practices and unequal
remuneration persist. In addition, the correct balance between the freedom to provide cross-border services and the
social rights of workers is needed, and moreover, needs to be adapted to today's labour market situation. The targeted
revision of the Posting of Workers Directive (96/71/EC) proposed by the Commission intended to bring changes in
three main areas: the remuneration of posted workers (making it equal to that of local workers, even when
subcontracting), more coherent rules on temporary agency workers, as well as long-term posting. The agreement
reached in trilogue negotiations states that long-term posting (with labour law provisions of the host country to be
applied) starts after 12 months (with a possible extension of six months). The overall amount of remuneration received
by a posted worker must meet the level of remuneration in the host Member State (without the reimbursement of the
worker's expenses) which must be published on a single national website. Host Member States can accord to posted
workers the coverage of representative collective agreements in all sectors, and they must protect them against
fraudulent posting. The Parliament approved the text on 29 May 2018, the act was adopted by the Council on 21 June
2018 and the final act was signed on 28 June 2018. Member States have until 30 July 2020 to transpose the measures
of the directive and apply them in their national law. Sixth edition. The ‘EU Legislation in Progress’ briefings are
updated at key stages throughout the legislative procedure.
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The last general and extensive overhaul of the European Parliament’s Rules of Procedure, which entered into force as
of 16 January 2017, was intended to bring more transparency and efficiency to parliamentary work. Among the
numerous modifications, may be noted the increased attention to the conduct of Members, the streamlining of the
types of thresholds for procedural requests, the increased transparency surrounding the decision to begin negotiations
during the various stages of the legislative procedure, the abolition of written declarations and the modification of the
maximum number of questions for written answer allowed. These and further modifications required to adapt to the
2016 Interinstititional Agreement on Better Law-making were introduced to bring clarity, incorporate existing practices
and correct redundancies or inconsistencies.
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The fragmentation of EU administrative law impinges on the EU’s ability to consistently uphold standards of good
governance and administration, as well as to protect citizens’ rights when they interact with the administration. The
impact assessment analyses what action could be taken to guarantee an open, efficient and independent EU
administration. It compares the option of “doing nothing” with two alternative policy options. The study concludes that
adopting a regulatory framework for administrative procedures would be the preferred option, since it would lead to
clear advantages in terms of cost savings for the public, as well as the accessibility, transparency, legal certainty and
predictability as well as the legitimacy of, and trust in, EU institutions. It would also compliment the transition of the EU
administration towards e-government and e-administration tools.
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Existing legal structures may prove a poor match for new types of disputes raised by disruptive technologies. Can the
legal system overcome the temporal gap between the emergence of a technology and the subsequent need for
controlling its possible effects and retain both flexibility and responsiveness? What regulation is justified by a particular
technology? How should a particular technology be regulated? How can law regulate uncertain and unknown futures in
the face of limited knowledge?
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In September 2016, the Commission tabled a proposal for a new Financial Regulation which would replace the current
one (together with its Rules of Application), as well as amend 15 other sectoral instruments each containing financial
rules. The Commission justifies its proposal by the need to simplify EU financial rules and make them more flexible. In
April 2018, the BUDG and CONT committees approved the outcome of trilogue negotiations on the main part of the
proposal for a new Financial Regulation, and that is expected to be voted in plenary in July 2018.

The ESP 2013-2017 is ‘the legal framework for the development, production and dissemination of European statistics’.

That is why, in line with the ten priorities of the Juncker agenda, it proposed an extension of the current programme,
additional funding, and modifications to the main text of Regulation (EU) No 99/2013 and its annex. The European
Parliament and the Council also inserted amendments — mainly to the annex of the regulation, which sets out the
statistical infrastructure and objectives of the ESP — to enrich the statistics used for the implementation of the
programme with statistics capturing employment, quality of life, gender inequality, the situation of migrants, education
and healthcare.

In anticipation of increased traveller flows and in response to security concerns regarding the control of EU external
borders, on 6 April 2016, the Commission presented revised proposals for establishing an Entry/Exit System for
recording the border-crossings of all non-EU nationals. These build on the Smart Borders package presented in 2013,
which did not secure consensus among the co-legislators and was the subject of additional technical and operational
studies completed in 2015. The current system of manual stamping of passports would be replaced by automation of
certain preparatory border control procedures. The system would be interconnected with the Visa Information System
(VIS) database and used by the same authorities: border control and consular posts. Moreover, it would allow law
enforcement authorities to perform restricted queries in the database for criminal identification and intelligence to
prevent serious crime and terrorism. The two regulations were signed on 30 November 2017, and the Entry/Exit
System is due to become fully functional by 2020 at the latest.

accidents). While aiming at the specific target for modal shift defined in the European Commission's 2011 White Paper
on a Single European Transport Area, the proposal is expected to reduce the negative effects of transport activities
(IA, p. 39). The proposal, which is a REFIT initiative and part of the 2017 Commission work programme, aims at more
sustainable and efficient freight transport and is in line with the low-emission mobility strategy, the United Nations' 2030
Agenda on Sustainable Development and the Paris Agreement on climate change (IA, p. 39). The European
Parliament has supported multimodality and intermodality in transport in a number of resolutions.

The adoption of Parliament's resolution on the state of play of the Brexit negotiations was one of the main points of the
October | plenary session, as was a debate on the constitution, rule of law and fundamental rights in Spain. Other
subjects debated during the week included the cancellation of flights by Ryanair, the forthcoming COP23 climate
change conference in Bonn, the situation in Moldova and breaches of human rights in Africa, Ukraine and the
Maldives. As for legislative procedures, Members voted, inter alia, on proposals for three directives related to the
safety of passenger ships and on the incorporation of recommendations of the International Commission for the
Conservation of Atlantic Tunas (ICCAT) into EU law. Parliament also gave its consent to establishing the European
Public Prosecutor's Office, following a procedure introduced under enhanced cooperation between 20 Member States.
The Office is intended to cooperate closely with Eurojust in order to investigate and prosecute crimes against financial
interests of the Union. This 'at a glance' note is intended to review some of the highlights of the plenary part-session,
and notably to follow up on key dossiers identified by EPRS.

National parliaments possess certain democratic qualities and responsibilities, such as popular legitimacy or scrutiny of
the executive power. However, for decades the European Treaties have neither regulated nor envisaged any
substantive relations between national parliaments and the European institutions — the role of national parliaments was
marginal or overlooked. The situation began to change slowly with the adoption of the Treaty of Maastricht (1992).
However, the real change in national parliaments' status in the EU is connected with the adoption of the Treaty of
Lisbon (2007), which has enabled national parliaments' active involvement in EU affairs and enhanced the dialogue
between national parliaments and the EU institutions. Today, national parliaments actively participate in the scrutiny of
subsidiarity principles in draft EU legislative acts; they are engaged in a political dialogue with the European
Commission; and they are involved in interparliamentary cooperation with the European Parliament. National
parliaments strive to become an active and appreciated player at EU level.

As announced in President Juncker’s 2016 State of the
Union speech, the Commission published a white paper on the future of Europe, identifying five scenarios for the
further course of the Union. The Commission President has recently pointed to a sixth scenario to be revealed in his
State of the Union speech. The State of the Union debate forms part of the process for the adoption of the annual
Commission Work Programme and thus plays an important role in identifying major political priorities to be agreed in
interinstitutional dialogue.

Since the European Parliament (EP) passed a resolution on the use of armed drones in February 2014, it has pointed
several times to the need for a common EU position on the matter. It has stressed in particular the importance of
ensuring compliance with international human rights and humanitarian law when using armed drones. This publication,
which was requested by the EP’s Human Rights Subcommittee, includes a briefing with specific recommendations,
drawn up from a legal standpoint, on the elements that a future Council decision on the use of armed drones should
include. This publication also includes a report on the workshop held on 22 March 2017, at which a first draft of the
briefing was presented and discussed with Members and stakeholders. The discussion at the workshop confirmed that
there was broad support in Parliament for the development of common European principles governing the use of
armed drones, not least in view of the emergence of new risks from non-state actors and the EU’s commitment to
enhancing security and defence cooperation. While there is currently no agreement between Member States to pursue
the matter at EU level, the workshop debate drew attention to the common rules on exports of armed drones and
drone technology that already exist. Furthermore, progress has been made recently in agreeing a joint EU position
regarding the related matter of lethal autonomous weapons.

Austerity measures in the wake of the financial crisis, coupled with fragile economic growth, have triggered a shift in
the focus of EU policy-makers towards deepening the economic and monetary union and achieving greater social
convergence across Member States. In addition, due to growing inequalities and changing labour markets, discussions
on investing in human capital have also come to the fore. In this context, it has become all the more important to
understand and assess the social impact of policies and investments. Moreover, both public and private investors want
to gain a better understanding of the social outcomes that are achieved by their investments. There is no clear
consensual definition of the concept of social impact: while the social sciences look at the impact of policies and
programmes, often in terms of social progress, social investors tend to look for the non-financial (that is, social and
environmental) returns on their investments, which they tend to quantify and/or express in monetary terms, if possible.
Metrics and methodologies to carry out the measurement of social impact are numerous but incoherent. The European
Commission and European Parliament have their own mechanisms for impact assessment, in which they also assess
social impact. In addition, several initiatives aim at measuring the social dimension of growth beyond GDP, arguing
that GDP in itself does not hold enough information on social progress. The third sector has developed several
methodologies to measure social impact as well, due to its interest in investing in social causes. Unlike outputs, it is
often difficult to quantify outcomes and impacts. Moreover, it is debated whether quantification, no matter how
comprehensive it is, can express the intricate nature of the issues at hand. Finally, developing a coherent framework
that would help to effectively link strategic thinking with policy-making and policy implementation, including investment,
remains a policy challenge.

The proposed directive on the supply of digital content is intended to regulate the main contractual rights and duties of
parties to contracts for the supply of digital content and services, and create a harmonised legal framework for digital
content to benefit both consumers and businesses. It covers not only contracts where digital content or services are
provided in exchange for money, but also those where the consumer provides personal or other data in lieu of money
to gain access to digital content or services. The interplay between this proposed private law instrument and the
existing public law rules on data protection (notably the recently adopted General Data Protection Regulation) have
been the subject of some debate. The European Data Protection Supervisor's recent opinion was critical of the
proposal, arguing that, in the EU, personal data 'cannot be conceived as a mere economic asset' and cannot therefore
be treated as the consumer's contractual counter-performance in lieu of money. The draft report prepared by the co-
rapporteurs in Parliament includes those contracts in which consumers do not pay a price (but potentially provide data)
within the scope of the proposal. It eliminates however the notion of personal data as a form of contractual 'counter-
performance'. The co-legislators are now facing the challenging task of reconciling the fundamental rights approach
with the requirements of economic reality, including the need to grant legal protection to consumers who provide their
data in order to access digital content or services.

The European Commission’s second report on the state of the Energy Union, delivered in February 2017, paints a
picture of considerable progress just two years into the Energy Union strategy. The bulk of new legislative proposals
have now been adopted by the Commission. Most are still under consideration in Parliament and Council, although in
some cases an interinstitutional agreement has already been secured. The focus of 2017 is therefore negotiations
towards the adoption of numerous legislative proposals already on the table, together with a more limited number of
new initiatives. The EU and its Member States are well on track to meet the targets of the 2020 climate and energy
package in terms of promoting renewables, improving energy efficiency and reducing greenhouse gas emissions.
Continued effort is needed to meet the higher targets of the 2030 climate and energy framework. The Energy Union
includes a series of concrete actions to implement the 2030 framework, yet the main EU Institutions have shown
different levels of ambition in these fields. A new legislative package on low emission mobility is expected in 2017, as
well as ongoing actions across a wide range of energy-related areas. This includes measures to improve gas and
electricity infrastructure, foster climate and energy diplomacy, and to advance research and innovation on energy
technologies.

In February 2017, negotiators from the European Parliament, the Council and Commission reached a compromise on
the proposal for a regulation on cross-border portability of online content services. The EP must now formally approve
the new rules, enabling consumers to access their online subscriptions for content services when they travel across
the EU and are temporarily outside their Member State of residence. The compromise text amends the Commission’s
proposal in various ways. It clarifies that providers of free-of-charge online content services can also offer portability
services to their subscribers. The notion of temporary presence in other Member States has been tightened and refers
to a limited period of time. The concept of Member State of residence and its verification mechanism are also more
explicitly defined. At the EP’s request, some safeguards have been added to ensure data protection and privacy are
respected (especially for IP address checks), and a waiver clause has been introduced which allows content providers
to avoid verifying the residence of their customers when all the holders of copyright, related rights, or other rights in the
content agree.

The IA appears to present a good and comprehensive analysis to identify the problems in the status quo, define the
objectives of EU action, delineate policy options that can fulfil those objectives, assess the impacts of those options,
and choose the best options to address the identified problems. This process seems to be based on sound data and
research. In the explanation of the objectives, however, the distinction between what the IA refers to as the sub-
objectives and the operational objectives does not appear to be very clear, raising doubts as to whether the sequential
process required in the better regulation guidelines has been followed. Finally, the IA’s length and complexity
somewhat limit its accessibility, although the sixteen page abstract added in response to the Regulatory Scrutiny
Board’s recommendation goes some way towards addressing this issue.

Overall the IA report makes a good presentation of the Commission's impact assessment work for the legislative
proposal. The IA draws on a vast amount of research and expertise in elaborating the policy options and linking them
to the main problems. Also, the range of policy options appears comprehensive. However, a more thorough analysis of
the social and fundamental rights impacts would have considerably strengthened the report. In particular, as
confidentiality remains a sensitive issue in this field, the IA report could have gone into more depth on this issue,
especially when comparing the options. In addition, more attention could have been dedicated to developing clearer
monitoring and evaluation indicators.

The United Nations' Minamata Convention on mercury was agreed in 2013 with a view to protecting human health and
the environment from the adverse effects of mercury. Although mercury use has declined significantly in recent
decades, mercury released into the air, water and land remains a serious threat to human health and the environment.
Once emitted into the air or water, mercury can travel over long distances, which makes it a global problem. Current
EU policy bans exports of mercury, provides for the storage of mercury waste, restricts the use of mercury in various
products and seeks to address pollution caused by it. However, there are some regulatory gaps between EU
legislation and the Minamata Convention. The European Commission has recently submitted a legislative proposal
aiming to align this legislation with the Convention in view of its ratification. The rapporteur for the European
Parliament's Committee for Environment, Public Health and Food Safety (ENVI) has presented his draft report on the
proposal. The deadline for submission of amendments is 13 July 2016.

In July 2015, the European Commission proposed a reform of the EU Emissions Trading System (ETS) for the period

addressing carbon leakage, and provisions for funding innovation and modernisation in the energy sector. It
encourages Member States to compensate for indirect carbon costs. In combination with the Market Stability Reserve
agreed in May 2015, the proposed reform sets out the EU ETS rules for the period up to 2030, giving greater certainty
to industry and to investors. In the European Parliament, the ENVI Committee takes the lead on the proposal, while it
shares competence with the ITRE Committee on some aspects. The draft report was presented on 31 May 2016, the
deadline for amendments has been set to 28 June 2016, and both Committee votes are expected by December. This
briefing updates an earlier edition, of March 2016: PE 579.092.

Member States would have to collect statistics on the prices charged to industrial consumers and households for
natural gas and electricity. Price data would be reported every six months for different consumption volumes, and
cover energy prices, network charges, taxes and levies, and their sub-components. The proposed regulation would
replace Directive 2008/92/EC that requires Member States to collect such statistics for industrial consumers. Data on
gas and electricity prices for households are currently collected on a voluntary basis. Statistical data on gas and
electricity prices are needed for monitoring the internal market for energy, and the impacts of various policies in the
field of energy, such as support for renewable energy sources. In the context of the Energy Union strategy, the
Commission has committed to preparing reports about energy costs and prices every two years, starting in 2016. The
agreement reached in trilogue in June 2016 has now to be approved in plenary.

The European Commission proposes to amend Directive 2004/37/EC by expanding its scope and by including and/or
revising occupational limit exposure values for a number of cancer-causing chemical agents in the light of new
scientific data.

The initiative would proceed in two steps, with the
current proposal and another to follow later in the year. Broad discussions with scientists and the social partners fed
into the proposal, and it has received a broad welcome from stakeholders. Trade unions nonetheless regret that
certain substances are not included, and some on the employers' side oppose the limit value for respirable crystalline
silica. The legislative process is in its initial stages, with the EMPL Committee to consider the proposal in the coming
months.

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In September 2015, the European Commission adopted two legislative proposals: one that aims to develop an EU-
wide framework for simple, transparent and standardised (STS) securitisations, and another that aims to make the
capital treatment of securitisations for banks and investment firms more risk-sensitive by amending the Capital
Requirements Regulation (CRR). While the European Commission did not include synthetic securitisations in the STS
scheme, it left open the possibility for some of them to be included at a later stage. Similarly, while synthetic
securitisations in general do not benefit from a different prudential treatment under the CRR, the Commission
proposed that a specific category of synthetic transactions should — under specific conditions — benefit from an
equivalent regime. The European Banking Authority (EBA), the Council of the EU and the European Central Bank
(ECB) have all given their views on the matter and the debate has yet to conclude, as the two proposals are under
discussion in the European Parliament's Committee on Economic and Monetary Affairs. The question of synthetic
securitisations benefiting from a specific regime carries opportunities (by broadening the market for originators and
freeing up capital to finance the real economy, notably SMEs) as well as risks, depending on the synthetic
securitisation used and the final framing of the regime. Hence, this briefing gives a general introduction to the subject
and outlines the positions of the Commission, the Council, the EBA and the ECB.
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The Commission has proposed a decision which would require Member States to submit draft intergovernmental
agreements with non-EU countries in the field of energy to it before they are signed. The Commission would then
check whether they are compliant with EU law, and Member States would have to take full account of the
Commission's opinion. At present, Member States are required to submit such agreements to the Commission after
signature. The Commission considers the present system as ineffective. The ITRE Committee draft report of 30 May
2016 proposed strengthening the decision to require ex-ante verification also for non-binding instruments. On 6 June,
energy ministers in the Council agreed a general approach that would restrict ex-ante verification to agreements
related to gas supply only. Three national parliaments have raised subsidiarity concerns, and four submitted
comments.

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The IA clearly identifies and defines the problems, demonstrating that EU action is necessary to address them. The
analysis emphasises that, in this case, EU action is further justified by the limited provisions offered by the existing EU
legislative framework and potential offered by the IWT sector towards the objectives of the Single Market.

On 1 July 2016, Slovakia will take over the six-month rotating Presidency of the Council of the EU from The
Netherlands, as part of the Dutch-Slovak-Maltese 'Trio Presidency'. The Slovak "coalition of historic compromise" was
only sworn in on 23 March 2016 and Prime Minister Robert Fico was just released from hospital at the beginning of
May after heart surgery, still the Slovak government is expected to steer a challenging Presidency programme. On 24
February 2016, the (previous) Slovak government adopted the framework agenda of the Slovak Presidency, yet the
final Presidency programme will be approved by the government on 29 June 2016.

In the first half of the year, the Commission has put on the table the politically most important legislative dossiers, such
as the energy security package, proposals for e-commerce, an action plan to fight against corporate tax evasion, the
review of the posting of workers directive, the establishment of a European Border and Coast Guard and
recommendations for visa liberalisation in Ukraine and Turkey. As of May 2016, of around 140 active ordinary
legislative procedures, some 25 are being negotiated by the co-legislators in view of a first or (early) second reading
agreement. This note aims to present the state of affairs in the priority fields of the Slovak Presidency, as well as the
most important related dossiers to be addressed by the Presidency in the next semester.

As the fastest growing eurozone member between 2004 and 2014, Slovakia will be closely following the debate on the
creation of a fiscal capacity for the eurozone; and as the largest car producer per capita in the world, it will also be
sensitive to the adoption of market surveillance rules and limitations in emissions from cars. Other priorities will include
the implementation of the Capital Markets Union proposals, the completion of stage 1 of the Economic and Monetary
Union, delivering on Energy Union measures and the Single Market, as well as external relations with a particular
focus on transatlantic ties and Eastern Partnership.

Finally, the
Slovak Council Presidency will have to address the consequences of the referendum on the UK's membership in the
EU, to be held on 23 June 2016.

The proposal
contains a review clause (Article 26(2)) obliging the Commission to assess the impact and added value of the directive
four years after the implementation deadline, and to report on this to the Council and the Parliament. It is to be hoped
that this ex-post evaluation will address some of the questions that would have been tackled in an impact assessment.
In this light, a more precise wording of Article 26(2) may contribute to a genuine evaluation of the proposed directive
along the pre-determined criteria.
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While Regulation 2003/2003 has clearly contributed to the removal of trade barriers for EC fertilisers and is generally
cost-efficient, its effectiveness in terms of health and environmental protection appears mixed.

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Endocrine disruptors are substances that interfere with the functioning of hormones, with potentially harmful effects on
health. A wide range of chemicals are suspected of being responsible for endocrine-disrupting activity. Defining
scientific criteria for their identification is highly complex and has important repercussions for a wide range of
stakeholders. There is a lack of consensus among both scientists and regulators. Work on the issue has been
conducted at EU and international level. The European Commission's delay in adopting scientific criteria has provoked
strong reactions from various stakeholders. The Commission is expected to come up with scientific criteria and to
present the legal acts required before summer 2016. In a judgment delivered on 16 December 2015, the General Court
of the Court of Justice of the EU found that the Commission had breached European Union law by failing to act on
endocrine disruptors. It concluded that the Commission did not comply with its clear obligation to specify scientific
criteria for the identification of chemicals that have endocrine-disrupting properties by 13 December 2013. In addition, it
stated that there was no requirement to carry out an impact assessment, which the Commission had suggested was
necessary to evaluate the various possible options prior to taking its decision.
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Multiannual plans for fisheries management are an essential tool to ensure the sustainable exploitation of fish stocks
and marine ecosystems. They also offer increased predictability to fishermen in the long run. In October 2014, the
European Commission proposed a multiannual plan for stocks of cod, herring and sprat in the Baltic Sea and for the
fisheries exploiting them. This Baltic multiannual and multispecies plan is the first proposed plan to build on the
principles of the 2013 reform of the Common Fisheries Policy. Seen as a test case, it may have some spill-over effect
on new proposals for multiannual plans, some of which are expected from the European Commission in the near
future. The Council adopted its general approach on 20 April 2015, and the European Parliament voted on legislative
amendments in plenary on 28 April, before referring the matter back to the Committee on Fisheries. After 10 months of
difficult interinstitutional negotiations, a compromise was reached in March 2016 in trilogue discussions. The EP's
Committee on Fisheries endorsed the trilogue result on 19 April and the plenary should vote on the final outcome in
June.

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On 9 December 2015, the Commission tabled a proposal for a directive on contracts for supply of digital content to
consumers. The proposal would cover, with a single set of rules, contracts for the sale of digital content (e.g. when
consumers buy music, films, e-books or applications), for rental of digital content (e.g. when consumers watch a movie
online, but do not download a copy), as well as contracts for digital services, such as cloud computing and social
media. The proposal envisages a maximum level of harmonisation, meaning that it will be prohibited for Member
States to enact or retain more consumer-friendly rules within the directive's scope. Currently, only the UK has enacted
rules designed specifically for contracts for supply of digital content. A similar legislative bill was recently discussed in
Ireland. Other Member States, such as Germany and the Netherlands, have extended the scope of existing contract
rules, especially on consumer sales, to include sale of digital content. Yet in other Member States, such as Poland,
there are no explicit rules on supply of digital content, which leads to legal uncertainty and practical difficulties
regarding the rights and remedies available to consumers in case of non-conformity.
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Overall, the IA report is of sound quality and provides a wealth of background analysis, especially the evaluation report
included in Annex 1. However, the IA does suffer from several weaknesses. Most importantly, the limited
representativeness of stakeholders in the public consultation and the almost exclusive reliance on a qualitative and
largely descriptive evaluation, are aspects which might have deserved further attention.
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The IA report concentrates on the very complex problem of securing access to gas by each Member State in case of
disruption of supply. In this regard, the IA builds a case in favour of common EU action and of improvement of the
existing regulation to that end. The IA could have provided more background information on how Member States are
grouped into the seven regions under the preferred option and how this is linked to the existing patterns of cooperation.
It could also have deepened the scope to devote more attention to the significance of environmental impacts. Finally,
the section on monitoring and evaluation could have been made a lot stronger if key monitoring mechanisms had been
explained more clearly.
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This briefing seeks to provide an initial analysis of the strengths and weaknesses of the European Commission's
Impact Assessment (IA) accompanying its proposal on the approval and market surveillance of motor vehicles and
their trailers, adopted on 27 January 2016 and referred to Parliament's Committee on the Internal Market and
Consumer Protection (IMCO).

Some useful information can be found in the IA; however,
even bearing in mind that impact assessments should not unduly delay the legislative process, an initial appraisal of its
quality would suggest that this 1A is not presented in a way that facilitates consideration by the co-legislators. The
decision to publish the IA in two parts does not help overall comprehension, despite an honest attempt to show the
links between the two. The problem definition devotes limited attention to the social and environmental consequences.
The framing of the options makes it difficult to distinguish between essential and non-essential elements. Moreover, by
the Commission's own admission, the monetisation of benefits is not sufficiently robust and gives an impression of
certainty to estimates which are in fact surrounded by a high degree of uncertainty. All of these elements compromise
to some extent the quality of the IA. Finally, the internal quality assurance procedures do not appear to be fully in line
with BR principles, in that this IA is accompanied only by the original 2014 opinion of the |A Board, which corresponds
to the measures planned at that time, without any update covering the additional material provided later in part 2 of the
IA.

The outcome of the
stakeholder consultation, albeit rather limited, is clearly presented and appears to have been integrated into the
analysis with a transparent presentation of the stakeholders' views throughout. Nevertheless, the IA has a number of
shortcomings. The problem definition lacks the hard evidence required to be entirely convincing. The assessment of
impacts is largely qualitative and is focused on benefits with hardly any reference to potential costs. The report would
have been more persuasive had it provided stronger arguments and clearer quantitative evidence to prove that the
expected benefits outweigh the costs. Generally, the information could have been better structured throughout and a
more solid analysis of the compared options would have strengthened the IA.

The role of sub-national bodies in EU decision-making has grown. In this regard, significant changes were introduced
by the Treaty of Lisbon, which inserted an explicit reference to the sub-national dimension of the subsidiarity principle,
and granted the Committee of the Regions the right to bring an action for annulment. While the 'Early Warning
Mechanism' for subsidiarity monitoring is primarily concerned with national parliaments, regional parliaments with
legislative powers form a separate category of bodies caught by the protocol and may play an advisory role. Existing
research, however, points to problems and challenges which regional parliaments face in engaging in genuine
subsidiarity monitoring. Ex-ante subsidiarity monitoring is complemented by the possibility of ex post judicial review.

On 16 February 2016 the European Commission proposed a new regulation on security of gas supply as part of its
sustainable energy security package, in order to develop a stronger collective response to future supply risks,
particularly concerning Russian gas arriving via the Ukrainian transit route.

In December 2015 the European Commission proposed a revised system for issuing and managing fishing
authorisations, intended to improve monitoring and transparency of the EU external fishing fleet. The proposal,
replacing the current 'Fishing Authorisations Regulation' 1006/2008, would apply to all EU vessels fishing outside EU
waters, and to third-country vessels fishing in EU waters. The current scope of the authorisation system would be
extended to include practices which have been poorly monitored so far, such as private agreements between EU
companies and third countries and abusive reflagging operations. Member States would authorise fishing vessels
using common eligibility criteria, complemented by specific conditions depending on the nature of the authorisation.
Part of the electronic fishing authorisations register, showing who fishes what and where, would for the first time be
publicly accessible. On 15 February 2016, Member States in the Council generally supported the proposal, but also
expressed some concerns, in particular in connection with the additional administrative burden that the proposal might
entail. Parliament's Fisheries Committee is due to start discussing its draft report in April 2016.

The IA reiterates throughout that several
issues, such as drone risk categorisation, or factors defining an operation-centric approach to regulating drones, will be
topics for new impact assessments accompanying future delegated acts. The absence of some more insight
concerning the likely content of the measures to be adopted through delegated acts or for the use of such delegated
acts is regrettable. Nevertheless, the categorisation of risks (what is a high or low risk operation) could have been
explained in more detail, as not every aspect of drone rules is likely to depend only on technological development.A
better illustrated and explained problem description, as well as more detailed descriptions of the policy options, would
have contributed to better and clearer understanding of the impacts of the new proposal, especially for a reader who
may not be familiar with existing civil aviation safety rules.

Moreover,
the views of disabled citizens, who are meant to be the major end-beneficiaries of the proposal, are not explicitly
apparent and could perhaps have been better reflected throughout the IA. A more detailed exploration of social
considerations to counterbalance the largely economic analysis would have been welcome, despite the internal market
focus of this proposal.

The 2015 Commission proposals on contract rules for online purchase of digital content and tangible goods intend to
simplify and harmonise the contract rules on the cross-border online purchases in Europe. The proposals introduce
various rules with a goal to fully harmonise provisions applicable to online purchases. These proposals try to react to
the newest developments in the digital society while updating existing European legislation. Full harmonisation can
increase legal certainty on the applicable rules and interest of the customers in making cross-border purchases. As
currently various different national contract rules are applied in the MS, full harmonisation would introduce the same
rules applicable throughout the whole EU. This harmonisation will in general, simplify and increase customer protection
in contract relations conducted online and cross-border. However, full harmonisation might have some negative impact
on those MS that already have existing national legislation going beyond the text of the proposals.
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The European Commission has proposed to consolidate the existing EU zootechnical legislation which covers
breeding, trade in and import of breeding animals, into a single regulation. In April, the European Parliament is due to
debate and vote on the compromise text agreed in trilogue.
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The EU is committed to fighting torture and use of the death penalty throughout the world. Both phenomena continue
to afflict a significant number of countries, and trade in torture tools is booming in the world. One of the most important
measures taken by the EU has been its 2005 Regulation imposing restrictions in trade in torture tools. Despite some
visible effects, it has been repeatedly criticised for loopholes which allow trade in goods that could be used for torture,
executions and other ill-treatment, as well as related activities like brokering or advertising such goods to continue.
Responding to a 2010 European Parliament resolution, the European Commission adopted a legislative proposal to
amend the Regulation in 2014. The proposal, which is based on the approach that only proportionate and necessary
trade restrictions should be imposed — to avoid cumbersome administrative procedures to exporters — addresses only
in part the EP’s recommendations and the concerns of civil society organisations fighting torture. The EP's
International Trade Committee adopted several amendments that effectively address concerns raised by these
organisations.

The United Nations' Minamata Convention on mercury was agreed in 2013 with a view to protecting human health and
the environment from the adverse effects of mercury. Although mercury use has declined significantly in recent
decades, mercury released into the air, water and land remains a serious threat to human health and the environment.
Once emitted into the air or water, mercury can travel over long distances, which makes it a global problem.

Current EU policy bans exports of mercury, provides for the storage of mercury waste, restricts the use of mercury in
various products and seeks to address pollution caused by it. However, there are some regulatory gaps between EU
legislation and the Minamata Convention. The European Commission has recently submitted a legislative proposal
aiming to align this legislation with the Convention in view of its ratification.

Stakeholders are divided over the proposal. The European Parliament's Committee for Environment, Public Health and
Food Safety (ENVI) is expected to consider the proposal in the coming months.
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Technical measures in fisheries govern the different fishing practices which can be used to catch fish, as well as the
areas and seasons for fishing. Aimed at limiting unwanted catches (notably of juvenile fish) or at reducing the impacts
of fishing on nature (protected species and vulnerable habitats), EU technical measures in fisheries have, over time,
developed into a complex set of prescriptive measures, which do not fully achieve their objectives. The European
Commission finalised, on 11 March 2016, a long-awaited proposal to overhaul a number of existing rules and to
establish a new legislative framework in this domain. Building on the latest reform of the Common Fisheries Policy
(CFP), the proposal would provide measures of general application in all seas, and baseline measures supporting
given objectives, by maritime region. It would also set a new approach on governance and delegation of powers for the
development of regional approaches. The Commission estimates that this new regulation would contribute to reaching
CFP objectives, notably on delivering maximum sustainable yield for fish stocks, with positive socio-economic and
environmental impacts. The European Parliament Fisheries Committee will hold a hearing on the new technical
measures framework on 21 March 2016.
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It is clear that the fitness check has put great emphasis on assessing the available evidence as thoroughly as possible.
However, the lack of data remains an issue, and although this is made clear, at times some conclusions, related to
accidents or change of flag for example, could have been more nuanced, given the relative unreliability of the data. To
what extent this affects the overall conclusions of the report is less clear. In particular, could they have been more
wide-ranging if the data had been better? The final conclusions on simplifications are relatively straightforward,
identifying overlap and outdated requirements, while some of the more difficult questions remain less answered. This is
particularly the case in terms of accidents, where more and stronger evidence on the role of EU legislation in improving
passenger safety would be especially helpful. As mentioned in the report, better data collection and monitoring
systems are required for robust post-implementation assessments to be carried out. While the remit of the fitness
check has a clear logic, the fact that the same Directives were previously included in an evaluation potentially dilutes
the idea of a fithess check being broader than an evaluation. A clearer differentiation between evaluations and fitness
checks along with increased transparency around the initial scoping decisions would be helpful. As the fitness checks
become more established, the use of an initial roadmap and stakeholder feedback will hopefully go some way in
addressing the issue.
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In 2014, the European Commission proposed a revision (‘IORP II') of the existing Institutions for Occupational
Retirement Provision (IORP) Directive of 2003, which covers certain occupational pension savings. These are
overwhelmingly in the United Kingdom (55.9% of IORP assets) and the Netherlands (30.7%). The proposed revision
aims to improve the governance, risk management, transparency and information provision of IORPs and help
increase cross-border IORP activity, strengthening the single market. The proposal did not include new prudential rules
(i.e. capital requirements) for IORPs following a long and controversial debate. Stakeholders have in general
welcomed the focus of the proposal and the lack of new prudential rules, but feel the revision is overly detailed and
prescriptive and does not respect national competences, nor reflect the variety of IORPs and their position as social
(not just financial) entities. Following the vote on a mandate in Parliament's ECON Committee trilogue discussion are
now under way with the Council.

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While radio spectrum management is predominantly a national competence, EU policy plays an increasingly important
role in its coordination and harmonisation. The EU actively seeks ways to harmonise use of the different bands of the
spectrum to meet the ever-growing demand for wireless mobile broadband. Nevertheless, spectrum allocation in the
EU remains fragmented and varies among the Member States.

Following developments in the international framework, as well as the considerations of high-level expert groups and a
public consultation, the Commission adopted a long-term strategy for use of the 470-790 MHz frequency band. The
strategy proposes to repurpose the 694-790 MHz band, to use it for wireless broadband rather than television
broadcasting. The latter is to have priority in the 470-694 MHz band.

Initial reactions to the proposal underline that it may have positive consequences in terms of quality and coverage of
wireless internet, but may also lead to substantial costs for some parties, such as the broadcasting industry and
consumers, who would need to adapt to the new technology.

This proposal is one of the first
legislative initiatives proposed under the umbrella of the Digital Single Market (DSM) Strategy. The DSM Strategy is in
itself one of the ten political priorities of the Juncker Commission. The portability proposal aims to contribute to the key
objectives of the DSM allowing for better online access to digital goods and services across the EU Member States
when travelling. Further legislative proposals in the field of copyright are expected in 2016. Overall, the impression is
that this IA has made a reasonable attempt to analyse the current situation, substantiating the need for EU action to
solve the issue. The IA draws upon a wide range of research from different sources and disciplines, both external and
internal, and the stakeholder consultation appears to be broad. However, the objective of the present initiative (to
ensure cross-border portability) is formulated in such a way that it can in fact only conceivably be achieved by a
legislative solution that prescribes portability on a mandatory basis (meaning Option 3, which is the Commission's
preferred option). This could cast some doubt as to whether the alternatives presented were really considered as
viable options. Also, some of the assumptions upon which the IA is based might merit some further examination. For
example, this might be the case concerning the current and potential future consumer demand for portability based on
Eurobarometer data. Finally, the IA could perhaps have been clearer from the start that the real issue at hand
concerns almost exclusively limited portability of online content services in the AV sector and sport premium content
services, but that for reasons of legal certainty, all sectors are technically covered by the initiative (IA, p. 21).
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This note seeks to provide an initial analysis of the strengths and weaknesses of the European Commission's Impact
Assessment accompanying the Commission proposal on the European Criminal Records Information System,
submitted on 19 January 2016 and referred to Parliament's Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs.
The European Criminal Records Information System (ECRIS) is an electronic system allowing Member States to
exchange information on previous convictions against an individual by criminal courts in the European Union (EU). Itis
based on the principle that each Member State keeps a record of all convictions against its nationals, including those
given in other Member States. The exchange of information is intended to be used in new criminal proceedings against
that person, but national laws can widen the scope for such exchange of information for other purposes. The 1A
provides logical qualitative analysis linking the problem, its underlying drivers, the objectives and the policy options to
address it. The qualitative analysis is reasonable, makes concrete arguments and is substantiated with up-to-date
statistical data, although one might question the decision not to hold the mandatory 12 week open public consultation.
In the discussion of the policy options, it would appear that only options 3 and 4 were actually considered as viable
alternatives. In its analysis of the costs, the |A draws considerably on the Kurt Salmon report, which provides a
convincing evaluation of options 3 and 4 with regard to substantive compliance costs. Where the IA goes beyond the
data and analysis provided in the Kurt Salmon report, however, there are instances where the assessment appears
less clear. With regard to the shift in preference from the voluntary use of fingerprints for the identification of TCN
(favoured as a preferred sub-option in the IA) to the mandatory use of fingerprints (the sub-option chosen in the
proposal), one possibility may be that the weighting of the arguments for and against the different sub-options might
have changed prior to adoption of the proposal due to the particularly volatile security situation in the EU.
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Rezumat This analysis, which critically examines the Commission proposal for the establishment of a European Border and
Coast Guard, was commissioned by the European Parliament’s Policy Department for Citizens’ Rights and
Constitutional Affairs at the request of the LIBE Committee. The proposal significantly reinforces Frontex’s regulatory
and operational tasks and provides the Agency with an additional supervisory role. The proposal does not amend the
fundamental premise of operational cooperation at the external borders, reserving executive enforcement powers to
the Member States. Nonetheless, the concept of shared responsibility in the absence of shared accountability
increases existing fundamental rights concerns.
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Rezumat As part of its ambition to complete the Banking Union, the European Commission proposes the introduction of a
European Deposit Insurance Scheme (EDIS), in order to reduce the potential spill-over risk of local bank failures on the
financial stability of the economic and monetary union as a whole. According to the proposal of 24 November 2015, the
EDIS would be the third pillar of the Banking Union and be introduced gradually, in three separate phases between
2017 and 2024, complementing national deposit guarantee schemes. It also has implications for the overall resolution
framework for banks under the Single Resolution Mechanism (SRM) so the Commission proposes to amend the SRM
Regulation (EU) No 806/2014, introducing a common deposit insurance system as of 2024.

In parallel, the Commission published a communication proposing additional measures for risk sharing and risk
reduction in the banking sector. These include ensuring adequate loss-absorbing resources for banks and measures to
improve the comparability of risk-weighted assets.

In combination with the Market Stability Reserve
agreed in May 2015, the proposed reform sets out the EU ETS rules for the period up to 2030, giving greater certainty
to industry and to investors. In the European Parliament, the ENVI Committee takes the lead on the proposal, while it

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The fourth railway package comprises six legislative proposals to enhance the efficiency and competitiveness of rail
across the European Union, put forward by the European Commission in 2013. It aims to remove the remaining
institutional, legal and technical obstacles, and create a truly integrated European Railway Area. Although the
legislative process on technical issues did not present many difficulties, negotiations on the liberalisation of rail markets
and governance structures (known as the market pillar) continue and prove more complex. Trilogue discussions began
after the adoption of a general approach by the Council in October 2015, and should conclude in 2016. Once adopted,
the fourth railway package is expected to give a new impetus to rail services across the EU, and will contribute to
meeting the objectives of the Commission's 2011 White Paper on Transport.
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On 15 July 2015 the Commission proposed a new regulation on energy efficiency labelling as part of its summer
energy package. The new regulation would contribute towards meeting the EU target of improving energy efficiency by
27% by 2030.

The proposed regulation seeks to restore the A-G scale for energy labelling; create a mechanism for rescaling
products that can accommodate further improvements in energy efficiency; establish a product database on energy
efficiency; and introduce a safeguard procedure to improve national market surveillance. Detailed legislation on energy
labelling of household appliances would be adopted as delegated acts.

While the proposal is supported by consumer and environmental groups, industry groups are concerned that a major
change in energy labelling could have a negative impact on producers and consumers and act as a disincentive to
energy efficiency. The Parliament has in the past supported a closed A-G scale on energy labelling as a way to provide
a stronger incentive for consumers to buy more efficient products.

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Serving as access points to Europe, the European Union's approximately 1 200 seaports are crucial both for its
transport sector and its competitiveness. They also have significant potential for creating jobs and attracting investors.

The European Commission plans to redress the huge disparities in performance levels by modernising the port
services offered by the EU’s 329 main seaports. The reform is aimed at eliminating unfair competition, guaranteeing a
level playing field and improving the commercial efficiency of ports. Two previous attempts to liberalise port services (in
2001 and 2004) provoked controversy, particularly regarding their social/labour market aspects, and were rejected by
the European Parliament.

The latest initiative combines a legislative and a 'soft' approach. The previously contentious cargo handling and
passenger services will not be opened up to the market through legislation. Instead, the Commission is focusing on
establishing a clear framework for market access to port services and common rules on the transparency of public
funding for ports and the charges for users. The 'soft' approach comprises an action plan and the launch of sectoral
social dialogue.

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The Commission has proposed a decision which would require Member States to submit draft intergovernmental
agreements with non-EU countries in the field of energy to it before they are signed. The Commission would then
check whether they are compliant with EU law, and Member States would have to take full account of the
Commission's opinion. At present, Member States are required to submit such agreements to the Commission after
signature. The Commission considers the present system as ineffective. Although a third of the IGAs on energy
infrastructure have been found to be non-compliant with EU law, none have been renegotiated so far. The Commission
says the proposal would lead to greater legal certainty and reduced risks for investors and business partners. It would
also lead to increased transparency on energy supply, supporting the aims of Energy Union.

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The new Interinstitutional Agreement on Better Law-Making, adopted by the European Parliament on 9 March 2016,
replaces the 2003 Interinstitutional Agreement with the same name.

The Commission initially presented its proposal on 19 May 2015. Part of its better regulation agenda, the proposal was
announced as one of the ten priorities of the Juncker Commission at the start of its term, with the aim to design EU
policies and laws so that they achieve their objectives in the most efficient and effective way possible.
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When the European Union endorsed 'gender mainstreaming' as its official policy approach to gender equality, it was
seen as a potentially revolutionary means of accelerating progress and achieving real equality between the sexes.
Twenty years on, there are concerns about fragmented implementation across policy areas and institutions at EU and
national levels, and a possible downgrading of its status.
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During the March 2016 plenary session, a debate and vote will be held on the draft regulation establishing a new aid
scheme for the supply of fruit and milk in schools. If adopted, the scheme will bring new impetus to efforts to
encourage school children to eat healthily.
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According to Article 295 TFEU, the European Parliament, the Council and the Commission may conclude
interinstitutional agreements (l1As) setting out arrangements for their cooperation. A number of such agreements are in
place, including the 2003 IIA on Better Law-Making, which is now to be replaced by a new agreement. With the aim of
ensuring a high quality of legislation, the new agreement contains provisions concerning the various stages of the
policy cycle, including programming, legislating and implementation.
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The main strengths of the IA are its apparently solid information base, including the two supporting studies, as well as
good presentation of stakeholder views and the results of the public consultation throughout. It is, however, unfortunate
that the external supporting studies do not appear to be publicly available. The IA would have benefitted from a clearer
and more complete presentation of the background information and problem definition, as well as more direct
reference to the evidence identified. There appears to be a certain bias towards the preferred options, as far as the
way in which options are presented is concerned; the question remains as to whether additional options could have
been considered in order to provide a broader choice of genuine alternatives. There are also some technical
presentation issues, such as rather inconsistent numbering of the items in some sections. It is striking that no
reference whatsoever appears to be made to the existence of a second, separate IA (on drones) which accompanies
the same proposal and thus is presumably intended to complete the overall analysis.
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Overall, this appraisal considers whether the quality of research and analysis presented in the Commission’s IA is fit
for purpose — that is to say, whether the IA serves what should be one of its fundamental aims, which is to facilitate
better-informed decision-making throughout the legislative process.After an initial screening, it concludes that the
Impact Assessment does indeed provide some essential elements to assist decision-makers in understanding the
rationale of the choices made by the Commission. However, it has a number of weaknesses which somewhat
compromise its quality. Firstly, there seems to be a mismatch between the intended broad legislative overhaul,
repealing the existing Directive and its Implementing Regulation, and the deliberately targeted analysis of the IA, which
- focusing largely on six important issues - is bound to leave some other areas unexplored. Secondly, the
Commission's decision not to carry out a fully-fledged evaluation is debatable and leaves some gaps in the analysis.
While acknowledging the extreme complexity of the subject matter, a wider selection of options than the one presented
in the 1A might reasonably have been expected. Finally, some impacts, such as the anticipated effects on main groups
of Member States, impacts on employment and on third countries, could have been better developed.
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Member States would have to collect statistics on the prices charged to industrial consumers and households for
natural gas and electricity. Price data would be reported every six months for different consumption volumes, and
cover energy prices, network charges, taxes and levies, and their sub-components. The proposed regulation would
replace Directive 2008/92/EC that requires Member States to collect such statistics for industrial consumers. Data on
gas and electricity prices for households are currently collected on a voluntary basis.

Statistical data on gas and electricity prices are needed for monitoring the internal market for energy, and the impacts
of various policies in the field of energy, such as support for renewable energy sources. The European Council
requested a report about energy costs and prices in May 2013. In the context of the Energy Union strategy, the
Commission has committed to preparing such a report every two years, starting in 2016. The European Parliament's
secretariat also used these statistics in its reports on trends in energy prices for the ITRE Committee.

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Multiannual plans for fisheries management are an essential tool to ensure the sustainable exploitation of fish stocks
and marine ecosystems. They also offer increased predictability to fishermen in the long run. In October 2014, the
European Commission proposed a multiannual plan for stocks of cod, herring and sprat in the Baltic Sea and for the
fisheries exploiting them. This Baltic multiannual and multispecies plan is the first proposed plan to build on the
principles of the 2013 reform of the Common Fisheries Policy. Seen as a test case, it may have some spill-over effect
on new proposals for multiannual plans, some of which are expected from the European Commission in the near
future.

The Council adopted its general approach on 20 April 2015, and the European Parliament voted on legislative
amendments in plenary on 28 April, before referring the matter back to the Committee on Fisheries. Interinstitutional
trilogue negotiations, which started in May 2015, have however proven lengthy and difficult. While discussing the
priorities of the Council Presidency at the meeting of the Committee for Fisheries in mid-January 2015, the Dutch
Fisheries Minister and the Parliament's rapporteur expressed their willingness and hope to come to a satisfactory
agreement.

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In December 2015, the Commission proposed a directive on contracts for online and other distance sales of goods

digital content directive. Although, legally speaking, the proposal is new, in political terms it aims to replace the 2011
proposal for a Common European Sales Law, in line with the commitment made by the Juncker Commission in
December 2015.
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Money Market Funds (MMFs) are a type of collective fund that invest in short-term debt and provide financing for
financial institutions, corporations and governments. During the financial crisis their liquidity and stability were
challenged which prompted discussion on how to make them more shock-resistant.

In 2013 the Commission proposed a regulation on MMFs aiming to improve their ability to weather stressed market
conditions, mainly through establishing a capital buffer, introducing conditions on portfolio structure, addressing over-
reliance on external credit rating agencies and improving their internal risk management, transparency and reporting.
In April 2015 the European Parliament adopted amendments in which it proposed the creation of new kinds of MMFs
and chose not to retain the capital buffer. The Council has yet to reach a general approach.

The reaction of stakeholders was mixed: many welcomed the intention to establish a harmonised and transparent
MMF framework at EU level but there have also been considerable concerns raised regarding the impacts, including of
the capital buffer.

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The additional analysis accompanying the new 'Circular Economy package' goes a considerable way towards
addressing some of the concerns previously voiced with regard to waste targets in the context of the original IA and
legislative proposal, especially the criticisms regarding the apparent failure to take sufficient account of the different
situations of the Member States and their capacity to perform in the future. It provides further evidence of the possible
impacts of new waste targets by considering a number of alternatives to one of the original options (option 3), and by
presenting the results of an updated application of the model used for the original impact assessment. In particular,
costs were updated to 2015 prices, and data on waste was drawn from the latest available Eurostat sources (2012).
The use of sensitivity analysis (carried out on the main input parameters used in the model, e.g. efficiency of the
collection system, material losses and revenues, etc.) is another welcome indication of the desire to provide a realistic
assessment of the likely impacts of the proposed measures. A clearer ranking of the options presented - and of their
variants - might nevertheless have allowed for a more thorough appreciation of the potential impact (and benefits) of
each of the new alternatives considered, as well as for a better understanding of the coherence between the new
proposal and the overall impact assessment analysis. As mentioned, some questions concerning subsidiarity and
proportionality - especially as to the issue of landfilling of waste - are left partially unaddressed. Finally, the analysis,
though thorough, is clearly intentionally restricted to an exploration of the possible impacts generated by the new sets
of waste targets. It does not seek to go further in 'exploring synergies with other policies' - one of the reasons set out in
the April 2015 Roadmap, referred to above, for the withdrawal of the original proposal.
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In autumn 2015, the European Commission proposed, in the context of the Capital Markets Union initiative, a
regulation on securitisation. The proposal followed a consultation with stakeholders and took into account initiatives at
global (I0OSCO) and European levels (EBA). The Commission's aim is to restore investor confidence in securitisation
transactions and contribute to reviving the real economy through increased financing and targeted risk allocation. The
proposal replaces existing rules relating to due diligence, risk retention, transparency and supervision with a uniform
regime. It provides a framework to identify simple, transparent and standardised (STS) securitisations and to allow
investors to analyse associated risks. The proposal came as a package with a second proposal, to amend the Capital
Requirements Regulation applicable to credit institutions and investment firms in respect of securitisation. In November
2015, the Council agreed its approach on both proposals.

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The existing EU legislation on professional qualifications in inland navigation is diverse, as are the bodies that adopt
the rules applicable to the profession of boatmaster: EU, Member States and river commissions with the status of
international organisations.

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Rezumat This report summarises the presentations and discussions of the workshop on data saves lives, held at the European
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Parliament in Brussels on Thursday 19 November 2015. The aim of the workshop was to provide background
information and advice regarding the proposed General Data Protection Regulation and the impact it may have on the
use of personal health data in cancer research.

During the first part of the workshop the policy context and state of play of the proposed new Regulation were
presented.

Despite support from the European Parliament and efforts by several Council
presidencies, this proposal has not yet been adopted. On 7 December, the Council is due again to discuss the topic.

Despite significant progress in recent decades, air pollution levels in the European Union still have adverse impacts on
the environment and on health. The European Commission estimates that health-related costs of air pollution in the EU
range from 390 to 940 billion euros per year. The proposed directive, which would replace the current National
Emission Ceilings Directive, sets binding national reduction objectives for six air pollutants (SO2, NOx, NMVOCs, NH3,
PM2.5 and CH4) to be met by 2020 and 2030. It will also implement the Gothenburg Protocol as amended in 2012.
The European Commission estimates that implementation costs would range from 2.2 to 3.3 billion euros per year.
Stakeholders have been divided over the level of ambition of the proposed ceilings. Both EU advisory committees have
issued opinions and some national parliaments have made comments on the proposal. The Council held a policy
debate in June 2015. Parliament adopted its first reading position on 28 October 2015. Interinstitutional negotiations
are expected to start once Council has agreed its general approach.

Online consumer review sites and platforms are tools that are widely used by consumers and are becoming embedded
in both consumer behaviour and business models. A 2013 European Consumer Centres' Network web survey showed
that 82% of respondents read consumer reviews before shopping. Tools for increasing consumer awareness and
raising their trust in the market should not, however, mislead consumers with fake reviews, which, according to
different estimates, represent between 1% and 16% of all 'consumer' reviews.

Directive 2005/29/EC, the Unfair Commercial Practices Directive, concerning unfair business-to-consumer commercial
practices in the internal market defines misleading or aggressive commercial practices and prohibits, in particular, the
practice of falsely representing oneself as a consumer. Misleading or fake reviews undermine consumers' confidence
in the integrity of online reviews and lead to consumer detriment. A fake review can be defined as a positive, neutral or
negative review that is not an actual consumer's honest and impartial opinion or that does not reflect a consumer's
genuine experience of a product, service or business. Some European consumer organisations say review sites would
benefit from being regulated, or to some extent standardised.

The problem of fake online reviews not only concerns individual consumers; it can lead to an erosion of consumer
confidence in the online market, which can reduce competition. To deal with this issue, some guidelines have already
been adopted by consumer enforcement bodies, regulators and other stakeholders, in the EU and internationally.
Enforcement actions have also been taken. Fake online reviews should be taken seriously, as more and more
consumers buy online, and the practice is becoming increasingly sophisticated.

To overcome the regulatory obstacles to the development
of the sector and increase consumer confidence in the EU organic logo, in March 2014 the Commission adopted a
proposal for a regulation on organic production and labelling of organic products, repealing Regulation No 834/2007.
EU Agriculture Ministers agreed in June 2015 on a Council general approach to the proposal. On 13 October 2015, the
Parliament's Agriculture Committee voted on its draft report on the proposal and the mandate to begin negotiations
with the Council.

All genetically modified organisms (GMOs) need authorisation before they can be placed on the EU market. However,
a qualified majority among the Member States has never been reached either in favour of or against any authorisation
proposal put forward by the Commission.

The Commission has therefore concluded that the legal framework for decision-making on genetically modified (GM)
food and feed needs to be adapted, and proposes to extend to GM food and feed the solution agreed by the European
Parliament and the Council on GMO cultivation. The Member States would thus be allowed to restrict or prohibit the
use of genetically modified food and feed on their territory, despite it being authorised at EU level.

Stakeholders have been critical of the proposal, claiming that it jeopardises the internal market, would cause serious
distortions to competition and leave measures taken by Member States vulnerable to legal challenge.

This note provides an initial analysis of the strengths and weaknesses of the European Commission's Impact
Assessment (IA) accompanying the proposal for a Directive to enhance cost-effective emission reductions and low
carbon investments, which was adopted on 15 July 2015 and has been referred to the Committee on Environment,
Public Health and Food Safety. The EU Emissions Trading System (EU ETS) is the largest international trading system
for greenhouse gas emission allowance. The ETS Directive was adopted in 2003 (and revised in 2009); it took effect in
2005 and now covers all EU Member States plus Iceland, Lichtenstein and Norway. The aim is to cut greenhouse gas
emissions by 80 to 95 per cent compared to 1990 by 2050. The ETS works by putting a limit on the overall emissions
from sectors included in the scheme and, ideally, these are reduced every year. Within the limits, companies can buy
and sell emission allowances when needed (i.e. cap and trade approach). While until 2012 most allowances were
given out for free by using the ‘grandfathering’ approach - based on historical Greenhouse Gas Emissions (GHG) -,
since 2013, the system has operated through a benchmarking approach based on performance. A detailed overview of
the mechanisms governing the ETS and its operation to date can be found in the EPRS Implementation Appraisal
‘Climate action. Greenhouse Gas Emissions and the EU Emission Trading System’.
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The EU ETS is the first and largest international trading system for greenhouse gas emission allowances, accounting
for over three quarters of international carbon trading. It is part of the climate and energy package, which consists of
four pieces of complementary legislation to deliver on the ‘20-20-20 targets’: the EU ETS to cut industrial greenhouse
gas emissions; the Effort-Sharing Decision introducing binding national targets for sectors not covered by the EU ETS;
the Renewable Energy Directive; and the Geological Storage of CO2 Directive. This briefing is one in a series of
'Implementation Appraisals' on the operation of existing EU legislation in practice. Each such briefing focuses on a
specific EU law which is likely to be amended or reviewed as set out in the European Commission’s Annual Work
Programme. The Implementation Appraisals aim to provide a succinct overview of material publicly available on the
implementation, application and effectiveness of an EU law to date — drawing on available input from the EU
institutions and external organisations. They are provided to assist parliamentary committees in their consideration of
the new proposals, once tabled.
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This implementation appraisal focuses on Directive 2011/16 on administrative cooperation in the field of taxation and
repealing Directive 77/799 on mutual assistance by the competent authorities of the Member States in the field of
direct taxation and taxation of insurance premiums. Directive 2011/16 was adopted by the Council on 15 February
2011. The European Commission announced in its annual Work Programme 2015 (CWP 2015) that this measure will
be updated by a new proposal, which it tabled on 18 March 2015. This briefing is one of a series of ‘Implementation
Appraisals’ on the operation of existing EU legislation in practice. Each such briefing focuses on a specific EU law
which is, or will shortly be, subject to an amending proposal from the European Commission, intended to update the
current text. ‘Implementation Appraisals’ are provided to assist parliamentary committees in their consideration of new
Commission proposals, once tabled.
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The paradox between the need for international labour migration to counter the impending demographic crisis in
Europe and the lack of commensurate policy instruments to attract and integrate labour migration from third countries
into the EU is one of the key strategic issues for Europe. Upon request by the LIBE committee, this research paper
reviews the social and economic context of EU international labour migration policy, the status of relevant EU
legislation and the available policy options from a comprehensive labour market perspective, as well as their feasibility.
These options for opening up legal labour migration channels to the EU should be considered in the framework of the
ongoing discussion over the European Agenda on Migration.
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In its Digital Single Market Strategy, unveiled in May 2015, the Commission has promised to come up with a revised
proposal for a Common European Sales Law by the end of the year. More indications have been given the
Commission in an Inception Impact Assessment, published in July 2015. The debate on the revamped proposal will
have to address at least five crucial issues. Firstly, the legal form — whether the future online sales law will be a
regulation or a directive? Secondly, if the legal form of a directive is chosen, whether total harmonisation or minimum
harmonisation would be most appropriate, taking into account the principles of subsidiarity and proportionality? Thirdly,
whether it would be sufficient for the instrument to regulate cross-border trade, or should it also extend to purely
domestic online transactions? A fourth issue regards the 'country of origin principle' — should traders be allowed to rely
on their domestic law when selling to consumers abroad? How would that fit with the current system of Rome | and
Brussels la Regulations? Finally, the debate must focus on the content of the revamped proposal. Should it be copy-
pasted from the original CESL, or perhaps tailor-made to online transactions specifically, where both consumers and
traders have different interests and expectations than in offline transactions?

Despite significant progress in recent decades, air pollution levels in the European Union still have adverse impacts on
the environment and on health. The European Commission estimates that health-related costs of air pollution in the EU
range from 390 to 940 billion euros per year. The proposed directive, which would replace the current National
Emission Ceilings Directive, sets binding national reduction objectives for six air pollutants (SO2, NOx, NMVOCs, NH3,
PM2.5 and CH4) to be met by 2020 and 2030. It will also implement the Gothenburg Protocol as amended in 2012.
The European Commission estimates that implementation costs would range from 2.2 to 3.3 billion euros per year.
Stakeholders have been divided over the level of ambition of the proposed ceilings. Both EU advisory committees have
issued opinions and some national parliaments have made comments on the proposal. The Council held a policy
debate in June 2015. The ENVI Committee adopted its report on 15 July 2015. A vote in plenary is expected to take
place in October. This briefing updates an earlier edition, of 12 May 2015.

Rezumat The United States has a long-standing tradition of presidential State of the Union addresses, in which the President
speaks in the Capitol to a joint session of Congress, thus fulfilling his constitutional obligation. In contrast to the US
Constitution, the EU Treaties do not prescribe the EU State of the Union address given by the President of the
European Commission. Rather, that was instigated with the 2010 Framework agreement between the European
Parliament and the European Commission as part of the annual political and legislative programming of the Union.
Four State of the Union speeches were delivered by President José Manuel Barroso between 2010 and 2013 during
his second term as Commission President, marked mainly by the economic and financial crisis in the EU.

The State of the Union speech by the President of the European Commission constitutes an important instrument for
ex-ante accountability vis-a-vis Parliament but it is also aimed at rendering the definition of priorities at EU level more
transparent and at communicating those priorities to citizens.

The 2015 State of the Union speech by President Jean-Claude Juncker takes place in a decisive year for the
European Union, marked by the Greek debt crisis, the asylum and immigration crisis as well as international
geopolitical challenges. But the State of the Union debate is, for the first time, also set in the broader process of
political agenda-setting that started with the 2014 elections to the European Parliament and the nomination of the 'lead
candidates' for the Presidency of the Commission. The ensuing election of the President of the Commission by
Parliament and the parliamentary hearings of the Commissioners-designate, as well as the adoption of the 2015
Commission Work Programme, led to a politically intense year, changing the context in which Juncker's first State of
the Union address has now to be delivered.

Second Edition - July 2015 On 23 June 2015, the European Parliament and the Council agreed on a compromise
regarding the reform of the European Small Claims Procedure (ESCP). The compromise, which still requires to be
formally adopted by the two co-legislators in the coming months, provides that the ceiling for claims will be raised from
the current €2 000 to €5 000. In five years' time the Commission will be asked to look into the possibility of raising the
ceiling even further. The court fees charged to claimants will have to be proportional to the value of the claim, but there
will be no fixed cap on fees. Member States will have to accept electronic payments of court fees. The Commission's
proposal to expand the scope of the ESCP to domestic cases with some cross-border implications was not taken on
board. Although for the time being employment cases will not be subject to the ESCP, the Commission will be asked to
look into the matter again in five years' time. The use of remote communications technology, like videoconferencing,
will be increased and encouraged, although the Member States will not be under a legal duty to install such equipment.

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All genetically modified organisms (GMOs) need authorisation before they can be placed on the EU market. However,
a qualified majority among the Member States has never been reached either in favour of or against any authorisation
proposal put forward by the Commission. The Commission has therefore concluded that the legal framework for
decision-making on genetically modified (GM) food and feed needs to be adapted, and proposes to extend to GM food
and feed the solution agreed by the European Parliament and the Council on GMO cultivation. The Member States
would thus be allowed to restrict or prohibit the use of genetically modified food and feed on their territory, despite it
being authorised at EU level. Stakeholders have been critical of the proposal, claiming that it jeopardises the internal
market, would cause serious distortions to competition and leave measures taken by Member States vulnerable to
legal challenge.

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UN climate talks in Bonn made only slow progress in negotiations towards a new international climate agreement,
although a deal was reached to protect forests with a view to mitigating climate change. More than 40 countries have
submitted pledges for post-2020 climate action. Meanwhile, the G7 called for global decarbonisation within this
century, the International Energy Agency (IEA) found that global energy-related emissions could peak by 2020, Pope
Francis issued an encyclical addressing climate issues, and medical experts highlighted the health benefits of climate
action. The EU and China agreed to step up their cooperation on climate issues. The European Parliament's
Environment Committee has been discussing an own-initiative report on the climate negotiations.
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Despite over a century of international harmonisation, copyright law remains essentially national law, even though
some fundamental copyright norms are gradually converging. Today, copyright is regulated at international level mainly
through the Bern Convention, the Universal Copyright Convention, and a series of other treaties administered by the
World Intellectual Property Organization. At present, national copyright laws are grounded in a handful of universal
rules and principles. Exclusive rights are granted to creators for 'original' works which range from art (music, paintings)
to information products (maps, databases). The rights conceded under copyright vary with national laws and legal
traditions (civil law in continental Europe and common law in Anglo-American countries). However, as a minimum,
exclusive rights encompass the rights to reproduce, distribute, rent, lend, or communicate a work to the public. All
these rights can be transferred and/or collectively managed by specialist intermediaries (notably for music works).
Most national laws also grant moral rights to protect the author's name and reputation. Other provisions — such as the
term of copyright protection — differ widely on a global scale. To maintain a fair balance between the interests of users
and rights-holders, legislators have foreseen a number of exceptions, allowing for limited free use of certain works. The
main European Union instrument providing a legal framework for copyright is the 2001 Copyright Directive. In May
2015, the European Commission unveiled its plans to create a Digital Single Market, aiming in this respect to present
legislative proposals reducing the differences between national copyright regimes and allowing for wider online access,
including through further harmonisation measures. Reactions from stakeholders were mixed. In this context, the
European Parliament's Committee on Legal Affairs undertook the preparation of an own initiative report, which is due
to be voted in plenary in July 2015.
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To protect public health, new foods or food ingredients (‘'novel foods') require safety assessment and authorisation
before they can be placed on the EU market.

The current authorisation process covering novel foods is seen by the food industry as complex, expensive and time-
consuming. In addition, stakeholders agree that updating the current Novel Foods Regulation, which dates back to
1997, is urgently needed to reflect scientific and technological advances.

In December 2013, the Commission presented a revised proposal on novel foods. Questions related to cloning have
been left out of the proposal, as disagreement concerning food derived from cloned animals led to the failure of the
previous attempt at revision of the Regulation in 2008.

The main changes in the new proposal are: the removal of the former novel food categories; a centralised
authorisation process; a shift from applicant-based to generic authorisations; and a simplified procedure for traditional
foods from third countries.

Interinstitutional trilogue negotiations started in December 2014; the Committee of Member States' Permanent
Representatives (Coreper) approved the resulting compromise text on 10 June, and the EP's Committee on
Environment, Public Health and Food Safety (ENVI) followed suit on 25 June 2015. The text is expected to be voted in
plenary in October 2015.
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A shift towards a circular economy could deliver environmental and economic benefits. However, it faces a number of
barriers and challenges. As the European Commission prepares its new proposal on the circular economy, due to be
put forward by the end of 2015, Parliament is scheduled to vote on a strategic report on the topic during the July part-
session.

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The free movement of judgments in the European Area of Justice presupposes a high level of mutual trust between the
judiciaries of the Member States. From the citizens' perspective, the key issue is the balancing of the fundamental
rights of claimants and defendants, i.e. the right of access to justice (to pursue a claim) and the rights of the defence.
Mutual trust in judiciaries can be built in various ways. First of all, through the creation of uniform European procedures
in the form of optional instruments, which lead to the pronouncement of judgments on the basis of common rules of
procedure. Secondly, sector-specific harmonisation of procedural law is possible, addressing civil procedure in the
context of other policy areas, such as intellectual property, competition law or consumer protection. Thirdly, horizontal
harmonisation of civil procedure by way of directives is also possible. Up to now, only selected and rather narrow areas
of civil procedure have been addressed in this manner. However, a more ambitious project has been launched by the
European Law Institute (ELI) in collaboration with the International Institute for the Unification of Private Law (Unidroit),
aimed at elaborating European rules of civil procedure. These rules, once finalised, could be the basis of a future
directive on minimum standards of civil procedure in the EU.
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At the request of the LIBE Committee, this research addresses the implications of the integration of drones for civilian
use into the European civil aviation system. It notably looks into the EU policy on drones and the potential impacts on
citizens' right to privacy and data protection, as well as on security and safety. The research concludes that a series of
important pre-conditions still need to be addressed and met in order to ensure that drones do not pose serious risks for
citizens' fundamental rights to privacy and data protection, to security and to safety.

Despite significant progress in recent decades, air pollution levels in the European Union still have adverse impacts on
the environment and on health. The European Commission estimates that health-related costs of air pollution in the EU
range from 390 to 940 billion euros per year. The proposed directive, which would replace the current National
Emission Ceilings Directive, sets binding national reduction objectives for six air pollutants (SO2, NOx, NMVOCs, NH3,
PM2.5 and CH4) to be met by 2020 and 2030. It will also implement the Gothenburg Protocol as amended in 2012.
The European Commission estimates that implementation costs would range from 2.2 to 3.3 billion euros per year.
Stakeholders have been divided over the level of ambition of the proposed ceilings. Both EU advisory committees have
issued opinions and some national parliaments have made comments on the proposal. The Council held an orientation
debate in June 2014. The ENVI Committee is expected to consider the draft report in April 2015.

In Council Regulation (EC) No 809/2007 a driftnet is defined as a gillnet ‘held on the sea surface or at a certain
distance below it by floating devices, drifting with the current, either independently or with the boat to which it may be
attached. The overall impression is of an impact assessment prepared in some haste. Even if elements of the draft
version of at least one of the two external studies commissioned were apparently used in its preparation, the timing of
their completion seems to have been far from ideal.

The IA is clearly hampered by the acknowledged lack of adequate data regarding the core problems. Although a
genuine attempt has evidently been made to describe the current situation, and in particular to establish how many
driftnet fisheries and vessels are concerned, the presentation of the various figures coming from different sources is
confusing and does not provide a clear overview. Finally, other issues identified, such as, for example, the monitoring
and control difficulties, some of which would presumably persist in case of a total ban, might have deserved further
consideration in the context of the preferred option.

The document concludes that, as far as the form is concerned, the
drafting and editing quality of the IA is poor in places and there is a great deal of repetition. Some of the information
contained in the Annexes could usefully have been included in the body of the report, and more direct reference to the
work of the external study would have been helpful. The assessment of the options by individual problem issue is not
the clearest way to proceed and makes it difficult to gain an overview. As far as the substance is concerned, the IA
report seems to suggest that there is a limit to how much analysis can realistically and usefully be made of what it
repeatedly recalls are unlikely to be significant impacts.

This Briefing provides a succinct overview of the key findings and recommendations of a recent European Court of
Auditors’ Special Report — in this case, on the operation of the EU’s External Borders Fund — and also summarises the
European Commission’s reaction to the report, as well as the European Parliament’s activities and position on the
issue. It has been produced by the Policy Performance Appraisal Unit of the European Parliamentary Research
Service (EPRS), as part of its routine analytical work on the implementation and operation of existing EU legislation,
programmes and policies in practice. The document concludes that the European Court of Auditors, the European
Commission and the Member States all agree that the External Borders Fund (EBF) has fostered financial solidarity
between Member States and contributed positively to external border management. However, there were strategic and
operational weaknesses in the Fund's programming and implementation, both at Member State and Commission level:
national programmes were lacking measurable objectives and indicators; there were weaknesses in Member States’
procurement procedures; and there were deficiencies in the monitoring and in the ex-post evaluations by the
Commission and Members States. More emphasis should be given to the design of future funding programmes, which
should focus on creating sustainable, measurable and visible European added value. The right balance should be
achieved between accountability and excessive administrative burdens. Special attention should be given to the quality
of the Commission's evaluation reports, scrutinising their objectivity and timeliness, the accuracy and reliability of data
presented, and their usefulness for the design of the successor funding programmes, as these are fundamental tools
within the policy cycle, which help to identify future policy challenges.

The Code, which was a recast and consolidation of all relevant legislation on the issuing
of short stay 'Schengen' visas, entered into force in April 2010 with the overarching objectives of facilitating legitimate
travel and tackling irregular immigration. In the Commission's A, the problems to be addressed are explained in a very
clear manner, as is the presentation of the options. Uncertainties are recognised and considerable effort has been
made to substantiate the |A with concrete evidence, even though this has proved difficult for well explained reasons.
Member States’ concerns regarding security issues linked with the mandatory MEVs with long validity or the new

The High-Level Group on Administrative Burdens or the Stoiber Group was established in 2007 as an independent
body to advise the European Commission on its planned Action Programme for administrative burden reduction (ABR)
in respect of EU legislation. The latter programme set a 25 per cent reduction target by 2012, covering 13 policy areas.
On 14 October 2014, at the presentation of the group's Final Report to then Commission President Jos&eacute;
Manuel Barroso, Mr Stoiber invited the Commission to continue its efforts to make EU law lighter, simpler and less
costly. The Final Report acknowledges that there has been a recent shift in culture within the Commission and urges
the Commission to go further, for example by seeking to calculate the total net cost of legislation as precisely as
possible. EU member states should be tasked with indicating clearly where minimum requirements have been
exceeded, with the aim of revealing any potentially unnecessary ‘gold-plating’ at national level. Background The
Stoiber group’s work was organised in three successive rounds or ‘mandates’, and its final mandate came to an end on
31&nbsp;October 2014, at the end of the five-year term of the second Barroso Commission. As explained in detail in
the Final Report, the first mandate of the Stoiber Group helped the Commission to evaluate administrative burdens on
business and other stake-holders, and to shape related proposals in the Action Programme. During its second
mandate, the group focused on reducing administrative burdens through the better transposition of EU laws by the 28
member&nbsp;states, whilst during its third mandate, the group focussed on policy towards small and medium-sized
enterprises (SMEs) in this field.
