Often isolated, and with generally poorer access to public services, the EU's border regions face a unique set of
challenges. This has been recognised under Article 174 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union, which
states that particular attention should be paid to cross border regions when developing action to strengthen the EU's
economic, social and territorial cohesion. Yet while the EU has provided significant support for these regions over the
years, particularly within the framework of European territorial cooperation, helping to strengthen connectivity and
create new growth and jobs, numerous obstacles continue to hamper cross-border cooperation. The Commission's
2015 cross-border review revealed legal and administrative barriers as the main obstacle to cross-border cooperation.
In parallel, the 2015 Luxembourg Presidency put forward plans for an EU cross-border mechanism. Both processes
fed into discussions on a mechanism for cross-border areas, culminating in the present proposal. While the European
Parliament adopted its first-reading position on the proposal in February 2019, progress has been slow, with the
Council's working party on structural measures deciding to cease work on the proposal in May 2021. In October 2022,
to break the impasse and take the lead on this issue, the Parliament's Committee on Regional Development started
drawing up a legislative-initiative report, calling on the Commission to present a new legislative proposal. The report is
expected to be voted during the September 2023 plenary session. This publication builds on and updates an EU
legislation in progress briefing from November 2021 by Christian Van Lierop.

Sustainability is being prioritised in many governmental policies. There are a number of national, regional and local
policies and strategies making the connection between the environment and food and food production. * Measures are
being put into place to boost the economic potential of food-related sectors and to contribute to regional development.
Local and regional food systems can enhance the economic potential of EU regions. Investment in research and
innovation in food-related industries is vital for the future of sustainable food systems. * Food has an important social
and health dimension. An increasing number of measures are being taken to provide healthier food for wider sections
of the population and to improve the working conditions of people working in food-related industries. * The COVID-19
epidemic, the war in Ukraine and fears of climate change are highlighting the issue of food security. Food also has an
important geopolitical dimension. Food quality and food safety are issues of increasing concern. * The EU plays an
important role when it comes to generating policies related to food systems. A number of EU funds covering food
activities also contribute significantly to agriculture, rural and regional development. More financial support is
necessary to tackle numerous challenges. * National, local and regional governments are active in creating sustainable
food systems and aspire to do more in this area. Regional and local governments have considerable expertise and
knowledge to offer in developing sustainable food systems.

Partnership agreements (PAs) are overarching documents that define the strategy and investment priorities for the
cohesion policy funds. By the end of 2022, the PAs for all 27 Member States for the 2021-2027 programming period
had been adopted; EU support is worth €368 billion and the total investment is €545 billion, taking into account national
financing. PAs in this programming period are much shorter and more concise documents than the agreements in the
2014-2020 period. The two policy objectives (POs) with the largest allocations are PO4 Social Europe and PO2
Greener Europe. Most of the funding is earmarked for the less developed regions, where gross domestic product
(GDP) per inhabitant was less than 75 % of the EU average in the 2015-2017 period. With the programming
completed, the implementation phase is now in full swing as the regions start spending the funds in accordance with
the measures and priorities outlined in the PAs. However, ensuring fulfilment of all outstanding horizontal and thematic
enabling conditions is key for the effective delivery of results. In general, PAs and their oversight are a responsibility of
the European Commission, which has the lead among the EU institutions in implementing cohesion policy. The
Commission assesses the PAs' compliance with the Common Provisions Regulation (CPR) — including the horizontal
principles, such as partnership and subsidiarity — and approves them via implementing acts. The European Parliament
can exercise its role of political scrutiny and oversight of the Commission. As co-legislator for the CPR, Parliament has
the right to be informed about the implementation of the Regulation, and can submit parliamentary questions asking
the Commission to explain how it verifies that the horizontal principles are respected in the PAs. Through the discharge
procedure, Parliament can ensure ex-post democratic oversight at political level of how the EU's budget has been
used. However, Parliament cannot veto PAs as such, as it has no formal role in the approval procedure. Nevertheless,
gradual steps could be taken to increase transparency and oversight. For example, Parliament could insist on the
public release of the Commission's assessments of the PAs, similarly to the assessments of the national recovery and
resilience plans.

The fishing sector is facing major challenges in the accelerating energy crisis, owing to its high dependency on the
stable supply of fossil fuels at low prices. This report reviews the literature on drivers of energy use, identifies potential
reduction measures and provides an overview of opportunities for using alternative fuels in the fishing sector. Each
measure is evaluated in terms of greenhouse gas emission reduction potential and costs, and challenges and policy
options that could facilitate implementation. A timeline lists measures that could be implemented in the shorter and
longer term, on the basis of scientific and grey literature, projects and expert interviews. A considerable reduction in
fuel use could be achieved by utilising existing EU regulations to the full (for instance, by rebuilding stocks and
allocating fishing rights in accordance with Article 17 of the Basic Regulation on the common fisheries policy). It is
crucial to use economic policy instruments, such as taxes, fees and emission quotas widely, to incentivise the
transition. A ban on fossil fuel use in fisheries by 2050 would give clear long-term incentives and create the conditions
needed for the transition. Such a policy must be accompanied by well-designed funding opportunities for green
investments and compensatory measures to avoid increasing short-term costs. Overall, a systems perspective is
needed to achieve an energy-efficient, decarbonised fishing sector, without causing other environmental impacts.

A rising median age, a declining fertility rate, a shrinking working age population and decreasing population growth —
not being offset by migration — are currently the main demographic trends in the EU. One in three people live in a
region that has seen a decline in its population over the past decade, while Eurostat data show that ageing is unevenly
distributed among the EU's regions. The growing share of elderly people in the population is generating concerns over
the sustainability of the social and economic model in many EU Member States and regions. An ageing society has
consequences for several aspects, including welfare, labour markets and their productivity, public debt and electoral
behaviour. Ageing can be both the result and the driver of a process of depopulation. Some EU actors have taken
initiatives to tackle issues related to demographic change, including ageing societies. The European Commission
launched the debate on ageing with a green paper, has presented a European care strategy and has launched a
‘talent booster' mechanism in the framework of the 2023 European Year of Skills. Other EU institutions — including the
European Parliament — and advisory bodies have expressed their positions on demographic change in the EU,
including in its regions. An ageing population can often present a complex challenge at regional and local level. It is
also difficult to influence demographic processes in the short term, as they develop over the long term. Adaptation
measures require going beyond a sectoral approach and involve a complex system of interactions, including economic,
social, political and environmental aspects. This requires cooperation between all levels of government, business
entities and non-governmental organisations. Meanwhile, an ageing society can also offer opportunities. It does not
necessarily mean a shrinking economy, as older adults have specific needs in terms of housing, mobility, care and
more. Support for the silver economy sector could therefore contribute to economic and employment growth.

As part of its cohesion policy, the EU then directed
significant investment to Northern Ireland through building specific cohesion programmes into the framework of the
UK's allocations. From 1995, EU funding was channelled through successive PEACE programmes, supporting peace
and reconciliation and promoting economic and social stability in Northern Ireland and the six border counties of
Ireland. The European territorial cooperation programme (Interreg) was a further EU cohesion policy tool playing a role
in Northern Ireland. Since the UK's withdrawal from the EU on 1 February 2020, the PEACE PLUS programme, the
largest ever cross-border cooperation programme on the island of Ireland, has been agreed, and it will continue to
support the process towards peace and reconciliation in Northern Ireland. The European Parliament's support for the
EU's financial contribution to the peace process has been constant, and Parliament expressed concern for the
continuity and stability of this support after the UK's withdrawal from the EU. MEPs have also called for efforts to
increase general awareness, and to raise the profile of the impact and necessity of EU funding in Northern Ireland.

This briefing provides a pre-legislative synthesis of the positions of national, regional and local governmental
organisations on the European Commission's forthcoming initiative on carbon removal certification. It forms part of an
EPRS series offering a summary of the pre-legislative state of-play and advance consultation on a range of key
Commission priorities during its 5-year term in office. It seeks to present the current state of affairs, examine how
existing policy is working on the ground, and identify best practice and ideas for the future on the part of governmental
organisations at all levels of the European system of multilevel governance. EPRS analysis of the positions of partner
organisations at European Union (EU), national, regional and local levels suggests that the following main
considerations should be reflected in the discussion on the European initiative on the certification of carbon removals. *
Carbon removal projects in the EU regions relate chiefly to agriculture, forestry and land use. Projects involving
geological reservoirs or other means of carbon storage in materials used to make sustainable circular products are
less frequent and tend to be located mostly in north-western EU regions. There is a considerable lack of knowledge on
the implementation of carbon removal projects that is very much related to a lack of EU measurement, reporting and
verification (MRV) methods. A commonly accepted EU carbon removals certification system could further facilitate the
development of carbon removal projects. * There is a broad consensus that the details of certification of carbon
removals need to be addressed. Various national and regional authorities have come up with their own MRV
techniques that can be used as a point of reference. Evidence collected from targeted questionnaires offers an
overview of various problems and issues on the topic of carbon removal certification that require further reflection and
action. * There are technical and scientific questions that need to be addressed so that MRV methods can be further
consolidated. Certification questions relate to the suitability of carbon removals in nature and industry, specific regional
characteristics and the incentives that should be used, as well as the mechanisms for measuring carbon dioxide (CO2)
that is offset. In addition, the duration of storage for each project and the setup of minimum quality requirements for
carbon removals need to be discussed. It is also important that carbon removal projects do not have a negative
environmental impact (such as carbon leakages). * The EU can play a vital role in developing the certification process
and providing knowledge and funding opportunities for interested parties who would like to further engage with carbon
removal projects.

The 8th Cohesion Report, published by the European Commission in February 2022, paints a mixed picture of
cohesion policy. On the one hand, since the 2008 financial crisis and the contraction of public spending, cohesion
policy has played an increasing role in maintaining territorial integrity and public services. On the other hand, many
less developed and middle-income regions, especially in the southern and south-western parts of Europe, are
stagnating or falling behind. The report highlights that while it is relatively easy to increase growth in less developed
regions, which benefit from low-cost labour, regions in transition often face several obstacles. Their industrial fabric is
weak and their population numbers are in decline, with young people fleeing to more promising regions and urban
nodes. There is a risk that distrust of the established institutional order — a 'geography of discontent' — may emerge.
Taking the above into account, the report proposes the development of a more sophisticated strategy focused in
particular on offering people training and education aligned with the needs generated by the dual digital and green
transition. The report calls for ensuring a better diffusion of innovative practices and knowledge at national and regional
levels, to help bridge the divide between more developed and less developed/transition regions. Smart specialisation
strategies should address this divide, but will need to focus more on building regional potential. Various stakeholders
have assessed and debated the findings of the 8th Cohesion Report and made their own proposals for the future of
cohesion policy. The European Parliament's own proposals include separating the political aspects of the Common
Provisions Regulation from its financing, establishing a new Just Transition Fund Il, and integrating the Agricultural
Fund for Rural Development (EAFRD) into cohesion policy. The debate on cohesion policy reform for the post-2027
period has already begun. Cohesion policy post-2027 could be radically different from today and potentially serve as
the engine of economic transition and policy integration. Various think-tanks envisage thought-provoking scenarios for
the possible future of cohesion policy. The present analysis suggests that compelling and intriguing times lie ahead for
regional economic cohesion in the EU.

Covering almost one third of the EU's area, but only 17.9 % of the EU population, the Baltic Sea region encompasses
a group of countries characterised by a high degree of interdependence, with a tradition of cooperation dating back to
the late Middle Ages and the Hanseatic League. This shared identity was cemented further through the EU accession
of the Baltic States and Poland in 2004, increasing to eight the number of EU Member States in the Baltic region
(Denmark, Estonia, Finland, Germany, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland and Sweden). Yet despite the introduction of common
EU rules and policies, opening up new prospects for improving growth and living standards through closer
coordination, persistent differences have remained between the prosperous northern and western seaboards of the
Baltic and its less developed southern and eastern countries. Concerns over the deteriorating state of the Baltic Sea
itself, and a sense that the region had failed to make best use of the opportunities of EU membership, led to calls for
action and the adoption of the first-ever EU dedicated macro-regional strategy in 2009 (EUSBSR), launched following
a European Parliament initiative. The strategy's three key objectives (save the sea; connect the region; increase
prosperity) are implemented through an action plan, revised in 2021. This revision reduced the number of actions, and
introduced closer cooperation among stakeholders and a new Baltic Sea strategic point (BSP). According to analysts,
the strategy is a success, has brought significant results in diverse areas — including environmental issues — and has
increased cooperation and networks across the region. Challenges remain, including monitoring the deliverables and
results, which are often neither tangible nor easy to communicate. It remains to be seen if the changes introduced
through the new action plan will be sufficient to improve the implementation of the EUSBSR, and if the strategy will
seize the opportunities represented by the new rules introduced through the 2021-2027 cohesion policy framework.

Rezumat The European Union's outermost regions (ORs) qualify for special treatment owing to structural difficulties — such as
remoteness, difficult topography and economic dependence on a few products — that can severely hamper their
development. In addition, the coronavirus pandemic has hit their economies particularly hard. While these regions are
quite different from one another, they have levels of unemployment and GDP significantly worse than EU and national
averages. Article 349 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union provides for specific measures to support
the ORs, including the tailored application of EU law and access to EU programmes. Specific support mechanisms
exist under cohesion, agricultural and fisheries policies, and other policy areas, with the Commission outlining
measures aimed at assisting ORs in communications published in 2004, 2008, 2012 and 2017. In July 2021, the
Commission opened a public consultation to feed into its plan to renew the EU's strategic approach for the ORs, with
Parliament adopting an own-initiative report in September 2021 inviting the Commission to 'co-construct' a new
strategy for and with the ORs, accompanied by a precise action plan. On 3 May 2022, the Commission adopted a
renewed strategy for the ORs, prioritising place-based approaches and tailored support for the ORs across all EU
policies, aiming to unlock their potential through appropriate investment and reforms. In addition to the unprecedented
level of funding for the ORs already negotiated in the 2021-2027 funds and programmes, the Commission is creating,
with the renewed strategy, dedicated opportunities in many EU policy areas, including the launch of a series of
dedicated calls for projects exclusively for the ORs. However, no legislative initiatives or significant new financial
resources are included in the 2022 communication. While the EU plays a key role in helping to unlock the ORs' growth
potential, their well-being and development fundamentally rely on choices and actions by the regions themselves and
their Member States. Therefore, the Commission's communication, while presenting a number of initiatives to be
developed at EU level, encourages action by these regions and their Member States, for example to take account of
their specificities in cross-cutting policies and instruments. This, however, raises questions about the extent to which
the new strategy will truly be sufficient to improve the situation in the ORs and boost their development. This is a
revised and updated version of a briefing from May 2021 by Christiaan Van Lierop.

Culture plays a fundamental role in human life. It is also an essential source of identity, at local, regional, national and
European levels, while making a significant contribution to the EU economy. EU cultural policy relates to cultural
heritage, i.e. cultural sites and museums, but also to the cultural and creative sector, for instance the audiovisual and
design sectors. The EU supports culture through a variety of initiatives, including the European Capitals of Culture
scheme. A number of EU programmes also offer funding for cultural projects, for instance the Creative Europe
programme, Horizon Europe and New European Bauhaus. Several regional policy funds meanwhile provide support
for cultural events, the regeneration of cultural sites, the preservation of cultural heritage, cultural tourism, and cultural
and creative sector businesses. The COVID-19 pandemic has had a significant impact on the cultural and creative
sector, as repeated lockdowns saw the closure of cultural institutions and infrastructure. As one of the worst affected
sectors of the economy, the EU included culture in its coronavirus response investment initiatives and the REACT-EU
(Recovery Assistance for Cohesion and the Territories of Europe) programme aimed at dealing with the consequences
of the pandemic. Local and regional authorities have a role to play in supporting cultural life and participation in their
communities. Arts and cultural facilities are usually associated with urban centres, though they also have potential in
non-urban areas, small towns and rural communities. The presence of cultural sites increases the attractiveness of a
region, while well-developed cultural and creative sectors help to enhance the regional economy. Culture can also play
an important role in the regeneration of disadvantaged and post-industrial areas.

Launched in 2014, the EU strategy for the Adriatic and lonian region (EUSAIR) is the third macro-regional strategy
(MRS) to have been set after those for the Baltic Sea region and the Danube region. With the recent inclusion of North
Macedonia and San Marino, the strategy now covers four EU Member States and six third countries, mostly from the
Western Balkans, one of its goals being to facilitate the EU enlargement process of countries from this region. The
EUSAIR is unique in that it is the only EU macro-regional strategy in which EU candidate and potential candidate
countries outnumber the participating EU Member States. The Adriatic and lonian region faces a number of
challenges, including environmental degradation, inefficient transport connections and insufficiently close cross-border
cooperation. To help address these challenges jointly, the strategy has been shaped around four pillars: blue growth;
connecting the region; environmental quality; and sustainable tourism. As with other macro-regional strategies, the
EUSAIR does not have its own budget. Its implementation therefore depends on the mobilisation of funds from other
relevant sources (EU, national, regional and private) and on the well-coordinated use of available funding instruments
at different levels, in particular the European structural and investment funds for EU countries and the Instrument for
Pre-accession Assistance for non-EU ones. To fully harness this potential, the process of embedding the MRS
priorities in the 2021-2027 national/regional EU funding programmes is key to its successful implementation. Recent
years have seen a number of developments that could strengthen the EUSAIR. In particular, the post-2020 cohesion
policy framework has introduced measures such as new thematic concentration requirements, Interreg-specific
objectives and rules on the participation of MRS players, which can deliver more targeted funding, boost administrative
capacity and increase political ownership and awareness. Yet, while MRS initiatives remain relatively unknown, their
importance should not be under-estimated. The events of recent months in Ukraine have only served to highlight the
Eﬂenefits of cooperation between neighbouring countries.

The Sustainable Development Goals were established in 2015 as part of the United Nations (UN) 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development. The signatories adopted a policy framework with 17 goals, addressing issues such as
poverty, hunger, health and wellbeing, education, gender equality, environment and climate, strong institutions, peace
and justice. Sustainable development aims at balancing social, economic and environmental aspects, seeing them as
interconnected. The European Union (EU) has contributed to both setting and implementing the SDGs. It has
committed to deliver on the 2030 Agenda through its internal and external policies, as outlined in the Towards a
Sustainable Europe by 2030 reflection paper, the European Green Deal and the European Commission's political
priorities and work programme. To measure their progress towards achieving the goals, EU Member States prepare
voluntary national reviews, in line with UN guidelines. EU-level progress is measured through a set of indicators
adapted to the EU context, and Eurostat publishes annual monitoring reports on the results. The objectives of the
SDGs were integrated into the European Semester in 2019. The SDGs also have a regional dimension, sometimes
called 'localisation'. Achieving around 65 % of the targets is estimated to depend on input from local and regional
authorities. Numerous regions and cities, including in the EU, have expressed support for the SDGs and many have
integrated them in their policy frameworks. Efforts to localise the SDGs are ongoing and regional achievements are
featured in the national reviews presented at international conferences. Monitoring SDGs at the regional level can thus
help support the overall implementation of the SDGs, reinforce national efforts, support regional development
strategies, and provide a broader picture of within-country trends. The European Parliament has expressed its support
for an EU sustainable development strategy and enhanced involvement of regional, local and civil society stakeholders
in SDG implementation. This is an update of an earlier briefing published in December 2020.

Rezumat Local communities in the Arctic face a unique set of challenges, including remoteness, depopulation and a severe
climate and topography. EU regional policy can support development in the European Arctic through investments
under the European structural and investment funds, delivered through regional development and European territorial
cooperation programmes, with further support also available in the form of a special aid allocation for northern sparsely
populated regions. Structural funds represent an important source of funding for regional development in the European
Arctic and have helped regenerate the regional economy and create jobs through the development of new activities
such as high-tech innovation and tourism. Numerous challenges remain, however, with critics pointing to a limited
focus on transport infrastructure, weak complementarity between EU funds in the region and problems in terms of
participation, with small organisations often lacking the necessary know-how or resources. Taken together with the
region's growing strategic importance and the continued need to tackle climate change, this has led to increased
efforts to formulate a policy outlining the EU's approach towards the Arctic. The joint communication on 'a stronger EU
engagement for a peaceful, sustainable and prosperous Arctic', adopted in October 2021, confirms the Union's
engagements stated in the 2016 communication: the three overarching priorities (peaceful cooperation, tackling
climate change and environmental threats, and sustainable development) remain, and most of the measures that it
outlines continue pre-existing activities. Meanwhile there is an accent on stimulating an innovative and green transition,
in line with the EU's 'Fit for 55' policy. The prospects for peaceful development of the Arctic will have to take account of
an increasingly challenging geopolitical situation in the region, exacerbated by the Russian invasion of Ukraine and the
suspension of cooperation with Moscow.

While each macro-regional strategy is unique in terms of the countries it brings together and the scope of its policies,
they all share a common aim: to ensure a coordinated approach to issues that are best tackled together. Building on
the success of the pioneering 2009 European Union strategy for the Baltic Sea region, this form of cooperation has
since become firmly embedded in the EU's institutional framework, with four strategies now in place, covering 19
Member States and 10 non-EU countries. Every two years, the European Commission publishes a report to assess the
implementation of the macro-regional strategies, most recently in 2020. With the views of stakeholders and other
players helping to complete the picture, it is possible to identify a number of challenges common to all macro-regional
strategies in areas such as governance, funding, political commitment and the need to be more results oriented. This
has helped focus discussions on the future role of macro-regional strategies within the post-2020 cohesion policy
framework. Introducing a number of measures to strengthen macro-regional cooperation and increase alignment
between funding and macro-regional strategy priorities, the post-2020 cohesion policy architecture has the potential to
establish closer links between Interreg programmes and macro-regional strategies and to facilitate the embedding
process, whose importance has been brought into even sharper focus in view of the reduction in the Interreg budget
for 2021 2027. Yet with countries currently focusing much of their attention on their recovery and resilience plans and
the conflict in Ukraine, many Member States have still not presented their cohesion investment plans to the European
Commission, raising fears that valuable cohesion funding could be lost as a result, which could have serious
consequences for the future implementation of macro-regional cooperation. Organised from 7 to 11 March 2022, and
providing an opportunity for macro-regional strategy stakeholders from across the EU to engage with EU institutions
and raise awareness of macro-regional cooperation, the EU's third macro-regional week could arguably not have come
at a better time. This is a further update to a 2017 briefing, the previous edition of which dates from February 2020.

Spanning a prominent geopolitical area between Germany's Black Forest and the Black Sea, the EU strategy for the
Danube region (EUSDR) is the largest and most diverse among the four EU macro-regional strategies (MRS). It
started its existence in 2010, was overhauled in 2020, and covers 14 EU and non-EU countries. It is structured around
four pillars: connecting the region; protecting the environment; building prosperity; and strengthening the region.
Similar to the other macro-regional strategies, the EUSDR does not have its own budget. Its implementation depends
on the mobilisation of funds from other relevant sources (EU, national, regional, private) and on well-coordinated use of
available funding instruments at different levels. The principle of embedding the MRS priorities within the 2021-2027
national/regional EU funding programmes, in particular the European structural and investment funds (ESI), is gaining
prominence.

The EUSDR faces a number of issues. Large dissimilarities persist both between and within the EUSDR countries,
further exacerbated by the economic difficulties linked to the coronavirus pandemic. A shortage of funding, a gap in the
alignment of funds and weak political commitment among the countries involved also pose difficulties for the strategy's
implementation. Furthermore, these countries have to contend with broader global challenges such as the post-
pandemic recovery, climate change and the digital transition, all of which have the potential to divert their attention
away from their efforts to improve EUSDR implementation. With several Ukrainian regions participating in the Danube
MRS, the impact of the rapidly unfolding conflict in the country remains unclear. Despite the many positive new
elements introduced by the EUSDR's revised action plan and the post-2020 cohesion policy framework, it remains to
be seen how efficient they will be in addressing the core challenges facing the EUSDR.

Rezumat Often isolated, and with generally poorer access to public services, the EU's border regions face a unique set of
challenges. This has been recognised under Article 174 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union, which
provides that particular attention should be paid to cross-border regions when developing action to strengthen the EU's
economic, social and territorial cohesion. Yet while the EU has provided significant support over the years, particularly
within the framework of European territorial cooperation, helping to strengthen connectivity and create new growth and
jobs, numerous obstacles continue to hamper cross-border cooperation. The Commission's 2015 cross-border review
revealed legal and administrative barriers to be the main obstacle to cross-border cooperation while, in parallel, the
2015 Luxembourg Presidency put forward plans for an EU cross-border mechanism, with both processes feeding into
discussions on a mechanism for cross-border areas, culminating in the present proposal. The EP adopted its first-
reading position on the proposal in February 2019, yet progress has been slow, with the Council's Working Party on
Structural Measures deciding to cease work on the proposal in May 2021.
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As part of the preparations for the United Kingdom's withdrawal from the European Union, the European Council
agreed in July 2020 to create a Brexit adjustment reserve within the special instruments outside the budget ceilings of
the European Union's multiannual financial framework, with a budget of €5 billion to counter unforeseen and adverse
consequences in Member States and sectors that are most affected. The Commission adopted a proposal for a
regulation on the Brexit adjustment reserve on 25 December 2020. The reserve will support public expenditure
incurred by Member States from 1 January 2020 to 31 December 2023 for eligible measures, which include support for
affected sectors, training, and new border facilities.

For while the European Council remains open to new macro-regional strategies, the lack of any agreement among the
countries concerned regarding priorities or indeed geographical scope raises serious questions as to the prospects for
the implementation of a macro-regional strategy for the Mediterranean.
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In line with its commitments under the Paris Agreement on climate change, in 2019 the EU adopted an ambitious
strategy for reaching climate neutrality by 2050: the European Green Deal. The significant reduction of greenhouse
gas emissions needed to achieve it will require profound social and economic changes, while ensuring a socially fair
and just transition. As climate change is linked to the greenhouse effect, the EU's actions for reducing emissions
involve greening high-emissions sectors such as fossil fuels-based energy, transport, agriculture, manufacturing and
waste management. Triggered by climate change, heatwaves, water stress, wildfires, coastal flooding and extreme
weather events affect EU regions with varying degrees of severity and will require a tailored approach to mitigation.
The transition towards climate neutrality cannot be achieved through environmental policies alone. Cohesion policy,
which accounts for about one third of the EU budget, supports this process by earmarking funding for climate action,
for 'climate proofing' investments and for implementing specific actions in EU regions. In addition to the traditional
cohesion policy funds (European Regional Development Fund, Cohesion Fund and European Social Fund Plus), a
new Just Transition Fund will support the transition in regions relying on fossil fuels and high-emissions industries over
the period of 2021-2027. Moreover, one out of the five cohesion policy objectives in the current funding period is
entirely dedicated to a greener Europe and fosters investment in clean energy, the circular economy, climate change
mitigation and sustainable transport. As the main goal of cohesion policy is to prevent the widening of disparities, it can
thus help support those regions that bear the heaviest burden of the transition and make sure that no region is left
behind. Local and regional authorities across the EU are also working together to tackle climate challenges by
participating in the European Climate Pact and in initiatives such as the Covenant of Mayors for Climate and Energy,
Mayors Alliance for the European Green Deal, and Green Deal Going Local.
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Cities are inevitably affected by shocks and disruptions, the pandemic being a case in point. The extent of the impact
however depends on cities' preparedness and capacity to adapt. By thinking ahead, cities can explore emerging or
plausible developments in order to anticipate them and contain potential disruption.

Established in 2002 to support disaster-stricken regions, the European Union Solidarity Fund (EUSF) complements the
efforts of public authorities by helping to fund vital emergency and recovery operations in areas affected by
catastrophes such as flooding, earthquakes and forest fires. EUSF funding is granted following an application from a
Member State or candidate country, and may be used to finance measures including restoring infrastructure to working
order, providing temporary accommodation and cleaning up disaster areas. Although the EUSF Regulation was
revised in 2014, simplifying rules and clarifying eligibility criteria, several problems still remain. European Commission
reports on the EUSF have drawn attention to the long waiting time countries still face before receiving EUSF funding,
while industry experts also point to the risk that the EUSF could run out of funding in the event of several large
disasters taking place within a short space of time. The coronavirus pandemic has placed the EUSF under the spotlight
once again, with the scope of the EUSF Regulation extended in March 2020 to cover support in the event of a major
public health emergency, and 17 Member States plus three candidate countries receiving vital assistance. The
European Parliament has been actively involved in recent discussions on the EUSF, adopting a resolution on the
review of the EUSF in May 2021 which included several measures aimed at improving its operations, and preparing a
report on the effectiveness of Member States' use of EUSF money in cases of natural disasters. While the 2014
revision of the EUSF Regulation and the widening of its scope in 2020 have borne fruit, allowing the EUSF to provide
unprecedented levels of support after the 2016/2017 earthquakes in Italy, ensuring much needed assistance in
response to the coronavirus pandemic, the EUSF will undergo a number of changes during 2021-2027. In particular,
the merger of the EUSF with the Emergency Aid Reserve as part of the new Solidarity and Emergency Aid Reserve
under the 2021-2027 Multiannual Financial Framework, with a combined budget of €1.2 billion for both instruments,
raises questions as to whether the EUSF will be able to continue to provide such effective levels of disaster recovery
assistance in future. The July 2021 floods in Belgium, France, Germany, Luxembourg and the Netherlands, and the
recent forest fires in Cyprus, Greece and Italy are a potent reminder of the EU's vulnerability in the face of the
unpredictable forces of nature.

The EU supports the development of high-performing, sustainable and interconnected trans-European networks in the
areas of transport, energy and digital infrastructure. It set up the Connecting Europe Facility (CEF) as a dedicated
financing instrument for the 2014-2020 period, to channel EU funding into the development of infrastructure networks,
help eliminate market failures and attract further investment from the public and private sectors. Following a mid-term
evaluation, the European Commission proposed to renew the programme under the long term EU budget for the 2021-
2027 period. In the 2014-2019 term, the Council and the European Parliament provisionally agreed on the content,
leaving aside the budget and the questions relating to third countries. Negotiations resumed in the present term,
reflecting the Commission’s revised MFF proposal of May 2020 and the European Council conclusions of July 2020.
Final details were agreed on 11 March 2021. The agreement has already been confirmed by the responsible
parliamentary committees TRAN and ITRE, and the Council subsequently adopted its first-reading position on 14 June
2021. The Parliament is expected to vote at second reading during the July plenary session. Once adopted, the new
CEF regulation will apply retroactively from 1 January 2021.

The European Union's outermost regions qualify for special treatment owing to structural difficulties — such as
remoteness, difficult topography and economic dependence on a few products — that can severely hamper their
development. Specific support mechanisms exist under cohesion, agricultural and fisheries policies, with the
Commission outlining measures aimed at assisting outermost regions in communications published in 2004, 2008, and
2012. Nevertheless, with the outermost regions continuing to face numerous challenges in areas such as mobility,
unemployment and climate change, discussions were launched on the formulation of a new strategy, which was
published in October 2017. Offering a new approach to supporting the outermost regions' development by optimising
their assets, exploiting new opportunities for growth and jobs, and focusing more on their specific circumstances and
needs, the 2017 communication outlines a series of concrete and coordinated actions, calling for stronger partnership
between outermost regions, Member States and the EU. In May 2018, the Commission put forward a broad package of
proposals for the 2021-2027 period, providing the legislative framework needed to guide the strategy beyond 2020,
taking account of the specific needs of outermost regions in a total of 21 proposals. Following political agreement
between the European Parliament and Council, this new framework includes a number of new benefits for outermost
regions, such as the right to use EU funds for investments in airport infrastructure, and extends many special
measures from the 2014-2020 period. Published in March 2020, the European Commission report on implementation
of the recommendations of the 2017 communication considers that concrete results have been delivered and that the
process is going in the right direction. Yet with development continuing to lag behind in the outermost regions, it is
clear that challenges persist, a situation that has been compounded by the heavy impact of the coronavirus pandemic
in the outermost regions. This has led to calls for a new strategy, with European Commissioner Elisa Ferreira recently
announcing plans to present a new communication in 2022. In light of the serious structural challenges facing these
regions, however, it remains to be seen whether a future strategy and the special measures put forward for the post-
2020 period will together be sufficient to close the inequalities gap with the rest of the EU. This is a revised and
updated version of a briefing from May 2020.

This briefing looks at the policy and other support that the European Commission is providing for local
and regional authorities to facilitate the mobility transition. Following established practice, they will be invited to
contribute to the design of the individual measures outlined in the strategy. They should also have their say in setting
their national priorities for receiving EU financing for the post-coronavirus recovery, as an opportunity to start
transforming the transport system from the local level. This Briefing has been drafted following a request from a
member of the European Committee of the Regions, in the framework of the Cooperation Agreement between the
Parliament and the Committee.

Towns and cities are home to nearly three quarters of the EU's population, and most EU policies concern them, be it
directly or indirectly. While the 2014-2020 cohesion policy framework introduced a number of new instruments
intended to enhance the urban dimension of cohesion funding, a shared vision of urban development has gradually
taken shape at intergovernmental level, accompanied by increasing calls to give city authorities and stakeholders a
greater say in policymaking. To help guide these discussions, the European Commission launched a public
consultation following its July 2014 communication on the urban dimension of EU policies. Its findings indicated broad
support among city stakeholders for an Urban Agenda for the EU. The European Parliament also prepared an own-
initiative report on the issue, as part of a process that would ultimately lead to the signing of the Pact of Amsterdam on
30 May 2016, a clear political commitment to deliver an Urban Agenda. With the pact providing for urban partnerships
focusing on key urban themes such as air quality, urban poverty and housing, all 14 partnerships have now drawn up
action plans, allowing the partners involved to contribute to the design of future, or revision of current, EU legislation.
Many of these plans are now at the implementation stage, and the partnerships' work is beginning to have an impact
on EU policymaking, with the European Parliament and the Commission taking the recommendations on board.
Challenges remain, however, with stakeholders highlighting issues such as limited resources, a lack of effective
governance mechanisms or low participation of smaller cities. In this context, both the new cohesion framework post-
2020, which includes a European urban initiative to support the Urban Agenda, and the New Leipzig Charter, which
outlines the next steps for the Urban Agenda, have the potential to improve the delivery and impact of the Urban
Agenda. The process of strengthening the Urban Agenda, however, will ultimately depend not only on the partnerships'
ability to deliver actions but above all on the extent to which they are taken up by the Commission, a process requiring
full commitment from all partners involved. This is a further update of an earlier briefing originally published in 2016
and last updated in 2019.

With more than EUR 55 billion in planned investments, Cohesion Policy seeks to make a significant contribution to the
EU’s overall climate-related spending target of 20% in the 2014-2020 period.

There are concrete achievements in a number of areas such as flood and forest fire protection. However, evidence
also suggests that Cohesion Policy is at risk of missing some of its targets, including on energy efficiency, renewables
and greenhouse gas emissions.

(MFF) and the Recovery Instrument (Next Generation EU). In the period 2021-2027, Cohesion Policy is expected to
place even more emphasis on climate and environment-related issues in line with the objectives of the European
Green Deal.

The main objective of the territorial agenda is to strengthen territorial cohesion, an EU principle that seeks to ensure
the balanced development of the EU and reduce its regional disparities. Agreed in May 2011 and the culmination of a
process begun many years earlier with the European Spatial Development Perspective, the Territorial Agenda 2020
has recently been renewed with a view to establishing a continued role for this initiative within the EU's new cohesion
policy framework beyond 2020. Aimed at ensuring the Europe 2020 strategy was implemented in line with the principle
of territorial cohesion, the Territorial Agenda 2020 strived to promote the integration of the territorial dimension across
many different policies. To deliver on this ambition, it established an action-oriented political framework based around
six territorial priorities and a series of implementation mechanisms to make EU territorial cohesion a reality. However,
with the territorial agenda a low political priority in past years, implementation remained weak, while the process itself
was beset by challenges, such as fragile intergovernmental cooperation and a low level of awareness. This situation
was compounded by the complex and abstract nature of the territorial agenda, making it difficult to communicate its
aims and objectives. Set up in 2018 during the Austrian Presidency, an intergovernmental taskforce led the work on
the renewal of the territorial agenda, the aim being to conclude the process under the German Presidency, leading to
the adoption of the Territorial Agenda 2030 in December 2020. Spanned by two overarching priorities, a 'just Europe'
and a 'green Europe', the renewed territorial agenda establishes a clear link with the European Commission's current
priorities and its strategy for sustainable growth, the European Green Deal. While this structure has the potential to
help embed the territorial agenda more firmly within the EU's policy-making system, increasing its relevance and
improving its visibility, the advent of this important addition to the EU's territorial toolbox risks being overshadowed by
the rollout of the new MFF in the months ahead.

Amendments to the regulation governing the
European structural and investment (ESI) funds were approved by Parliament to allow flexible use of the funds in
addressing the challenges posed by the crisis. A number of additional regulations and policy instruments meanwhile
complement the ESI funds in the fight against the pandemic's negative consequences. Local and regional authorities
are at the forefront of the pandemic, as they are often responsible for providing much of the emergency response.

Established in 1990, the first European territorial cooperation initiative, Interreg |, focused on cross-border cooperation.

European territorial cooperation has brought Europeans closer together, strengthened connectivity and improved the
natural environment, supported by EU mechanisms such as the European groupings of territorial cooperation, and
macro-regional strategies. Yet despite these achievements, numerous obstacles to closer cooperation still remain,
such as divergent national rules in the areas of employment, healthcare and social security. Recent years have
witnessed increased calls to address these hurdles, with the 2015 Luxembourg EU Presidency launching discussions
on a new instrument for cross-border projects, leading to the 2018 European Commission proposal for a cross-border
mechanism, and the Commission rolling out initiatives such as the cross-border review and the b-solutions project,
which aims to identify and find solutions to remaining bottlenecks, helping to boost growth and cohesion in EU border
regions. With negotiations under way on post-2020 cohesion policy, there is broad agreement among many
stakeholders on the importance of strengthening Interreg beyond 2020. Yet the budget for ETC has been significantly
reduced under the current Interreg proposals despite the many achievements of this policy, not least in recent months
during which cross-border cooperation has provided a lifeline for many border regions. The coronavirus pandemic has
revealed that territorial cooperation arguably needs protecting more than ever, with the sudden closure of EU internal
borders a stark reminder that European territorial cooperation cannot be taken for granted.

The EU faces a number of demographic challenges such as ageing, a declining birth rate and depopulation in some of
its regions. The EU represents an ever-shrinking proportion of the world population, at just 6.9 % today (down from
13.5 % in 1960), and is projected to fall further to just 4.1 % by the end of this century. This is explained by the low
fertility rates as the numbers of children being born has fallen from an EU-28 average of around 2.5 children per
woman in 1960, to a little under 1.6 today. This is far below the 2.1 births per woman considered necessary to maintain
a stable population in the long term. Ageing is also another population trend in the EU. Due to advances in medicine
and quality of life, the average life expectancy the EU has increased considerably and now stands at about 81 years
on average. Demography matters. The economy, labour market, healthcare, pensions, regional development, and
election results — all are driven by demography. EU Member States have their own strategies and policies in order to
counteract demographic decline. The EU also has an auxiliary role when it comes to tackling demographic challenges.
Nevertheless, the EU has limited legal powers when it comes to dealing with issues that are related to demography.
The coronavirus epidemic also has an impact on demography. Covid-19 has caused many deaths of elderly people.
Certain EU regions have been affected more than others from the spread of the coronavirus. Studies suggest that
coronavirus has a considerable impact on EU population trends (such as number of deaths per country, reduction of
life expectancy and family planning). Both the European Parliament and the European Committee of the Regions are
preparing their own reports and opinions on issues that are related to demography.

The European Union's outermost regions qualify for special treatment owing to structural difficulties, such as
remoteness, difficult topography or economic dependence on a few products, that can severely hamper their
development. Specific support mechanisms exist under cohesion, agricultural and fisheries policies, with the
Commission outlining measures aimed at assisting outermost regions in communications published in 2004, 2008, and
2012. Nevertheless, with the outermost regions continuing to face numerous challenges in areas such as mobility,
unemployment and climate change, discussions were launched on the formulation of a new strategy, which was
published in October 2017. Following extensive consultation with stakeholders, the 2017 communication offers a new
approach to supporting the outermost regions' development by optimising their assets, exploiting new opportunities for
growth and job creation, and focusing more on their specific circumstances and needs. To this end, the communication
outlines a series of concrete and coordinated actions to be taken at European Union (EU) and national level, as well as
by the outermost regions, and calls for stronger partnership between outermost regions, Member States and the EU. In
May 2018, the European Commission put forward a broad package of proposals for the 2021-2027 period, providing
the legislative framework needed to guide this strategy beyond 2020. Taking account of the specific needs of the
outermost regions in a total of 21 proposals, the Commission has ensured the continuation of many of the special
measures supporting their development. However, these proposals have met with a mixed response on the part of the
outermost regions, particularly when it comes to the proposed reductions in co-financing rates and financial resources.
Published in March 2020, the European Commission report on the implementation of the 2017 communication
considers that it has delivered concrete results and that the process of implementing the communication is going in the
right direction. Yet with development continuing to lag behind in the outermost regions, it is clear that challenges
persist. It remains to be seen whether the 2017 strategy and the special measures put forward for the post-2020 period
will together be sufficient to close the inequalities gap with the rest of the EU, and achieve the ambitious new goals of
the Green Deal. This is a revised and updated version of a briefing from January 2018.

It attempts to
quantify the losses from: (i) any gradual dismantling of the EU project - where cautious estimates suggest that erosion
of the EU single market alone would cost the European economy between 3.0 and 8.7 per cent of its collective GDP
(this would be existing 'European added value' permanently lost); and (ii) a parallel failure to take advantage of the
unexploited potential of collective public goods that have yet be achieved (this would be future GDP growth foregone).
The latter 'cost of non-Europe' in 50 policy areas was identified by EPRS in 2019 as around 14 per cent of EU GDP by
the end of a ten-year running-in period.

The main objective of the territorial agenda is to strengthen territorial cohesion, an EU principle that seeks to ensure
the balanced development of the EU and reduce its regional disparities. Agreed in May 2011 and the culmination of a
process begun many years earlier with the European Spatial Development Perspective, the Territorial Agenda 2020 is
currently being revised with a view to establishing a continued role for this initiative within the EU's new cohesion policy
framework beyond 2020. Aimed at ensuring the implementation of the Europe 2020 strategy in line with the principle of
territorial cohesion, the Territorial Agenda 2020 strives to promote the integration of the territorial dimension across
many different policies. To deliver on this ambition, it has established an action-oriented political framework based
around six territorial priorities and a series of implementation mechanisms to make EU territorial cohesion a reality.
However, with the territorial agenda a low political priority in past years, implementation has remained weak, while the
process itself has been beset by challenges, such as fragile intergovernmental cooperation and a low level of
awareness. This situation has been compounded by the complex and abstract nature of the territorial agenda, making
it difficult to communicate its aims and objectives. Set up in 2018 during the Austrian Presidency, an intergovernmental
taskforce is currently leading the work on the renewal of the territorial agenda, the aim being to conclude the process
under the German Presidency, with the signing of a 2030 territorial agenda in December 2020. A draft version of the
territorial agenda was published in December 2019, underpinned by two overarching priorities, a 'just Europe' and a
'green Europe', establishing a clear link with the European Commission's current priorities and its strategy for
sustainable growth, the European Green Deal. While this structure could well help embed the territorial agenda more
firmly within the EU's policy-making system, increasing its relevance and improving its visibility, the ongoing
coronavirus crisis looks set to overshadow these discussions in the coming months. This briefing has been drafted at
the request of a member of the Committee of the Regions, under the Cooperation Agreement between Parliament and
the Committee.

Local and regional institutions have direct impacts on the everyday lives of their citizens. They are vital for women's
empowerment, being both the level of governance responsible for service delivery and a potential stepping-stone to a
career in public office at national and European level. When their own decision-making bodies are fully representative,
the interests and experiences of multiple groups are included. Therefore, the equal representation of women and men
at all levels of local governance is a democratic imperative. After all, women form half the population and need to be
better represented in power structures. The representation of women in local and regional assemblies across the EU
continues to improve, albeit at a slow rate. However, a number of social, political and institutional obstacles hinder the
involvement of women in regional and local government structures. As data show, progress towards equal
representation in local and regional government remains slow. Furthermore, progress cannot be taken for granted: in
certain EU countries, previous achievements have been reversed. A number of structural and societal barriers
continue to hinder women from seeking office and from fulfilling their mandates or accessing leadership positions. In
order to boost female representation in local/regional structures, various local and regional strategies have been
adopted. The European Union has been a staunch advocate of women's participation in decision-making at all levels of
governance. Gender equality is one of the founding values of the European Union, as can be seen in Article 2 and in
Article 3, paragraph 3, of the Treaty on European Union. Article 8 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European
Union (TFEU) also reiterates that one of the EU's missions is the elimination of inequalities and the promotion of
equality between women and men in all its actions. The European Parliament has adopted a number of resolutions
supporting gender balance measures in political decision-making. Nevertheless, laws determining local and regional
participation fall within the remit of the EU Member States. This is an updated and expanded edition of an 'At a glance'
note from March 2019, PE 635.549.

Soon after unveiling the overall roadmap for its flagship European Green Deal initiative, the European Commission
published its first concrete proposal on 14 January 2020, on how to establish a Just Transition Mechanism (European
Commission, 2020a, 2020b and 2020c). The objective of this initiative is to provide support to territories facing serious
socio-economic challenges arising from the transition towards climate-neutrality.

To reach the €100 billion of Just Transition Mechanism financing (for the period 2021-2027) promised by European
Commission President Von der Leyen, the initiative relies on three main pillars (European Commission, 2020a):
1.The creation of a Just Transition Fund (JTF): the Commission wants to add €7.5 billion of ‘fresh money’ to the total
amount proposed in 2018 for the 2021-2027 Multiannual Financial Framework (MFF). This is supposed to trigger
between €30 billion and €50 billion of additional funding for the regions most affected by the transition

2.The use of a portion of the InvestEU financing devoted to climate to mobilise a total of €45 billion of investment in
‘Just Transition’ projects between 2021 and 2027.

3.The creation a public sector loan facility at the European Investment Bank partly guaranteed by the EU budget, to
mobilise between €25 billion to €30 billion of additional public investments in 2021-2027.

Launched in January 2016, the European Union strategy for the Alpine Region (EUSALP) is the fourth and most recent
macro-regional strategy to be set up by the European Union. One of the biggest challenges facing the seven countries
and 48 regions involved in the EUSALP is that of securing sustainable development in the macro-region, especially in
its resource-rich, but highly vulnerable core mountain area. The Alps are home to a vast array of animal and plant
species and constitute a major water reservoir for Europe. At the same time, they are one of Europe's prime tourist
destinations, and are crossed by busy European transport routes. Both tourism and transport play a key role in climate
change, which is putting Alpine natural resources at risk. The European Parliament considers that the experience of
the EUSALP to date proves that the macro-regional concept can be successfully applied to more developed regions.
The Alpine strategy provides a good example of a template strategy for territorial cohesion; as it simultaneously
incorporates productive areas, mountainous and rural areas, and some of the most important and highly developed
cities in the EU. Although there is a marked gap between urban and rural mountainous areas, the macro-region shows
a high level of socio-economic interdependence, confirmed by recent research. Disparities (in terms of funding and
capacity) between participating countries, a feature that has caused challenges for other EU macro-regional strategies,
are less of an issue in the Alpine region, but improvements are needed and efforts should be made in view of the new
2021-2027 programming period. Furthermore, the strong bottom-up approach behind the development of the EUSALP
ensures local ownership of the strategy, a key element for success.

Encompassing regions from European Union (EU) Member States and third countries confronted with a common set of
challenges, macro-regions are defined on the basis of geographical features. Whether inspired by a sense of regional
identity, a desire to engage in closer cooperation or to pool resources, all macro-regional strategies share the aim of
ensuring a coordinated approach to issues best addressed jointly. In spite of a broad consensus on the importance of
the macro-regional strategies as a relevant instrument for the optimal use of existing financial resources, some
assessments indicate that stronger political ownership is needed. Currently the EU has four macro-regional strategies,
covering the Baltic Sea region, the Danube region, the Adriatic-lonian region and the Alpine region, which address
common challenges and achieve economic, environmental, social and territorial cohesion. On occasion, calls are
made to launch additional strategies, covering new geographical areas. Some Member States currently voice the need
for a fifth macro-regional strategy, covering the Carpathian mountains, where the borders of many countries meet. The
region suffers inherent weaknesses in fields such as transport, socio-economic development, innovation and energy
supply, and needs to protect its rare and valuable natural resources and cultural heritage. The Polish government has
presented a proposal for a common strategy for the Carpathian region to the European Commission, after consultation
with several countries in the region. This draft plan has not yet been approved by all of the countries concerned. The
Council remains open to any commonly agreed and mature initiative aimed at setting up a new macro-regional
strategy; however it has not endorsed the creation of a macro-regional strategy for the Carpathian region. The
Committee of the Regions explicitly supports the initiative to create an EU strategy for the Carpathian region. The
European Commission and the European Parliament are more cautious when it comes to launching new strategies
and suggest building on existing ones instead. This briefing has been produced at the request of a member of the
European Committee of the Regions, in the framework of the Cooperation Agreement between the European
Parliament and the Committee.

Cohesion policy is a major EU investment tool aimed at reducing regional disparities and achieving economic, social
and territorial cohesion. It delivers a wide range of results in areas such as new infrastructure, training, job creation,
support for small businesses and environmental protection. Communication is key when it comes to making the public
aware of existing funding opportunities and informing them of the results of cohesion policy investments. It can also
affect public perception of the EU and raise awareness of the positive impact of EU support on people's everyday lives.

It employs a mixed methods
approach to investigate media coverage, representation and user perceptions of cohesion policy in online media. The
research draws on an original dataset of over 60,000 news articles and 100,000 user-generated comments.

Every Member State has a number of 'inner
peripheries', which are habitually located in post-industrial or rural areas and often characterised by high levels of
unemployment, poor infrastructure, lack of skilled workforce and hampered accessibility. Strengthening social,
economic and territorial cohesion, and reducing regional disparities is the main goal of EU cohesion policy. As a major
EU tool to address regional inequalities, this policy provides a wide range of support for businesses and activities in
areas such as research, environment, transport, employment, social inclusion, education and institutional capacity-
building. Such support is crucial for addressing the underlying problems of many lagging regions, helping them create
better living conditions, retain and attract talent, encourage investment, improve productivity and develop regional
innovation systems. Together with economic governance frameworks and EU support for structural reform, EU
cohesion policy can play an important role in reducing inequality, in a comprehensive and multidimensional way. While
traditionally, GDP per capita has been used to assess regional convergence, a variety of new indicators tracking
progress on issues correlated with inequality are available for this purpose today. Moreover, the proposals for the EU's
post-2020 policy framework include new additional funding allocation criteria such as youth unemployment, education
levels, climate change, and the reception and integration of migrants. These changes possibly indicate a shift towards
a more comprehensive view of territorial convergence in the EU.

As geographical concentrations of enterprises, which work together in the same field to develop a high level of
expertise, services and skills, clusters are hotbeds of innovation and play an important role in the EU economy. Known
as transnational clusters when they involve actors from two or more countries in the same geographical area, clusters
tend to generate higher employment growth than firms located outside clusters, and are estimated to account for a
significant proportion of jobs in the European Union. Linking countries from across a wide geographical region, the
EU's macro-regional strategies provide a useful framework to support transnational clusters. Launched in December
2010, the EU strategy for the Danube region (EUDSR) covers 14 countries that differ both in terms of their
development and their relationship with the EU, including nine EU Member States and five third countries. With one of
the major challenges in the Danube region being the uneven levels of innovation performance between the highly
developed western part of the region and the less-developed east, transnational clusters have the potential to help
redress this balance and to increase regional competiveness. The development of clusters is firmly supported by the
EUSDR's action plan, which outlines a number of actions to foster clusters across the Danube region. This has led to
several cluster projects, with a particular emphasis on the bio-based and agri-food sectors, building on the expertise of
local enterprises in this field. The European Commission and academic experts have welcomed the progress made in
the development of clusters in the Danube region in recent years, yet challenges remain, with issues such as funding
difficulties, the lack of visibility of macro-regional strategies and declining political commitment all causes for concern.
Future discussions on the content of cohesion programmes post-2020 provide a golden opportunity to highlight the
potential of macro-regional strategies for fostering regional development and how transnational clusters can contribute
to this process. This briefing has been produced at the request of a member of the Committee of the Regions, in the
framework of the Cooperation Agreement between the Parliament and the Committee.

The European Union has seen its population grow substantially — by around a quarter in the five and a half decades
since 1960 — to a current level of over 500 million people. However, this population is now growing too slowly, and is
even expected to decline in the longer term. Issues of demography are likely to have a considerable impact on EU
society. Most models used for analysing population trends suggest that, in the coming years, the EU's population will
continue to age as a result of consistently low levels of fertility and extended longevity. Although migration may play an
important role in the population dynamics within many of the EU Member States, it is unlikely that it can reverse the
ongoing trend of population ageing. Demographic developments have various implications for European regions.
Some of them, especially rural and remote ones, are experiencing a considerable decline in population numbers. This
situation may further exacerbate the economic decline regions are already facing, and thereby widen the gap between
wealthy and poor ones. Therefore, demography also severely affects the social, economic and territorial cohesion of
the EU. On the other hand, the heavy concentration of population in urban centres also creates certain negative
consequences, such as pollution and lack of affordable housing. Recent migration trends have improved the
demographic balance in various EU regions; that said, migration affects EU regions in an uneven manner. The
European structural and investment funds are mainly used for boosting economic growth in European regions, but they
may also serve, in combination with other EU funds, to address issues stemming from demographic challenges. The
EU also uses a number of instruments to address migration-related issues in its territories most affected by the issue.

This briefing analyses the IA accompanying the legislative proposal of the Commission to enable market-led sovereign
bond-backed securities (SBBS).

Nevertheless, the policy options, including the baseline scenario, seem logical and pertinent,
lacking, however, necessary specification and precision. The assessment focusses on direct effects on the euro-area
sovereign bonds market, expecting no direct social or environmental impacts. The IA does not include the mandatory
12-week public consultation nor a comprehensive cost and benefit assessment of the initiative. It also omits, without
explanation, a number of relevant issues, so that it seems like a missed opportunity to provide comprehensive and
transparent support to evidence-based policy making.

This study is a detailed analysis of progress in the fulfilment of all Ex Ante Conditionalities in the Common Provision
Regulation for ESI Funds. The process is almost complete (99%). A number of managing authorities have experienced
delays during the process of compliance and in access to funds. This is manifested by a lower absorption rate, but that
is believed to be temporary. Delays as a rule affected countries with lower administrative capacities; nevertheless,
most authorities interviewed judged the framework beneficial (even if its costs were considered to be significant). Also
the managing authorities in countries with better administrative capacities tended to see the process of proving
compliance to be rather burdensome.

Among the legislative proposals for the spending programmes of the MFF 2021-2027, the European Commission has
proposed to establish a Reform Support Programme for structural reforms. The IA accompanying the proposal
provides a good review of the baseline scenario, the problem to tackle and the objectives to achieve. However, it
concentrates on the expected positive effects of the programme, rather than assessing thoroughly the impacts of
alternative options against the baseline scenario like a standard IA. The presentation of the delivery mechanisms is
mostly qualitative, with a couple of quantified references that could have been better explained and substantiated. The
IA remains vague on the precise scope of the voluntary programme and several implementation details and implies
that its impacts depend to a large extent on the implementation by the Member States, which makes an ex-ante
assessment challenging.

The study investigates the effects of Cohesion Policy (CP) which occur in a country other than the one in which CP
resources were actually spent. The study estimates that macroeconomic spillovers significantly contribute to the impact
of CP. Spillovers directed to EU countries represent around 9% of the total annual CP expenditure. Other spillovers to
Non-EU countries are around 8% of the CP expenditure. Macro and micro spillovers together arrive at the 21% of the
annual CP expenditure 67% of which is distributed among EU countries. Around 20% of the CP expenditure can
trigger sectoral spillover effects in the environment, transport and higher education sectors. The analysis demonstrates
that externalities reinforce EU growth and competitiveness without CP deserting its convergence objective.

The quality of public institutions has a major impact on social and economic development at regional level. Regions
with high government effectiveness, low corruption and high-quality public services tend to have higher outcomes in
terms of economic performance, social inclusion, environmental sustainability, education, health, and subjective well-
being. Administrative capacity-building is therefore crucial, as it has a positive impact on creating conditions conducive
to economic and social progress. The 2017 European Quality of Government Index (EQI) shows that institutional
quality still varies across EU regions, but the traditional north-south and east-west divisions seem to be slowly blurring.
While northern countries remain at the top, the eastern regions have made the most improvement compared with
previous editions of the index. Some southern regions, meanwhile, have experienced a decline over the past few
years. In the 2014 to 2020 period, EU cohesion policy has offered a variety of funding sources and instruments to
support local and regional authorities. Investments are available for enhancing the management of EU funds and for
building long-term institutional capacity. Specific actions include training for civil servants, cross-border cooperation, e-
government tools, efforts to optimise procedures, and modernisation of public service delivery.

The social dimension has long been present on the European Union agenda. Recently, it has gained greater
significance, particularly in contexts such as the EU governance framework (the European Semester), and economic
and monetary union, as well as the reflection process on the future of the EU. Initiatives to measure the EU's social
situation and the social impact of EU policies have produced a number of indicators that complement the assessment
of economic performance. These measurements can help present a more comprehensive picture of the state of
European societies. The EU regional Social Progress Index provides an overview of aspects including health, access
to education, environmental quality, housing, personal rights and inclusion. The 2016 findings give a mixed picture of
social progress across EU regions. Generally, Nordic and Dutch regions figure among the top performers, with
southern and eastern regions lagging behind. However, the picture becomes more nuanced when specific dimensions
of social progress are taken into account. The index also shows that social progress scores do not always correlate
with a region's GDP. Improving social progress is also relevant to EU cohesion policy, one of the goals of which is to
achieve social, economic and territorial cohesion, while also reducing regional disparities. Regional investments can
therefore be geared to support both economic performance and social progress. The role and application of new
indicators and indexes in this process is currently being explored with a view to establishing how they can be used in
policy to support real change, for instance by monitoring developments, identifying priorities, and evaluating progress.
This is an updated edition of a briefing published in November 2017.

Established in 2002 to support disaster-stricken regions, the European Union Solidarity Fund (EUSF) complements the
efforts of public authorities by helping to fund vital emergency and recovery operations in areas affected by
catastrophes such as flooding, earthquakes or forest fires. With an annual budget of €500 million, EUSF funding is
granted following an application from a Member State or candidate country, and may be used to finance measures
including restoring infrastructure to working order, providing temporary accommodation or cleaning up disaster areas.
Although a revision of the EUSF Regulation took place in 2014, simplifying rules and clarifying eligibility criteria,
several problems still remain. European Commission reports on the EUSF have drawn attention to the long waiting
time countries still face before receiving EUSF funding, while industry experts also point to the risk that the EUSF could
run out of funding in the event of several large disasters taking place within a short space of time. With a number of
major natural disasters occurring over the past years, the EUSF has attracted renewed attention, leading the European
Commission to put forward new proposals addressing the issue of post-disaster support. Parliament was also actively
involved in these discussions, adopting a resolution on the EUSF in December 2016 which included several measures
aimed at improving its operations, also calling on Member States to use ESI funds to invest in disaster prevention.
Recent developments, such as new rules that allow reconstruction operations to be financed under the European
Regional Development Fund and the proposal for a reinforced Civil Protection Mechanism, have helped create greater
coherence between the EUSF and other EU measures. Perhaps most importantly, by complementing the work of the
EUSF, these measures have the potential to improve the effectiveness of the EU's disaster prevention and response
operations. The planned increase in the EUSF budget outlined under the recent MFF proposal can also help contribute
to this process by strengthening the EUSF's response capacity, yet these plans will be subject to tough negotiations in
the Council and Parliament. The next few months will arguably be of critical importance for ensuring the continued
strength of the EU's disaster response capabilities and, in particular, the EUSF's role within this process. This is an
updated edition of a Briefing published in January 2017, PE 595.896.

The SDGs framework has the potential to provide a useful overarching framework to further the debate on Europe's
political priorities, with a view to pursuing social, economic and environmental sustainability both within the Union and
globally. However, this requires increasing the political buy-in across sectors. There is a need to translate the SDGs
into concrete sectoral political priorities, targets and actions for the EU, and to agree on a legitimate framework for
delivering these priorities across Member States.

The July 2018 HLPF meeting constitutes a window of opportunity to assert influence on the implementation of SDGs in
the EU, providing an opportunity to use a range of key current EU initiatives (e.g. the EU circular economy package,
post-2020 biodiversity objectives and 2021 — 2027 EU budget) to advance the SDGs debate.

In the global context, it will be important to promote linkages between the outcomes of the 2018 HLPF, the forthcoming
Global Sustainable Development Report, and other global process of relevance to the environment, including the
UNFCCC, the CBD, UNEA, as well as the newly launched negotiations for a global Pact for the Environment. There is
a need to set the stage for environment to become more at the heart for the following HLPF, especially in terms of the
4-year stocktake in 2019.

Rezumat Our towns and cities are home to nearly three quarters of the EU's population, and most EU policies concern them, be
it directly or indirectly. While the revised 2014-2020 cohesion policy framework introduced a number of new
instruments intended to enhance the urban dimension of cohesion funding, a shared vision of urban development has
gradually taken shape at inter-governmental level, accompanied by increasing calls to give city authorities and
stakeholders a greater say in policymaking. To help guide these discussions, the European Commission launched a
public consultation following its July 2014 communications on the urban dimension of EU policies. Its findings indicated
broad support among city stakeholders for an Urban Agenda for the EU. The European Parliament also prepared an
own-initiative report on the issue, as part of a process that would ultimately lead to the signing of the Pact of
Amsterdam on 30 May 2016, a clear political commitment to deliver an Urban Agenda. With the pact providing for the
creation of 12 urban partnerships focusing on key urban themes, all partnerships are now in operation. Developments
such as improved coordination within the Commission on urban issues and new resources including a permanent
secretariat have consolidated the Urban Agenda, yet challenges remain. The Commission's proposals for the cohesion
framework post-2020, which include the creation of a European urban initiative to support the Urban Agenda, have the
potential to further strengthen the Urban Agenda but these plans will be subject to tough negotiations in the months
ahead. Ultimately, the success of the Urban Agenda will depend on the partnerships' ability to deliver concrete action
plans and on the extent to which they are taken up by the Commission, a process requiring full commitment from all
the partners. This Briefing is a further update of an earlier one originally published in June 2016, PE 614.595.

Despite the fact that the EU has limited powers in respect of
cultural heritage — the role of the European institutions is generally limited to financial support, coordination of joint
projects and efforts, and sharing of knowledge — it has contributed to raising awareness about preservation,

conservation and restoration issues, technological research (for example 3D reconstructions) and scientific progress in

technological solutions. Furthermore, the EU has become an international expert in the field. Cultural heritage has
been taken into consideration in numerous EU funding programmes, which has allowed Member States to undertake
action to revive their national or local heritage, keep their traditions and crafts, and thereby develop their cultural
tourism. The European Parliament has adopted resolutions highlighting, inter alia, the dangers from which cultural
heritage is to be protected both in the EU and the world, and underlining the necessity to address trafficking and
looting of cultural heritage artefacts, the protection of cultural heritage, including traditional crafts, and the role of
cultural heritage in sustanainable tourism.

The digital economy is growing at seven times the rate of the rest of the economy. The European Commission
estimates that completing the digital single market could contribute €415 billion per year to Europe's economy, create
3.8 million jobs and transform public services. In addition, many future jobs will require information and
communications technologies (ICT) skills, rendering the process of acquiring digital skills an imperative. The European
Commission has presented several initiatives to boost the use of ICT in Europe. The Digital Agenda for Europe,
announced in 2010 in the framework of the Europe 2020 strategy, aimed at promoting economic recovery and
improving social inclusion through a more digitally proficient Europe. The Digital Single Market strategy, introduced in
2015, complements the Digital Agenda for Europe. Achieving a digital single market will ensure that Europe maintains
its position as a world leader in the digital economy, helping European companies to grow globally. In 2016, the
European Commission adopted a new Skills Agenda for Europe which includes measures on the acquisition of digital
skills. Although many of the digital single market priorities are primarily dealt with at national level, various initiatives
can be explored at the local and regional level. Regions and cities can plan and pursue their own digital strategies in
the interests of enhancing economic growth and to promote their citizens' wellbeing. Enhanced use of digital
technologies can improve citizens' access to information and culture, promote open government, equality and non-
discrimination. However, a number of challenges need to be addressed to fully reap the benefits of digitalisation.
Personnel with ICT skills are still lacking in Europe and many European citizens are not adequately trained to carry out
ICT-related tasks. In addition, broadband connectivity in some parts of Europe remains slow. Although certain EU
regions and local authorities experiment with new technologies, not all of them have managed to provide a high-level
rz%qge of digital services and ICT related activities.

Established in 1990, the first European territorial cooperation initiative, Interreg |, focused on cross-border cooperation.
Action in this area has expanded over the years to cover broader initiatives such as trans-national cooperation,
involving countries from wider geographical areas, and inter-regional cooperation, which brings together regions from
across the whole EU. These three strands together make up European territorial cooperation, which is one of the two
main goals of cohesion policy today. With the removal of Europe's frontier posts, travelling across borders has become
second nature for millions of European citizens. European territorial cooperation has brought Europeans closer
together, strengthened connectivity and improved the natural environment, supported by EU mechanisms such as the
European groupings of territorial cooperation, and macro-regional strategies. Yet despite these achievements,
numerous obstacles to closer cooperation still remain, such as divergent national rules in the areas of employment,
healthcare and social security. Recent years have witnessed increased calls to address these hurdles, with the 2015
Luxembourg EU Presidency putting forward a proposal for a new instrument for cross-border projects, and the
European Commission organising a cross-border review to identify remaining bottlenecks in the area, leading to a
2017 communication on boosting growth and cohesion in EU border regions. The European Parliament has also
adopted a resolution on European territorial cooperation as part of this process. With discussions under way on the
future of cohesion policy, there is general agreement on the importance of strengthening Interreg beyond 2020. Yet
despite the many achievements of this policy over the years, continued EU support for European territorial cooperation
is arguably critical, with the partial reintroduction of border controls in recent years revealing just how fragile territorial
cooperation can be.

An optional territorial development tool, integrated territorial investments (ITls) make it possible to combine resources
from the European Social Fund, European Regional Development Fund or Cohesion Fund under priority axes of one
or more operational programmes. While ITls may be used to implement sustainable urban development as well as
other territorial strategies, they also allow Member States to delegate management tasks to the local level. Their take-
up in the current period, however, has been relatively low, leading to questions regarding their current form.
Commentators have highlighted a number of obstacles to implementing ITls, such as their complex structure, the
administrative burden they represent for local authorities and the reluctance of many Member States to delegate
responsibilities to the local level, with the European Parliament also adopting a resolution on this topic in 2016. There
is clearly room for improvement and the current discussions on the future cohesion policy framework provide fresh
impetus to further develop this tool. Stakeholders have put forward a number of proposals, finding common ground on
issues such as ensuring the wider use of ITIs and a place-based approach, the need for greater simplification, and the
importance of strengthening the sub-delegation of powers to involve the local level more in selecting projects. With a
commitment to maintaining a key role for cohesion policy in the EU budget after 2020, the Bulgarian Council
Presidency has made this policy one of its priorities. Yet in a context of increasing budgetary pressure, it remains
unclear whether Member States will wish to strengthen a tool that devolves greater power, at some financial risk, to the
local level.

Being the biggest world agri-food importer and exporter, the European Union plays an important role in international
agricultural markets. The Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) has considerable influence on international agri-food
market. With the CAP 2014-2020, the distortive effect of the policy have been dramatically reduced. However,
voluntary coupled support are a matter of concern. Following the 20142020 CAP, Member States may grant voluntary
coupled support (VCS) to specific sectors undergoing difficulties. All Member States expects Germany have opted to
apply VCs in some sectors and this generated market distortions both in the internal and in the international
marketplace.

Another feature of the 2014-2020 CAP is its competitive -oriented approach. Increased competition can boost
agricultural development of non -EU countries but can also imply risks for sustainable development and food security.
Growing demand supported by the CAP can also have a negative environmental impact. Therefore there are concerns
about the coherence of the CAP support with environmental and climate objectives. Although the 2014-2020 CAP
made progress towards ensuring policy coherence, more has to be made in the future CAP reform, particularly with
reference to international commitment on climate change. Market distorting effects of some CAP instruments shall also
be reconsidered.
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The departure of the United Kingdom from the EU will have a significant impact on the EU budget. The next
Multiannual Financial Framework, to be presented in May 2018, could make fewer resources available for cohesion
policy in the post-2020 period. At this critical juncture, the discussion amongst policy-makers on the future priorities of
cohesion policy is now heating up. Among the topics widely debated are the need to make cohesion funds simpler and
more flexible for beneficiaries to use, while also strengthening the contribution of cohesion policy to the EU's economic
governance and increasing its added value. One point of the debate relates to the way cohesion policy addresses new
or growing challenges such as migration, environment and digitalisation. Yet another includes finding the most efficient
form of support for beneficiaries: should it be grants, financial instruments, or possibly a mix of all of these? Other
specific matters raised relate to the urban dimension in cohesion policy and the impact that the policy can have upon
growth, jobs and innovation in rural areas, regions lagging behind, as well as regions with special geographical
characteristics. Last but not least, the relationship between cohesion policy and the European Fund for Strategic
Investment is much debated. The European Commission (EC) has published a number of white papers on the future of
the EU that provide further ideas for reflection on the priorities of the Union. These reflections also have repercussions
for cohesion policy. In addition, the 7th EC Report on Economic, Social and Territorial Cohesion also provides insights
into the direction cohesion policy is likely to take.

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The EU's outermost regions qualify for special treatment owing to structural difficulties, such as remoteness, difficult
topography or economic dependence on a few products, which can severely hamper their development.

Cities have a crucial role to play in addressing the climate change challenge and delivering on the ambitions of the
Paris Agreement. In the European Union (EU), where nearly three quarters of the population live in urban areas, many
cities are leading the way in this regard, taking action in three areas central to increasing energy efficiency and
reducing emissions — namely, buildings, energy supply, and transport — and acting as living laboratories of climate-
change-related innovation. The EU supports cities in their efforts by providing guidance, promoting experience-and
knowledge-sharing, fostering cooperation, and funding climate action. Climate-relevant initiatives are in place in
various policy fields, from transport to the environment, research and innovation, the most high profile being the
Covenant of Mayors for Climate and Energy, which currently counts some 7 600 signatories. A supportive framework is
essential to ensure city-level initiatives have enough resources and potential to effect meaningful change. Easing
access to climate funding and strengthening the role of cities in climate governance are among the main challenges
ahead, and the main demands of city associations. The latter issue is being examined by the European Parliament,
notably in relation to the proposal for a regulation on energy union governance. Two own-initiative reports exploring the
role cities play, first, in the implementation of the Paris Agreement, and, second, in the institutional framework of the
Union, are also under preparation.

Globalisation has various positive and negative aspects. On the positive side, economic opportunities can emerge.
Exports may flourish, companies may find new global customers, knowledge may be easily circulated, and trade may
pick up, thus stimulating economic growth. Interaction through new technological instruments helps to interconnect
people in different parts of the world. However, globalisation may also have disadvantages. For instance, various EU
industries (e.g. coal, steel, iron, shipbuilding, automotive and textiles) have been affected by global competition, and
have had to downsize their activities. Cheap imports of non-EU manufacturing goods have led to the decline of various
EU industrial sectors, but also to relocations, closures and redundancies. In addition, globalisation has an
environmental, demographic, technological and cultural dimension. The impact of globalisation therefore affects the
activities and development of regional and local entities within the EU. In order to address all these issues, the
European Commission has presented a reflection paper on harnessing globalisation. This briefing addresses some of
the most important challenges that globalisation brings to EU regions, and sets out ideas that may be useful in tackling
these challenges. Harnessing globalisation requires a holistic approach. European, national and local synergies will
have to be established to address the multi-layered challenges stemming from globalisation. Serious thinking will have
to be done on how to empower local and regional authorities in order to address these challenges successfully.
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Challenges for EU cohesion policy: Issues in the forthcoming post-2020 reform

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The debate on the shape of the post-2020 cohesion policy is well under way. Stakeholders have identified a number of
principal issues or questions in this regard, relating to the operation of the policy itself as well as its impact and
relationship with other EU polices and with the wider goals and objectives of the Union. One issue debated is how
cohesion policy can best contribute to the twin objectives of competitiveness and cohesion. Finding the most efficient
form of support is another important point of discussion: should it be grants, repayable assistance, financial
instruments, or possibly a mix of all of these along with further thematic concentration? In addition, the way that
cohesion policy addresses new or growing challenges such as migration has been raised. Simplification of the policy
for beneficiaries, flexibility, the importance of achieving better governance, and the contribution of cohesion policy to
the EU's economic governance are all widely debated. Other specific matters raised relate to the urban dimension in
cohesion policy and the impact that the policy can have upon growth, jobs and innovation in sparsely populated areas,
regions lagging behind and regions with special geographical characteristics. The departure of the United Kingdom
from the EU will have a significant impact on the EU budget and consequently on the financial envelope for cohesion
policy. Finally, the European Commission (EC) has published a number of white papers on the future of the EU that
provide further ideas for reflection on the overall functioning and priorities of the Union. These reflections also have
repercussions for cohesion policy. This briefing is an update of an earlier edition, published in February 2017.
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EUROPEANA

Helping to give stakeholders a voice in decisions that concern them directly, the partnership principle lies at the heart
of the EU's cohesion policy and plays an important role in enforcing the legitimacy of EU policymaking. Although
already well-established in previous periods, it was strengthened in the 2014-2020 cohesion policy framework, with the
Common Provisions Regulation requiring the creation of partnerships for all European and Structural Investment Fund
(ESIF) programmes and a new European Code of Conduct on Partnership identifying principles for ensuring that the
involvement of partners in cohesion programming and delivery is timely, meaningful and transparent. While a 2016
European Commission study found that the level of stakeholder involvement has improved since the 2007-2013
period, the view among stakeholders such as local and regional authorities, economic and social partners and civil
society organisations has been more mixed. Key problem areas include concerns regarding how partners are selected,
the quality of the consultation process and the low take-up of stakeholders' views. This suggests a need for tighter
measures to ensure improved partnerships in the future and, as negotiations get underway on the shape of cohesion
policy post 2020, stakeholders have called for the partnership principle to be strengthened in the next programming
period. In June 2017, Parliament adopted a resolution on increasing engagement of partners and visibility in the
performance of European Structural and Investment Funds. Appreciating the value that partnership adds to the
implementation of EU public policies, Parliament argues that the partnership principle and multi-level governance
model can contribute to better communication of EU policy objectives and results.
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Our towns and cities are home to nearly three quarters of the EU's population, and most EU policies concern them, be
it directly or indirectly. While the revised 2014-2020 cohesion policy framework introduced a number of new
instruments intended to enhance the urban dimension of cohesion funding, a shared vision of urban development has
gradually taken shape at inter-governmental level, accompanied by increasing calls to give city authorities and
stakeholders a greater say in policymaking. To help guide these discussions, the European Commission launched a
public consultation following its July 2014 communication on the urban dimension of EU policies. Its findings indicated
broad support among city stakeholders for an Urban Agenda for the EU. The European Parliament also prepared an
own-initiative report on the issue, as part of a process that would ultimately lead to the signing of the Pact of
Amsterdam on 30 May 2016, a clear political commitment to deliver an Urban Agenda. With eight urban partnerships
now in operation and the members of the remaining four announced in April 2017, past months have seen visible
progress in terms of delivering the Urban Agenda, with recent developments including the setting up of a permanent
secretariat for the Urban Agenda and the publication of background papers by four partnerships, with their action plans
expected soon. This process looks set to expand further following the 2016 UN Habitat Il conference in Quito, which
identified the Urban Agenda for the EU as the main delivery mechanism in the EU for the UN's New Urban Agenda, a
roadmap for global sustainable urban development.
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The European Council plays an important role in European Union agenda-setting. Its task is to provide impetus and

political direction to the European integration process. The Treaty of Lisbon has made the European Council an EU

institution in legal terms, although its tasks remained virtually unchanged. It also introduced a permanent President.

This study can be read as a follow-up to the ‘Analysis of Agenda Setting in the European Council, 2009-2014’, which
examined the agenda of the institution during the Presidency of Herman Van Rompuy. The focus here is on the first

mandate of the second President of the European Council, Donald Tusk, from December 2014 to June 2017.
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Despite current EU-Russia tensions, cross-border cooperation programmes continue unaffected. As well as promoting
people-to-people contacts, such programmes deliver economic and other benefits to participants, especially on the
Russian side of the border.
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The scenes of devastation caused by recent hurricanes in the Caribbean are a stark reminder of the destructive force
of nature. As residents struggle to rebuild their lives following the passage of the latest storms, attention turns to the
relief efforts. The EU can help through emergency humanitarian assistance and a variety of funding mechanisms,
depending on the status of the territories concerned and their relationship with the EU.

This study reviewed the state of transparency and accountability in the forestry sector in developing countries focusing
on contributions of EU actions and provisions on the same. The study was based on review of literature, policies and
reports on forest governance, using three FLEGT-VPA case study countries, namely Cameroon, Ghana and Tanzania.
More than 200 million Euros have been invested into FLEGT-VPA and related activities around Africa with positive
impacts on transparency, accountability and overall governance. Less impact is elicited regarding benefits to local
people and FLEGT interactions with other mechanisms such as REDD+. More importantly, little evidence exists on
direct evidence of FLEGT-VPA processes incentivizing sustainable forest management even though there is some
evidence of growth in legal timber export numbers. Recommendations for improving FLEGT —VPA include, expanding
the definition of “legality” to include safeguards that ensure community rights and benefits; strengthening EU-China
FLEGT-VPA initiatives to enable comparable standards for African timber; including small scale and agroforestry-
based domestic timber into the EU Timber Regulation (EUTR); increasing capacity building and synergy with other
mechanisms such as REDD+. Opportunities for new EU policies and actions include FLEGT-type monitoring for forest-
related SDGs and incentives for actions in the New York Declaration on Forests.

The EU's outermost regions qualify for special treatment owing to structural difficulties, such as remoteness, difficult
topography or economic dependence on a few products, which can severely hamper their development. Specific
mechanisms exist under cohesion, agricultural and fisheries policies, with the Commission publishing a communication
in 2012 setting out how it can work in partnership with the outermost regions and their respective countries to achieve
the objectives of the Europe 2020 strategy. While a renewed strategy is due to be prepared by the Commission by the
end of 2017, the outermost regions continue to face numerous challenges in areas such as mobility, unemployment
and climate change. Stakeholders have already begun to draft their contributions to this renewed strategy, highlighting
issues such as the need to ensure that trade agreements take better account of outermost regions' needs, maintain
specific provisions for these regions in areas such as cohesion, agriculture and fisheries policy, and provide the
outermost regions with improved access to horizontal programmes. Parliament's Committee on Regional Development
is preparing an own-initiative report on the outermost regions as part of this process. It remains to be seen, however,
how receptive the Commission will be to these proposals in a context of increasing budgetary pressure. Bringing
together representatives of the Commission and the outermost regions, as well as some of the key stakeholders
involved, the fourth forum on outermost regions to be held on 30-31 March 2017 will provide a key platform for
discussions that can shape the future development of the outermost regions for generations to come.

The Committee on Fisheries (PECH) has requested scientific input contributing to its work on an Own Initiative Report
on The Management of Fishing Fleets in Outermost Regions (2016/2016 INI). This Briefing summarizes the main
elements of a study prepared for PECH Committee with the same title. Outermost Regions (ORs) of the European
Union are affected by handicaps deserving implementation of specific measures. The commissioned study aims at
establishing the extent to which fleet management rules adopted under the Common Fisheries Policy (CFP) take
sufficiently account of the specificities of the fishing sector in Outermost Regions, and at identifying relevant measures
that could support the development of the sector in these regions. ORs fishing fleets are mostly composed of small-
scale vessels targeting inshore and offshore resources. Over the past decade, modernisation of ORs fishing fleets has
been unevenly achieved across regions. Under the current CFP, ORs fleets are subject to the same management
measures than those applied to all Union fleets. Nevertheless, European Maritime and Fisheries Fund (EMFF) takes
into account ORs specific handicaps through increased intensity of public aid and a specific compensation scheme of
additional costs. Several options are discussed to support the ORs fleet modernisation, including a derogatory regime
for fleet management and a revision of capacity ceilings.

People with disabilities are among the most vulnerable in society. While disability policy is primarily a Member State
competence, the EU is committed to improving the living conditions of all people with disabilities and, in particular, to
addressing the issue of institutionalised care. Cohesion policy can play a key role in this process. The cohesion policy
framework sets out 11 thematic objectives closely aligned to the goals of the Europe 2020 strategy, including
promoting social inclusion, combating poverty and any discrimination; this objective allows Member States to focus
structural funds (ESIF) specifically on delivering support for people with disabilities. A new emphasis on partnerships
involving disability organisations in ESIF programming as well as measures to prevent discrimination and ensure
accessibility for people with disabilities through the use of special pre-conditions, ex ante conditionalities, aim to ensure
that the views of disabled people are taken into account and their fundamental rights respected. Yet while operational
programmes contain a broad range of measures to support people with disabilities, with the European Commission
also reporting that Member States have respected the partnership principle during ESIF programming and fulfilled
many of the ex ante conditionalities in place, the view of stakeholders has been more mixed. Pointing to issues such
as excessive reporting requirements or a low level of knowledge among beneficiaries, they also have reservations
about the quality of the participation of disability organisations in ESIF decision-making, raising questions as to the
likely impact of the planned measures. Looking to the future, stakeholders emphasise the need to ensure the
participation of disability organisations in all ESIF decision-making, and stress the importance of funding, potentially
difficult in the context of increasing pressures on the EU budget.

Serving as access points to Europe, the European Union's approximately 1 200 seaports are crucial both for its
transport sector and its competitiveness. They also have significant potential for creating jobs and attracting investors.
The European Commission plans to redress the huge disparities in performance levels by modernising the port
services offered by the EU’s 329 main seaports. The reform is aimed at eliminating unfair competition, guaranteeing a
level playing field and improving the commercial efficiency of ports. Two previous attempts to liberalise port services (in
2001 and 2004) provoked controversy, particularly regarding their social/labour market aspects, and were rejected by
the European Parliament. The latest initiative combines a legislative and a 'soft' approach. The previously contentious
cargo handling and passenger services will not be opened up to the market through legislation. Instead, the
Commission is focusing on establishing a clear framework for market access to port services and common rules on the
transparency of public funding for ports and the charges for users. The 'soft' approach comprises an action plan and
the launch of sectoral social dialogue.

In a 2015 speech, European Commissioner for Regional Policy, Corina Cretu, re-ignited the debate on the post-2020
cohesion policy reform by suggesting ten main issues for future reflection. One issue is about how the EU's cohesion
policy can best contribute to its two objectives: competitiveness and cohesion. Finding the most efficient form of
support is an important point of reflection: should it be grants, repayable assistance, financial instruments, or possibly a
mix of all of these along with further thematic concentration? In addition, the way that cohesion policy addresses new
or growing challenges (such as migration) is widely debated. Other issues to consider are simplification of policy for
beneficiaries, the importance of achieving better governance, and the contribution of cohesion policy to the EU’s
economic governance. Another topic deals with the best way to support lagging regions. Special attention is also paid
to the role of the urban dimension in cohesion policy. How cohesion policy can best support growth, jobs and
innovation outside heavily populated areas and in regions with special geographical characteristics is also another
issue of discussion in policy circles. Last but not least, the method of allocation of cohesion policy funds is another
thought-provoking topic. In a 2016 speech, the Commissioner focused on four main areas: flexibility, performance,
economic governance along with structural reforms, and simplification. Since then, the issue of Brexit has further
complicated discussions regarding the future of cohesion policy. The departure of the UK from the EU may have a
significant impact on the EU budget and consequently on the financial envelope for cohesion policy. This briefing is an
update of an earlier edition, published in May 2016.

Such
requests usually take the form of resolutions. This Rolling Check-List covers the resolutions adopted by Parliament on
the basis of own-initiative reports and legislative own-initiative reports during the current eighth legislative term up to
December 2015, and the actions taken by the Commission as a result up to 31 October 2016. In total, the report
covers 97 resolutions across almost all parliamentary committees. It provides a detailed overview of the Parliament's
requests, and tracks the Commission's response and any further action taken. It thus offers a comprehensive scrutiny
and reference tool, providing easy access to the follow-up given by the Commission to the Parliament's requests.

Rezumat Established in 2002 to support disaster-stricken regions, the European Union Solidarity Fund (EUSF) complements the
efforts of public authorities by helping to fund vital emergency and recovery operations in areas affected by
catastrophes such as flooding, earthquakes or forest fires. With an annual budget of €500 million, EUSF funding is
granted following an application from a Member State or candidate country, and may be used to finance measures
including restoring infrastructure to working order, providing temporary accommodation, or cleaning up disaster areas.
Although revision of the EUSF Regulation took place in 2014, simplifying rules and clarifying eligibility criteria, several
problems remain. While European Commission reports on the EUSF have drawn attention to the long waiting time
countries still face before receiving EUSF funding, industry experts report that certain Member States receive
proportionately more funding than others, also pointing to the risk that the EUSF could run out of funding in the event
of several large disasters taking place within a short space of time. With a number of major natural disasters occurring
over the past year, the EUSF has attracted renewed attention in recent months, a process that has seen the European
Commission put forward new proposals addressing the issue of post-disaster support. The European Parliament is
also actively involved in these discussions, adopting a resolution on the EUSF in December 2016, including several
measures aimed at improving its operations.

Rezumat Shortly after beginning its 2014-2019 mandate, the European Commission proposed a new investment Plan for
Europe, often referred to as the 'Juncker Plan'. The Investment Plan was seen as a top priority for the European
Commission, aimed at strengthening Europe’s competitiveness and stimulating investment in order to create more
jobs. It is based on three mutually reinforcing strands: firstly, the mobilisation of at least €315 billion in additional
investment over the next three years, maximising the impact of public resources and unlocking private investment
through the European Fund for Strategic Investment (EFSI); secondly, targeted initiatives to ensure that this extra
investment meets the needs of the real economy through strengthened transparency measures and advisory services;
and thirdly, measures to provide greater regulatory predictability and to remove barriers to investment, making Europe
more attractive and thereby multiplying the plan’s impact. The European Parliament was generally positive regarding
EFSI, however, there were criticisms regarding its scope, remit and overall output in the European economy. One of
the issues raised in policy fora is the complex relationship between EFSI and the European Structural and Investment
Funds (ESI Funds) as well as EFSI’'s overall impact on the territorial cohesion objective of European Union regional
policy. Various stakeholders have also mentioned that EFSI may run contrary to the aims of the ESI Funds, thus
creating a competitive relationship with EU regional policy.

Rezumat The use of financial instruments in cohesion policy is increasing, as they are considered a resource-efficient way of
using public funding. They provide support for investment in the form of loans, guarantees, equity and other risk-
sharing mechanisms. In the 2014-2020 programming period, financial instruments can be applied in all thematic areas
and funds covered by cohesion policy, combined with grants; and the amounts allocated are expected to double in
comparison to the previous period. The lessons learnt so far from the implementation of financial instruments show
that they present both advantages and challenges. Their revolving nature can increase the efficiency and sustainability
of public funds in the long term. The requirement to repay can stimulate better performance and quality of investment
projects. They can improve access to finance, through targeting financially viable projects that have not been able to
obtain sufficient funding from market sources. However, financial instruments can also entail high management costs
and fees, as well as complex set-up procedures. Although financial instruments may be a beneficial way to optimise
the use of the cohesion budget, in some situations grants can be more effective. It is also important to bear in mind
that the primary goal of financial instruments is to support cohesion policy objectives rather than just to generate
financial returns. These considerations are likely to feed into the debate on the post-2020 cohesion policy framework.

Serving as access points to Europe, the European Union's approximately 1 200 seaports are crucial both for its
transport sector and its competitiveness. They also have significant potential for creating jobs and attracting investors.
The European Commission plans to redress the huge disparities in performance levels by modernising the port
services offered by the EU’s 329 main seaports. The reform is aimed at eliminating unfair competition, guaranteeing a
level playing field and improving the commercial efficiency of ports. Two previous attempts to liberalise port services (in
2001 and 2004) provoked controversy, particularly regarding their social/labour market aspects, and were rejected by
the European Parliament. The latest initiative combines a legislative and a 'soft' approach. The previously contentious
cargo handling and passenger services will not be opened up to the market through legislation. Instead, the
Commission is focusing on establishing a clear framework for market access to port services and common rules on the
transparency of public funding for ports and the charges for users. The 'soft' approach comprises an action plan and
the launch of sectoral social dialogue.

Local communities in the Arctic face a unique set of challenges including remoteness, depopulation and a severe
climate and topography. EU regional policy can support development in the European Arctic via investments under the
European Structural and Investment Funds delivered through regional development and European territorial
cooperation programmes, with further support also available in the form of a special aid allocation for northern sparsely
populated regions. Structural funds represent an important source of funding for regional development in the European
Arctic and have helped regenerate the regional economy and create jobs through the development of new activities
such as high-tech innovation and tourism. Numerous challenges remain, however, with critics pointing to a limited
focus on transport infrastructure, weak complementarity between EU funds in the region and problems in terms of
participation, with small organisations often lacking the necessary know-how or resources. Taken together with the
region's growing strategic importance and the continued need to tackle climate change, this has led to increased
efforts to formulate a policy outlining the EU's approach towards the Arctic. The 2016 joint communication on an
integrated EU policy for the Arctic focuses on climate change and international cooperation, with a special emphasis
on sustainable development, a move that has been welcomed by Arctic communities. Academic circles, however,
stress that the communication demonstrates an overly cautious approach that lacks specificity, highlighting also the
marginal importance of Arctic issues for the EU and raising questions as to the likelihood of rapid progress being
made.

Structural reforms have been identified as crucial to accelerating economic recovery, boosting growth and reducing
unemployment. In November 2015, the European Commission proposed to establish the Structural Reform Support
Programme 2017-2020, to provide Member States with technical assistance in designing and implementing structural
reforms. The proposed budget is €142.8 million, to be taken from existing technical assistance resources under the
structural and investment funds. Building on experience relating to reforms in Greece and Cyprus, the programme
aims to improve administrative and institutional capacity, to facilitate better implementation of EU law, in particular the
country-specific recommendations issued under the European Semester, more efficient use of EU funds and the
introduction of growth-enhancing structural reforms. The Council prepared its negotiating stance in April 2016, while
the EP's Committee on Regional Development is to vote on its rapporteurs’ draft report in November 2016. A more
recent edition of this document is available.

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In these times of post economic and financial crisis the EU is faced with numerous employment challenges, such as
high overall unemployment and insufficient labour market participation by disadvantaged groups. Cohesion policy
offers significant investment resources to address these issues and contribute to EU-wide employment goals. The EU
regulations on the European Structural and Investment Funds, which form the legal basis of cohesion policy, lay down
the rules for funding allocation and specify the priorities supported, including employment. The strategic
implementation documents prepared by the Member States — Partnership Agreements and Operational Programmes —
describe concrete actions such as training, strengthening public employment services, and supporting
entrepreneurship. Individual projects are then implemented on the ground. The impact of cohesion policy is analysed
by means of evaluations based on a set of common indicators and methods. These provide the basis for assessing the
efficiency of interventions and progress towards the objectives.
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The European Council's role - to 'provide the Union with the necessary impetus for its development' and to define its
'general political directions and priorities' - has developed rapidly over the past seven years. Since June 2014, the
European Council Oversight Unit within the European Parliamentary Research Service (EPRS), the European
Parliament's in-house research service and think-tank, has been monitoring and analysing the European Council's
delivery of the various commitments made in the conclusions of its meetings. This overview, presented in the form of a
regularly updated Rolling Check-List of Commitments to Date, is designed to review the degree of progress in realising
the goals which the European Council has set itself since January 2010 and to assist the Parliament in exercising its
important oversight role in this field.
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Serving as access points to Europe, the European Union's approximately 1 200 seaports are crucial both for its
transport sector and its competitiveness. They also have significant potential for creating jobs and attracting investors.
The European Commission plans to redress the huge disparities in performance levels by modernising the port
services offered by the EU’s 329 main seaports. The reform is aimed at eliminating unfair competition, guaranteeing a
level playing field and improving the commercial efficiency of ports. Two previous attempts to liberalise port services (in
2001 and 2004) provoked controversy, particularly regarding their social/labour market aspects, and were rejected by
the European Parliament. The latest initiative combines a legislative and a 'soft' approach. The previously contentious
cargo handling and passenger services will not be opened up to the market through legislation. Instead, the
Commission is focusing on establishing a clear framework for market access to port services and common rules on the
transparency of public funding for ports and the charges for users. The 'soft' approach comprises an action plan and
the launch of sectoral social dialogue.

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The trans-European transport network — state of play in 2016
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The European Union's transport infrastructure policy is shifting from the former approach based on priority projects to
building an interconnected trans-European transport network (TEN-T) to allow people and goods to move quickly and
easily throughout the EU. The development of the network is based on revised TEN-T infrastructure guidelines and the
Connecting Europe Facility (CEF) funding instrument. It focuses primarily on the most strategic transport connections —
the core network, composed of nine transport corridors. Each corridor is multimodal and includes at least three
Member States (crossing at least two borders). Priority is given to eliminating missing links (mostly in cross-border
sections) and building multimodal connections, removing existing bottlenecks and ensuring interoperability, while
reducing greenhouse gas emissions from transport. Even though the EU budget provides substantial funding for
infrastructure in Europe, the largest part of financing for projects comes from the Member States. The EU offers
several possibilities for assistance in financing infrastructure projects. Besides grants, different innovative financial
instruments have been developed and are increasingly used both under the CEF and the European Fund for Strategic
Investments. The European Parliament has been an active promoter of the TEN-T, shaping the legislation and
securing sufficient financing. It also follows the TEN-T’s development closely, including in cooperation with the
European Coordinators. This briefing is an update of an earlier one, of September 2015.
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The aim of this study is to provide a synthetic input about the practical implementation of the legislative framework
governing financial instruments in the 2014-2020 programming period. Based on the analysis of the previous and the
current EU legislation, policy documents and the first experiences of Member States, this study presents
recommendations on how to remove obstacles and on how to improve the use of financial instruments.
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This study provides an implementation monitoring tool which allows for a systematic overview of review and monitoring
clauses, sunset clauses and management and implementation clauses contained in international agreements
concluded between the EU and third countries. It is produced by the Policy Cycle Unit of the European Parliamentary
Research Service (EPRS), the EP's in-house research service and think tank, as part of its work on the evaluation of
the EU policy cycle.
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The United Nations Conference on Housing and Sustainable Urban Development (UN Habitat) will hold its third
bidecennial meeting from 17 to 20 October 2016 in Quito (Ecuador), gathering nearly 200 national government
delegations, as well as different stakeholders. The conference aims to deliver a new global urban agenda and the
means to implement it. Rapidly growing urbanisation, especially in developing countries, makes the creation of socially
inclusive, resilient, economically prosperous, and energy-efficient cities a major global challenge. Achieving the entire
2030 Agenda will largely rely on the actions undertaken to address the demands of growing cities.
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Cohesion policy and the integration of migrants in urban areas
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With migration largely an urban reality, the successful integration of migrants in our towns and cities is of key
importance if Europe is to find a long-term solution to the migrant question. The EU’s cohesion policy can provide
support for countries in this area through investments under the European Social Fund (ESF) and the European
Regional Development Fund (ERDF), with the ERDF Regulation introducing a number of new measures to give cities
more say in cohesion programming and implementation during the 2014-2020 programming period, including on
issues such as the inclusion of migrants. As the adoption of most of the 2014-2020 operational programmes was
completed back in 2015, many countries did not give sufficient priority to supporting migrants in their programming
documents. The Commission has called on Member States to re-programme their funding under the ERDF and ESF
operational programmes yet few have adjusted their programmes thus far. Stakeholders point to the low-level of
involvement of local and regional authorities in decisions on the allocation of structural funds and the modest resources
available as factors that limit the extent to which European structural and investment funds can truly support the
integration of migrants at local level and have called for a greater role for towns and cities in this area, including direct
access to funding. While the Agenda on Migration has reinforced the importance of cohesion policy for the integration
of migrants, with developments such as the Urban Agenda and Urban Innovative Actions enabling cities to get more
involved in migrant related policies in their local area, questions remain as to how much cohesion policy can achieve in
view of the relatively limited amount of resources available in this area.
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Working for Europe's sustainable development by protecting and improving the quality of the environment, for instance,
is one of the core missions entrusted to the European Union by the Treaties. As the EU's main investment policy,
accounting for almost a third of the total EU budget in the 2014-2020 period, cohesion policy has the potential to
contribute significantly to achieving this ambition. Provisions are in place to mainstream environmental concerns and
protection requirements into the preparation and implementation of cohesion policy supported programmes and
projects. Significantly, approval for financial assistance is subject to compliance with the directives on environmental
assessment. The cohesion policy funds make considerable support available for investment in areas of particular
relevance to sustainable development, such as environmental protection and resource efficiency (over €35 billion); the
low-carbon economy (almost €40 billion) and climate change adaptation. Through this funding, cohesion policy is
expected to play a significant role in advancing the implementation of EU environmental policies and in helping the EU
achieve its objectives for energy, climate, and the circular economy. Initial insight into cohesion policy's environmental
performance can be gained from recent reports on the ex-post evaluation of cohesion policy programmes in the 2007-
2013 period regarding waste management and water; the impact of EU policies on land; and the use of EU funds to
support the clean energy transition in central and eastern Europe.
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The persistent gap between European regions as regards research and innovation performance provides a strong
case for policies tailored to the local context that foster structural change. This is where smart specialisation comes
into play, providing a path for innovation-driven differentiation and economic transformation, building on local assets
and comparative strengths. To achieve maximum impact, efforts and investments are expected to focus on a limited
number of priorities, identified through a discovery process in which entrepreneurs play a central role. This place-
based approach and logic of prioritisation have been found to be broadly consistent with the overall reforms of EU
cohesion policy, aiming to improve spending efficiency and impact. Consequently, having a research and innovation
strategy for smart specialisation (RIS3) in place has become a prerequisite to receiving funding from the European
Regional Development Fund. Currently, 121 smart specialisation strategies are in place at national or regional levels.
With a view to assessing how they are being implemented, the European Commission organised a high-level
conference in June 2016 to evaluate progress and difficulties to date. The European Parliament, in a newly adopted
resolution on RIS3 and cohesion policy, asked for periodic (annual and mid-term) monitoring of the strategies’
implementation, and called on the European Commission to push for a review in 2017 to enhance their efficiency and
effectiveness. This is an update of an earlier briefing published in January 2016.
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The 'Beyond GDP' approach considers GDP (gross domestic product) insufficient to capture the multidimensional
nature of progress and promotes the use of alternative indicators in policy. Although commonly used as an indicator of
well-being, GDP is a measure of economic performance, reflecting production expressed in monetary terms. It does
not account for social and environmental costs, nor does it reflect social and territorial inequalities. The recent crisis
revealed that GDP figures alone can mask problems accumulating in the economy. Alternative indexes can enhance
monitoring and guide policies towards balanced economic, social and environmental goals. The choice of indicators
matters, as this has an impact upon policy design, monitoring and evaluation. To date a variety of alternative indicators
have been developed by international organisations, statistical offices and NGOs (for instance, the Human
Development Index and the Ecological Footprint) and are increasingly being used in policy-making, including at EU
level. At the regional level, versions of global indexes exist alongside regionally designed indexes, but the availability
and reliability of data requires improvement. In the EU context, the 'Beyond GDP' debate has been re-ignited in
connection with the current reflection on the post-2020 cohesion policy framework. Additional regional indexes, such
as the EU Regional Social Progress Index released in October 2016, can help support result-orientation, improve
monitoring performance and enable a more comprehensive assessment of territorial development. This is an update of
an earlier briefing published in February 2016.
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Marginalised communities largely live on the fringes of European society, often with little access to the services that
the rest of the population take for granted. The responsibility for marginalised groups lies primarily with the Member
States, yet the objective of social cohesion also calls for an EU-level response. While there is no definition of
marginalised communities under the EU Treaties, certain groups such as the Roma suffer from a combination of
factors including discrimination and material deprivation, and are therefore a particular area of focus in discussions on
marginalised communities. EU structural funds have not always taken full account of these communities during
previous programming periods, while their involvement in the preparation and implementation of programmes has
been limited. The current 2014-2020 cohesion framework puts forward new measures with a wider scope for improving
the situation of such groups, including an investment priority targeting marginalised communities. Many stakeholders
argue, however, that Roma issues need to be mainstreamed across all policy areas in order to achieve lasting
structural change. The European Parliament has prepared an own-initiative report on marginalised communities and
cohesion policy, to help feed into the discussions on the future programming period, and has been in the vanguard of
EU-level initiatives to improve the living conditions of these groups. Ultimately, however, the inclusion of marginalised
communities will depend on strong political will from local and national authorities on the ground. This briefing updates
a previous edition, from October 2015.
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The principles guiding cohesion policy for the 2014-2020 period include efficiency and a results-oriented approach.
Evaluation is an important tool for assessing the impact of cohesion policy programmes and the contribution of funding
to EU objectives, evidencing the performance of policies with concrete data. It can also translate into better efficiency,
improved implementation and more effective policy design. However, evaluation also encounters challenges related to
resources and administrative capacities, political pressures, the availability of data and the limitations of evaluation
methods. The regulations on the European Structural and Investment Funds lay down a variety of reporting
requirements, evaluation procedures and indicators to be monitored. Evaluations are carried out at the ex-ante, interim
and ex-post stages, applying various quantitative and qualitative methods. Member States and the European
Commission prepare reports at various points in the programming period using the findings obtained in the process of
evaluating themes, programmes and projects. Ex-post evaluations for the 2007-2013 programming period are still
under way, with a number of preliminary findings already available. The first implementation reports for the current
2014-2020 period were released in May this year, while a summary report from the European Commission is expected
by the end of 2016.
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This in-depth analysis was prepared on the request of the Committee on Regional Development in the context of its
visit to Greece. The analysis provides an overview of Greece’s regions (with a special attention to Attica and Central
Macedonia) and of its political, economic and administrative system. In addition, this analyses focuses on the
implementation of cohesion policy on the ground with a particular attention to the consequences of the recent
amendment of the Common Provisions Regulation in respect of special measures for Greece, as well as to Greece’s
participation in six European Territorial Cooperation programmes.
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This in-depth analysis, requested by the European Parliament’'s Committee on Regional Development (REGI), focuses
on technical assistance (TA) activities at the initiative of the Commission (EC) (Article 58 of the Common Provision
Regulation or CPR ) and aims to shed some light on the historical background of its principles and implementation, as
well as on the current relationship with the management of TA activities when a Member State is facing temporary
budgetary difficulties (Article 25 of the CPR). At the time of writing, the Commission has presented a proposal
concerning a new ‘TA programme’ (i.e. the Structural Reform Support Programme), and this analysis also provides
some preliminary considerations of this initiative, especially as regards the amendment of Article 25 of the CPR and
the transfer of TA resources.

Established in 1990, the first European territorial cooperation initiative, Interreg |, focused on cross-border cooperation.
Action in this area has expanded over the years to cover broader initiatives such as trans-national cooperation,
involving countries from wider geographical areas, and inter-regional cooperation, which brings together regions from
across the whole EU. These three strands together make up European territorial cooperation, which is one of the two
main goals of cohesion policy today. With the removal of Europe’s frontier posts, travelling across the border to work,
visit the doctor, or simply to go out for the day, has become second nature for millions of European citizens. European
territorial cooperation has brought Europeans closer together, strengthened connectivity and improved the
environment, supported by EU mechanisms such as the European Grouping of Territorial Cooperation and macro-
regional strategies. Yet despite these achievements, numerous obstacles to closer cooperation still remain, such as
divergent national rules in the areas of employment, healthcare or social security. Recent years have witnessed
increased calls to address these hurdles, with the 2015 Luxembourg EU presidency putting forward a proposal for a
new instrument for cross-border projects and the European Commission organising a consultation to identify remaining
bottlenecks in this area as part of a wider cross-border review. The European Parliament has also prepared a report on
European Territorial Cooperation as part of this process, which will be debated at the September 2016 plenary
session. While discussions are due to begin on the future shape of cohesion policy post-2020 and on the role of
Interreg, the temporary reintroduction of border controls by several countries within the Schengen zone is already
havingda negative impact on cross-border cooperation, a clear sign that territorial cooperation may not be taken for
granted.

The recent European crisis has put the issue of government efficiency high on national policy agendas. Policy
measures that result in a reduction of bureaucratic slack or red tape can alleviate the trade-off between consolidation
and public service provision. Since 2007 the role of the EU budget in support of administrative reforms has been
strengthening, at least in formal terms. However, the extent to which the various EU budgetary instruments have
encouraged public administration reforms is unclear. Against the background of the overall European approach
towards public administration reforms, this study reviews the current budgetary instruments that directly or indirectly
support such reforms, and analyses the coherence, EU added value and complementarities within them. Case studies
on four Member States and an analysis of current networks and award initiatives to disseminate best practices
complete the study. Based on extensive desk research and a set of semi-structured interviews, the analysis finds a
positive but modest impact of the EU budget and existing networks on reform activity. Some of the key
recommendations are to improve the consistency of Country Specific Recommendations related to administrative
reforms, increase the effectiveness of the Structural Reform Support Programme, and to ensure coherence and
complementarity between all EU-funded interventions as well as their monitoring and evaluation processes. As to the
role of learning and policy-diffusion, the study recommends to promote focused peer-to-peer exchange among public
sector managers, and to develop a more credible evaluation of public sector awards.

Rezumat Launched in January 2016, the EU Strategy for the Alpine Region (EUSALP) is the latest macro-regional strategy to be
set up by the European Union. One of the biggest challenges facing the seven countries and 48 regions involved in the
EUSALP is that of securing sustainable development in the macro-region, especially in its resource-rich, but highly
vulnerable core mountain area. The Alps are home to a vast array of animal and plant species and constitute a major
water reservoir for Europe. At the same time, they are one of Europe's prime tourist destinations, and are crossed by
busy European transport routes. Both tourism and transport play a key role in climate change, which is putting Alpine
natural resources at risk. Global warming, clearly evidenced by receding glaciers, is threatening not only water supply,
but also the winter tourism industry, a vital source of income for many Alpine regions. Although there is a marked gap
between urban and rural mountainous areas, the macro-region shows a high level of socio-economic cohesion.
Disparities (in terms of funding and capacity) between participating countries, a feature that has caused challenges for
other EU macro-regional strategies, are unlikely to be an issue in the Alpine region. Furthermore, the strong bottom-up
approach behind the development of the EUSALP should ensure local ownership of the strategy. These are key
elements for success. An EP report on the EU Alpine Strategy, adopted in June 2016 by the Committee on Regional
Development, is expected to be discussed at the September plenary session.

Rezumat The post-2020 cohesion policy reform is already the subject of debate among policy-makers, stakeholders and EU
institutions. One issue being discussed in various European and regional institutions is that of the insufficient support
for the EU's sparsely populated and underpopulated areas. The challenges these regions face are very much related
to demographic change, and raise the general issue of the level of EU funding for regional development. Various
studies suggest that low population levels and remote locations mean that sparsely populated and underpopulated
regions' economies tend to grow much less than the EU average or to stagnate altogether. They also claim that these
regions suffer from a number of structural problems that pose major challenges, such as low birth rates and a lack of
transport connections, job opportunities and adequate social services. However, although all these may be considered
to be serious problems, various studies suggest that broadband technologies, tourism and agriculture could provide
new opportunities to boost the economic prosperity of sparsely populated and underpopulated areas. This briefing
seeks to analyse the issues that affect sparsely populated and underpopulated areas and provide a short overview of
the EU support available for this category of region. Details will also be provided of the role of the European Parliament
and the views of the various stakeholders.

The NUTS classification (Nomenclature of Territorial Units for Statistics) is a system to divide the territory of Member
States (MS) into regions for the purpose of collection and harmonisation of statistics and for socio-economic analysis.
There are three NUTS NUTS: 1, 2 and 3 respectively, moving from smaller to larger territorial units.NUTS 2 divides EU
territory into 276 regions with minimum and maximum population thresholds of 800 000 and 3 000 000. It is used for
allocating European structural and investment funds to EU regions.This paper provides statistics for the 276 NUTS 2
regions, firstly looking at GDP and unemployment for the years 2004 and 2014. Second, it shows the employment
situation of the younger generation in 2014. It then considers employment, poverty and education in the light of
selected Europe 2020 targets, and internet usage in view of the EU’s digital agenda. Finally it shows the allocation of
structural and investment funds for the period 2014-2020.

Structural reforms have been identified as crucial to accelerating economic recovery, boosting growth and reducing
unemployment. In November 2015, the European Commission proposed to establish the Structural Reform Support
Programme 2017-2020, to provide Member States with technical assistance in designing and implementing structural
reforms, with a budget of €142.8 million taken from existing allocations to the structural and investment funds. Building
on experience relating to reforms in Greece and Cyprus, the programme aims to improve administrative and
institutional capacity, to facilitate better implementation of EU law, in particular the country-specific recommendations
issued under the European Semester, more efficient use of EU funds and the introduction of growth-enhancing
structural reforms. The Council prepared its negotiating stance in April 2016, while the EP's REGI Committee is to
discuss its draft report in the autumn.

This eighth edition of the overview of European Council conclusions, presented in the form of a Rolling Check-List of
Commitments to Date, is a product of the European Council Oversight Unit within the European Parliamentary
Research Service (EPRS), the European Parliament's in-house research service and think-tank. As part of its work, the
unit maintains a rolling database of all the European Council's commitments and responsibilities, which is updated and
published regularly, with an indication of follow-up given to date.The European Council became a formal Union
institution, with a full-time President, under the Treaty of Lisbon. Although it does not exercise legislative functions, the
European Council's role — to 'provide the Union with the necessary impetus for its development' and to define its
'general political directions and priorities' — has developed rapidly over the past seven years. As an example of setting
overall priorities for the Union, on 26-27 June 2014, the European Council adopted a Strategic Agenda to 'guide the
institutions in annual and multiannual programming, as well as in legislative planning' in the 2014-19 institutional
cycle.The European Parliament is strongly committed to the principle of Better Law-Making, and particularly to the
effective use of impact assessment and evaluation throughout the legislative cycle. It is in this spirit that enhanced
powers for stronger executive bodies can and should be balanced by greater scrutiny and oversight, especially in
respect of the implementation of EU law and policies. The Parliament's administrative capacity to support
parliamentary committees and individual Members in exercising ex-post scrutiny and oversight of the executive has
accordingly been enhanced in order to provide stronger and deeper analysis of the transposition, implementation and
enforcement of EU secondary law, and more generally, of the impact, operation, effectiveness and delivery of EU law
and policy in practice. In this context, since June 2014, the European Council Oversight Unit has been monitoring and
analysing the delivery on commitments made by the European Council in the conclusions of its meetings, as well as its
various responsibilities either in law or on the basis of intergovernmental agreements. This compendium is designed to
assist the Parliament in exercising its important oversight role in the months and years ahead.
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How the EU and Member States Manage Data Transparency and Accessibility on EU Funds
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The objective of this study is to identify factors that impact on transparency and accessibility in the EU and its Member
States. Cases studies with reference to shared management have been carried out in Belgium, Finland, France,
Germany, ltaly and Poland. A variety of funds in direct and indirect management as well as the European Development
Fund are also part of the research. The periods under scrutiny are the Multiannual Financial Frameworks (MFF) 2007
— 2013 and in particular 2014 - 2020.Finally, the study concludes with evidence-based policy recommendations which
can allow further data transparency and accessibility.
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This study reviews experience with the application of Simplified Cost Options (SCOs), primarily under the European
Regional Development Fund, in the programming periods 2007-2013 and 2014-2020. The focus is on the achievement
of the immediate and wider objectives of the SCOs, notably the reduction of administrative burden/cost and the
refocussing of resources from financial reporting and control to the implementation and achievement of policy
objectives. The study presents the first evidence that the uptake of SCOs, owing to the improved regulatory framework
and to enhanced guidance, has increased in the 2014-2020 programming period and that the SCOs are achieving their
intended objectives.
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This study provides a comprehensive and systematic analysis of the existing scope for synergies between ESIF and
other EU instruments contributing to Europe 2020 goals. It identifies different arenas for the pursuit of synergies
(regulatory settings, governance arrangements, strategic frameworks and implementation approaches), noting
achievement thus far, and, looking towards 2020, assessing the potential for maximising synergies.
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Encompassing regions from Member States as well as third countries confronted with a common set of challenges,
macro-regions are often defined on the basis of geographical features. Whether inspired by a sense of regional
identity, a desire to engage in closer cooperation or to pool resources, all macro-regional strategies share a common
aim: to ensure a coordinated approach to issues best tackled jointly. While diverse in many ways, the countries
bordering the Baltic are characterised by a high degree of interdependence, with a tradition of cooperation dating back
to the Hanseatic period. This shared identity was cemented further through the EU accession of the Baltic States and
Poland in 2004, increasing to eight the number of EU Member States in the Baltic region (Sweden, Denmark, Estonia,
Finland, Germany, Latvia, Lithuania and Poland). Yet despite the introduction of common EU rules and policies,
opening up new prospects for improving growth and living standards through closer coordination, persistent differences
have remained between the prosperous northern and western seaboards of the Baltic and its less developed southern
and eastern countries. Concerns over the deteriorating state of the Sea itself, and a sense that the region had failed to
make best use of the opportunities of EU membership led to calls for action and the development of a dedicated
strategy for the Baltic region in 2009. Originally initiated by the European Parliament, the Strategy covers the eight EU
Member States of the Baltic and also involves cooperation with the neighbouring countries of Russia, Belarus, Norway
and Iceland. It has been designed to be adapted to changing circumstances, and revisions of its Action Plan have
streamlined its structure and given more responsibility to Member States. A number of key challenges remain,
however, not least its complex governance, a lack of political engagement, low knowledge about the Strategy and
mixed results in integrating it into 2014-2020 operational programmes, a key potential source of funding.

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Our towns and cities are home to nearly three quarters of the EU's population and most EU policies concern them, be
it directly or indirectly. Within the EU, a shared vision of urban development has gradually taken shape at inter-
governmental level. At the same time there have been increasing calls for concrete action and the development of an
Urban Agenda to give city authorities and stakeholders a greater say in the process. To help guide these discussions,
the European Commission launched a public consultation following its July 2014 Communication on the Urban
Dimension of EU policies. Its findings indicated broad support among city stakeholders for an Urban Agenda for the
EU. The European Parliament has also prepared an own-initiative report on the issue as part of this process, which
was adopted at the September 2015 plenary session. The revised 2014-2020 Cohesion Policy framework introduced a
number of new instruments intended to enhance the urban dimension of cohesion funding. With the launch of Urban
Innovative Actions and the introduction of the first four urban partnerships, recent months have seen both a
strengthening of the cohesion policy framework and the first concrete action towards rolling out the Urban Agenda.
Building on this momentum, the Dutch Council Presidency put forward an ambitious roadmap for the first half of 2016,
which led to the signing on 30 May 2016 of the Pact of Amsterdam, a clear political commitment to deliver an Urban
Agenda for the EU. This briefing is an update of an earlier one published in March 2016.
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Rezumat This publication aims to examine the measures available to Member States under cohesion policy to help them
address poverty and social exclusion. Through detailed references to EU legislation, national programming documents
and the views of stakeholders, the paper will discuss the EU-funded action being taken by individual countries to
promote social inclusion and identify the limitations of cohesion policy for tackling poverty and social exclusion. Poverty
and social exclusion can have a damaging effect on individuals' lives, with its impact on people's health and education
often leading to a vicious circle of deprivation. To help break this dangerous cycle of poverty, the Europe 2020 Strategy
set a headline target of taking at least 20 million people out of poverty and social exclusion by 2020. The revision of the
cohesion policy framework for 2014-2020 has strengthened support for the delivery of the Europe 2020 targets by
aligning structural funds more closely to the strategy through thematic concentration, which focuses action on a limited
number of targets, helping to optimise the use of EU funds where they can be most effective. Cohesion policy can play
a vital role in tackling social exclusion, with structural funds accounting for the majority of the public investment budget
in many countries. The Partnership Agreements and Operational Programmes prepared by Member States in this
context provide valuable insight into countries' plans for delivering social inclusion.

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Moving cycling forward: A coordinated approach to cycling for local and regional authorities in the EU

Rezumat This analysis presents an overview of the current state of cycling mobility in the European Union and of the benefits
stemming from cycling as a means of transport. It examines the challenges linked to making cycling a regular transport
mode and looks at what is being done across the EU to address the problems identified. After discussing recent EU
developments, the analysis concludes that cycling potential could be maximised by coordinated action at all levels of
local government administration. Building on the author's EPRS briefing Cycling mobility in the EU of May 2015, this
analysis was produced at the request of the Committee of the Regions of the EU. A genuine shift towards greater
cycling mobility can be achieved through cycling policies that are coordinated across all levels of administration. For
reasons of subsidiarity, the main responsibility for delivering cycling policy is at national and local level. However, the
EU could help strengthen these efforts by means of a strategic document which covers all the areas that impact on
cycling in one text. In combination with appropriate funding, this could send a strong signal to all levels of
administration that cycling is taken seriously as a means of transport which reduces urban congestion and pollution,
while making people healthier.
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This in-depth analysis was written upon request of the Committee on Regional Development, and it is an update of a
similar document that was completed in November 2015. The aim is to inform Members about the political, socio-
economic and administrative system of Croatia, in particular Sibenik-Knin and Karlovac Counties and the City of
Zagreb. The analysis also provides an overview of cohesion policy in Croatia, including the arrangements in place for
the 2014-2020 programming period and the European Territorial Cooperation programmes.
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In a 2015 speech, European Commissioner for Regional Policy, Corina Cretu, re-ignited the debate on the post-2020
cohesion policy reform by suggesting ten main issues for future reflection. Many of them are already prominent in
discussions amongst European, local and regional policy-makers. One such issue is about the way the EU's cohesion
policy can best contribute to its two complementary objectives: competitiveness and cohesion. Another issue concerns
the best way to support lagging regions, especially those which, in spite of decades of EU support, have not converged
towards the EU average. Yet another focuses on whether cohesion policy should continue to invest in advanced EU
regions, especially in wealthy metropolitan ones. The way cohesion policy can better support growth, jobs and
innovation outside heavily populated areas and regions with special geographical characteristics, is also a dominant
issue of discussions in policy circles. Special attention is also paid to the role of the urban dimension in cohesion
policy. Finding the most efficient form of support is an important point of reflection: should it be grants, repayable
assistance, financial instruments, or possibly a mix of all of these along with further thematic concentration? In
addition, the way that cohesion policy addresses new or growing challenges (such as energy security, migration and
the digital economy) is widely debated. Other issues to consider are the simplification of policy for beneficiaries, the
importance of achieving better governance and the contribution of cohesion policy to the EU’s economic governance.
Last but not least, the method of allocation of cohesion policy funds is another thought-provoking issue.
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During the May plenary session, the European Parliament is due to debate two of the new territorial development tools
in cohesion policy, Integrated Territorial Investment (ITl) and Community-Led Local Development (CLLD).
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In the May plenary session, the EP is expected to vote on a resolution that calls for an integrated policy approach to
mountain areas, to allow for better consideration of their development needs.
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Export taxes and restrictions take various forms and their effects may not be limited to the countries that apply them.
Developing countries use such export taxes and restrictions in pursuit of development policy objectives. The effects on
third countries depend on the market power of the country applying them and the nature of the restriction or tax. Large
developing and emerging economies are the main users of these types of instruments, which are often used to counter
the distortions due to tariff escalation. Multilateral trade rules do not forbid the use of export taxes, but they do apply to
export restrictions. The treatment of these instruments in Free Trade Agreements (FTAs) negotiated by the EU varies,
even between the different Economic Partnership Agreements (EPAs). The EU should be flexible when it comes to the
treatment of these instruments in trade agreements involving LDCs and small developing countries. In some cases, the
EU should consider renegotiating existing agreements to remove strict prohibitions that can hamper development.

Serving as access points to Europe, the European Union's approximately 1 200 seaports are crucial both for its
transport sector and its competitiveness. They also have significant potential for creating jobs and attracting investors.

The European Commission plans to redress the huge disparities in performance levels by modernising the port
services offered by the EU’s 329 main seaports. The reform is aimed at eliminating unfair competition, guaranteeing a
level playing field and improving the commercial efficiency of ports. Two previous attempts to liberalise port services (in
2001 and 2004) provoked controversy, particularly regarding their social/labour market aspects, and were rejected by
the European Parliament.

The latest initiative combines a legislative and a 'soft' approach. The previously contentious cargo handling and
passenger services will not be opened up to the market through legislation. Instead, the Commission is focusing on
establishing a clear framework for market access to port services and common rules on the transparency of public
funding for ports and the charges for users. The 'soft' approach comprises an action plan and the launch of sectoral
social dialogue.

Our towns and cities are home to nearly three quarters of the EU's population and most EU policies concern them, be
it directly or indirectly.

Within the EU, a shared vision of urban development has gradually taken shape at inter-governmental level. At the
same time there have been increasing calls for concrete action and the development of an EU Urban Agenda to give
city authorities and stakeholders a greater say in the process. To help guide these discussions, the European
Commission launched a public consultation following its July 2014 Communication on the Urban Dimension of EU
policies. Its findings indicate broad support among city stakeholders for an EU Urban Agenda. The European
Parliament has also prepared an own-initiative report on the issue as part of this process, which was adopted at the
September 2015 plenary session.

The revised 2014-2020 Cohesion Policy framework introduced a number of new instruments intended to increase the
role of cities in cohesion programming and implementation and thus enhance the urban dimension of cohesion
funding. With the launch of Urban Innovative Actions and the introduction of the first four urban partnerships, recent
months have seen both a strengthening of the cohesion policy framework and the first concrete action towards rolling
out the Urban Agenda.

Building on this momentum, the Dutch Council Presidency has put forward an ambitious roadmap for the coming
months, which should lead to the signing in May 2016 of the Pact of Amsterdam, a binding political commitment to
deliver on the promise of an EU Urban Agenda.

Small and Medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) are essential to the economies of EU regions, both in terms of
employment and competitiveness . In 2014, SMEs employed almost 90 million people and it has been estimated that
for every km2 of land surface the EU has an average of 5 SMEs. Almost all SMEs (93%) are micro enterprises and
employ less than 10 people and the majority of SMEs are active in the five following sectors: ‘wholesale and retail
trade’, ‘manufacturing’, ‘construction’, ‘business services’ and ‘accommodation and food services’.

For the 2014-2020 period the European Structural and Investment Funds (ESI Funds) support investments in SMEs
through all thematic objectives, particularly through Thematic Objective 3 (TO3) on enhancing the competitiveness of
SMEs, of the agricultural sector (for the EAFRD) and of the fishery and aquaculture sector (for the EMFF). In order to

The ‘Beyond GDP’ approach considers GDP (gross domestic product) insufficient to capture the multidimensional
nature of progress and promotes the use of alternative indicators in policy. Although commonly used as an indicator of
well-being, GDP is a measure of economic performance, reflecting production expressed in monetary terms. It does
not account for social and environmental costs, nor does it reflect social and territorial inequalities. The recent crisis
revealed that GDP figures alone can mask problems accumulating in the economy. Alternative indexes can enhance
monitoring and guide policies towards balanced economic, social and environmental goals. The choice of indicators
matters, as this has an impact upon policy design, monitoring and evaluation. To date a variety of alternative indicators
have been developed by international organisations, statistical offices and NGOs (for instance, the Human
Development Index and the Ecological Footprint) and are increasingly being used in policy-making, including at EU
level.

Many EU Member States have islands and insular territories (e.g. archipelagos). Among these islands are several
world famous tourist destinations, while they are home to considerable natural and cultural wealth. Certain islands also
produce renowned agricultural products and handcrafts. However, islands also face considerable challenges. They
may lack adequate transport links with the nearest mainland. Their ecosystems are vulnerable and natural resources
are often scarce. Some are small and/or mountainous. Many are located on the periphery of a Member State, or
constitute border regions, placing considerable limitations on their potential for economic growth. Islands are usually
too small to allow economies of scale. They may lack human capital and possess limited public resources in health,
education, research and innovation. More recently, the EU's southern islands have seen a large influx of migrants,
whilst lacking the resources needed for their accommodation or integration.

In most cases, islands are not self-sufficient in agricultural and industrial products or tertiary-sector services. They are
usually reliant on imported fossil fuels and dependent on mainland energy networks. As the majority of products and
services have to be transported to islands, prices are considerably higher, adding to the cost of living in insular
territories. However, although the state of insularity creates a large number of problems, various studies suggest that
islands can become 'lands of opportunities' by investing in their relative strengths.

Article 174 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union (TFEU) recognises the special nature of island
territories. However, very few concrete EU measures have aimed to support islands to date. Several insular regions
and municipalities call for the development of an 'insular dimension' in EU policies, and for EU regional policy to take
insularity factors, that affect them disproportionately, into account. They also claim that due to the European
Commission's established method of regional funding —based on GDP — certain islands and insular territories are
severely penalised.
