The following policy recommendations supplement the Background Analysis that was prepared for the European
Parliament’s Committee on Culture and Education (CULT committee) on the “Implementation of the revised
Audiovisual Media Services Directive — Background Analysis of the main aspects of the 2018 AVMSD revision” . In
view of the integration of the revised Audiovisual Media Services Directive (Directive 2010/13/EU; AVMSD) by
Directive (EU) 2018/1808 in the national legislative frameworks by transposition as well as the actual implementation
in the work of the competent national regulatory authorities dealing with the application of the relevant rules, a
stocktaking two years after the end of the transposition period is necessary. The CULT Committee has therefore
decided to present an initiative report on the implementation. However, as has been highlighted — and rightly criticised
— on numerous occasions, the transposition of the innovative and new solutions as laid down in Directive (EU)
2018/1808 is suffering from the delay in aligning the national laws in most Member States and specifically the still
outstanding transposition in Ireland.

This 'Implementation in Action’ in-depth analysis provides input to the 'Implementation Report' of the European

and implementation of the Directive and focuses on specific articles in the Directive. The analysis covers transposition
related to the protection of minors, accessibility for persons with disabilities, European works and video-sharing
platforms. Based on country files made publicly available by the European Audiovisual Observatory of the Council of
Europe, it offers an account of the transposition to date in 17 Member States.

Having considered the possibility of merging the Creative Europe programme with other programmes supporting
European values, rights and justice, the European Commission has decided to continue the Creative Europe
programme as a stand-alone programme, increasing its budget by 17 %. The only programme focusing exclusively on
cultural and creative activities and enterprises, it falls under the 'Cohesion and values' heading of the 2021-2027
multiannual financial framework. The previous programme focused on the economic dimension of the cultural sector
and its contribution to job creation and economic growth. Some stakeholders had voiced concern at taking such a
strongly economic approach to culture. Under the new programme, the economic dimension is one axis alongside the
social dimension, as well as culture's contribution to international relations. The new framework for cultural policy
therefore highlights not only the economic dimension of the cultural and creative sectors, but also the role of culture in
social cohesion and its relation to creative and artistic freedom and diversity, and freedom and plurality of media. The
Parliament, Council and Commission started trilogue negotiations in autumn 2019. After an almost year-long break, the
negotiations resumed in the second half of 2020 when the Council, the Commission and the EP reached a common
agreement. The new programme was then finally adopted in May 2021, but applies with retroactive effect from 1
January 2021.

Creative Europe 2021-2027 is the continuation of the Creative Europe programme, the only European Union
programme directly targeting cultural and audiovisual activities. The EU competence in this domain is to help Member
States address common challenges in these sectors, respect cultural and linguistic diversity, and safeguard cultural
heritage across the EU. Its funding of only 0.14 % of the EU budget limits its scope, mainly to supporting networks,
platforms, cooperation or innovation projects, and the development of common data and studies. The European
Parliament is expected to vote at second reading during its May plenary session on the agreed text resulting from
interinstitutional negotiations.

This briefing paper takes a look at the use of Al technologies in the wider audiovisual sector. A survey with ten
questions concerning the most important aspects was circulated to 85 contacts at 73 organisations. A total of 22
responses were received. The main findings are as follows:

1.Almost all respondents report broad use of Al technologies, especially for automated indexing, improved content
accessibility as well as localisation. Al is used for processing audio or video, language or text data or for knowledge
management purposes.

2.Among the technologies used are ASR, TTS, NLP, NER, MT, summarisation, search and recommender engines,
content classification, subtitling, vision and metadata extraction (see Appendix 2: Glossary — Terms and
Abbreviations).

3.Al technologies foreseen for future use are more experimental and include the automated detection of illegal content
and deep fakes as well as flexible curation technologies.

4.There is a big demand for large amounts of training data including labelled, structured and unstructured data,
domain-specific training data, acoustic data and data for illegal content.

5.There is also a need for more language technologies for all European languages, including ASR, TTS, MT, content
curation services and metadata extraction as well as Linked Data.

6.In terms of policies, it is suggested to focus upon an ethical framework regarding the use and misuse of Al that
protects human values and fosters cultural and linguistic diversity. It should also protect against the misuse of Al for
false news and misinformation.

7.Regarding opportunities, many respondents suggest concentrating on the Al-based production of high quality
content. In addition, Al allows unlimited localisation and makes it possible for a fragmented and culturally diverse
ecosystem to survive in a world dominated by capital-intensive ventures based in the US.

8.The consumption of intentionally created false or manipulative content is seen as an imminent danger. It is stressed
that, as video is quickly becoming our main means of communication, there is a threat that relates to the use of Al for
misinformation and manipulation, which could have an impact on the foundations of our democratic society.

9.The awareness of the European Al tool market varies. Some perceive the market to be non-existent, others perceive
it to be highly fragmented. Due to the dominance of non-European technology enterprises, European companies
should be supported more.

10.Collaboration at the European level is seen as essential because individual players have limitations and difficulties
in using Al technologies. Europe’s multilingualism is seen as crucial: to guarantee inclusiveness and accessibility, tools
need to be made available, especially for under-resourced languages.

Following political agreement with the Council, a vote in plenary on 2 October 2018 saw Parliament adopt the updated
EU Audiovisual Media Services Directive, based on the proposal presented by the Commission on 25 May 2016. The
overarching goal of the proposal was to bring about a balance between competitiveness and consumer protection. It
therefore aimed to introduce flexibility when restrictions only applicable to TV are no longer justified, promote European
films, protect minors and tackle hate speech more efficiently. The proposal also reflected a new approach to online
platforms. Following adoption of the revised directive, EU Member States now have to bring the new rules into national
law by 19 September 2020. Sixth edition. The ‘EU Legislation in Progress’ briefings are updated at key stages
throughout the legislative procedure.

The highlight of the October | plenary session was the debate on the preparation of the European Council meeting on
18 and 19 October 2018. The series of debates on the Future of Europe continued, this time with the Prime Minister of
Estonia, Juri Ratas. Montenegro's President, Milo Bukanovic, also addressed Parliament in a formal sitting. Parliament
adopted, inter alia, legislative proposals on: audiovisual media services; VAT rules; strengthening the EU Agency for
Criminal Justice Cooperation (Eurojust); mutual recognition of freezing and confiscation of criminal assets; the free flow
of non-personal data within the EU; health technology assessment; and emission performance standards for new
passenger cars and light commercial vehicles. Parliament also voted its public procurement package, as well as a
report on an amending budget regarding changes to pre-accession aid to Turkey.

Since its entry into force, the regulatory framework established by the Audiovisual Media Services Directive proved to
be rather effective in achieving its goal of enabling the development and free circulation of audiovisual media services
in the European Union. However, given the technological developments that led to a convergent audiovisual
environment, it needs to be further adapted in order to better respond to market developments and new viewing
patterns and habits. The European Parliament, the Council, the European Economic and Social Committee and the
European Committee of the Regions have asked for adaptations of the current regulatory framework in order to better
reflect the implications of the new convergent media context. In particular, they called on the Commission to assess
the current distinction of the regulatory framework between linear and non-linear services, to enforce the provisions
related to minors and consumer protection, to ensure the respect of the freedom of media, to enforce the promotion of
European works and to assess the implementation of self and co regulation arrangements. Implementation reports,
evaluations and studies confirmed the need to address AVMSD related issues at EU level and pointed out that some of
the rules are no longer fit for purpose in a changed digital context. The new proposal adopted by the Commission in
May 2016, addresses several concerns raised by the Parliament including protection of minors, promotion of European
audiovisual works and commercial communications.

The Creative Europe programme (CE) — in operation since January 2014 — brings together the cultural and media
programmes during the 2007-2013 programming period and is designed to support activities in the cultural and
audiovisual sectors and to promote cross-sectoral synergies. With the aim of enhancing the competitiveness of the
creative and cultural industries, Creative Europe was devised to help the creative and cultural industries and
audiovisual sectors to better face the challenges of increasing digitalisation, market fragmentation, global competition
and difficult access to financing. To this effect, Creative Europe desks were created in participating countries to provide
prompt information on the different aspects of the programme. Against this background, the European Commission will
present the results of the programme’s mid-term evaluation by the end of 2017. This implementation assessment takes
stock of the developments to date by analysing the main implementation issues vis-a-vis the programme's intended
objectives. In order to reveal possible obstacles and address remaining problems, this assessment serves the overall
purposes of the Implementation Report requested by the Committee on Culture and Education (CULT) of the
European Parliament.

This note seeks to provide an initial analysis of the strengths and weaknesses of the European Commission's Impact
Assessment accompanying the above proposal, adopted on 9 December 2015. This proposal is one of the first
legislative initiatives proposed under the umbrella of the Digital Single Market (DSM) Strategy. The DSM Strategy is in
itself one of the ten political priorities of the Juncker Commission. The portability proposal aims to contribute to the key
objectives of the DSM allowing for better online access to digital goods and services across the EU Member States
when travelling. Further legislative proposals in the field of copyright are expected in 2016. Overall, the impression is
that this IA has made a reasonable attempt to analyse the current situation, substantiating the need for EU action to
solve the issue. The |IA draws upon a wide range of research from different sources and disciplines, both external and
internal, and the stakeholder consultation appears to be broad. However, the objective of the present initiative (to
ensure cross-border portability) is formulated in such a way that it can in fact only conceivably be achieved by a
legislative solution that prescribes portability on a mandatory basis (meaning Option 3, which is the Commission's
preferred option). This could cast some doubt as to whether the alternatives presented were really considered as
viable options. Also, some of the assumptions upon which the IA is based might merit some further examination. For
example, this might be the case concerning the current and potential future consumer demand for portability based on
Eurobarometer data. Finally, the IA could perhaps have been clearer from the start that the real issue at hand
concerns almost exclusively limited portability of online content services in the AV sector and sport premium content
services, but that for reasons of legal certainty, all sectors are technically covered by the initiative (IA, p. 21).

The EU's audiovisual sector comprises over 100 000 companies and employs more than 760 000 people. Audiovisual
media services however outrun market considerations by playing a central role in modern democratic societies, which
accounts for the application of specific rules across the European Union (EU). Current transmission capacities have
come a long way from the first linear broadcasts. The Internet, together with media convergence, is changing the way
people use media. Although television is still the most popular medium in the EU and globally, internet comes close
behind. This shift in media consumption holds both promises and challenges. The advent of internet-enabled TV faces
regulators with complex dilemmas, such as protecting young people from harmful content and banning incitement to
hatred, while still ensuring freedom of speech. The Audiovisual Media Services (AVMS) Directive covers all services
with audiovisual content, including 'on-demand’, and audiovisual advertising. However, it takes into account the degree
of user control over the service and therefore on-demand services are subject to lighter regulation. Member States are
encouraged to use co-regulation and/or self-regulation as complementary approaches to the Directive's provisions, in
particular in relation to commercial communications and the protection of minors. The Commission's 2012 report on the
implementation of the AVMS Directive concluded that in general, the EU regulatory framework performed well. The
Commission is currently processing the results from a public consultation on the functioning of the Directive and is
expected to present a proposal for a review by the end of 2015.
